It is worth noticing that the articles in
which the farmer is directly interested are
treated to increase of import duty more
freely than any otherciass. No fewer than
eloven of the twenty-three new duties are
for the farmer’s direet benetit; and of sev-
enty-five other items in which he 18 very
directly interested as a producer, twenty-
two are converted from ad valorem to spe-
cific duties, and twenty-nine are cases of an
increase i duties, whileonly in eight cases
are duties iowered, and most of these are
Southern . roduce. If the whole tariff bad
been revised after that fashion the free-
traders wounld have much more of an out-
ery than they have heen able to raise.
Taking the tariff as a whole, not one duty
in four 1s inereased, aud the thinga put on
the free list vxceed those taken off it by 70
per cent. In the farmer's part of the law
we find that nearly half the duties are in-
creased palpably, while others are made
more stringent by conversion to specific,
and nothing is put on the free list 1n whose
home production he is interested.

NEW YORK, Oct. 25.—""After all, there is

nothing like sitting down to an old-fash-
ioned country dinner,” said a well-fed,

portly Washingtonian who has been spend-

ing & week or twoin New York. He had

just been dined at the Manhattan Clubin
the magnificent Stewart mansion. *“Give

me some nice country spare-ribs or fried
chicken, country style, with vegetables

from the garden according to the season,”
he continued, “and you may have yourclub
dinner, with its unknowable delicacies,
prepared heaven knows how, 1ts choice
wines, aud its interminable cordials, and
cigars, and gossip. Let me look outupon
the quiet fields of waving grain, upon the
nafural forests, the rocks, the shimmering

stream, the meadows—anything rather than
upon brick and stone reverberating with
the roar of cabs. and carriages, and cars.

This New York life is too fast for me. New
Yorkers follow pleasure with the same
spirit they follow business.

I've been meeting men in Wall street dur-
ing the day who are energetically pushing
their business, and the same men | have
met at the clubs at night pushing pleasure
with the same snap and vim., Their busi-
ness 18 the most exeiting kind, too, and one
wonld naturally think the wear and tear of
it could be removed or reduced only by
rest. How men can live long in such acon-
stant whirl is beyond me. They don’t?
Well, I see most of them are prematurely
gray. And yet they look sleek and keen-
eyed, are good feeders and drinkers and are
altogether men of steady nerve. But such
a life would kill me within a year. Too
fast!

When an express wagon stops at the
Safe Deposit Company’s vaults, in the
Equitable Building, a little ecrowd gathers
about it.

GREAT FIRE AT MOBILE, ALA.

Twenty Squares of Buildings Burned,
Entailing a Loss of About $700,000.

Thousands of Bales of Cotton, with Compresses,

Warehouses, Mills, Factories, Dwallings
and Three Steamboats Destroyed.

e

MosiLe, Ala., Oct. 26.—One of the most

disastrous conflagrations ever witnessed in

this city began to-day about 2:30 o'clock,
and owing to the stronz mn west wind

prevailing was not checked until 5 o'clock
this afternoon, aud only then after a favor-

able change in the wind. The scene of the
fire was in the extreme northern end of the

city, and includes the destruction of be-
tween seven und eight thousand bales of

cotton, eight warehouses, three cotton
compresses, the large cotton-seed-oil-tills,
the big ice factory, the Mobile fer-
tilizer factory, two wood and coal-yards,
three of the river steamboats and a box
factory. There was no loss of life, although
many of the firemen were overcome with,
heat and smoke, and many Darrow escapes
from falling walls occurred. The loss is
one of the most serious ever known here,
and can be safely put down at a million
dollars. The paid fire aepartment fought
manfully and were assisted by many old
volunteer firemen in the face of smoke and

flame. Ten or more streams were kept go-
ing, fed from the Bienville water-works.
At 6 o’clock to-night the fire is well under
control and no fears are entertained for ite
continuance.

The fire originated in a pile of shavings
at Stewart & Butt’s shingle-mill at One-

mile creek, and soon communicated to the
mill, which was quickly swept away, owing
to the strong wind. The warehouse of
shingles, belonging to the same firm, was
saved through the firemen’s efforts. The
flames swept southward toward the oil-

house of the Standard Oil Company, but
this was saved and prevented greater loss,

as the Mobile & Ohio freight depot was

near. Goodman’s warehouse caught from

the sparks and soon went up in flames,
with its four hundred bales of

cotton. The high wind contin-
ved, carrying the flames southwest
to Brown’s warehouse, in which was stored
three thousand bales of cotton, all of which
was consumed. From there the fire was
communicated to the Seima warehouse, 1n
whioh was stored 1,200 bales, which was
also swept away, the horses being the only
thing saved from the warehouse. The
Taylor press, adjoining, then caught and
burned. It was unused at the time and had

no cotton stored in it. Truett’s warehouse
with its contents, four hundred bales of

cotton, was the next to go, none of it being
saved. Beer's warehouse, adjoining, caught
on fire, but was put out with partial loss.
No cotton was in it at the time.

