Kev. G. W, Switzer Alleges that Mrs.
Whitehead Made a Confession to Him,

To the Efect that Pettit Proposed Marriage to
Her Just Before His Wife Was Taken 111

and She Conditionally Accepted.
et

CRAWFORDSVILLE, Ind., Oot. 20.—This is
the seventeenth day of the Pettit murder
trial. Mrs. Shields was again on the wit-
ness stand. The letters she had received
from Mr. McCorkle and Mrs. Whitehead
were ruled out of evidence. Verwmon C.
Todd, a banker of Monrovia, O., knew
Pettit when he was arrested at Columbas,
0., and they roomed together about ten
days. Pettit sold bhim that he intended to
marry soon, as he knew a nice widow liv-
ing near Lafayette, who had $20,000 and &
good farm. Pettit said it was Mra. White-
head, whose picture he kept on a stand in
the room, He only once mentioned his
dead wife. He wasa book agent when in
Columbus, and also was selling a small

surgical instrument. The letters of Mrs.
Shields to Pettit all showed that
she Dbelieved him entirely innocent
of the charge eof murder as late
as Nov. 7. She begged Pettit to keep on in
the ministry, and said that Mrs. Pettit
would look down upon him, and direct his
thonﬁhu and guide him to heaven. She
said ber hnsband said people were “fools”
to think that Pettit did poison his wife on
account of bis love for her. Rev. H. M.
Middleton testified that he was secretary
at conference held in Brazil, and that part
of the printed record referring to the case
of Pettit was placed on record as evidence.
The subpena issued for Mrs. Whitehead
was also placed on record as evidence,

The next witness was Rev. G. W. Switzer,
pastor of the Methodist Church in this
city. On the day of the deatn of Mrs, Pet-
tit he and Presiding Elder W. H. Hickman
were summoned to Shawnee Mound by a
telegram from Pettit announcing the death
of his wife. He then described the actions
that night after he arrived, of Pettit and
Mrs., Whitehead. When he first arrived
he found Pettit in bis stndy up stairs with
Mrs. Whitehead, and when he retarned to
Pettit’s house after supper he again found
the two together, and that night they were
in the ball conenlting together, and again
on the porch. He bhad toid Hickman that
he had better remain all night, his purpose
being to watch the actious of Pettit and
Mrs. Whitehead. Pettit, bowever, invited
bim to remain. He saw Pettit aud Mrs,
Whitehead next morning packing wvalises
snd getting ready to accompvauy the re-
msuins to New York. He next saw Peottit at
the camp meeting, where he had heard
about uis actions toward Mrs. Whitehead.
He acoused him of evading talking about
the death of his wife and Pettit said that
there was something wrong, but he had
found great comfort in Mrs. Whitehead
because she did not refer to the death of his
wife and harrow his feelings., Switzer
warned Pettit that he should at once mend
his ways or there would be troable, Finally
Pettit told him all about the sickness of his
wife, and said that the doctors said she had
malarial poisoning. He asked witness to
intercede aud have the church Loard retain
hita, and the witness advised him to treat
Mrs. Whitehead just as he wounld any
other person, but mnot to soub her
Afterwards he had a private talk with Pet-
tit, who prayed, breaking down with grief
duoring the prayer. Up to the death of Mrs,
Pettit Switzer had been Pettit’s most inti-
mate friend. At conference Pettit asked
SBwitzer to get Hickman to get his case
through conference without an investiyga-
tion, but Hickman would not make such an
arrangement. Witvess never saw or heard
of any disagreement between Pettit and
his wife. The morming after Mrs. Pettit
died saw Pettit drnink exf-nog at breakfast
table, and smeit whisky on his breath,
which Pettit said he had taken for a stimu-
lant. Pettit was jovial several timesduring
the time his wife lay dead in his own house.
At conference Petrit handed Switzer rome
facts in regard to the life of Mrs. Pettit,
and asked him to write up a nice notice of
}m!a;l:fo, even if he did not get justice him-

elf.

On Dee. 10, 1859, Switzer had a conversa-
tion with Mrs, Whitehead, in the parlors of
the Lahr House, at Lafayette. When
Switzer was asked what she said the de-
fense objected, and the State then told what
they intended to prove by the interview.
The jury was sent out of the room during
this debate. Colonel Wilson, for the State,
said that it would prove that three weeks
before Mra. Pettit died Pettit went
to Mre. Whitebead and told her that
be disliked his wite, and told her he loved
her, and, taking her hand, asked her to be
his wife; that Mrs. Whitehead answered,
“Nothing must happen to Hattio; but if, in
time to come, you shall be free, I will be
your wife;” that in the three ensuing weeks
Mrs. Pettit died, and atonce their marriage
vows were renewed with criminal rela-
tions; that this compact ia still in ex.

