Commercial Organization That Is Wide
Awake in Working for the City,

It Has Accomplished Much and Now Proposes
to Tot Up a Baildlng of Large Dimen-

sions and Fine Architecture.

' When the Commercial Clnb was organ-
ized it wai decided that the fulfillment of
its purposes made it necessary that it
should bo placed upon a permanent basis.
With that iew a financial plan was de-

vised which was intended to provide fully
for the perpetuity of the organization. It
was adopted as a part of the fundamental
law of the club. According to its pro-

visions no part of the capital stock can be
used in defraying expenses. The money
mutt be invested by the directors, and the
income only may be used in farthering the
work of the club. Many persons, in sign-

ing applications for membership, made
their stock subscriptions merely nominal,
promising, at the time, to increase them
when the clnb was ready to invest tho
money. The club is now ready, and tho
additional subscriptions are wanted
at once. A building is need-
ed which Trill afford the organiza-
tion suitable quarters and bring it
an income. An option has been secured on
desirable property, and, if enough money
can be raised to purchase it. a building
which will be a credit to the city will be
erected. It will b all that it can be made
with the capital that can be secured. - It it
tn clnb will have quarters which will
allord the members all desired social priv-
ilege, and it is the purpose to make.it at-
tractive as a business place. The income,
it is calculated, will be sufficient to assure
the continuance of public-spirite- d work in.
Indianapolis for all time. It is believed
that the clnb has earned all that it now
asks. The aid that is called for is desired
only for the purpose of enabling the organ-
ization to do larger and more effective
woric In the future. During the eight
months of its existence the clnb has made
a record that is. so far as can be ascer-
tained, unrqualed by any similar business
organization in the country.

Within three months its membership was
increased from eiahty to 1,061, composed of
the leading citizens of the city, and the
work incident to the formation of a new
organization, which usually requires the
bent efiorU of the first year of such a move-
ment, especially when the membership is
as large and the scope as broad as in this
instance, has been fully systematized.
Within forty days of the organization of
the club the street-pavin- g exposition, an
enterprise without a precedent, was held.
It comprised exhibits by all the leading
paving companies in the country, ana
stlordi'd the people of Indianapolis the
bet possible advantaged for learning the
comparative merits of different kinds and
methods of paving. It gave the city thou-
sands of dollars' worth of advertis-
ing in the leading newspapers of
the country, and has caused Indian-
apolis to be looked upon everywhere
in the United States and Canada as head-
quarters for1 the best available information
on the subject of street paving. It brought
to the city over tine hundred municipal
officials, representing nearly fifty cities,
and attracted more attention the country
over than the industrial expositions of
neighboring cities. It is maintained as a
permanent attraction.

Tho movement which resulted in the
gravel roads about Indianapolis Doing
made free was started in the club, the nec-
essary preliminary work haviug been done
by a committee representing the club, of
which Mayor Sullivan was chairman. The
public knows something of the important
work that was done in stimulating efficien-
cy in the enumeration of the population

As a result of tho club's ef-

forts it is claimed that between 6.000
and KOOO nainea wore added to the
count that otherwise would probably have
been missed. Advertisements of the ad-
vantages of Indianapolis have, through its
agency, been given a circulation of over
2.000.000 copies. The cost of the printing of
this advertising matter has been over $3,- -
000. and the circulation ot it costs 82,000
more, making a total of 5,000 worth of ad-
vertising which the club has secured for
the city. In addition to this, as a result of
the efforts of the organizatiou, there has
been published in tho newspapers of the
country over two hundred columns of ma-

tter creditable to Indianapolis, which, if
paid for at the lowest rates of the home
papers, would have cost $18,320. Clippings
of this matter are on tile at the office ot the
club. Some idea of the office-wor- k may
be obtained from tho statement that during
eight months 23,993 letters and letter cir-
culars have been sent out. iu addition to
the great amount of Incidental clerical
iator, book-keepin- g, and work of that char-
acter.

iht-reismuc- important work in progress,
which is being advanced as rapidly as pos-
sible. Much of it is ot a character that
cannot be properly advanced hurriedly.
It requires care and patience. Mr.
Mason, the chairman of the club's com-
mittee on city laws, has been engaged for
several months in preparing, with tho ad-
visory co-operat- ion of representatives of
the municipal government and Board ot
Trade, a new charter for Indianapolis,
which the next Legislature will be urged
to pass. It is of the greatest importance,
and if its passage is secured it will be pos-
sible to make Indianapolis a model city in
all respects. Another committee repre-
senting the club has prepared a bill pro-
viding for the piping of natural cus to. the
city for the use of manufactories at nom-
inal cost. It is the purpose to do every
thing possible to secure the passage of the
bill, and if the undertaking la a success it
city. Work has been done by another com-
mittee which assures the abatement of tho
dust nuisance in Indianapolis within ayear
or two. For several mouths a special com-mitt- oo

has been eugaged. at considerable
expense, in making a careful investigation
of the sewerage of the city, aud will soon
be ablo to present to the public a very val-
uable report.

