up sharply at times. There waa said to be
news from private sources of a tavorable
nature regardiog the Weatern railroad sit-
uation. and sdvances of from 13 to 113 per
cent. were scored in_the railroad stocks,
while Sngar was lifted to 695, against 661y
lust evening. The news from arguments
before the court in the afternoen, however,

A useful newspaper-holder is made by
taking an ordinary wire toaster or broiler.
Paint the toaster with liguid gold paint,
arrange wide ribbon 1n two shades, run in
and out alternately through the wires, each
piece of ribbon being in one continuous
piece all round, thus banking the sides;
the ends are neatly joined at the back. A
ribbon bow is fastened to the top at the
sides; and ribbou is'also tied in a bow near
the top of the longest handle by whnich the
pocket is suspended.

A dainty lamp screen is made by taking a
Japanese fan, of medinm size, and covering
it with satin, upon which & floral design
has been previously painted. ‘The handle,
which in such fans i1s hollow, is wound with
narrow ribbon and decorated with a bow
ot wider variety, and slipped over the
point of a common letter-file having a
round iron standard. the latter being con-
cealed by a full gathered covering of satin.

A convenient tritle is a little box lined
with rabber cloth or oiled silk, and covered
on the ontside with imitation Jeather,
heavy paper, canvas or any wmaterial thag
looks well and is not too frail to withstand
close packing in satchel or trunk, because
the box is designed to hold brushes aud
blacking, or dressing for the shoes. A
catch that wiil keep it securely closed
when its coutents are not in use is essential,
and if a box possessing such an attachment
18 not available, a small, leathern strap,
with buckle may be tacked firmly to the
back to take its place. *“*Shoe Dressing”
may be marked on the cover with brass
tacks,

Scrim cushion-covers, for cushions in ev-
ery-day use upon the toilet table, and
dressing-case covera that can be taken off
to permit of brushing off the dust that pen-
etrates through them and readjusted with-
ount loss of time, are the most practicdl, but
they must be pretty as well. Along the
sides and ends of the cover threads are
pulled onut to permit of running in the nar-
row ribbons, their ends hanging down and
foided under to form loops. A large Low
of wide ribbon is fastened near one
corner. There are a great many varieties
of scrim, but that showing a nniform and
rather loose weave is best adapted to this
purpose. The narrow ribbons may be all
of one shade, or in two or more contrasting
colors. Pink and blue give a dainty pom-
padour eflect, which is heightened if the
cushion case be of either color. A pin
thrust throngh each corner will hold the
cover in place. Sides of cushion may be
trimmed with lace,

Among the thinga that are thrown away
are a variety of baskets, varying in shape
from the under-sized atrawberry basket to
the more generous one capable of holding
two or three dozen of eggs,

A strawberry-basket held nnder runmn
water and scrubbed lightly with a bnuﬁ
may be freed from fruit stains. Having re-
ceived tho freshening, paint the outeide
with blue, white or pink enamel, or with
any of the metallic paiats, applying the
latter with their own special medium or
with French glue, or thin white mucilage.
Line it with silesia, sateen or India silk.

The baskets in which grapes are bought
may also be so treated. Varous uses for
these baskets will suggest themselves, to
hold silver, ete. Enamel may be hought in
mnd caps and applied by almost any-
