ESCAPED FROM SIBERIA.

An Exile Reaches London After Many Hard-
ships Imperiled by American Sympathy.
London, Oct. 31. A young Russian

named Kelcbosky, who succeeded in mak-
ing his escape from Siberia after having
served fourteen years there, has arrived in
this city. He was arrested in Vitna when
only eighteen years of age, on suspicion of
having in his possession revolutionary
documents and of being concerned in a
conspiracy against the government. His
escape from Siberia was attended with
many hardships and perils. M. Kelchosky
is unwilling as yet to publish an account
of his life in exile and his escape, for fear
that by doing so he will endanger his com-

rades left in Siberia. He states that exiles
there are greatly encouraged by the ex-

pressions of sympathy with them in tbeir
fate by the American people, and claims
that the Russian government is much dis-

turbed thereby. The Official Messenger of
St. Petersburg recently announced that
the rumors current in Russia that Ameri-
cans and others were severely criticising
Russian prison management were
simply concoctions of the Nihilists.
M. Kelchosky also brings newB that two
exiles named Peshekerov and Makarenko,
who were recently arrested at Ousbour,
have been condemned to solitary confine-
ment, pending an official investigation, for
having in their possession clippings from
American newspapers upon the subject of
the feeling aroused abroad by the alleged
maltreatment of political prisoners in Si-

beria.
The Vossische Zeitung of Berlin confirms

the report from Warsaw that while a num-
ber of persons were leaving Russia, their
intention being to emigrate to Brazil, they
were fired upon by the Russian frontier
guard at Slupca. Tho Warsaw report,
however, stated that nine were killed,
while the Zeitung says that only four of
the party lost their lives.

Mr. Iialfour Hears Suggestions
Dublin, Oct 31. Mr. Balfour drove to-

day from Costello Lodge, the residence of
Police Commissioner Byrne, at Carrarvo,
to Galway. Upon his arrival at the latter
place he received a large number of the
representatives of the local trades, who
made suggestions to him for alleviating the
distress in the western counties of Ire-
land. In reply Mr. Balfour said he was
glad the present government had been in-

strumental in bringing into effect the proj-
ects which had hovered before their eyes
as a dream for many years past. From Gal-
way Mr. Balfour took a tram for Dublin.
A crowd assembled at the depot and gave
hearty cheers for Mr. WTm. O'Brien and Mr.
John Money as they departed.

The Express says that delegates appoint-
ed by the landlords' couvention will meet
Mr. Balfour npon his arrival in this city
and will urge him to change the proposed
Irish land purchase bill by providing for
the appointment of a jndge of the High
Court of Justice as the head of the land
commission and limiting the powers of the
local authorities to interfere with the pur-
chase of land.

Hague says: It has transpired that the
statements made regarding the condition
of the King of Holland by the doctors and
the ministers were untrue. The King's
physician says his health is good, but he is
sutfering from a mental malady which ren-
ders him unfit to govern. In other words
he is a lunatic. The statements that he
was physically ill were made simply to de-
lude the general publio and to explain the
necessity of the appointment of a regency.

Schooner, and Both Sink in Seven
Minntes Several Persona Rescued. ,

New York, Oct. SL The steamship Visi-
cayea, of the Spanish-America- n line, col-

lided with a four-maste- d schooner on
Thursday evening, when six miles of!
Harnegat, and both vessels 6nnk almost im-

mediately. It is supposed that over sixty
people have been lost. The steamer Hum-

boldt, which arrived, in Brooklyn this
morning from Brazil, rescued eight of the
crew and the first and second officers, the
engineer.' and surgeon of the Visicayea. So
far aa is known at present these are the
only persons out of a total crew and pas-

senger list of eighty-six of the Visicayea
and the crew of the unknown schooner
that have been saved. It is feared that all
the others have been lost. -

