Becretary Noble Gives a Sharp'Reply to
New York’s Impertinent Governor.

His Attempt to Inject Polities Into the Census
- Enumeration Severely Criticised—The Pres-
ident and the Methodist University.

GOVERNOR HILL SCORED.

Peppery Reply by Secretary Noble to an In-
suiting Letter on Census Enumeration.

WasHiNgTOoN, Nov. 3.—Secretary Noble
to-day mailed the following letter to Gov-

ernor Hill, of New York:

“Sir—Your communigation of the 8lst ult.
was duly received. e had already been
delivered to me a letter from the Mayor of
the city of New York on the same saub-
ject—the elaim of that city to a recount of
1ts population by the United Statas census
authorities, W%:la vou have added the
weight of the Governor's office to the com-
plaint, you have fajled to add to those
already presented by the Mayor a single
suggestion of the slightest value. It was
who!ly unnecessary for you to remind me
of the provisions of the Constitution of the
United States relating to enumeration and
apportionment- of Representatives or the
Electoral College, or the provision
of the census law allowing amend-
ments and recounts. All of this
was very familiar law to me, and

our quotation of it might have been copied

rom my last opinion delivered to the
Mayor, and which you state you bad read
in the newspapers. Neither did I need any
exhortation upoun the subject of fair appor-
tionments, as an equal apportionment
throughout the United States and perfect
freedom and equality of the individual
elector is a reform to which 1 have given
my earnest sapport and which is worthy
that of every public officer and every indi-
vidual citizen. Had you read the corre-
spordence with the Mayor, whose immedi-
ate concern this bunsiness has been, you
wounld have found your topic already ex-
haunsted. Sach apportionment you may,
however, be reminded, wounld certainly and
permanently promote the success of the
party to whieh you incorrectly say all the
gmmerators of the city of New York be-

n

.f; is mueh to be regretted that in a let-
ter to me, when acting upon a purely offi-
cial matter, you, as Governor, should speak
as a partisan, and impute a corrupt purpose
to the census enuamerators to secure party
advantage by diminishing the count of the
city of New York. Yourimpntation inst
the enumerators and the census work is so
entirely gratuitous and unfounded as to be
slanderous, as you shonild know that your
abusive course could not tend to promote
that fair and judicial consideration I have
been disposed to give to the application of
the Mayor. Your charge imputing frandu-
lent motives to others, rather suggests that,
as your party thinks an increased popula-
tion wounla inure to its advantage, the
count of the police (taken, as it has been,
sinee the police board of New York has
been made partisan) peeds the very
closest scrutiny and analysis. The
charges now being made in New York
against the city government by Democrats
are not of a kind to relieve any work done
by it from the gravest suspicions of reckless
partisanship.

“Your acousations, heretofore confined to
interviews and stump speeches, began even
before the enumeration was announced.
Some of the Democratic newspapersin New
York and elsewhere made the census enum-
erators’ work very diflicult by exciting the
prejudice of ignorance, and it is to be re-
marked that you, as early -as the 1at of
July last, made an address before the Hen-
dricks Club at Indianapolis in which yon
bitterly assailed the Census Office and its
work, and asserted, without any knowledge
whatever, the same evil purpose you now
send me officially. You then mrltad the
newspaper c¢riticisms, and spoke of the
‘great army of inquisitors sent prying
into our houses, asking impertinent
questions, making  false recordd,’
ete,, and you did not fail to
notice the possmble eflect of all
this in raising popular distrust and disin-
clination to respond to the enumerators.
You did not sncceed in these efforts to any
considerable degree, but you are largely re-
sponsible for any inaccuracies that may
exist. You set the example by denouncing
a law of Congress and the suggestion of irs
violation by your less acute political fol-
lowers. Your early and continuous partisan
assaults upon the census have had neces-
sarily 2 motive which is easily discerned.
That motive points to an unjust end, which
1 certainly shall not promote. It is but
just that there should be no delay in com-
pleting the census, that the purposes for
which it is intended may be accomplished.

