Every gentleman you talk to speaks of the Mc-Kinl- ey

The Ideas they have formed of that
law and Its workings are so ridiculous that one
cannot talk with them. Of one thing I am posi-
tive. If our laboring men in ihe United States
were no better paid than the laboring dim here
a merchant would do a poor business. No mat-
ter whether it la our high tariff or not, our labor-
ing meu are enabled to live high compared with
those in this country. I have taken some pains
to find out the rrlce paid here for labor. A great
deal of It is employed for lews than 2 marks,
about 40 cents, a day. For fklMed labor of the
best class, the highest waces that I have ye&
heard Is 5 marks a' day. Mr. Dreyfoos, of fcteiu-bac- h.

In the dianiond-cuttlnj- r business, pays this
last-name- d price to bis best and most skillful
men, where a man Is required to bo both a me-
chanic and an artist.

I never knew that diamonds required so much
labor. Servant girls get almost nothing. Your
aunt tells me she pays big wages aud her girl gets
32 marks a quarter. Think of it $10.24 for
three months; and in this country they are Indeed
servants in every sense of the word; they do
work tor which we employ men. When coal or
wood is bought for the winter they have to shov-
el or throw It Into the cellar, or carry it in, if the
cellar is in the back part of the house. If a
woman goes to the depot she takes her baggage
there for her, and when she returns at 9 or 10
o'clock at night, her girl meets her and carries
her baggare for her. All through Germany ladies
can go to the theater unattended by gentlemen;
the performances betrfn at 6 or t:3o i m. and
close at lO o'clock. The servant girl meets them
at the theater and sees them home.

A Professor on Breaking Down of Voices
Through Misuse and Overwork.

Proper rhjsical Care Will Enable an Artist to
Retain Hit Powers in Old Ifre Comic

Opera and Its Writers.

VOICES OF THE SINGERS.

Men, More Prone to Dissipation, Break Down
Earlier than Women.

Prof. J. S. Black, who has probably built
and repaired more voices than any man in
the West, was talking the other day on the
fcreakins down of the voices of geat sing-
ers. 'This voice failure," remarked the
Professor, "is apparently more frequent in
male than in female singers, and the rea-
son doubtless lies in the fact that they are
more prone to dissipation and bad habits.
Throat specialists find quite often that the
worst cases that come to them are opera
si ngers. They are frequently compelled to
sing and further aggravate an ailment tfcat
two or three days' rest would cure. I heard
the gTeat Mario in 1854 or 1855, when he ied

Madame (irisl on an operatic
tour through the United StAtes. lie was
then about forty-liv- e years old a.nd at his
best, perhaps the most admirable tenor
the world has ever known. I heard him
again in 1S7J; when be wan sixty-tw- o years
ofd. His voice was pitiably broken."

"lint shouldn't a singer's voice sire out
at sixty-two!- "

"Not a bit of it if a singer is otherwise
sound, lhe voice ought to last a K as
the body not at its best, bat notlo be seri-
ously impaired. I heard John Brabant, the
great English tea or, when he appeared in
this country in 1S40 and 1841. lie was born
in 1774. and, though he was sixty -- seven
years old, ho created the greatest enthusi-
asm by. his singing in operas, oratorios and
concerts. He returned to England and con-
tinued even up to the nee of eighty to
attract large audiences. But he is said to
have retained command of the tenor scale
longer than any other man ever known. I
heard him sing the part of David in 'David
and Goliath and it was a magnificent
effort A few years ao Wachtel, a German
tsnor of great promise, came before the
public. He dropped out or sight in a short
time, and be is never heard of now. It is
probable that his voice went to pieces.
Carl Formes began his career ua a simzer
late in life. When 1 heard him he had a
bad throat and sung very much outof tune.
After that his voice went to piece."

"Perhaps the kind of music that is sung
has something to do with the permanency
of the voice." suggested a listener.

'That is certainly true," said the Profes-
sor. "No voice can last that is continually
called upon for Verdi and Waguer music.
Campania! studied the beautiful quality
that is produced by what is called the cov-
ered tone. This is very sweet, very sympa-
thetic, but very exhausting. The contin-
ual production of that tone, instead of the
open, clear timbre, is trying upon the voice
aud often destructive. The covered tone is
the somber timbre of the voice used in pa-
thetic singing. It brings out the souL"

"At the expense of the throat!"
"That's it. That tone should only be re-

quired occasionally, a little at a time, like
the tremolo of the organ. The old Italian
school was less trying on the throat, and
less destructive to voice. . It possessed such
artists as Mad. Pasta, Persiana and Cata- -
lina. a class itble to sing COO to 400 notes at
one respiration."

