THE SECOND SESSION,

Congress to Meot To-Day and Listen to the
President's Mesaage—Unfinished Work,
Special to the Indianapolis Journal
WasHINGTON, Nov. 30.—The second ses-
sion of the Fifty-tirst Congress will begin
af noon to-morrow, At precisely 12 o’'clock
Vice-president Morton in the Senate and
Speaker Reed in the House of Kepresenta-

tives, will call those two bodies to order.
The roll will be cailed and three new mem-

bers will be sworn in. Whitelaw. in place
of Waller of Missouri; Hayes, the successor

of Conger of lowa, and Pindar, who has
been elected to the vacancy occasioned by

the death 3Y Miller of New York. Mr.

Breckinridgeof Arkansas, will also have to
be reaworn. The Congress has much im-
portant business before it, a very small
gl:) rtion of which will likely be disposed of

ore its expiration at noon on the 4th of
Mareh.

There are the necessary appropriations
without which the busiuess of the govern-
ment would be suspended, at least in part,
and the reapportionment bill which bas as
got receiv consideration in mneither

ouse, but which the Reggbhc-nl in both
bhouses have said must passed at this
session. Then there are many measures of
importance on the ealendars, which have
. passed one house, and are, therefore, half
through the legislative journey. The most
imporiant of these is the federal election
bill, which passed the House at the first
session, and which was resisted in the Sen-
ate by the Democrats so firmly that it was

necessary for the Republicans to agree to a
® postponement of its cousidsration in order
) about the passage of the tariff
bill apd an adjonrnment of the first
session. There are also on the calendar
of the Senate the national bankruptey bill,
which is being pushed by the representa-
tives of the commercial convention; the
bill to transfer the revenue marine service
from the Treasury to the Na.vﬁ Department,
which was debated at some length during
the first session; the bill to discontinue the
coinage of the §1 and $3 gold pieces;
the Conger lard bill. These measures have
vassed the House. On the House calendar
are the subsidy and shipping bills which
have passed the Nenate. A number of other
measures of great importance are on the
calendars of both houses which have re-
ceived final action in neither,

During the coming week action will be
taken to outline as nearly as possible the
work for the session in both houses. The
Republicans in the Senate are pled
to the passage of the federal election
bill; but it is a quegtion in the pinds
of some whether it is possible to pass it
against the obstyctive tactics of the Dem-
ocrats. The Republican Senators will

obably hold a caucus during the week to

etermine what is to be done. There has
as yet been no consultation of the Repub-
lican leaders on this point. The first day
of the session will principally be devoted
to the receipt of the President’s meseage,
which will be read at length 1n each house.
It 18 not unhikely on the following day the
House committee on appropriations will be
ready to report one or more of the annual
:gprcipristmn bills. The sion bill and

e fortifications bill will be the firet to
come up for consideration. What will be
done to push the ‘appropriation bills for-
ward will be determined in caucus. The
Republican cancns has also to determine
upon a mtmutor for the House, the office
baving been declared vacant at the close of
the first session.

NEW IMMIGRATIOR LAW, " .

to brin

Mr. Lodge Will Present One Designed to Shut
Out All Undesirable Elements.

Wasninaron, Nov. 30.—Mr. Lodge, of
~ Massachusetts, will introduce to-morrow
in the House a bill to regulate immigra-
tion. The first section of the bill excludes
from the United States any person who is
obnoxious 1n any way to the existing laws
of the United States, including what is
known as the “alien contract labor law.”
The main point, however, of the proposed

- bill is in the sueceeding sections, which

require that every immigrant shall obtain
& certificate from some consul or diple-
matic representative of the United States,
and that without sach certiticate he can-
not land in shis country. The certificate
thus required certities that the holderisa
person of good character, not obnoxious to
any law of the United States, self-support-
ing, not assisted by charity or otherwise tc
emigrate, and able to read and write his
native langnage. and to read the Constitu-
tion of the United States either in his na-
tive langnage or English. To this consalar
ee:tiﬁcato the law requires that a medical
certificage, testifying to the pl:{ulcal and
mental soundness of the holder, be ap-
pended. These certificates are to be verified
and examined by the port officers of the
. United States, by whom they will be copied,
and, after indorsement, returned to the
holder.

