New Yorg, Nov. 30. — When Madame
Diss-De Barr was brought to book legally
for swindling lawyer Marsh by means of
spirit-pictures, ete., itseemed to the intelli-
gent public almost incredible that an other-
wise shrewd man and level-headed lawyer
could be so easily imposed upon. Nothing
short of a legal process of reasoning counld
convinee Marsh himself of the fact. That
process was resorted to by his friends—not
by the dupe—and but for their concerted
action Madame De Barr, the medium, would
now be intrenched in the Marsh mansion,
with her alleged husband swindling other
fools instead of being a hunted outcast in a
foreign laud. The recent contribution of
$10,000 by a w%oalthy widow named Huyler,
for the purpose of a monument to Red

Jacket, at Buffalo, will, upon inquiry, turn
out to be another just sunch a ease. Spirit-
ualists are naturally delighted over thedis-
covery that the widow Huyler owns the
influence of the spirit of the great Indian
chief, Red Jacket, as the cause of her liber-
ality in this matter. It is a pretty rare
thing nowadays for spiritnal me-
dinms to  successfully sirtke any-
body for a large amount of money.
When they learn that the widow Hay-

Jer is quite rich and can well afford
other disbursements of this kind there will
be a general rush to get possession of her
person, Mra, Huyler at present livesatthe
Vietoria Hotel in a style becoming a
woman whose husband left ber a large
fertune made ont of patent medicines, It
is sa1d that she has a private medinum who
acts as her gnide, connselor and friend, as
Madume Ihss-De Bar acted for lawyer
Marsh. This wealthy “pigeon” is likely to
be plucked of every feather, unless she has
some sensible and energeticall rsistent
friends who will interfere witg ?:gal pro-
ceedings to protect her, One of the most
curions features of this affair is the i-
tion of the Bufialo Historical Society,
which has in charge the monument
scheme. This society bhas already
made a move Jlooking to the early
erection of & monument over the
bones of the famous old Indian werrior,
and it 18 said some money had been con-
tributed for the purpose., The society is in
no sense of a spiritnalistic turn, but is a
piain, practical, patriotie body, of the earth
earthy. The society, however, wants a
wonument to Red Jacket and wants money
to build it. Its breath was fairly knocked
out by this unexpected offer. Jpon
recovering it probably concluded thit
it woulkin’t pay to “look a gift
Lhorse in the mouth.” That the spirit of old
Red Jacket himsslf had appeared to a rich
lady, and eansed her to open her purse and
shell out §10,000 to build this monument
while the society was “monkeying” around
for funds, is not vecessarily a reflection on
the historical crowd. It only shows that
Red Jacket is fully able to look out for
himself, though long since departed this
existence. His spirit has been a little over-
worked for one who is supposed to be en-
joying the blessings ot the “happy hunt-
ing-grounds,” as he is in great demand in
the best “circles” and “seances.” He has
long been regarded as a sortof patron-saint
b{ spiritualists, and 1s en rapport with me-
dinms far-and wide. Itis no uncommon
thing for him to appear on important occa-
sions in full form and feather for the edifi-
cation of believers, and—as he converses
only 1n his native tongue—to the inexpres-
sible confusion of scorners and scoffers. As
these bodily appearances are made in var-
ous parts of the world, sometimes on the
same evening, he can’t be doing mueh
hunting where be is, Thisis the first time,
according ta the record, that he has
“struck” anybody for money. The honor
done tne widow Huyler, therefore, is obvi-
ously great. And the Bufialo Historieal
Society will be ungrateful, indeed, if it ao-
cepts this money aund fails to record all this
upon the monument erected by it, so that
future generations may grasp at a glance
the interesting facts in the case,

The latter is a fa-
miliar type of bride, and somehow catches
the admiration of the male sex in exactly
the proportion in which she forfeits
the ryespeet of her own. She seeks
the far corners where she can have hubby
all to herself. When she talks to him she
seems to purr. She does this so closely in
his ear thatievery now and then he threat-
ens to kiss ber. And she langhingly dares
him to do it, though shrinking bhalf in fear
that he may.

RE-APPRAISEMENT OF LAND.

—

Democrats Look with Favor Upon the Proposal
to Repeal the Present Law.

——

The proposition to re-appraise the real
estate in Marion county next year instead
of in 1802, as the present law requires, seems
to meet with universal approval among
Democrats. *I read the article in to-day’s
Journal with a great deal of pleasure,” said
Charles M. Cooper to a reporter yesterday,
“and I think that Mr. Taggart is exactly
right in what he.said in his interview. The
next Legislature will be compelled to pro-
vide some means of securing an increased

revenue for this city. If we expect to have
a city we will have to bhave revenue
and not until we get it will
Indianapolis take the rank among
American cities that she deserves. Our ex-
penses are enormous, and they will in-
crease as the city grows. The present law

rovides for a new appraisement of realty
in 1802, but the effect wonld not be felt un-
til 1593, aud three years is too long a time
to wait.”

