There was no
apparent cause for the weakness in either
the railroad or the business world, but
many are inclined to look upon it as the
natural consequence of the too rapid rise of
the past ten days. Of course the day was
the first of the month and there was a
scarcity of funds to loan, owing to the dis-
bursement for interest being tnado by the
banks, and rates on call were high during
most of the day, reaching 14 per cent, at
one time. There was also another failure
announced, but it was not f sufficient imV
portance to have bad any ictluence on the
course of prices. London was a seller for
no apparent reason but to give "bears'- -

the opportunity to hammer the list with
' more success, and many stop orders
were reached on the early trading
on the combination ' of selling so
that the market throughout the day
was demoralized. The market lacked sup-
port because brokers declined to do a
margin business, and it la felt in the street
that not before the first of the new year
may easy money be looked for, notwith-
standing theeasier conditio! of the foreign
exchanges and the very flattering condition
of our foreign trade at present. The sell-
ing was principally in the arbitrage stocks
in the early portion of the day, but when
the "bears" got well to work there was
general impartiality shown in the hammer-in- g

operations, and the whole list moved
oU in unison, although Lackawanna, Dela-
ware & Hudson, Union Pacific and Loui-

sville &. Nashville were leaders. There
were many rumors of an indefinite nature
flying around the street, but the steady
pressure upon the list of short stocks was
theouiy reason for the decline that could
be seen. There was a rumor of a disagree-
ment among the coal roads to account for
the weakness in the coal roads, and Atchi-
son was sold on a rumor of a new floating
debt, while the turn inopposition to Mr.
