priated by Congress to relieve the necessi-
ties of onr old soldiers, between $150,000
and SC75.OG0." Under the old laws an attor-
ney could charge and collect a fee of $25
for every case brought to a successful issue,
and of the cases now being allowed a largo
proportion are of that class. The new law
allows a fee of only $10 per case, but even
at this compensation, the attorneys would
realize $150,000 a week.

I look over the lists of attorneys," con-
tinued the Secretary, "and I find that very
many of them are men who, upon their
knowledge of the law, could not build up
even a petty practice before a county
justice of the peace; but here in Washington
they manage in a few years to accumulate
a million dollars or more acting as so-call- ed

'attorneys' for pension claimants. And
then it would be some comfort if they
would leave the old soldiers with one fe
but some of them work them as I sevr
people work cotton-see- d in my trip to the
South this falL They gin them once for
an original pension, and then gin" them over
again for an increase, and this process of
ginning is kept up so long as anything re-
mains. I am becoming thoroughly con-
vinced that something should be done, and
that soon, too. to relieve the old soldiers of
this grievously heavy burden.. When I
think of my old comrades in the war being
obliged to contribute to the maintenance
of these people, I can hardly restrain my
indignation, and before long I hope to be
able to mature a plan by which some of
them, at least, may have their claims
looked after without having to pay over
the first fruits to pension agents.

"To be Bare." he said, "those unrepre-
sented clairaaints are now receiving a fair
share of attention at the Pension Bureau,
but I am fully determined that they shall
have just as much attention as any among
those who have attorneys.7'

Increased Pensions for Disabled Veterans.
Washington, Dec. 4. Senator Quay yes-

terday introduced a bill granting to all
persons whose names are now on the list,
or may hereafter be placed on it, who have
lost both eyes or both feet, or who are
otherwise totally disabled, a pension of S100
a month; also, to all persons who have lost
an arm at the shoulder-join- t or a leg at the
hip-joi-nt a pension of $60 a month, and to
those who have lost an arm below the elbow
or a leg below the knee $55 a month. Those
who have lost a hand or a foot, or have
been totally disabled in the same, are to be
entitled to'$50 a month. The bill provides,
further, that persons who have contracted
two or more disabilities shall receive a sum
per month equal to the total of the rates
for all the disabilities mentioned.

FEDERAL ELECTION BILL.
Senator Pugh Discusses the Measure in the

True Southern Style.
Washington, Dec. 4. Mr. Pugh ad-

dressed the Senate to-da- y in opposition to
the election bilL Iu the course ol bis re-

marks he said that the country could not
fail to understand the true character and
nature of the proposed legislation. It was
never intended to be put in operation iu
Republican districts. It was founded on a
distinct, substantive proposition, and that
was that State election officers might be
watched, guarded and overruled because
they were Democrats, and because, for that
reason alone, it was unsafe to trust them.
Under its operations thero would not be a
single district in the United States from
which Democrats were elected to Copgress
that would not be subject to supervision
by partisan Republicans. Tho wholo elec-
tion machinery of the United States would
become partisan and necessarily corrupt.
The whole conception of the bill was a
transparent and audacious scheme, having
no other end or purpose than the capture
of Democratic districts aud thoir transfer
to the Republican party in Congress to
boused in perpetuating its supremacy in
defiance of tho will of the people. He de-
clared that the intelligent white people of
the South would prefer the rule of army
officers and white soldiers to the intolerable
rule of the infamous horde that would be
turned loose upon them through the out-
rageous election machinery provided in the
bilL If the system of local self-governme- nt

was not an established failure, then it was
manifest that the intelligent and moral
white people of the South and the State
governments of the South, which were
mediately interested in and sorely afilicted
"by those miserable race complications,
would have to be allowed to meet and mit-
igate the evil as far as possible.

COOPER TO THE FORE AGAIN.

lie Takes Advantage of Ilia Seat in Congress
to Defame the. Pension Commissioner.

