LIVED HIJGH AND GAMBLED,

Trusted Book Keeper Who Robbed His Employ-
ers of ¥50,000 and Then Took Poison.

ALBaxy, N. Y.. Deo. 5.—~The lumber dis-
trict was in a ferment of excitement yes-

terday. Early 1n the morning it became
noised about that one of the largest firms

in the distriet, that of Henry W. Sage &
Co., composed of Dean, Sage and William
H. Sage, had been swindled out of between
$50,000 and #$100,000 by a trusted book-
keeper. Creditors of the firm who had
suffered loss through the book-keeper were
on hand to secure the book-keeper’s arrest,

and the case was given to the 1ce.
They failed to find their man. Late in the
afternoon the body of Joseph Abbott, the
book-keeper, was discove in an unused
room in the Windsor Hotel. Beside it was
a bottle of laudanum half empty. Abbott
was forty years old ana worked for the
firm for many years. He received a salary
of $5000 and commissions amounting to
between £5,000 and $10,000 yearly. He lived
Yery extravagantly and was noted for the
lavish manper in which he threw money
about. He is also reported to have lost

vy at the gaming table. The discovery

who, in looking over the books, foun
Charles B, Riley & Co., of Philadelphia,
indebted to his firm in the sum of $7,000.
He thought this remarkable and caused a
statement to be sent to them, Word came
back that the books shou:l show tdight
eredit in favor of the Philadelphia
rather than a debt. An expert was put at
work on the books, and he is still engaged
1u his task. So far he finds thet the steal-
jnugs extend over several years, and he esti-
mates that they will not fall short of $50,-
000 in the aggregnite.

A Father Baves Two of His Children, but
Another Is Ground to Pieces,

DeTrorT, Mich., Dee. 5. —Farmer Kreiger,
of Monroe, Mich., was compelled yesterday
to choose which one of his three little girls
he would have killed to save the others and
himself.. The family was crossing a halt-
mile railroad trestle over a gully and deep
river. When near the center he saw an ex-
press train coming toward them, appearing

suddenly‘around e curve. Thefather looked
for a place to shield his children. He had
the little ones stand upon the edge of the
ties, but saw that even thep the projecting
steps of the car would hurl them flying into
the water and probably to instant death.
As the engine neared him he hesitated for a
moment as he glanced despairingly at them,
deliberating which two he should take in
his arms for a desperate leap. Heseized the
two younger ones, shouted to the other to
follow him and then plunged into the river
fifty feet below, She was a girl of twelve
years and stood foran instant ready to leap,
then turned and ran toward the opposite
shore. She had gone only a few steps wiien
the train struck her and she was ground to
pieces beneath the wheels. The father,
after a struggle in the icy waters, reached
the shore with the smaller children.

Senator Gray Waxes Wroth Over the Election
Bill—Democrats Unable to Agree as to Ap-
portionment—Hoosier Given Oifice,

PENSION BILL PASSED,

Agreed To by the House After an Interest-
ing and Splcy Political Debate.

WasnINGTON, Dec. 5.—~When the pension
appropriation bill came up in the House to-
day, Mr. Rogers of Arkansas made a vigor-
ous fight against its consideration, but on a
vote the House decided to go into commit-
tee of the whole, and, with Mr. Burrows
in the chair, the bill was taken up. Mr.
Outhwaite of Ohio said that in the debate
yesterday charges had been made against
the Commissioner of Pensions which, if

sustained, brought the conduct of that offi-
cer very near to an impeachable offense.

He criticised the conduct of the Commis-
sioner in abandoning hie post for the pur-
pose of effecting an honest (sarcastically)
election-in the distriet of the gentleman
from Indiana [Mr. Cooper.]

Mr. Cutchen suggested that Commis-
sioner Black had taken part i1n congres-
sional elections.

Mr. Outhwaite replied that if Mr. Black

had done such thingsas Commissioner Raum

had done he should have been brought to
justice for it. He then proceeded to re-
ipmloh the Republican House with shrink-
ing from its dutg, arguing that the pend-
ing bill would sho

834, 000,

Mr. Cheadle of Indiana contended that
the amount appropriated was amply suffi-
cient to supply the needs of the service.

