If
"the secretary charges a dollar for a record
of death," he violates the statute,
which says: Tt shall be the duty
of the board of health of each
county to keep a complete record, accord-lu- g

to the form prescribed by the State
board, of all marriages, births and deaths
reported to them under the provisions of
this act, and snch record shall be open to
tbe inspection of any citizen without fee."
I fully agree with the correspondent that
tbe law needs some amendments, and by
reference to the annaal reports of tbe State
Board of Health he will see that each
amendments as will tend to make the law
more effectual have been urged upon the
Legislature at each session since lt&.

COST OP ELECTRIC LIGHTS.

A Pointer Thatia St. Louis Bidder Used The
South Side Wants' an Equal Share of Lamps.

When George F. 13ranbam was in St.
Louis, a year or more ago, figuring on the
value of the electric-ligh- t business in that
city, he canvassed thoroughly the cost of
plant and its operation. Putting the ag-
gregate outlay in comparison with bids
that would receive consideration, the prom
ise of profit on city lighting alone was not
encouraging; but in a place like St. Louis
there is a great deal of commercial lighting
to do. That entered largely into calcula
tions, as it offered a profit tho city did not
To enablo him to put in a bid at $74 a year
for each lamp Mr. Branham estimated the
plant, exclusive of real estate, would cost
$.511,000. With such an outlay he would be
enabled to supply 2,500 aro lamps
and upon that number the bid of
$74 was based. The operating expenses
were estimated at $I8U,8o0 a year, which
alone, not considering the investment in
flant, would make the cost per light 55.

expenses were included such largo
sums as 54,000 for water, 810,000 for wear,
tear and renewals, 39,800 for fuel, in which
are taken into account Sl.cOO for removing,
ashes and $1,800 for kindling. Taxes and
insurance, and 10 per cent, iuterest on the
investment, with wages and every con
ceivable item of expense were counted in
the aggregate named. In estimating the
cost of operation here, Mr. Uranham says
tho item for fuel, on account of natural
gas, wouia not dc anyiniug uko iiiai in ine
St. Louis figures. A" reduction, too, must
be mado in water, aud real estate would
not be as high. The St Louis company
counted on a yearly profit of $20 per light,
which, for the 2,500, would be 50,000, less
than 10 per cent, on the cost of tho plant.

Schools Will Not Be Closed on Account of
Diphtheria, as Heports Are Exaggerated.

The:; j has been a great deal of talk dur
ing thi) past week about diphtheria becom-
ing epidemic, and the probable necessity of
closing the city schools, but when the
facts are sifted there is no cause for great
alarm. It is true there is considerable
diphtheria in the city, and it is also true
some cases reported to the City Board of
Health have been of a malignant type, but
the "scare," as physicians call it, is due to
many cases of throat irritation being re
ported as actual cases of diphtheria. There
are now only seventy-tw- o houses carded
for diphtheria, with a total of 1S3 cases..
Fewer cases were reported yesterday than
on any day this month.

Unless tbe disease becomes more severe
there will be no necessity whatever of clos
ing tho schools. This is the statement of
the Board of Health, Superintendent Jones
and some of tbe leading physicians m the
city, "i here is no cause lor closing tne
schools now." said Health Officer Crane.
yesterday, "and, in fact, it wonld be an
unfortunate thing for them to be closed.
The children would then be allowed to run
on the streets, and the danger of coming in
contact with the disease would be in-
creased."

Superintendent. Jones was asked, last
night, in regard to the prevalence of diph-
theria among the pnpils of the schools.
"Our list of absences," be replied, "has been
slightly increased since the disease was said
to have become so general. But we exer-
cise every precaution in protecting pnpils,
and especially are we careful in Keeping
children out of school who have in any way
been exposed. And it is my experience that
children are safer when attending school
under these precautions than when they
are allowed to run the streets."