While the warehouses were burning it
was discovered that the Mobile & Mont-
gomery depot wharf was on fire, and it

soon went. At the same time fire was dis-
covered  in the cotton-seed-oil-mills, hav-
ing caught from sparks from the cotton
fire, and soon this large property was
wrapped 1n flames and destroyed, burning
with rapidity and fierceness, fanned by the
breeze, and communicating to the Mer-
chants’ warehouse, with its compress, not
in use at present, and used as a depot for
the Mobile & Birmingham railroad. In
this were forty bales of cotton and a quan-
tity of freight of the Mobile & Birmingham
road. The cotton was the only thing in
and about the building saved, and this was
slightly dama%ied. The Mobile fertilizer
manufactory, M. Hudson, manager, was
the next to go in the general contlagration
that was sweeping uuchecked, and which
human aid was powerless to save, so
strong and fierce were the fiames.

Fire next broke out in the warehounse on
the wharf of the cotton-seed- mills, 200 feet
long, and stored to the roof with cotton-
seed, which burned rapidly, setting fire to
the wharf on the south, where there was a
wood-vard of Johnson’s at the wharf.
Along here were tied up the river steam-
boats Ruth, Mary Elizabeth and Jewel, but
so fast did the fire travel that before they
could be moved their light work caught,
and in the hot fire about them they were
burned to the water’s edge. The flames
then leaped over on Commerce street, over
Congress avenue and a vacant lot to
Cooley’s cotton compress, one of the most
modern presses, and owned by the Town-
send estate, which, together with the
Emanuel estate and Coole{’a warehouse,
with their contents of 1,000 bales of cotton,
went up i1n the fierce flames. Johnson
Brothers' wood-yard, in the rear, with a
large quantity of wood and coal, and 20,000
oak staves, were the next to go, and in
turn, communicating tue flames to the
Mobile ice factory of Gage & Lyons, and
from this to the Gulf City W and Coal
Company’s yard. at the foot of 8t. Anthony
street. Here sixty-one bales of cotton, on
the wharf, left there at 10 o’clock by the
steamboat Minnie Lee, were burned. At
the foot of St. Anthony street the fire,
which hadswept foursguares on Commerce
street, from Beauregard, leawnr standing
only on the east side, the Mobile & Mont-
gomery railroad’s general offices and head-
quarters, and which had raged for five
hours, found a rest.

Fortunately the wind changed, and gave
the now almaost exhaunsted firemen, who had
not ceased their efiorts for the five hours,
an opportunity to return to the warehouses
and to save the contents. In 1ts course the
flames had spared Magnolia warehouse
with 7,000 bales, Calhoun’s, with 1,200, and
Facor's press, with 2,000 bales of cotton.

ave the amount of cotton on hand in Mo-
ile on Saturday as 18,770 bales. '

The alarm for the fireat Stewart & Butt's
mill had scarcely come in when a second
alarm sounded for the burving of the res-
dence of Mosely F. Tucker, on Dauphin
street, near Broad, which was destroyed,
only a small quantity of furniture being
saved. The residence adjoining it, belong-
ing to Mrs. Ed Harrington, caught from
Tucker's and was also destroyed. Thetwo
alarms being followed Yy & gen-
eral alarm, caused the greatest ex-
citement among all classes, and,
in their éxcitement, people rushed from
one fire to the other. Soon the report was
spread that the entire basiness portion of
t-Ke city was in danger, and thousands of
men, women and children rushed to the
scene. No one felt safe, even in the busi-
ness portion of the city, and wagons, drays
and all kinds of vehicles were engaged 1n
carrying away valuable books and papers.

More than twenty squares were burned,
bounded by Beanregard, Magnolia and St.

uis steeets and the river. The loss is
now estimated at £700,000, with about $400,-
000 insuraunce. The tracks of all railroads
centering here have been obstructed by the
debris in the burned district, and trains
are delayed.