THE HOSPITAL MURDER.

One of the Attendants May Tarn State’s Ev-

fdence—A New and Valuable Wituness,
8pecial to the Indianapolis Journal

Ricamoxp, Iud., Oct. 20.—It has been a
long time since the people of Wayne
county, especially the citizens of this
place, have been exercised over so flagrant
an outrage as the murder of Jay Blount,
the unfortunate inmate c¢f the Eastern
Hospital for the Insane, who was literally
kicked to death on Saturday, Bept. 27. On
the streets, in public places, and at the
home fireside the crime is the universal
topic of discussion to-day, and a healthy
sentiment prevailein favor of taking every
step possible to locate the guilt upon the
right person or persons. A crime, foul,
brutal and repulsive in all its horrible de-
tails stains the record of a new State
charitable institution, and the blame is in
s general way located upon the misman-
agement and the party that gave it life.
To-day’s developments in the case have
been immaterial so far as they might shed
any light upon the actual motives of the
Democratio physicians and attendants,

who are alone responsible for Blmu::t.’ad

death.

The board of trustees, with General
Koontz presiding; met this morning and
began an examination of Dr. Wells, but
his testimony was rather evasive than
otherwise. He could give no explanation
of the inconsisteney of his former state-
ments in regard to the paper that was said
to be on file at the asylum. They have not
been found yet, and it is doubtful if they
ever existed.

It is rumored on the streets to-night that
Dr. Wells will be ordered to resign by the
trustees. The latter, however, maintain a
strict silence on the subject.

At 10 o'clock subp®naes were served upon
Dr. Wells and the trustees to appear before
the grand jury, which has been in session
all day, and the board adjourned. The
written record of Dr. Wells's testimony
was read to the grand jurors as evidence.
The examination was continuned until 6

o'clock this evening, and Dr. Wells will

again take the stand to-morrew morning.
It is currently reported here that one of

the attendants who saw Blount’s fatal in-

juries inflicted will turn State’s evidence,

but further details are locked in the se-
erecy of the grand jury room. Constable
Lytle secured a valuable witness this
afternoon in she person of Harvey Hire,
a farmer who has recently been haunling
stone to the asylum. He says that he saw
the attendants kick Blountseveral times on
the night that he died, but conld not yive
any assistance, as he (Hire) was in the
yard at the time. He was passing Blount’s
room and was attracted by bis cries of pain.
The brutal treatment to which he was sub-
jected was plainly wvisible, Mr. Hire says,
from the window,.

The examination before the grand jury
will not be finished this week.

The ghysi(:mna in charge, too, were ap-
peointed more from a political than from a
professional stand-point, Dr. Orin Druley,
who made aflidavit to Blount's death as
having resuited from asphyxia, while the
records at the hospital pronounced it pnen-
monia, is not looked upon as a man of avil-
ity in his line. He is ounly twenty-two
years of age, and has never had much praec-
tical experience as a physician., He spent
two years at DePauw University. located
at Greencastle, and the records of the in.
stitntion do not reflect any great credit
upon his work there. In Greencasatle
he bore the reputation of one preferring
an easy-going “time instead of active prep-
aration for a life work. He did not com-
plete his coarse, however, and went
to the Cincinpati Medical College,
where he graduated one ear ago.
In that  year, part o{ which
was spent in Union connty, he acauired all
the experience that the Democrats believed
necessary to oare for the insane inmates of
a lunatic asylum. The other members of
his profession here do not speak in glow-
ing terms of their appreciation of his
ability, and altogether his connection with
the irstitution is said to have been unfortu-
nate.

INCOMPETENT PHYSICIANS AND ATTEXND-
ANTS,

There ia no doubt but the attendants and
some of the physicians at the hospital are
entirely incompetent. Dr. J, E. Tavlor, a
prominent Kepublican of this city, has had
more or lesa dealings with the officials at
the asylum. "“Mr, Koontz and his crowd
paid no attention to professional ability,”
he said to the reporter, “wher they ap-

pvinted the physicians and attendants atg,

the hospital. The most of them are certain-
ly worthless. Dr. Wells has been handi-
capped by Koontz ever since he took the
office.”