The efforts of the club to secure the loca-
tion of a government gun-factor- y and steel-foundr- y

in ludiauapolis have met with en-
couragement, aud there is a fair prospect
that they may result successfully. Other
important work which the club has under-
taken aud is giving such attention as it
seems advisible it should receive is the an-
nexation of the suburbs, the improvement
of the county jail, which requires legisla-
tion that is to be looked after by a special
committee, which has already reported

and the abatement of the
fruit-peddlin- g uuisance on crowded busi-
ness thoroughfares. It has. with, success,
in several instances, fnvitrd national, or-
ganizations to meet in Indianapolis, and
has given material aid to several local en-
terprises. It has also assiduously endeav-
ored to induce a large number of manu-
factories in other cities to locate in Iudian-apoli- s,

and has only failed where demands
were made for money which the club be-
lieved it not advisablo to undertake to
give. Due regard has been given to econo-
my. This is well proved, it is believed, by
the fact that the expenditures up to date
for all purposes amount to $4,01.21.

Tho club's building committee held a
meeting last evening, at which $3.C00 in
stock subscriptions to thenew building was
reported. The statement was made that
there is several thousand dollars additional
in sight, most of which will be in the shape
of large subscriptions. Fifteen hundred
dollars' worth of stock was subscribed by
the various members present. Colonel
Lilly presided, and in calling the meeting
to order referred to tho encouragement

' he hud received from tnoo who had been
approached in regard to subscribing for
stock. He spoke of the necessity for push-lu- g

the work through now when there is
general prosperity and the members are in
good shape to take hold of such a project.

CULLINGS FROM THE COCETS.

A Decision That PrerenU Terre IIaut from
Using a Hitching Device.

Judge Gresnam, in the 'United States
Circuit Court, yesterday decided the case
of Isaac N. Walker and others, of this city,
against the city of Terre Haute in favor of
the plaintiffs. The suit was for an injunc-
tion restraining the defendant from using a
patented device alleged to be owned by
plaintiffs, and for damages arising from its
use by the city of Terre Haute during several
years past. This device is a fire-alar- m

gong, operating automatically, and which
releases the horses from their stalls simul-
taneously with the alarm of fire. The suit
was brought in June, 1887, and was heard
by Judge Gresham here some months ago.
His decision, rendered yesterday, will com-
pel Terre Haute to quit using the device,'
though that city will probably carry the
case to the United States Supreme Court.
In addition to granting the injunction, tbe
Judge referred the case to Master in
Chancery Tishback, with instruc-
tions to report the damages due plainti-
ffs. The device was invented by liobert
Bragg, of California, who formed syndi-
cates in various parts of tho country, to
whom be sold all right and title in the in-

vention. A syndicate in this city, com-
posed of Dr. L. C. Walker, Judge Lewis C.
Walker, John Walker, Frank Walker. Ed
Ejran. A. J. Treat, Abe Angle, and others,
bought the riftnts to the States of Indiana,
Ohio, Kentucky. Illinois, Michigan. Wis-ennfti- n.

Iowa. Minnesota and Missouri. Dr.
Henry Jameson, John McCntcheon and
other of the city own tho right in East-
ern States. Indianapolis has used
the device for fourteen years, and
in order to avoid a lawsuit with the plaint-in- s

in the case just decided, the city set-
tled with them several years ago, paying
them 68,000. The decision rendered is a bice

The Government's Demurrer Sustained.
In 1870 Postmaster-genera- l Creswell leased

for twenty years for poitoffice purposes a
building in Lafayette. The property
changed hands several times, and finally
came into possession of Hiram W. Chase,
of that city. The government continued
to occupy it for sixteen years,
but in 18S6 leased another prop-

erty and vacated the Chase build-
ing. Mr. Chase died some years ago,
and his widow brought suit in tbe United
States Circuit Court here several months
since, against the United States govern-
ment, to recovor $G,000, the amount repre-
senting four years' rent of the building in
questiou, at 21,500 a year. District Attorney
Chambers tiled a demurrer, alleging that, in
1870, wheu Postmaster-genera- l Cress well
leased the building owned by Mr.
Chase, there was no statute author-
izing him to make a lease for
more than one year. Yesterday Judge
Gresham sustained this demurrer, which
practically disposes of the case. In his de-
cision tbe Judge said that in 1684 Congress
enacted a law authoriziug the Postmaster-gener- al

to make leases of buildings for a
terra not to exceed five years. This law, it
may be added, was made upon the recom-
mendation of Judge Gresham himself, who
was then Postmaster-general- .