.The details are .meagre. The Visicayea
left here yesterday, at 1 p. m for Havana
and other Cuban ports. She had a large
cargo of freight, a crew of seventy-eove- n,

ana nine regular passengers. There were
others outboard, however, who are not
entered on the passenger list. At half past
$ Thursday evening a large four-maste- d

schooner hove in eight. She was & much
- larger vessel than the Visicayea, and im-

mediately bore down upon her. Her bow-

sprit struck the steamship on the starboard
"bankers, carrying away the bridge and the
cabin. The captain of the Visicayea, who
was standing on the bridge, was instantly
killed. Seven minutes later both ves-

sels had sunk. and the passen-
gers and crews were struggling in the
water.4 This morning heart-rendin- g

shrieks and cries were heard by the people
cn board the Humboldt. The captain of the

- vessel headed for the spot where the cries
were heard an quickly as possible. Several
persons could be seen struggling in the
water. Boats were lowered and twelve
porsons wer& picked up. After waiting
some time, the Humboldt steamed away.
A negro was picked up by a small boat
afterwards. He belonged to the Visicayea.
The captain and crew of the unknown
schooner are supposed to have been
drowned.

STORY OF A SURVIVOR.
From Dr. Rico the following account of

the catastrophe was obtained. Dr. Rico
said: "Before the collision everything was

; working nicely. The weather was fine, the
moon shone bright, and the sea was smooth.
It vraa about 8 o'clock when I was on deck,
and took a few turns back and forth, smok-
ing a cigarette. I did not see any vessel
near us. The ship was in charge of the

.first officer, who was on thebridge. I went
down to the saloon then, and there met
Mrs. Calvo, who sat down and be-

gan talking. Suddenly I heard the
gong in the engine-roo- m ring the
stop signal. Before 1 could even wonder
what it was for there came an awful shock,
a crashing, scraping sound on tne deck
over our our heads, and the steamer rolled
well over on her port side. Everybody in
the saloon was thrown down. All was ex-
citement, men, women and children shriek-
ing for help. Mrs. Calvo seized my hands
and begged me to find and save her son. I
started up to the deck to fiud him. When
1 got up the companion-wa- y a terrible
scene of confusion met my eyes. The
bridge, deck-hous- e and fore rigging were
all torn away. There was a great gash in
tht starboard inst abaft the coal bunkers,
and through this opening water poured in.
Close by on our starboard beam was a big
four-maste- d schooner with her bowspritaud

. forerigging gone and her beams stove in.
She. too. was filling rapidly. Men were
running wildly about on our decks, shout-
ing all kinds of orders, and 1 can remember
seeing the crew of the schooner doing the
same thing on their vessel. The next thing
I Knew the water was washing over our
decks. The steamer was fast sinking.

"With a wild idea of saving ourselves,
several of us scrambled up the rigging.
Down went the steamerand up we climbed.
Wo reached the foretopgallant yard and
lust then the hull reached the bottom. This
left us just above the surface of thd water,
but there every swell drenched our lower
limbs. There were twelve of us in the rig-giu- g..

Some of our crew had tried to reach
the schooner, but sho had gone to the bot-
tom almost as quickly aa tne Visicayea had,
and as far as we could see there was not a

, sail in sight to bring ns succor. One
of the men in the yard said that while
climbing the rigging he had seen a boat
lowered from the schooner and seven men
get into it and row away. We looked
around, but could not see anything. Then,

" in the hope of attracting the attention of
some passing vessel or some one on tho.
shore, we cut the tarn-- u ropes on the yard
into pieces ono or two feet in length, and,
lighting these, shook them in the air as
long as they lasted. The lights brought no
one to our rescue, and all through the long
night we clnng to the yard, growing colder
and stiffer as each hour passed. Toward
daybreak a cold fog settled on ns and made
matters worse, W hen one of the men on
the yard said that he thought he heard a
steamer passing by we all shouted as loud
as our enfeebled voices would permit. Then
a boat made its appearance and we were
taken on board the Humboldt. We could
not have endured the ordeal longer'

Late to-nig- ht one of the shipwrecked
men was seen on board tho steamer Ciudad
Condal. another vessel belonging to Cabal-
los & Co. He repeated the story told by
Dr. lileo, adding that at the time of tba
collision nearly all of the Viscavea's crew
were asleep, being worn out with the hard
work attendant upon leaving port. Only
thows on duty were np and about. Ho

. said that before the lashing of the
boats could be taken off preparatory

. to lowering them the Viscaye&'a decks were
under water. He saw several persons in
the water clinging to floating debris, spars,
fiatcbes and wreckage after he was on the
yard, but all these soon sank.