_““You further asserted, in the speech men-
tioned, that it (the Republican party) will
not repudiate that even more plainly-de-
clared policy of breaking the power of
the solid South in presidential as well as
congressional elections by deliberately
ignoring the vast increases of poru-
lation in that section of he
country during the last decade. The truth
is no complaint whatever has been received
from any Southern State as a State against
the census, and the only serious claim ofan
erroneous diminution of population and
representation by a State came from the
Republican State of 6regon. Out of the 2.-
781 eounties in all the States and Territoriea
there has been nocomplaint whatever, save
from Multnomah connty#in Oregon. There
has not be2n a complaint from any South-
ern c¢ity that has not been promptly and
satisfactorily adjusted without a recount,
save at Columhns, Ga., and there was found
an increase of 1,138 only.

“You seem to be against s census to be
taken even by vour own State, for
you vetoed a Dbill passed by its Leg-
islature in 1885, and which was required
by its Constitution. It is reasonable to
suppose that the patronage you seem to
think so influential in political affairs
would not have fallen into your hands, or,
judging you by the stand you apply to
others, your official action would have been
just the opposite of what it was. As I bave
demonstrated, the great body of the le
of the United States are content with the
census and are urinfluenced by san
assanits such as yours. Sustained by their
confidence, I shall proceed with the dis-
charge of my official duties in this and all
other husiness coming before me carefully
and justly, correcting what I may be con-
vinced is wrong and fearlessly ering to
what I believe to be right.

*“] regret the necessity of addmsi“ the
chief magistrate of the leading State of the
Union in the terms I have employed, but I
find my justification in the recklees intem-
perance of language you have seen fit to
use—language which is lacking as much in
truth as it 1s in dignity befitting yonrﬂsro.t
office, which in the past has been filled by
emipent men of both pelitical parties of
New York. Upon the merits of the Mavor’s
application, 1 shall reply to him. Yours
truly, Joux W, NOBLE, Secretary.”

Letter from President Harrison Expressing
Deep Interest in the Undertaking.

WasHingToN, Nov. 8.—A big Methodist
mass-meeting, having for its objeet the
furtherance of tha establishment of the
proposed new Methodist University in this
city, was held in the Metropolitan Meth-
odist Episcopal Church to-night. Nearly
all the members of the Board of Bishops of
the Methodist Church, now holding is
meeting here, were present. Bishop Bow-
man, the senior bishop of the board, gre-
sided. Speeches, enthusiastically ecom-
mending the object in view, were mades by
Bishovs Ninde, of Topeka, Kan.; Vincent,
of Buflalo, N. Y., and Warren, of Denver,
Col. It was expected that President Har-

rison would attend the meeting to-night,
but, anticipating bis inability to be pres-
ent, owing to absence from the city, he, un-
der date of Oot, 31, sent the following let-
ter to Bishop Hurst, which was read to the
audience:

I regret taat [ will be absent from the city on
Monday, and slall, therefore, be unable to ful-
fill my purpose to attend the meeting to be held
that evening 1o promote the movement s0 wisely
and so auspiciously inaugurated by the Me -
st E opal Chareh of the United States to
found at the national eapital & university.

MINOR MATTERS,

Action of the Suprems Court om Important
Cases on the Docket—Brewer's Cireuit.

Wasmixgrox, Nov. 8. — The Bupreme
Court of the United States to-day granted
the motion to advance the case of Jugiro,
the Japanese murderer, who is under

sentence of death by meads of electricity
in New York State, and assigned the case

for argament on the third Monday in No-
vember, after the cases already set down

for hearing on that day.

The vacancy in the assignment of Justic
to Cirenit Conrt duties caused by the deat
of Justice Miller, was filled by the assign-
ment of Justice Brewer to Justice Miller’s
old circuit.

The court advanced the case of Man-
chester against the State of Massachusetts,
involving the %uution whether Massa-
chusetts or the 1'nited States has
jurisdiction over Buzzard’s bay, and
assigned the «case for hLearing the
thi Monday in November. The conrt
also advanced the case of the Interstate
Commerce Commission against the B. & O,
Railroad Company, but stated that the
date of hearing would not be fized until
there was a full bench. The commission
decided that the railroad could not give
special rates to theatrical companies, and
when the road refused to discontinue the
romtice brought action in the Circuit Court

0 compel it to respect the commission’s de-
cisions. The court held that special rates
to theatrical companies was not discrimi-
nating and decided against the commis-
sion. The case comes here on appeal by
the commission.