It was very evident that the Professor
was for the milder methods, so far as voice
culture was concerned, and that Wagnerian
vocalil&tion was not to his liking.

C03IIC OrEItA WRITERS.

Out of m Mais of Compositions Managers Find
Here and There One Worthy of Trial.

Mr. Barclay Walker and a Jonrnal re-

porter were talking on American opera,
when the former said an American opera
composer, who is himself a clever writer
of music, is a very recent evolution.
"What he has come from," remarked Mr.
Walker, "may be more readily determined
than what he is likely to be in the near
future. There is now a disposition to en- -

a ; - a a 1 mconrane American writers in mis class ox
music, and as it is the rule in this country
when we get to doing a thing to do a great
deal of it, it may be that one of these days
there will be an overproduction in the arti-
cle of lizht opera, for which we still have
to depend npon Europe. Foreign talent is
regarded as superior to home talent, but.
as 1 suggested, there is great encourage-
ment oflered to the American composer."

"What progress are we making!"
"Very good; though there have been

many failures of so-call- ed American op-
eras. These failures may bo attributed to
the fact that they have been written by
organists rather than by those who com--

in a lighter vein. The consequenceEosebeen that the music has been lacking
in vivacity, and is of a heavy and compli-
cated character, not interesting to popular
audiences. There i no one in this country
attempting grand opra; that is ns yet far
beyond our llight. but for the lighter forms
we should make our best endeavor. Dion
Boucicault suggested an operatio coaiedy
pitched on a higher plane than the, mis-
called musical comedies now going round,
but doing away with the chorus, while giv-
ing greater prominence to the dramatis
persome of the comedy-oper- a. Many opera
companies have failed on account of hav-
ing to carry so many people. It is. after
all, the stars and their work that music-love- rs

want, and these give the opera suc-
cess. Several operas, following this hint,
era now being worked out by American
composers."

"What are the successes amongthe home-
made operas!"

"Of the past five years! Well, there's
The Crystal Slipper.' a musical extrava-jganz- a:

The Merry Monarch,' 'King .Cole.'
and perhaps two or three others. Mr.
Aronson told me ho had live or six operas in
his possession, composed by organists, but
he feared to submit them to the public
There has been a great deal of rough-and-tumb- le

music in the skits that have been
quite the rage for a few years. In these
music has been treated as a gaberlnnzie, a
beggar, or hanger-o- n to a mixed company
of gymnasts, acrobats and very low come-
dians. 'Natural Gas' is a type of the class
of entertainments to which I refer, aud
rather better than most of the class. As I
remarked before, the point of tinancial fail-
ure in comic opera lien in the extravagant
chorus.

Conference Between General Manager Brad-Inr- y

and & Committee of Employes.

The situation among the Lake Erie &
Western trainmen remains nnsettled. Geo.
Kedmond, engineer, the general chairman
of the federated committee, called on Gen-

eral Manager Bradbury yesterday morn-
ing to ask him what branches of the serv-

ice he would receive in the form of a com
niittee. Mr. Bradbury replied that he
would receive any branch separately that
desired to talk with him. The conductors
and brakemen thereupon sought
a conference, and were closet-
ed with Mr. Bradbury from 2
to 5 p. M. A schedule was presented call-
ing for an increase in wages and certain
changes in regard to compensation for over-
time. The petition also called for changes
in the rules relating to the discipline and
government of the road. Mr. Bradbury
heard the committee, and while the grant-
ing of some of the demands as to the rules
was at once pronounced outof the ques-
tion, be told them he desired time to give
the other portions of the memorial further
consideration. He promised them an
answer in the course of ten
days or two weeks. The best
of feeling prevailed throughout the inter-
view, and Mr. Bradbury informed a Jour-- ,
nal reporter, last night, that be thought
the trainmen would all be satisfied with-
out trouble. A conductor named Keara
was chairman of the joint committee of
conductors and brakemen.

The engineers asked that a time be sot
for an audience with them, and it was
promised that the request would be
granted in a few days. Their contract
with the road, Mr. Bradbury says, is still
in force, and their business with him
can only be to present grievances
under that instrument. The firemen have
made no request as yet for a hearing. The
switchmen asked to be heard, and were re-
ferred to General Superintendent Hill,
with the information that he would receive
their committee at any time. The dissatis-
fied switchmen- - hail from Sandusky, Peru
and this city.

BENT ON SHOOTING HIM.

Edward McGinness Chases James Dabbs for
Some Distance and Lands in Jail.