Any alien who arrives in the country aft-
er the passage of this law will be required
when he applies for naturalization to pre-
sent tbis consular certificate, indorsed b
the port ofticers, or a certified copy. This
provision, of course, 18 intended to protect
the honest immzzrant and prevent persons
who have evaded the law and entered the
country fraundulently or illegally from ben-
efitin g by their fraud. Counsuls and dip-
lomatie representatives are not permitted
by this bill to issue certificates except unon
due proof of all the factacertified. Except
a small fee for certification no tax is im-
posed upon the immigrant, but the rail-
road, steamship and other transportation
companies are unired to pay 85 for each
immigrant hnm-in order to provide a
fund for the execution of the law. Any of
these companies which lands or attempts
to land immigrants in violation of the act
js required te retarm such persouns teo the
country from which they came, and is also
subject to a heavy fine for.each infraction
of the law. ) -

The purpose of the bill is two-fold. 1t is
intended, first, to regulate immigration
and second, to restrict it by excluding all
undesirable persons. 1t seems to shut out
the diseased, the Eaupen, those liable to
become a public chargs and the illiterate,
as well as those who, as already provided by

w, are hostile to the government and
Constitution of the United States. With
this object the certificate is made thorough
and definite in its requirements. The law
is intended to exclude no honest immi-

' g.ut who is desirous of becoming, in good

ith, an inhabitant and citizen of the
United States, but to shut out those who
are not desirable persons and whose com-
ing causes an unfair competition in the
+ Jabor market and a consequent reduction
of wages, and who are not beneficiakto the
citizenship of the Unitea States. The bill
is fram~= to secure rigid enforcement of

its provisions.

OcALAa, Fla., Nov. 30.—The annual meet-
ing of the Farmers’ Alliance and Indastrial
Union will open here next Tuesday. The
convention will be composed ofjabout 160del-
egates from thirty-five States, representing
an aggregate membership of over 2,000,000,
Besides the actual delegates, there will be a
large representation of Alliance men from
all parts of the country, with many ladies.

The aggregate attendance is estimated at

.ﬂvo hundred.

Already the hotels are filling up and
many of the national officers have arrived.

President Polk, of Carolina, arrived last
night. In an interview with an Associated

Press reporter, to-day, he said: ‘1 cannot
outline the exact nature of the delibera-
tions of the convention, but I wiil say that

The Alliance stands
squarely on the platform adopted at St.

SPANISH SMUGGLERS.

A Florida Port Inspector Roughly Handled by
Them—Treaty Laws Violated.

Punta GOorDO,Fla. Nov. 30.—-News has just
reached here of an outrage committed by
Spanish smugglers on the port sanitary in-
spector in Charlotte harbor. His name is

Morris Cochran, an appointee of the State

Board of Health. He boarded a Spanish
schooner, and when askéd, to show his
papers the crew seize him and
threw him overboard, afterward cut-
ting his boat loose. With much
difliculty he reached the shore. The
schooner sailed oft and her name could not
be learned. The State Health Officer here
has made an official complaint to the Treas-
ury Department and the Marine Hospital
Service, besides notifying the State Depart-
ment that Spanish vessels are continunally
violating international laws and treaty
obligations by fishing in Florida waters in-
side the marine league limit, Cuba has
placed a hich duty on American fish, and
this, with violations of law, have taken
the export fish business from Key Waest,
which formerly amouanted to £100,000 or
more annually.

In his Thurman baunquet speech Grover
Cleveland said he believed in cheapness,
and anncanced that he was willing to bLe
called the apostle of cheapness. The admis-
sion was hardly necessary.

Butif the Democratic statesman
believes in cheapness, the American people
do not. The American farmer has no sym-
pathy for Cleveland and his doctrine. He
does not believe in cheap wheat, or cheap
oats, or cheap hogs.

Grover Cleveland’s idea of cheapuess was
repudiated two yaars ago, and it will be
repudisted when iv comes up two years
from nogw. The people of the B'mtod States
do not believe 1n cheapness—they have no
faith in the mission of men who announce
themsolves as the apostles of cheapness.
The American people believe in high wages
—they or they ancestors left Enrope be-
cause the countries of the old world be-
lieved in cheapness. The :heory of cheap-
ness of labor 1s foreign to the ideas of this
country, and this country will not accept
it at the dictation, or npon the advice of
men who buy but have nothing to eell save
their wits,

Recently Col. Ingersoll came nearer an-
nouncing the anpe of the American people
than Grover Cleveland: “I am a protec-
tionist,” he said, “not for money, but be-
caunse I believe protection makes better cit-
izens. First, man 1s a hunting and fishin
animal; then be tills the soil. It is vari
industry, arts and maunufactures that de-
velop humanity. 1would protect everthing
that we cau produce, while I'd let in every-
thing else free.” That is the doctrine of
development, of progress, and adoctrine in-
finitely better and higher than the doctrine
of chea!meu. of which Grover is the
“stufied” prophet and high priest.