“You think, then, that the Legislature
should repeal that law and provide for an
imwediate aBprauamentr" he was asked,

“1 see no objection to such a plan. Realty
in this city to-day is taxed at a nidiculously
low value, and property 1s not worth what
it should be for that very reason. If a new
appraisementcould be secured immediately
1 am positive that the city would be bene-
fited in every way. And right along this
samne line of reaity values there is another
law thich the next Legislatuare ocught to

repea

“And what is that?”

**1 refer to an act of 1881, which provides
that all lands lying within the limits of
any city in the State, which are not platted
a8 city property and are used for agricult-
ural purposes, shall not be taxed as city
property provided that the tract of land
contains at least five acres. That law is
wanifestly unfair, and does only harm to
the city. It was passed for the benefit
of a few rich men who own large tracta of
land in the heart of the city and whodo
not vant to pay c:tf taxes on it. The land
is of course very vaiunable and it is only the
existence of this law whick prevents it
from being subdivided into town lots. We
bave, practically, three or four small farms
almost in the heart of the city, and they
not only make a bad showing to strangers,
but they decrease the value of adjoining

roperty. One of the first things the next

gislature does should be to repeal this
law and compel all owners of city property
to pay city taxes.”

It 18 claimed that to repeal the present
appraisement law would cause little or no
delay in the work of making the asseas-
ment, a8 the method is very simple. The
County Board of Equalization is given full
control of the appraisement. “In the year
in which real estate is assessed.” says the
law of March 29, 1881, *“it shali be the
further duty of the board to make an
equalization as to the value of the real
property in the respective townships and
divisions, so as to conform throughont the
county toa just and equitable standard,
reference being had to the natural and
artificial characteristics and surreundings
and other elemeuts of value,” The question
has arisen as to whether it would be ad-
visable for a reappraisement in 15891 to af-
fect the whole State or only Marion coun-
ti. It is said that in the smaller cities of
the State, notably Evansvilie, Terre
Haute, New Albapy, Richmond and Lafay-
ette, the same complaint is made as to too
low property values, but opposition to the

lan, it is said, would naturally be made
n the rural distriets. From present indi-
cations, at least, it looks as if an effort will
be made to secure a reappraisement of the
real estate in this eity.

AFFAIRS OF THE RMLWAYS,

A Week in Which Freight Business Reached
an Unusually Large Tonnage.

Despite the fact ti:st in the week
closing Nov. 20 thess was a holi-
day which was observea to a con-
siderable extent by the several roads
centering here, the tonnage of last week
was the largest of any week of the present

gear, with one exception, the fifteen roads

receiving and forwarding at this point sev-
eral hundred more cars than in the week
ending Noy. 22, The beavy movement
which is shown eastward was due to the
efiorts of the shippers to push all business
forward within the limits of the time pre-
scribed for it to be carried at the ratesin

force prior to Nov, 24. After Dec. 4 no busi-
ness will be considered as in transit at the
ola rates. While the tonnage eastward
was beavier than in the precedi weoek,
west-bound business shows a decline, but
ne more than is usnal at this time of the
year. A sharp declive in east-bound busi-
ness the coming week will not be a sur-
prise, because of the fact that rates
were advanced of late on export
business as well as on ful?hta ship to
New England and Central States points;
the rate on flour, for instance, being 10
cents per one hundred pounds higher from
Indianapolis to Liverpool than ten days
ago. Shipments of live stock East still
continue heavy, both for the Eastern mar-
kets and for export. The shipments of ex-
port cattle from the Indianapolis market
the last six months have been doublé those
of any former year. DBusiness with the
north-and-south roads holds up remarkably
well. Seldom are the shipments of pro-
visions and grain heavier sonthward than
they have been the last few weeks. Local
business continues heavy. The amount of
producesshipped in and the per cent. of it
which is re-shipped to surrounding cities
and towns is one of the surprises to busi-
ness men, and can hardly be appreciated
unlesa one visits the commission houses
and the city freight depots and yards.
Buginess of a miscellaneous character is
heavy, Below isgiven the number of cars
received and forwarded at Indianapolis in
the week emding Nov. 20 as compared with
the corresponding weeks of 1889 and 1888:

Mackey that
he is now bauling northward 400 car-loads
of coal per day, and within one year, if the
company will give him the cars, will be
bandling 1,000 car-loads per day.

apolis can do it. Our streets here are

thickly Imed with dense shade trees and

the blocks are long, two elements that youn
find combined 1n but very few cities in this
country.”

“You believe that some gas should be
used thent” the reporter asked. .

*Yes, for we cannot light our city per-
fectly any other way. On the long avenue
blocks, for instauce, two electric lights and
two gas-lamps are now used and they do
not give dny too much light. In the out-
skirts 8f the city, too, electric lights will
not suffice.”

If the board decides to-night to adopt
Mr. Gauss’'s propositions it does not neces-
sarily decide the question of lighting by
electricity, as the city will have the right
to reject all bids and readvertise.