Washington, Dec 4. The House, this
morning, took up the bill for the punish-
ment of eyexy guardian, conservator, cura-
tor, committee, tutor or other judiciary
agent for the embezzlement of the pension
of a ward, and after a short discussion
passed the measure by a vote of 113 to 92.

On motion of Mr. Morrow of California
the House went into committee, of the
whole. Mr. Barrows of Michigan in the
chair, on the pension appropriation bill.

Mr. Morrow explained that the bill ap-

propriated for the payment of pensions the
am of 123,173,000. It waa estimated that

this snm of money wo aid be distributed
among 654,715 pensioners. This was the
largest number of beneficiaries eyer pro-
vided for in any single item in the statutes
of the United States. It was estimated that
the gross cost to the United States of these
pensions for the year 1802 would average
$203.40 each. He believed that there would
be no deficiency next year, bnt, on the con-
trary, that there would prove to be a slight
excess of appropriation.

Mr. Bayers of Texas argued that the esti-
mates of the Commissioner of Pensions were
totally unreliable and that the amount of
money required to pay the pensions would
be largely in excess of the amount appro-propriat-ed

by the pending bill. He Ten-tax- ed

to say that the Fifty-secon- d Congress
would be compelled to meet a deticiency of
not less than $35,000,000.

Mr. Cooper of Indiana referred to thelarge force of employes in the Pension
Bureau and to the vast expenditures of
money for pensions. He proposed to show
why this force of men should bo presided
over by a man of high character and why
this vast sum of money should be disbursed
by a man above criticism and above re-
proach. It was his purpose to call the at-
tention of the country to the fact that the
present Commissioner of Pensions was not
such a person. He reviewed the charges
made against Commissioner Kaum, which
formed the basis of the investigation last
session, and asserted that they had
all been proved. Before the last elec-
tion, he said, the Commissioner had
made a Pilgrimage to Indiana and had in-
vaded his (Cooper's district. Ho had not
gone to Indiana as one of its citizens. He
Cooper was sorry to say that Indiana had

produced some characters that did not
stand high in public esteem, but it had not
produced the present Commissioner. . Indi-
ana was not the Commissioner's home, and
the only excuse that oflicer had for going to
the Fifth district was that he might defeat
his Cooper a election. He had no bard
feelings against Mr. Kaum for going to his
district. In fact, it had been insinuated
that he had induoed the Commissioner to
go there, and it had been suggested that he
should contribute to, the expenses of the
trip.

AS EXHIBITION- - OF VLXDICTlVENESS.
This "moribund and malodorous politi-

cian," so called by Republican newspapers,
had gone to the Fifth district of Indiana in
order to prostitute his high office of Com-- .
missioner of Pensions for partisan ends. In
the presentation of this case he
Cooper might have shown some

feeling. If he had done so he
hoped the , House would disregard it and
pay attention to its duty. He knew how
difficult it was to reach corruption when
entrenched behind party walls. He knew
the strength ol personal friendship and, the
pnde of party; but if the things he alleged
were true, members should rise above per-
sonal friendship and party pride and go to
the bottom ot this thing. He had a great
veneration for the institution on Judiciary
square. It had been built in order that the
nation misht conveniently care for . those
to whom it owed a duty. Its employes
were ministers of mercy. In its sacred
archives were stored away sad recitals of
Battering and death in march, and camp,
and bivouac. The people annually poured
into its portals more than 100,000.000, and
this came forth from those portals in a
continuous golden stream, to make glad

that this insinuation should not become
the spawning-plac- e for corporations or a
stall for the sale of patent rights, or should
be presided over by a "moribund and
malodorous politician," or by one who was
likened by another Republican journal to a
"badepg."

Mr. StfWyerof New York was surprised
that the gentleman should make his speech
at this time before the case was closed. The
gentleman bad said that the committee had
abandoned any further investigation. Cer-
tainly the gentleman was mistaken. It had
been the clear understanding that when the
committee adjourned it should meet at this
session, in order to hear further testimony.