Mr, Henderson of lowa cited figures to
show that when the Republicans controlled
legislation in the House the appropriations
for pensions were generally in excess of the
requirements of law. The deficiencies be-
gan when his Democratic friends came into
control and cnt the appropriations so short
that daring the last year there was a defi-
ciency of §25,000,000.

Mr. Dockery of Missouri said that a fow
monthg ago he had stood on this floor and
declared that the Republicans of the House
were refusing, for party purposes, to ap-
propriate within $45,000,000 of the amount
which would be required for pensions un-
der existing law. This declaration had
been almost substantiated by the fact that
the Commissioner now comes in asking an
appropriation for a deliciency of §34.-
500,000. He then proceeded to argue that
the amount carried by the bill was
insuflicient, and branched from thissub-
ject to a discussion of the general financial
condition of the country. He presented
fig ures to show that there will be a deticien-
cy July 1, 1802, of £37,674.757, and he said
that this did not include any deficiency
either for the fiscal year 1891 or 15802, except
the pension deficiency.

Mr. Dreckinridge of Kentucky said that
the probabilities were that within seven
yvears there would be a million pensioners
on the roll who wovlid be pai@ $170,000,000
annually, The first necessity was to meet
the question frankly by adequate approori-
ations; the second was to appoint a com-
mittee to investigate the bureau thorough-
ly. to have the list revised and to strike off
unworthy pensioners; the third was to
transfer the bureau to the War Depart-
ment and take it out of the domain of pol-
itics. This was not a question as to wheth-
ec the present Commissioner had taken
part in the election in Indiana or
whether the former Commissioner had
been guilty of the charges against
him. ese were charges which the
gentlemen could throw at each other across
the center aisle; but when %entlemen came
to act as legislators these charges ought to
disappear from their consideration. Here
were the people staggering under a burden
that had so distressed them that th:y were
seeking . new alliances. Let Congress
meet this matter frankly. The poople
could not be fooled.

DEMOCRATIC HYPOCRISY.

Mr. Peters of Kansas made an exhaustive
argument to show that the appropriation

carried by the bill was amply sufficient to
pay all the pensions which would be grant-

ed during the ensuing year. He charged
the Democratic party with hypocrisy in its
treatment of the soldier. The Democratic
party was always flooded with tears in be-
half of the soldier when it was out of

power, but when it was in power it was
quif® a different thing. During the first
seasion of this Congress the Democrats had
been pswmitho earth and frothing at the
mouth 1n behalf of the service pension. He
hoved that the Republican side of the
house in the Fifty-second Congress would
insist on the Democrats carrsying out
the professions which they had made in the
Fifty-first Congress and compel them to
pass a service pension bill. The Democrats
in the Fifty-first Congress had been preg-
nant in professions of love for the soldier.
Now the soldier would see whether those
professions were sincere or not. The Demo-
cratic party was endeavoring to embrace
the Farmers' Alliance movement. He con-
ceded that the Republican party in Kansas
had run against it and had been over-
thrown. It had received a black eye
[langhter], but the time was coming when
the cyclone would strike the other mide. It
was now being entrenched in Texas and
Missouri, and in 1802 gentlemen who were
relying upon the Alliance hosts wounld find
that their hosts had disappeared as the Re-
pablican msjorit.{. had disappeared in Kan-
sas. The Republican party would revive
because “truth crushed to earth would
rise again.” [Laughter.] He wanted the
Fifty-second Congress to pass the sub-
treasury bill [laughter|; the free coin-
age Dbill |cries of “We will”] and
the service pension bill; and unless
his Democratic friends would do all that
they would find that the wave of the
Farmers’ Alliance would sweep over them
and wipe them from the face of the earth.

Mr. Spinola of New York, referring to
Mr. Peters’s quotation of “truth crushed to
earth shall rise again,” inquired what had
become of the falsehood which had been
crushed to earth in November last. [Laugh-
ter.] During the last session he had called
attention to the rumbling of thunder and
had advised his Republican friends to put
their ears to the earth. His friend from
Kansaa (Mr. Peters| had put his ear to the

round, and, baving heard the rumbling,
ad got out of the way. |Laughter.] The
gentleman nominated by the publicans
wore silk socks, but the bare-legged man
running against him had been elected by
10,000 majority. [Laughter.]
ir. Biggs of California said that when
his colleague [Mr. Morrow] stated there
would be no deficiency. he stated what he
knew was not true, and in order to back
his judgment he [Mr. Biggs] would bet
§2,000 to £'10. [Laughter.]