Is tbe number of cases of diphtheria
among pupils increaslngr'

ao; bur, on the other hand, it is decreas-
ing, and the outlook to-da- y was much bet
ter than for some time. The scare will be
overin a few days, I think. I am unable
to ten how manv of our children are at-llict- ed

with the disease, but the number is
by no means alarming."

Dr. Hurty thinks that much of the diph-
theria that 'has been reported has been
mere throat irritation. "There is no
doubt," said he yesterday, "but what the
disease is diminishing. The dust Hying
before tbe snow came was the medium for
diphtheria germs, and many people were
auecieu wun sore eyes and tnroais."

"I hive no fear of diphtheria becoming
widespread," said Dr. Allison Maxwell to
a reporter. "Three years ago. when reports
of the typhoid-feve- r scare were exaggerated,
the prevalence of the disease .was increased
by the dust, and when it was settled tbe
alarm ceased. It will prove tho same way
with the diphtheria this year."

At the City Dispensary Dr. Shearer stated
yesterday that only two cases of diphtheria
had been attended to this year, and that
not a single case had been reported sinco
tho recent "scare." The most of tbe diph-
theria is confined to the southeastern sec-
tion of the city, while nearly all of the
scarlatina is ou the North Side. There are
thirty cases of the latter disease in tho city.

Tho Century Clnb Entertained with a Graphic
Description of It by Trot Coulter.

Mr. and Mrs. Alfred F. Totts entertained
ihe Century Clnb and ladies, at their real-ien- ce

in Woodrnff Place last even fog. Prof.
John M. Coulter, of Wabash College, who,
In 1871-- 2, was a momber of the party of
icientists and explorers making a survey
af the Yellowstone Park for the govern-
ment, gave an interesting account of the
wonders of the park. He explained the
action of the geysers and the cause of the
periodicity of their eruption. "The geyser'
laid the Professor, "is a long and crroked
tube going down through the lava
crust, liow deep it, may he we
do not know, but in this long
and crooked tube the water collects as in a
iprincor Holland it is surface water. Any
one who has traveled in that region, and he
need not be ox a scientific turn, would see
that the country was the center of intense
volcanic action. Great lava tie Ids are
tpread over the country for thousands of
lquare miles and two or three thousand
feet thick. These lava deposits uoutain an
immense amount of heat in their lower
depths, and the ceyser tubes reach down
into the depths and there Is where
the beat comes from. Water heated in
an open vessel is practically of
the same temperature all through, but in a
long tube it may have intense neat at the
bottom and be comparatively cold at the
top. At the boiling point at tho bottom
steam forms and upiif ts the column, which,
flowing for a time from the top. is followed
hy an eruption, which lasts until all the
water and steam have been poured out.
Many wonder at the regular period of erup-
tion of these geysers. Tbey must neces-
sarily have this regularity. It takes so
long to till the tube and so long for the
lieat to raise the water to the temperature
to bring the eruption.

'In lbCO." continued the Professor, "Cap-
tain Reynolds, with a large force of
soldiers and tho noted guide, Jim
liridger, was on the border of the
wonderful , park and might have seen
U had he not distrusted Uridjjer, who had
visited it some time before. Bruiser not
only told of the geysers. bat he had a tale of
a glass mountain, and related bow he had
come upon a herd of deer and tired shot
after shot withont disturbing tho herd or
making any impression whatever upon
them, lie concluded to walk towards
them and frighten thfm away, and it was
while doing this he walked into the glass
mountain through which he had seen the
geer."

The Professor described the ascent of the
great Teton. 13.HX) feet high, which he
likened to tueMatterhoru. and in con
cluding advised all who had any de-
sire to travel to see by all means
this wonderful region of the Kocky
mountains, where the rield is limitless in
extent, grand in variety, the climate ad-
mirable and the scenerv the grandest on the
continent. After the Professor's talk re- -
Jreniuent8 were served and ihe remainder
of the evening was dovoted to social inter-
course.