One of the attendants, Frederick Shoe-
maker, has a penitentiary record. The
books in the Wayne county clerk’s office
show that on Nov. 24, 1884, he pleaded guilt
to having committed a barglary at the Arl-
ington Hotel, for which he received a two-
years sentence. He bears an unsavory
peputation bere, and is commonly pro-

nounced unfit for the work to which the
Democrats appointed him.

John H. Roling is chairman of the Wayne
county Democratic central colnmittee, and

mother,” he said to the reporter, “if she
were guilty of the crime of which these
mwen are accused. That is the way 1 feel
about it. We send our unfortunate insane
to the State hospitals for kind treatment,
and Ishould court a full investigation in
any case where bruntality was resorted to,
and most certainly I should do so in Mr.

lount's case., I want to see the matter
sifted down to the bottom ang the rif)ht
G?rt or parties punished. a for Dr,

elisl have nothing to say. He has al-
ways been represented to me as a good

J. H, Macke is another Democrat of prom-
inence, and he is no less eager for an in-
vestigation than the others who were seen.

INEFFICIENT MANAGEMENT.

While the Democrats of this city are
upanimous in their approval of an investi-
gation, the same barmonious feeling does
not prevail toward the course which the
officials at the asylum have followed. In
soveral instances oven declarations have

been made by Democrats who say they will
reiuse to support the party to which Dr.

Wells and his inefficient crowd owe their
positions. While this reversion of political
belief will not aftect the final vote in

Wayne county to the oxtent that it would
were the county a contest ground, it shows
very plainly to the public here and else-
where that the time has come when
order-loving and honest Democrats
will bave the courage to break
from party prejudices and oppose
the rotten aystemn upon which the charita-
ble institutions of Indiana have been and
are bemng managed. One of the leading
Demoecratic farmersof this county is George
E. Bennett, who lives four miles from this
city. He isa man who has alwavs stoud
high in the community, is intelligent and
well posted on affairsof theday, and withal
has prided himself for forty years upon his
untlinching faith in the Democratic party.
Hia story, as told to a Journal reporter,
however, wonld seem to indicate that be
has undergone a change of heart.

WELLS'S BLUNDER,

He Employed Attendants Who Had Estab-
lished Records for Brutality.

The fact has just come to light that Dr.
Wells, superintendent of the Richmond
Hospital for Insane, employed as attend-
ants at that institution several men who
were discharged from the Central Asylum
for cruelty. This circumstance came to the
Journal’s knowleage yesterday, and was
readily substantiated. Notonly did he em-
ploy these discharged attendants, but he
did so with the knowledge that their
dismissal from the Central Asylum was
due} to the faot that they had mistreated
patients, The possibility that these brutal
sttendants may have been foisted by the
board of trustees upon Dr. Wells is no ex-
cuse for their employment. No superin-
tendent of such a State institution who is
competent tor the position he holds wounld

rmit even the beard of trustees to force
1im to appoint men whom he knew to be
untit to have the care of insane patients.
In the light of the recent horrible de-
velopments at the Richmond insti-
tution no further evidence is need-
ed to demonstrate the a8 mis-
management of the Eastern Hospital for
1nsane and the utter unfitness of Dr, Wells
for the poesition he cccupies. Buat were
such evidence nmm?, the fact of his
having empioyed these discharged attend-
ants would be amply sufiicient to convince
even those who are most reluctant to be-

lieve what ean scarcely help being patent
to everyone, no matter what his political
faith might be. In this connection a pe-
rusal of the following letter, written on
July 11, 1890, by Secretary Johnson, of the
Board of State Charities, to Dr. Wells, will
pruve interesting:
INDIANAPOLIS, July 11, 1890,

Dr. E. F. Welis:

My Dear Doctor—I have just been writing a
Jony letter to a gentleman whose position is very
much like yours, viz., supgrintendent of a new
hoapital for the insane, and I felt like repeating
to you a few ideas that [ considered 1t my duty
to give to him. They are with regard to a theory,
which I have found to be quite rre\'alent among
subordinate officers in charge of the insane, es-
pecially amoung those who are fond of cnhlng
themselves “experienced,” and which is not en-
tirely absent from some assistant physicians
Certain recent cirenmstances have impressed
the theory very strongly on my mind, and I
thought perhaps youn would not objeot to a letter
on the subject. The theory is, Lriefly, that cer-
tain classes of patients are best managed by &

rocess of “breakiog In,” akin to the old style of

ng a horse, t in this process, any vio-
lence, short of actual fracture of bones, Is per-
missible, merely taking the precaution that the
warks left by kioks, siaps, and knock-down
blows sball be, aa far as
of the patient's body that are covered with cloth-
ing. When this eruel and antiguated theory is
held by assistant physicians, it is usunally con-
fined to the ehronic or incurahle cases, but the
atteudants do not make such HGoe diserimini.