The Sort of a Christian the Young Man

Was Who Won Sympathy at Mitchell.

Prof. Stotts Eloped with His Widowed Cook-B- old

Swindling Scheme Fatal Acc-
ident to a Prominent Man.'

Variegated Tast History of the Young Chris-
tian Who Hoboed the People of Mitchell.

Mitchell. Oct. SI. About three weeks

ago, as noted in a former dispatch, a young
man about thirty years of age, of prepos-
sessing appearance, giving his name as
Welden E. Clements, located in this place.
He leased the Review, a weekly newspaper,
changing it to a semi-weekl- y,

ana started out to revolutionize the
town. He attended all the religious
services possible, made eloquent prayers
and trnly good speeches, and was remark-
ably religious generally. He claimed to be
from Elkhart, Ind., where he said he bad

.been burnt out. His second number of the
Review contained an editorial callinir at
tention to the defenseless condition of
the town in case of tire. The even
ing ot its publication a lire, broke out
in the office of the Review and burned it
and several other buildings. The following
morning Clements had solicitors out col
letting money, with which he could again
beein nublishinc the Keview. although he
had lost nothing himself, the plant being
leased.

He secured over SlOO. and left for Cincin
nati last week to buy a new printing outlit.
promising to repay all contributions in ad-
vertising and subscriptions to the Review.
Since then no word has been received of
him, and many of our business men ore
wiser and poorer. Clements, as ho called
himself here, proves to be a consummate
fraud, and the News, the local pa-
per, openly cbarges him with having
set fire to the Review office in
order to work up sympathy, claiming that
there is evidence to substantiate the charge.
He has victimized several newspaper offices.
He probably came here from Poplar
Bluffs. Mo., at which place he buncoed
tho people. Last summer he was at Co-

lumbus. Ind., where he stole a " fine
scarf-pi- n and a revised 3Sew "Testa-
ment from the editor of the Republican.
In April last he established tho Owl at
New Madison, O., calling himself W. Edgar
Clements. He left there in July, carrying
with him a goodly sum of money belonging
to the citizens. He worked on the Mirror,
at Montgomery, Ky., and defrauded the ed-

itor out of 8100. He also worked
on tho Owl, at Sebree. Ky.,
and the Item, at Madlsonyille, the
same State. At Earlington, Ky.,
last summer, he edited the Bee under the
name of W. Irving Clark. Ho suddenly
disappeared from there. The detective as-
sociation of this place has offered a reward
for his capture. They are on his trail.
He is a remarkably shrewd confidence
man, confining himself generally
to buncoeing the newspaper fraternity in
country towns. "Clements," alias "Clark,"
alias any other name, is of medium height,
weighs 135 pounds, dark hair, brown mus
tache, wears a silk bat and seedy Prince Al-

bert coat, a quick walker, quick speaker
and shrewd talker, and very sell-possesse- d.

M. Gregg presided over the one at the First
Presbyterian Church, where the conven-
tion is held. It considered city work and
preliminary work in unorganized towns,
and the programme was in order
as follows: Devotional services and re--

j pr rts from city associations and prayer cir--
cl 3.1; "The Spiritual Interests by Our Asso
ciations, led by Li. C. Whitcom, of
South Bend; importance of leading
new converts into church membership,
led by W. A. Bodell. of Lafayette;

Onr Physical Department," led by W. A.
McCulloch, of Inuianapolis; "Foundation