Large Increase in the Circulation,
WasningToN, Nov. 3.—The Treasury De-
partment’s monthly statement of changes
in the circumiation, 1ssued to-day, showsa
net inerease during Oetober past amount-
ing to $924,908. Of the various kinds of
money in circulation there were increases

MORE EXPERT TESTIMONTY,

Btill Trying to Determine Whether Strychnine
Cansed the Death of Mrs. Pettit.

Bpocial to the Indianapolis Journal
CRAWFORDSVILLE, Nov. 8.—The Novem-
ber term of court commenced this morning
and the main case isthe Pettit murder trial,
being continued from the term ending last
Saturday. 1t ia proposed this week tosolve
the problem of how strychnine caused the
death of Mrs. Pettit without affecting the
brain or spinal cord, as per the sworn
statement of the chemist, Dr. Peters, who
made the analysis. The localdoctors placed
on the stand by.the State, as wel! as the
family pbysician, don’t believe that strych-
nine would kill a person without affecting
the brain. The State has concluded that
after to-day they will not introduce any
more direct evidence on account of it being
a repetition of what has been presented,
and the defense will commence to intro-
duce evidence on Wednesday. There will

be no court to-morrow on account of the
election, and the defendant’sattorneys will
be at Indianapolis consulting with prom-
nent physicians and chemical specialists
in_regard to the strychnine poisoning.

The first witness introduced by the State,
to-day, was Walter Haines, of Rush Med-
ical College, Chicago. a chemical specialist
of acknowledged ability. He hmfegxam-
ined portions of the liver and the spleen of
Mrs. Pettit, which were sent to him by Dr.
Peters on May 24, 1500, He put these parts
through all the known tests, and found
one-twentieth of a grain of strychnine in
the lLiver and one-twenty-first grain in
the spleen. The heart was not examined.
He said that he had no way of telling when
the strychnine got into these organs, be-
fore or after death. If strychnine was
given on Sunday and the patient bad died
on Wednesday he would expect to find it
in the brain, even if the patient had vom-
ited and the bowels had been moved. He
bhad examjned fourteen bodies for strych-
nine, and it was found in the brain, as well
as in all tissnes. If a person had died from
stryehmine poisoning the limbs wonld be so
contracted for at "least twelve hours, and
sometimes six months, that 1t would be
almost 1mpossible to stra.ighten them out.
In all the cases he h examined for
strychnine poisoning he had found con-
gestion and irritation of the brain, spinal
cord and coverings, and, in making the
analysis, only about 4 per cent. of the poi-
son was lost. Dr. Peters has already testi-
fied that the brain of Mrs. Pettit was not
affected, and Dr. Haines says that if a per-
son dies from strychnine poisoning one-
half of the brain would usunally be affected;
but its phrenenca is not necessury to prove
that the strychnine was taken.
He gave some of the extract
to a frog, and it soon _died.
He made an analysis only for strychnine,
and what he found was the pure article,
not the commercial brand. Strychnine
could be tasted in a dose of oil.

Dr. W. H. Ristine, of this city, was again
on the stand, and be agreed with Dr.
Cowan that the symptoms exhibitea by
Mrs, Pettit indicated strychnine poisoning,
and be said the efiect of the medicines given
would not have caused death. He never
had had a case of strychnine poisoning and.
had read up to testify, and he described the
diflerence between tetanie and strychnine
poisoning. On cross examination, Dr. Ris-
tine said that if Mrs. Pettit's condition was
as stated by the defense and there was not
complete relaxation, he was not sure what
caused the convulsions. He never beard
of a case of strychnine oisoning where the
brain was notaffected. Dr. R. M. Oherrell,
of Lafayette, has bad two cas's each of
strychnine polsoning and traumatic tetanus,
but never a case of idiopathic tetanus. He
thought Mrs. Pettit haa strychnine con-
vulsions if they were as stated by the State.
Court adjourned before the witness was