'That was his understanding of the situa-
tion. The case had not been closed; the
committee was ready to bear any evidence
that might be brought before it.

This discussion had no place
here until the committee reported.

Mr. Cannon replied that this matter was
in the hands of the House. A committee
could be discharged at any time.

After some further debate the committee
rose and the House adjourned.

Viewsand Recommendations Contained
in the Attorney-Generai- 's Report.

Congress Urged to Provide Relief for the Su-

preme Court, and the Difficulty of En-

forcing Laws in the South Pointed Oat

Alleged Democratic Scheme to Defeat
the Federal Election Measure.

Senator Pngh's Speech Against the Bill Bills
Introduced in Congress Yesterday Legis-

lative Programme of the Bouse.

ATTORNEY-GE- N KitALS REPORT.

Attention Called to the Difficulty or Enforc-
ing Laws in Certain Sections.

Washington, Dec 4. Attorney-gener- al

Milier, in his annual report, says there is
an urgent necessity for the building of a
United Statea jail at Atlanta. Ga., one at
Paris, Tex., and one at Louisville, Ky., and
other points where the average of United
States prisoners in number is one hundred
or more.

Vigilant efforts have been made, he says,
to enforce the legislation excluding Chi-ne- se

immigration. One of the. most com-
mon devices for getting these people into
the country was to land them either in
Mexico or the Dominion of Canada and
permit them to come across the southern
or northern border into the United States.
By the co-operati- on of the officers of the
Treasury Department and the Department ,

of Justice, however, it is believed that
most attempts of this kind have been frus-
trated, aa havo the attempts to bring them
directly through the ports of the United
States upon the Pacific.

In regard to - the reorganization of the
judiciary he says: "For several years past
the Attorney-generna- l, in his annual report,
has called attention to the necessity of leg-
islation for the relief of the courts, and espe-
cially the Supreme Court. . It is a matter
of congratulation that during the last ses-
sion of Congress 'each bouse passed a com-
prehensive bill for this put pose, which bills
have reached a committee of conferenoe.
It is earnestly hoped that this . legislation,
so far advanced, will not now be permitted
to fail, but that, in a spirit of conciliation,
differences will be reconciled and this much-neede- d

legislation will be completed.. In
this connection I bog to suggest that some
special legislation will be necessary for. the
relief of the Circuit Courts, at least in the
Eighth and Ninth circuits, whose territory
is so vast and whose business is constantly,
increasing."

The Attorney-gener-al devotes consider-
able space. to a denunciation of case and
fee-maki- ng abuses, and says they call for
the most careful consideration and vigor-
ous treatment at the hands of Congress.

In a chapter in regard to enforcing the
law of the land, the Attorney-gener- al says:
"In some parts of the country the lawless-
ness, to which attention was called in the
last annual report of this department, con-
tinues. The enforcement of the internal
revenue laws and of the United States
election laws is particularly resisted; and
officers of tho internal revenue, as well as
United States marshals, are frequently met
with violence, and are occasionally the
victims of assassination, at the hands of
those guilty of violating these and other
Jaws, and their friends. Several assassina-
tions of officers and witnesses, with the
purpose of impeding the execution of the
laws and orders of the United States, have
occurred during tho past year. Within the

dast ten days a deputy marshal, attempting
to serve a warrant for the arrest of a man-- '
for violation of the postal laws, was shot
and instantly killed by the man soutfht to?
be arrested; and on a preliminary exam-- j
ination before a magistrate of the State the
prisoner was promptly discharged.