In concluding the debate, Mr. Morrow of
Californiaargned that the amount carried
by the bill was all, if not more, than what
would be required by the Pension Burean
during the coming year.

On motion of Mr. Dockery of Missouri
an amendment was adopted rmviding that
no agent or attorney should demand, re-
ceive or be allowed any compensation on
any claim for increase of ronslon on ac-
count of increase of disability. |It is esti-
mated by Mr. Dockery and Chairman Mor-
rill, of the invalid pensions committeo,
that this will save $5,000,000 to the pen-
sioners within the next three years|.

Mr. Suringer of Illinois offered an amend-

ment increasing to $150,000,000 the appro-

w a deficiency of at least

vriation for the payment of pensions. There
Was no excuse, he held, for the Republican

ouse to make inadequate appropriations
and to throw a deficiency on the Demo-
cratic House.

Mr, Biggs of California made # brief and
hamorous speech in the interest of an in-
creased appropriation to prevent a defi-
eiency being thrown upon the Democratic
House. He created a hea laugh when,
in coneclusion, he ejacula *“*Ask the peo-
ple of California who stands foremost
among them—W. M. Morrow or Marion
Biggs, anda the answer will be ‘Biggs, b
fifty thousand majority.”” Mr. Springer’s
amendment was lost—65 to 120,

After furtber debate the committee rose,
jtho Ig,ll w48 passed and the House ad-
flourned,

WHY FOREIGNERS WERE MAD.

Reasons That Impelled Importers to Kick
Against Our Customs Administrative Act.
Wasnixcron, Dee. 5. —Mr. A. K. Tingle,

supervising special agent, in his annual

report to the Secretary of the Treasury,
says: “While in attendance on the confer-
ence of consuls-general of the United States
in Europe to consider questions relating to
the practical work:ngs of the customs ad-
ministrative law, I was strongly impressed
with the wisdom and the necessity for the
stringent enforcement of the act. The dis-
cussioa and examples that came within my
cognizance during the conference were of
a character to have removed the last doubt,
had any existed, of the propriety and jus-
tice of the measyre. Had further proof
been needed, it would have been found in
publications in the European press admit-
ting that invoices were systematically and
intentionally undervalued; that their au-
thentication imd been little more than
formal under the old system; that the
average dutics collected were practically

far below thoso prescribed - by the
tariffi and deploring the fact that
uoder the new provisions of
t%e  law theses evasions could not
longer to be safely continued. It also
bronght prominently to my notice that
while citizens of these countries were en-
joying large profits upom their deceptive
and iliicit importations into the United
States, American products were unreason-
ably and invidiously proscribed and made
to feel the rigor of their commercial laws.
It is believed that the adminlstrative act
will go far toward supplying the means of
enforeing a reasonable obedience to the
laws on the part of those admitted to the
privilege of our commeorece”

Mr. Tingle exvresses the opinion that
more than half of the prepared opium econ-
sumed in the country durinz the past six

ears has been smuggled. “It is believed.”
f:e says, ‘“‘that an internal revenue tax of
not more than $5 per pound on the prepared
article (crude opinm to be admitted free),
and a corresponding daty wupon the pre-
pared smoking opium imported would
practically put an end to the smuggling of
opium, and thus accomplish the real pur-
pose intended by Congress in the enact-
ment of the clauses pertaining to this sub-
ject in the tariff 0£.1590.”

SENATOR GRAY FURIOUS.

What He Wonld Do in Casc a Federal Elec-
tion OfMeer Called at 1ls Door.