You will have, iudeed, &
few cases of progressive insauity, whereof the
only future is increasing dl-uu& docgo and
death, but these are the few. all rest
there 18 hope, not, gerha of sanity, but of im-
provewent, Ihe State has not bullt an asylum
over whose doors can be carved: “All
abandon ye who enter here” To
the recovery of all curable, anéd to
ameliorate the condition of every one iathe
aim of the hospital. This hopetul look should be
in every breast, from sun ntendent down to
scrub-woman, And to fuspire the attendants
and physicians with this, as their great idea. Is
your work. You can do this better in virgin soil
than In minds given over to the n of
the rank weeds of obsolete theory and stupid

ractice. The auality of men and women we

or attendants is not fine. They learn slowly,
thef unlearn still more slowly. Besides, you
will have applicants who will come, with letters
of recommendation from people who know that
they are entirely untrustworthy. People who
have been dismissed for cause from other insti-
tutions, and yet, with pitiable weakness, those
who best know their faults recommend them to
you., Of them beware y. Far better
trust your own knowledge of human pature and
your own abiliiy te choose, direct and trailn new
workers than buy experience so dear as these
will sell it.

I hope to see you soon, but counld not resist
writing this letter. I have reason to know thas,
ak far as you yourself are concerned, the esution
ia not needed, but theught the arguments against
Liring the old hacks might be useful to you to
have in writing.

1t must be borne in mind that this letter
was written on July 13, jast after the open-
ing of the institution for the reception of
patients. In total disregard of Mr. John-
son’s warning, Dr. Wells employed sttend-
ants whom he knew had been discharged
from the Central Hospital, and
discharged not merely for gen-
eral incompetency, but for cruelty,
the greatest offense with whichan amploye
of such an institution can be charged. In
view of this fact it is scarcely surprising
that within four months after the Rich-
mond asylum was opened one of its patients
should be kicked to death by a brutal at-
tendant, It isonly a natural result of the
general incompetence which prevails at
that institution and the partisan manner
in which its affairs are managed. The
Democratic party is the first consideration,
and the unfortunate patients must take
chauces at the hands of a set of attendants
employed limpx as & reward for political
service and without regatds for fitness.

LETTER FROM DR. PATTERSON,

He Found Blount’'s Ribs Broken and Told
the Superintendent About It
To the Editor of the Indianapolls Journal:

Allow me tosay that the death of Mr.
Blount, at the Richmona insane hospital,
had nothing to do with my resignation as
senior assistant physician of that institu-
tion, as I had resolved wupon that course
prior to his admission to the hospital. My

health was quite poor when I acceoted the
position. After remaining there four
months and more I found my health was
not improving, so Il gave it up. While in
the institution I had charge of the female
department; Dr. Druley bad charge of the
male department. Duaring his temporary
absence 1 called in the ward to see Mr.
Blount and discovered that he had frac-
tured nbs, and proceeded to apply band-
ages in a manner to give him as much re-
lief as possible. 1 called the suaperin-
tendent’s attention to the same. He pro-
creded to investigate the matter at once.
I was not present at the investigation, but
he told me afterward that the attendants
had all testified that Mr. Blount had fallen
out of bed onto s chambher vessel. Mr,
Blount was not under my charge, but was
upon the other side of the hospital, con-
trolled by the suporintendent and Dr.
Druley. My name has been brought into
nnjust prominence 1n this matter, owing to
the fact that Mr. Hannan communicated
the facts in the case to me instead of to the
guperintendent.

What He Knows About Blount—Badly Lo-
cated Hospltals—Some Unworthy Employes.

Yesterday afternoon & Journal reporter
called upon Dr. W. B. Fletcher, ex-super-
intendent of the Central Indiana Hospital
for the Insane, at his sanitarium, on North
Pennsplvania street,

“Yes,” saird he, in ansawer to a question of
the reporter, “I knew Jay Blount, the man
who was murdered at tha Eastern Hospital,
very well. He was a patient at this sani-
tarium for a month and a half. Isent him
home as incurable.”

“What form of braindisease did hehave?”