CRIMES THAT GO UNPUNISHED.
"It is certainly an anomaly in govern

ment that those who have committed mur--'

der for the purposo of stopping prosecution
in the federal courts should not only not be
punished but not even be put upon trial,
although in At least two cases in one dis-

trict, during 1800, well known. Yet such is
the fact. It is needless to say that the fed-
eral courts have no adequate jurisdiction
of these offenses. ; )

. "Section 5o09 of the Revised Statntos pro-
vides that if any person attempts, by in-
timidation, threats, etc., to prevent any
citizen from exercising the righ of sutfrage,
and in so doing commits a felony, or if two
or more persons conspire to debar any per-
son from the enjoyment of any of his civil
right 8, and in so doing commit a felony;
such felony shall be punished according to
tbeJaws of the State wherein the same is
committed. If Section 5509 were so broad-
ened as to make any 'felony committed
while in the act of violating any statute of
the United States triable in United States
courts, and punishable according to the
laws of the State wherein the same is com-
mitted, it would greatly help in the admin-
istration of jnstice. So long as persons who
kill officers, witnesses or jurors for the pur-
pose cf impeding the administration of jus-
tice can only be tried and punished in a fed-
eral court as for a minor offense, the admin-
istration of the United States laws them-
selves iu many districts will have little re-
spect.

"The Supreme Court has recently decided
that thore is a 'peace of the United States.'
Is it not the duty of Congress to provide by
law for the preservation of this 'peace
everywhere and at all times?

"In prosecutions for violations of the
election laws in several districts convic-
tions and pleas of guilty have been ob-
tained in a large number of cases. As an
illustration, however, of the difficulties
met in such prosecutions, the district at-
torney for one district reported that, in a
certain county, a number of whose citizens
were convicted of violations of the electiou
laws, the county court ordered all fines
aud costs assessed against them in the
United States court to be paid out of the
county treasury. and that in an-
other county, a number of whose
citizens were in like manner
convicted or bad pleaded guilty to indict-
ment for such ollenst's in the United States
courts. $1,300 was actually paid out of the
county treasury upon such fines and costs
in ono day. These facts speak for them-
selves.

"It has been known for years that in cer-
tain districts a very large number of natur-
alization certificates have been issued in
violation of law, so that a great many per-
sons have been voting without right. A
large number of suits have been brought to
set aside such fraudulent naturalizations,
and many final decrees canceling the same
have been rendered in the United States
circuit courts. It is believed that by these
suits much may be done to purify the ballo-

t-box in those localities." .

TIow feenator Test Hopes to Shelve the Elec-
tion Bill and Secure Free Coinage.

United Press Dispatch.
Washington, Dee. 4. The silver coinage

question and the federal election bill have
become entangled in a very peculiar . way
within the last three days, with the result
that the election bill may be sacrificed to
free coinage. It has been whispered about
on the floor of the Senate for two days that
Senator Vest, acting on behalf of the Dem-
ocrats in the ' Senate, Intended to offer a
free coinage bill as a substitute for the
federal election bill, when the time should
come for taking a final vote.

HEAVY FAILURE IN NEW JERSEY.

Assignment of the Klttenhouie Manufactur-
ing Company, with a Million Liabilities.
Passaic, N. J., Dec. 4. The Rittenhouse

manufacturing Company went into the
hands of a receiver yesterday. The con-

cern employs 700 or 800 hands in the man-
ufacture of woolen blankets, shawls and a
variety of plush used in covering railroad
car-seat-s. Edward H. Ammidown, presi-
dent of the American Protective Tarift
League, owns nine-tenth- s of the stock, and
is president of the corporation. The lia-

bilities aggregate nearly a million dollars,
and the nominal assets, consisting prin-
cipally of the mill machinery and a stock
of manufactured goods, are estimated at
SSOO.flOO. Wm. Barbour, the widely-know- n

thread manufacturer of Paterson and Bel- -'

fast, Ireland, was appointed receiver yes-
terday morning. He qualified at once and
took formal possession of the plant. Am-
midown & Smith, successors to Ammidown,
Lane &. Co., whose headquarters aro in
Worth street. New York, have been selling
agents of the Rittenhouse mill, and it is
understood that they are carrying a lot of
the company's paper, but their solvency is
not questioned.