WasHixgToN, Dec. 5—Mr. Gray began
the discusston on the federal election bill
in the Senate to-day. The bill, he said, was
confessedly of the first importance—most
far-reaching in its consequences, in the
opinion of many, and most menacing to the
peace, happiness and freedom of the
people of the several States. Not-
withstanding the sneer uttered by the
President of the United States as to
the objecticns of those who opposed the
bill, there were those on this side of the
chamber aud throughout the country—he
believed - majority of the freemen of the
country—who believed that the bill was
one that threatened the integrity of Amer-
ican institutions, State and national; that
it was fraught with danger to the future
prosperity of the whole country, and that
it menaced the lil orties of the people of all
the Statesy It was the first time in the

history of the government ti r i a measure
was proposed on the ther ‘Eay cne
States were no longer able 1o provide
for, and the people of the*Siaies were no
longer fitted to be intrusted with, control
of their own elections. Corniing to speak
of the application of the law *o the South-
ern States, Mr. Gray referzred to the im-
provement of affairs there since the recon-
struction period, and asked why that
amelioration should now be interfered
with. “Why, in the name of humanity,”
he asked, “should this measure be p

as a new difliculty, as a new source of dan-
ger and animosity, and a new burden to
those people who have already borne so
much?” Coming to the section which pro-
vides that a supervisor of elections, to be
sclected as a “‘discreet” man, may make a
house-to-house visitation to inquire as to
the names, politics, nationality, ete., of its
inmates, Mr. Gray characterized that offi-
cial as “this Czar that is to be; thi}lutup
of a provinece,” and he said: *“In all the
measnres which provoked and goaded our
ancestors to resist the tyranny of the Brit-
wsh King there was none that approached
the infamy of this provision; and moderate
as I am, all my conceptions of my duty as
a citizen and a man, law-abiding
asl have always been, and respectful to the
powers that be, I say now that, when :ihis
supervisor knocks at my door, I pray God
that I shall be at home.” [Some applause.|

Mr. Spooner, a member of the committee
on privileges and elections, asked Mr. Gray
whether be was now referring to what was
kuown as the domiviliary clause.

Mr. Gray said that he was.

APPORTIONMENT PLANS,

Democrats Cannot Agree:'on One, and May
Accept the Republican Measure.
8peeial to the Indianayolis Journal. .
WasHINGTON, Dec. 5.—The Democrats
are not entirely harmonious upon the ap-
portionment question, and are likely to
split into two, or probably three, factions
over the number of Ropresentatives that
shall be provided for in the new apportion-
ment. By the plan which has been sug-
gested by Mr. Holman, the leading Demo-
crat on the census committee, there will be
322 members in the House. On this basis
Indians, Maryland, Keutucky, Temmessee
and South Carolina wili each lose a mem-
ber, while the Republicans will gain several

in the Northwestern States. The Repub-

lican plan of fixing the membership at 354
gives those States the present quota, and
the only States that suffer will be Virginia
and South Carolina. That suggestion is
more popular with Democ~ets than an
that comes from their own party, whic
leads the Republicans to believe that the
reapportionment bill, upon this basis, will
received with favor and by the
House regardless of threats that Democrate
have made to defemt it.

The Tobacco Rebate.

WAsHINGTON, Dec. 5.—The committee on
‘ways and means this morning heard a dele-
gation of manufacturers of and dealers in
tobacco, who asked for the passage of a
bill making a rebate of 2 cents per pound
on all tobacco-in their hands Jan. 1, pro-
vision for which was accidentally omitted

in the tarift act. Mr. McKinley said that
the Republican members of the committee

were ready to report the bill at once. The
Democratic members of the committee

asked that the matter might go over till

Monday. and that was done. The bill de-
claring that the new tariff shall not be con-

strued to affect the Hawsaiian treaty was
briefly considgred but no action taken.

Senator Stanford's Money-Loaning Scheme.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 5.—In the Senate to-
day Mr. Stanford introduced a bill to pro-
vide the government with means sufficient
to supply the national want of a sound

This action undoubtedly
means the absolute consolidation of these
two organizations in the mnear future
Colonel Livingston also offered a resolution
providing for the adoption of the St. Louis
Alliance platform of 15880, inasmuch as there
has been a questiof raised as to the unani-
mous indorsement of the demand therein
contained by all State delegations one year
ago. Colonel Livingston’s idea was to call

out any objections which might exist as to
its absolute indorsement.