“General paresis. As with all persons
who are afflicted with this disease, he was
very talkative, at times unduly noisy, but
harmless. He was very gentlemanly in his
deportment, but if provoked to excitement,
or if he considered himself insulted, be

would use rough language. He bad no
snch excitements here, but ate with my
family and had the freedom of the honse,
1 allowed him to go to the Denison House
barber shop to get shaved. The chief
trouble was that he was forgetful, at times
baving an almost total obliteration of
memory. When he had money he would
spend it freely, imagining he had untoid
wealth.” n

“Do you know anything about the East-
ern Hospital as to construction?”

“I bave seen it and consider the locuii}ti'n

buildings of the hospital are separated
from each other, and this makes it diffienit
for any one administrative officer to give
the oversight and attention that ¢ould be
bestowed upon a single well-arranged
building. 1 cannot speak of the Logans-
port hospital, but the other new hospitals
are architectural botches. The one at
Evansville is built on a glan not known
elsewhere in the United States, if in Lhe
world. 1tiscalled, I believe, the ‘radiated
plan,’ and consists of a central hall with
the wards running off like the rays of a
star-fish.”

The Doctor here beld up a hand and
spread bis fingers to indicate the manner
in which the wards “radiated” from the
hall., “lt has taken many thousands eof
dollars,” resumed the Doctor, “to repair
the imperfect construction of this hospital
within the past three years, to prevent it
from falling to pieces, as the cornices and
terra cotta work ntpwt to be of a migra-
tory character. This hospital was placed
upon ground where only salt water could
be obLtained, and it is estimated that it will
take §26,000 to supply the institation with
water, which will have to be pnmped from
the Ohio river. The Central Hospital for
the Insane, at Indianapolis, built during
Everis'stime, is considered ¢ne of the best
for economical administration, beating
ventilation and succesaful treatment of
patients.” :

"\\"}nt about the Eastern Hospital loca-
tion?’

“The location isa most absurd one, the
hospital being placed in_a treeless field be-
side a railroad track. There is a Leautiful
woodland balf a mile back from the rail-
road, where the hospital should have been
Jocated. 1 have some views on the subject
of superintendents of hospitals for the in-
sane. No person should be placed in that
position who has not had training asan
assistant for a safficient length of time to
be thoroughly acquainted, not only with
the details of treatment of various forms
of insanity, but is thoroughly con-
versant with all the laws governing
such institutions. Men are frequent-
ly appointed to these places who
may have political restige, but
wbo are without professional standing.

He can
merely nominate them undozho board of
trustees either rejects or confirms. These
trustees, who are case-hardened politicians,
are ignorant of the duties to be performed,

“The reasvn we have poor and incapable,
not to .:{ brutal maleattendants,” said the
Doctor after a pause, "is, perhaps Lo some
exteut, because the pay 18 not sufficient to
invite men of the best bhabits and
fitnese. There is little or no dif-
ficuliy in the female department of
bospitals for the insane in getting attend-
ants, because the wages are much above
what wouen get in other employments
In New York and in most of the New l-..n‘;-
land States, | believe, persons, male and fe-
male, who desire to be attendants have teo
some sort of an examination and show
qualifications that recommend them to the
positions they would obtain. 1 consider
the attendant to be at all times an impor-
tant factor in a hospital, and he should not
only be thoronghly qualified for his duties,
bat he should be tender and mercifal, while
having all the requisites of firmness and
courage.”

Property of a Resident of Elkton, Md., Whe
Died in 1745, 8till in Dispute.

ELiTOoN, Md.,, Oct. 20.—Baltimore law-

yers are here examining the records of the
courts of this county, with reference to the
estate of James Paunl Heath, whose will
was executed on the 5th of September, 1745,

Heath was one of the weaithiest Jand.
owners of his day. For some unoaccount-
able reason the estate seemns never to have
been properly closed. The records of the
Orphans’ Court show that at the time of
the last statement of the account of the
executors there then remained in their
hands the sum of 235, 108, 4d.

From time to time during the last half
century the heirsof James Paul Heath have
been trying to recover possession of this
&roperty. but no legal steps have ever been

ken to bring the matter to ssue in the
courts of thiscounty. Theciaimants of the
property, of whow: there are said to be
eleven, are mewbersof the Bordley family,
formerly of Wye Island, Talbot sounty, bat
more recently of Baltimore. They claim ro
be direct lineal descendants of James Paul
Heath, and will prosecute the matter as
soon as the machinery ot the law can be
put in operation.