J. M. Moore, the attorney of and a stock-
holder in the corporation, explained to a
reporter last night that the collapse was
due to many causes. They had been run-
ning at a loss for two years, and storing a
greatdeal of their product in anticipation of
the passage of the McKinley tariff bill. They
had been borrowing money, and the recent
stringency in the money market crippled
them. It is also said that Mr. Ammidown,
acting eitherfor himself or forthe company,
put $1,000,000 in wool during the .months
of June and July, intendingto take ailvant- -
age of a rise in the market following the
passage of the new tariff bill. The rise
never came, and the result has been a loss
instead of the anticipated profit.

William Barbour, the receiver of the com-
pany, is quoted as saying that the liabili-
ties are about $800,000. - lie will continue to
run the mills forthe benefit of the creditors
as long as it is desirable to do so. .

He left a fam-
ily without means of support, and, when
the circumstances were presented to the
President, together with the further fact
that Mrs, McKee wasnot only competent to
till the office, bnt was. desired by its
patrons, she was appointed. The appoint-
ment is cordially commended on every
hand.

. Senator Faddocks Tariff Measure.

Washington, Dec. 4. Senator Paddock
intends to strengthen his bill to create a
permanent tarift commission, introduced
by him to-da- y, by the addition of a new
section empowering the commission to ad-

just the apparent iniquities, incongruities,
etc., of the new law, with the sanction of
the President, thus qualifying provisions of
the new law. He believes that if the
President may lawfully adjnst duties as
provided in the reciprocity provisions of
the act, he may, on the same theory,
authorize adjustments of the character
proposed in the new section indicated.
The preliminary draft of the bill was pre-
sented to-da- y to bring the general subject
before the Senate at the earliest possible
moment.
' Indiana Ml amis Will Get Their Money.

Washington, Dec. 4. The bill which
passed the Senate on last Tuesday direct
ing the Secretary of the Interior to pay
the Miami Indians of Indiana (302 persons)
$91,730 improperly paid out of moneys due
.them, under their protest, to Indians not
entitled to participate therein, was re-
ported to the House to-da- y and referred to
the committee on Indian affairs. There is
no doubt that the bill will be promptly
acted upon by the House. .

No Hope for the Bank Circulation Bill.

Washington, Dec. 4. Chairman Dorsey,
of the House committee on banking and
currency, and Mr. Sherman of the Senate
finance committee, are answering inquiries
to the effect that they do not hope for the
adoption of their bill giving national
banks circulation to the full par value of
bonds deposited, and reducing to $1,000 for
each bank the required circulation, in view
of the fight that is being made -- against the
proposition.

Morrow for Bllzner's Place.

pointment of Congressman Morrow, of Cali-
fornia, as minister to Guatemala in place
of Lansing B. Mizner, recalled.

General No tea.

The President has reappointed Joseph T,
Jacobs, of Ann Arbor, Mich., a member of
the board of Indian commissioners.

Assistant Secretary Spaulding, of the
Treasury Department, has rendered a de-
cision holding that the bondsmen of the
owners of the famous painting "The An-gelu- s"

are liable for $10,500 duty ou the
painting. . The bondsmen removed the
painting from the custody of the officials of
the customs without proper authority, and
this action renders them liable for the
duties. . ,

The Treasury Department to-da- y. under
its circular of Oct. 9, redeemed $74,000 four-and-a-h-alf

per cent, bonds.
Chief Brooks, of tho secret service, re-

ports that during the year 346 arrests were
made by secret service agents. Most of
them were for counterfeiting and passing
counterfeit money. Convictions "were se-
cured in fifty -- ono cases, and fines to the

PROPOSED LEGISLATION.

Bills Introduced Relating to Silver Coinage,
Greenbacks and the Taring

Washington, Dec-4- . Senator Stewart
to-da- y introduced a bill for the free and
unlimited use. of silver as money. It
amends the first section of the present law
by repealing the clause limiting the pur-
chase of bullion bv the Secretary of the
Treasury to 4,500,000 ounces per month, and
requires the Secretary to purchase all the sil-
ver bullion otlered at a price not exceeding
Si for 871.25 grains of pure silver. It also
amends the third section by requiring the
Secretary to coin at ' least two million
ounces per month after the 1st of July
next, and as inuch more as may be neces-
sary to redeem the treasury notes issued in
the purchase of the bullion.
" In the House to-da- y Representative

IBjand'Vof Missouri introduced a bill re-
quiring the Secretary of the Treasury to
Prepare a new series of treasury notes.

.commonly called greenbacks, and issue
them in sums equal to the amount of nati-
onal-bank notes that may be from time
to time surrendered for redemption or
cancellation by national banking associa-
tions. Mr. Bland also introduced a bill
authorizing tho issue of a new system of
legal-tend- er notes to meet any. deficiencies

. in the revenues of the government. A pre-
amble to the bill recites that a deficiency
in the revenues is now threatened, and the
country is not in condition to bear any
further taxation. It authorizes tho Secre-
tary of the Treasury to prepare and issue
legal-tend- er notes, commonly called green-
backs, in payment of current obligations of
the government. These notes are to be in
addition to the legal-tend- er notes now au-
thorized; may be reissued as legal-tende- r

notes are now reissued, and are to be avail-
able for all monetary purposes.

Representative McKinley to-da- y intro-
duced in the House a bill similar to one

1 presented in the Senate by Senator Sher-
man, providing that the present tariff law

.'shall not atlect the operatipns of the
Hawaiian reciprocity treaty. Tho ways
and means committee will hold its initial
meeting of the session to-morro- w. It is
understood that the committee will imme-
diately take measures to rectify the omis-
sion of. the tobacco rebate section from the
McKinley tariff law, by the passage of a
supplemental bill before January, when the
original section would have gone into effect.
Chairman McKinley and Mr. Mills, to-da- y.

said they did not think it necessary to give
.a hearing on the subject, and that they
thought there would be no opposition to
the correction of the error. ' .

Chairman Dunnell, of the census com
mittee, said to-da- y the committee would
begin consideration of the apnortionmont
bill next week, and that he did not doubt
but that it would be beforo the House
before the Christmas holidays. He was of
opinion that the question raised by New
York city as to the accuracy of her enumer-
ation should not delay preparation of the
apportionment bill, for if it should be
decided after fair and full consideration
that New "York city's claim was just, the
matter could be fixed so as to give New
York the membership to which she was
entitled.

Among the numerous petitions presented
and referred in the Senate to-da- y was one
by Mr. Hiscock from bankers, importers
and merchants of New York, asking for an
extension of the time for the withdrawal of
goods from bond under the former tarift
rates. Among the bi.'ls introduced and re-
ferred was one by Mr. Paddock for a per-
manent taritt commission.

Representative Hansbrongh, of North
'Dakota, to-da- y introduced in the House a
joint resolution appropriating $500,000 to be
expended by direction ot the Secretary of
Agriculture in the purchase and distribu-
tion of seed wheat or the benefit of those
residents of the State of North Dakota who
lost their crops by reason of the drought of
isoo.

MINOR MATTERS.

JTouse Committee on Rales to Meet Saturday
and Mark Out a Legislative Programme.

Special to the Inc anapolis Journal.
Washington, Dec. 4.The House com-

mittee on rules will have a meeting on Sat-
urday to determine the line of legislation
for December in that body. The present
legislation is blocked by the unfinished
business on the calendar. This consists
principally of public-buildin- g bills, num-
bering about thirty-on- e. Unless something
is done nothing can have the right of way.
It is proposed, therefore, to devote Satur-
day to public-buildin- g bills, and as the
thirty-on-e aggregate about $400,000, it is the
intention of the committee to dispose of
these alone, and, therefore, no other public-buildin- g

bills, except on the unfinished
business calendar, will be taken up this
session. Among the first bills recommended
by the committee on rales will be the sub-
sidy bills. They will oe taken ud early
next week, and one bill combining all the
important features of the other bills, thus
making a sort of an omnibus bill, will be
passed.
