TO HIS SUFPOERTERS,

Parrell Receives an Ovation and Makes an
Address That Was Loudly Cheered.

DiBriy, Dee. 10.—Mr. Parnell was in con-
sultation with his supporters duaring the
greater part of the day. At 7 o'clockinthe
evening he left Mr. Kenny’s residence and
proceeded to the Mansion House, where the
procession was to form. There the crush
and enthusiasm was so great that Mr. Par-
nell and his companions found much difii-
culty in reaching the door. The crowd was
so enormous and the people were so tightly
packed and wedged in together that the

organizers of the parade found it
a most laborious task to get
the various societies and other bodies

into line. Ultimately, when nearly an hour
had been consumed in the work of forming

the procession, a start was made amid the
crash of a score of brass bands and the
waving of blazing torches. Mr. Parnell
rode in the Lord Mayor's carriage at the
head of the line. Just as the procession

started a score of enthusiastic men quickly
aubarnassed the horses and took their
places, dragging the carriage in tripmph
the whole way to the rotunda. Mr. Par-
aell received an ovation all along the route,
snd when the hall was reached he
again experienced the greatest difficulty
in making his way to the entrance.
The ball had been packed almost tosuffoca-
tion for an hour previous to the arrival of
the procession. When Mr. Parnell finaliy
nanaged to get inside he found it impossi-
ble to reach the platform in any way other
than on the shoulders of the crowd, and he
passed to the stage over the heads of the
reporters, the audience pressing forward,
sweeping aside the stewards and clambor-
ing upon the platform after him. The cheer-
ing which began when he entered the hall
was kept up for several minutes, during
which Messrs. Kenny and Campoell, the
two Redmonds and others Jorced their way
to the platform. When the tumult had
subsided the Lord Ma)or was installed in

the chair, and a vote of confidence in Mr.
Parnell was passed amid great enthusiasn.
There was another burst of cheering as Mr.
Paﬁnoll arose to address the audience. He
said:

I have been aceused of apsence from the field
of battie; but I did not infend to plead to-night
sither excuses or reasons, believing that you
have contidence in me and would not put me to
such an ordeal, but take me fomswhat you have
known we to be, and for what, please God, I will
prove myself to be in the face of Ireland and
my fellow-countrymen. |[Loud cheers.]

Itiseasy to make exc for
the secession and defection, but, I tell you, when
the dayv comes for measuring the amouut of my
shortcomings [ories of “No"] and those of my
opponents the balance will not be against me.
[Shouts of “Down with the renegades.”] 1 did
not plead sickness, though God knows 1t was not
the time, when I was crippled in health and
strength, and it was doubtful whether I would
ever again cowe before you—not the time to con-
front me with a moveinent of mutiny [ecries of
“Bravo!"] stronger, more vindictive, disgraceful
and cowardly [cries of “Healy” AN ever coin-
mander-in-chief was ealled upo face.

Ah, ves, they bided their time. © They thought
1 was dead, and that they might play around my
corpse and divert the Irish natien from the true
issues involved without reckoning with you and
me, and without taking into a¢eount the undying
resolution of our race that when they found a
true man they would stand by him and he by
them. [Cheers.] Now, I suppose, this is a great
crisis.

Why was I refu the
oppertunity?! Why did Gladstone wait nine
days after the verdiet and allow the Leinster
meeting before hinting that my retention was
aangercus! Had he but whispered that my re-
tireweent was necessary I should have hastened
to evnsult my comrades and rescue them from
the bmpossible pesition in which they placed
themselves by the Leinster resolution.

He proceeded go refer cymnically to Mr.
Gladstone’s talk of resigning. He reminded
them that Mr. Gladstoue, in 1886, carried
the whole weight of home rule single-
handed against every opposition.

The message that
Ireland sends back to the gand old man is this:
“Resume your place as lesdler of * your party,
back up your leggitimate authority, and when
rou bave put yourself in the position of an in-

cpendent leader such as ours is, then, and not
till then, will we allow our leader to treat with
you upon those equal terms which alone can as-
sure a lasting, possible and permanent settle-
ment.” [Checrs.)

Mr. Parnell made a sarcastic reference to
the promises of English money to start an
anti-Parnell paper, and declared that when
they measured the depth of purses of Mr.
Labouchere and FProfessor Stuart they
would be in a position to estimate the
magnitude of their opponent’s forces. Mr,
Parnell continued hisspeech by savingthat
if the movement against him was honest he
would yield to it immediwately. *“Bat,” he
said, “it is a movement of hypocrisy
by & man whose home rule was
skin de2p, but whose hatred of
Ireland 18 not skin deep.

UNITED IRELAND SEIZED,

Mr. Parnell Scores a Point Against His Ad-
versaries by Depriving Them of an Organ,
DusLiN, Dee, 10,—The newspaper, United
Ireland, has got into trouble through its
persistent advocacy of the retirement of
Mr. Parnell. Mr. Parnell is one of the di-
rectors of the company owning the paper,
and, acting in that capacity, he to-day
seized the plant of the paper, stopped the
issue of the current edition, and ejected
the acting editor, Mr. Bodkin. Darrister
Kelly, Mr. Henry Campbell, Mr. Parnell’s
private secretary, and Mr. Mahoney, M. P,,
were present when the seizure was made.

When Mr. Bodkin entered the office to-day
he found Mr. Parnell in_ possession. Mr.
Parnell, in the presence of the other direc-
tors, read the articles of association under
which the company was organized,
and then ordered the sherifi to eject
Mr. Bodkin. The lattermade an ineffectual
resistence. A desperate row occurred
in the down-stairs office bet ween the sher-
iff’s officers and the sub-editors. Sticks
and stools were used as weapons, and the
air was filled with flying missiles. Finally,
after a sharp and fierce struggle, the sub-
editors were forced from the building.

The news of the seizure of the paper
ereated great excitoment in Dublin, and a
mob surrounded the office. Mr. Parnell
later addressed the staft, the members of
which promised to serve him daring the re-
mainder of the crisis. Mr. Parnell placed
Mr., Leamy in charge of the paper. It has
been ascertained that one ot the editors got
a hint of Mr. Parnell’s intention to seize
the paper and made arrangements to have
to-day’'s edition printed at an earher hoar
than usual. The edition was on the point
of being issued when Mr, Parnell appeared.
He ordereda that the entire edition, which
contained bitter attacks upon himself, be
destroyed. In the struggle that took place
in the office one of Mr. Bodkin’s supporters
was hit on the head with an office stool, re-
ceiving a scalp wound. Three of the
sherifi's men received slight contusions.
Mr, Timothy Healy was at the office of the
National League on Sackville street when
the paper was seized. United Ireland will
reappear to-morrow, but its policy will be
changed and henceforth it will be issued as
a Parnellite organ.

It is stated this afternoon that Mr. Par-
nell owns 474 of the 500 shares i1nto which
the capital stock of the United Ireland
company is divided and that Dr. Jos. E,
Kenny and Mr. Justin McCarthy own the
remainder. The editors who were ejected
from the office will sue Mr. Parnell for as-
sault. Mr. Bodkin, the acting editor of the
paper, who was to-day deposed by Mr. Par-
nell, 1n an_interview subsequent to his re-
moval said that the edition of the paper
which Mr. Parnell ordered destroyed con-
tained many resolutions that had been
adopted by provineial branches of the Na-
tional Leagne opposing Mr. Parnell. It
contained, also, a cable dispatch from Mr.
O’Brien saying: “"Abide by my instructions.
Insist moderately, but firmly, upon Par-
nell’s retirement as a sine qua non.”

Late to-night a strong party of Mr. Par-
nell’s opponents made a descent upon and
recaptured the offices of United Ireland.
The invaders destroyed all the “leaders”
which had been prepared by Mr. Leamy,
who was installed as editor to-day bf Par-
nell, and turned all the matter they found
set up into “pi”. Then they took pos-
session of the ledgers and other books
and documents belonging to the concern.
All this was done in the name of William
O’Brien. A strong posse from various la-
borers’ societies has been left as a garrison,
with instructions to remain on guard day
and night, and to resist bv force any further
intrusion by Mr. Parnell and his friends.
It is stated that the suppressed edition of

the paper will appear to-morrow.

WHY THEY DEPOSED HIM,

McCarthy's Party Give Their Reasons for Re-
fusing to Recognize FParnell,

LoxpoN, Dec. 10.—The anti-Parnell mem-
bers of the Irish Parliamentary party have
issued their promised manifesto to the Irish
people. In this they say:

Feeling bound to protect our country's cause,
at whatever personal sacrifice, we found onr-
cselves under the sad mnecessity of terminating

Mr. Parpe]l’s leadership. It would have been
easier to have left him undisturbed, but such a
course would have left averf man of us a traitor
to his country. Mr. Parnell, disregarding our
h Is te remember the country, evinced an
ill-jiudged determination to ma:ntain his unten-
able position, thus threatening to plunge Ireland
into a conflict which may overwhelm her and
cause her present fair prospects to disap r
forever, Itis the duty of Irishmen now, irre-
speotive of all consideration of feelings either
for Mr. Parnell or those ditfering from him, to
adopt a course that will tend to save lreland
from destruction.

After detailing various reasons for their
action, the signers of the manifesto add
that whatever judgment Ireland may pass
on the manifesto, her cause hangs on the
issue, and the signers will abide by that
jlgdgmont. they being the nation’s servants,

hey enumerate the charges against Mr.
Parnell as follows:

First—He speaks as if he was the injured
party, whereas he alone is responsible for the
present deplorable situation.

Second—He pledged himself to repel the
charges in connection with the O'Shea case, but
ivhen the timme came to do this he remained si-
ent.

Third—-He does not hesitate to renounce and
denonnce the multitudes of English friends of
Irish liberty as English wolves.

Fourth—Bat the English wolves and the Irish
bishops express the saine opinion of Mr. Parnell,
and he cannot wend matters by calling nick-
names.

Filth—The reminder of the Leinster re-elec-
tion was the most ungenerous taunt ever ut-
tered. The eflort 1o sustain Mr. Parnell without
playing Ireland false is made a cause of attack,
whereas it ought to be a vindleation.

The signers’ position before Ireland is
dwelt upon at length. They set forth that
Mr. Parnell’s re-election was doe to grati-
tude for past services, and his deposition to
the fact that if he continned as leader the
struggle might as well have been aban-
doned. The manifesto says:

He [Mr. Parnell] must be aware that his per-
sonality obstructs efloris for freedom and leaves
Ireland with nothing for many years but the
abominable system imposed by the present gov-
ernment. If he is re-elected the Tory govern-
ment will resume power, coercion receive a new
lease, and struggle for home rule be Jost to the
living generation. The final question, which
rests with the Irish nation, is, *“lose all for Par-
pell, or win all without him.” Home rule with
Gladstone is safe.

The signers say they refuse to abandon
Mr, Gladstone for Mr. Parnell, or to nsist
on the Liberal leader’s revealing his plans
for home rule, which action, they say,
wounld be foolishly to give an advantage to
Ireland’s foes. They refuse to believe that
Mr. Gladstone desired to dictate. He was
bound to publish his conviction that the
retention of Mr. Parnell in the leadership
of the Irish party would wreck home rule.
Why should a man of eighty-one waste the
brief reminant of his life 1n a struggle fore-
deomed to failure?! The signers offered Mr.
Parnell an opportunity of temporary retire-
ment with a view to his eventual reinstate-
ment, but he never gave the faintest chance
of a settlement. His fatal manifesto
was an appeal to the hatred between the
peoples of Great Britain and Ireland, and
makes it impossible for him hereafter to
co-operate with the Liberal party. The
signers never deserted Mr. Parnell, but he
them, and the honor of Ireland is safe in
their hands through good or evil fortune.
The signers of the manifesto pledge them-
selves to remain an independent party, thus
insuring final victory for the Irnsh cause
under the auspices of the alliance of the
British democracy and the British people.

RUSSIA’S PERSECUTED JEWS

Prominent Englichmen Ask the Czar to
Adopt Less Oppressive Measures,

Meanwhile the Autocrat Is About to Promul-
gate Laws More Harsh than the Old Ones—
King Humbert and the Vatican.

IN BEHALF OF RUSSIAN JEWS.

Englishmen Ask the Czar to Ameliorate the
Condition of His Suffering Subjects.

Loxpox, Dee. 10.—A meeting of influaen-
tial persons was held at the Guild Hall to-
day to consider the condition of the Jews
in Russia and to take action to secure some
alleviation of their distress. The Lord
Mayor, who presided over the meeting,
made an address, in which he expressed the
hope that nothing in the slightest degree
hostile to the Czar would be said by the
speakers. The hopes of the Russian Jews,
he said, were fixed upon him who, with
one stroke of his pen, could annul the laws
which oppressed them. The citizens of
London were always ready to take a lead-
ing part in defense of religions and civil

liberty. Upon the conclusion of the Jord
Mayor's address, he was warmly cheered.
A telegram from the Archbishop of Can-
terbury was read, in which he expressed
the hope that a resolution would be
adopted by the meeting that would convey
to the government of Russia an earuest
prayer for consideration of regulations
atfecting the Jews in that country. The
Duke of Argyll sent a letter expressing his
sympathy with the objects of the meeting.
The Duke of Westminster moved the
adoption of a resolution declaring that the
renewed sufferings of the Jews in Russia
from the operation of sévere and excep-
tional ediets against them and the disabil-
ities placed upon them are deeply to be
deplored, and that in the last decade of the
nineteenth century religious libérty is a
grmcmle which should be recognized
y every Christian community - as
among natural human rights. In Mklnﬁ the
a tion of his resolution the Duke
ted out that the persecutions to which
the Jews were subjected in Rqrum ¥ere
without parallel in any other FEuropean
country, in America, or even in Asia. The
anti-Jewish laws of 1882, he declared, were
a lasting monument to the infamy of their
inventor, Count Ignatieff. He said he be-
lieved that the Czar wasa humane man,
and that he excelled in all the domestig
virtuyes, but that he and the Czarina were
ignorant of the conditions under whieh the
Jews eked out their miserable lives.
[Cheers.] g
Lord Ripon, in seconding the Duke of
Westminster’s resoiution, denied that the
meeting was composed of sentimentalista.
Those present did not desire to jeopaidize
the peace by fussiness, he said, but the
resolution was an appeal from English pub-
lic opinion to the Czar. Rev. Hugh Price
Hughes and a number of others snpxortod
the resolution, which was adopted. com-
mittee was then appointed to convey the
views of the meeting to the Czar.

Harsher Laws to Be Enforced.

8T. PETERSBURG, Deec. 10.—The government
will probably promulgate the new anti-Jewish
law at the beginning of the coming year, One of
the most important clauses of the new measure
forbids the selling, leasing or mortgagingto Jews
of any real estate in any part of the emplire.
Hitherto such a regulation has applied only to
Poland. Another clause provides that’ Jews

shall be dispossessed of any real estate they may
hold. In the past Jewish merchants, after pay-
ing the commercial tax of -the first guiid, for
years have been allowed to purchase real estate
outside of the limits assigned to the Jewish pop-
ulation. The new law cancels this provision and
compels them to =ell real eatate that they may
have acquired. Jewish artisans are also to be
deprived of certain rights, and are to be kept
strigtly within the limits assigned to the Jewish
poptiation. Repressive measures will be taken
against Jews infringing the new law, as well as
:ﬂgalnst Christians who may be found abetting
em.

GENEEAL FOREIGN NEWS,

King Humbert Opens the Italian Parlia-
ment—A Hint to the Vatican.

RoMmEg, Dee. 10.—The Italian Parliament
was opened to-day. In his speech opening
the session King Humbert said that the
recent elections for membership of the

Chamber of Deputies had rendered the
state more solid than ever. Italy, he de-
clared, was faithful to her foreign alli-
ances, and the cordial friendships that ex-

isted between the powers had dissipated
the danger of international complications,
The most reassuring anticipations every-
where prevail. He announced that bills
to improve the condition of workingmen
would be introduced. In conclusion his
Majesty said: “Following my father's ex-
ample, I have always respected the rights
of my ancestors’ religion, but I will never
suffer my sovereign authority to be dero-
gated in that religion’s name.” This utter-
ance was greeted with enthusiastic ap-
plause.

KICKED OUT OF COURT.

Cooper’s Latest M-;lloiom- Charges Against
Raum Too Ganzy for Investigation,

Bpecial to the Indianapolis Journal.
WasuHiNGTON, Deec. 10.—The reckless

charges made on the floor of the House re-
cently by Representative Cooper against
Commissioner Raum were repudiated to-
day by the select committee of the House
appointed some time ago to investigate the
several charges made against the Commis-
sioner. It may be alleged by Mr. Cooper
and his friends that the committee acted
without investigation, but it did not, and
a large number of letters have passed be-
tween members of the committeeand gen-
tlemen located in Mr. Cooper’s district, and
the therough inquiries made by the mem-
bers upon their individual responsibility
led them to the unhesitating coneclusion
that Mr. Cooper had no ground for his
charges, and that he must have known
they were withoug truth. When Mr. Coop-
er's connection with this investigation is
thoroughly knownit will prove asridiculous

as he is surely malicious. He was led into
this attack upon Commissioner Raum by

personal feeling, and he brought down an
assault upon the part of General Raum’s

enemies which was as vicions as the on-
slaught made upon Postmaster-general
Wanamaker's financial responsibility by
the Louisiana Lottery Company because
the Postmaster-general advocated the anti-
lottery bill. It appears that Commissioner
Ranm many months ago took up the re-
quest made by certain Republicans in Mr.,
Cooper’s district for special attention to
pension cases, and when it became known
that one of the gentlemen whose frequent
requests at the Pension Office for attention
to pension cases were recognized was to be
Cooper’s political opponent in the recent
campaign the Congressman became very
angry, and from that moment opened his
mud batteries upon the Commissioner of
Pensions. General Raum has been thor-
oughly vindicated of intentional wrong
either by omission or commission. When
the investigating committee met to-day
Mr. Lewis, a Democratic member of the
committee, offered a resolution reciting
that on Dec. 4, 1800, it was
charged on the floor of the House by
Representative Cooper, of Indiana, that
during the last election Commissioner
Raum, now under investigation before the
committee, visited Cooper’s district and
engaged in snch practices as tended to de-
grade the public service and to prostitute
the office which he held, and providing
that the committee take testimony con-
cerning said charges. The resolution was
defeated by a party vote of 3 to 1. Mr
Flick said he voted against the resolution
for the reason that in his judgment it was
a matter that should be presented to the
House by the party introducing it and
making the charges, and that the House
shoald instruct what action should be
taken. Mr. Lewis thereupon offered a res-
olution requesting the chairman of the
committee to present to the House the res-
oflution to investigate certain charges by
Representative Cooper against Commis-
sioner Raum as to his conduct in the late
canvass in the Indiana district,and request-
ing authority to investigate the same.
This resolution was also defeated by the
same vote, Mr. Flick giving the same ex-
planation of his negative vote.

TO REGULATE IMMIGRATION,

Congressman Owen Explains a New Measure
Intended to Shut Out Undesirable Persons,
“WasSHINGTON, Dec. 10.—The Representa-

tives composing the House contingent of

the joint congressional committee on immi-

gration have agreed upon a bill to regulate

immigration. Representative Owen, of In-
diana, is chairman of the committee which

has been making an investigation into im-

migration affairs, and will report the bil’,

which has the support of all the members
of the House committee, as soon as possible.

In explanation of the general features of

the measure Mr, Owen to-day said: *“It is

a new contract-'abor law. The old law is

so wretchedly inefficient that, according to

the testimony of the labor inspectors them-
selves, 25 per cent. of the immigration now

coming to the country 18 in violation of the
contract-labor law. The statute was tramed
to meet a condition of things that existed
at the time the law was passed. The
employers have now changed their

methods, and the law is unable
to reach them, It is practically
useless, s0 we have framed & new law,

We have also very much enlarged the in-
hibited classes of immigrants. here is no
intention on the part of the committee to
restrict immigration, our only objeet being
to sift it—to separate the desirable from the
undesirable—believing that the time has
not yet come to prohibit immigration ex-
cept such as is undesirable, which now and
always should be kept out. The committee
proposes to leave the door open for the
immigration of every man and woman in a
foreign country who would make a desir-
able citizen of the United 3tates. The
question is a delicate one. Agreat many of
our German and other foreign-born citi-
zens do not want the law touched at all,
while many Americans think immigration
should be checked. This country can well
support seven times its present population.
Every desirable citizen adds to our wealth,
and the committee’s sole purpose has been
to keep out those who should never, at any
time, be allowed to enter.”

“One important change we have made is
the prohibiting of not only ‘paupers,’ but
those who are likely to become such. In
one case ninety-seven immigrants from Ire-
land were stopped and held in custody be-
canse their passage money had been pre-

aid by the poor-law guardians of Ireland.
They had, besides, a few dollars. The
United States judge ordered their release
holding tbat the fact that their passage ha
been so prepaid did not necessarily make
them paupers. Yet it must be evident that

ersons whose way here is gaid by the poor-
aw guardians of Ireland, Eugland, Ger-
many and other countries are likely to be-
come paupers very soon, and the bill is
framed soas to permit the exercises of a wise
discretion. ‘This will weed out the Eastern
poor-house and penitentiaries, and amelior-
ate an alarming state of affairs.”

The bill as to be reported is substantially
that introduced a week ago, by Mr. Owen,
and heretofore published. FPolygamous per-
sons are added to the list of classes detined
in Mr. Owen’s bill as not entitled to be ad-
mitted into the United States. The tax
upon aliens, which, in Mr, Qwen’s bill, was
fixed at 50 cents, was increased by the com-

PRICES OF FARM PRODUCTS

Interesting and Reliable Statistics Gathered
by the Agricultural Department,

WAaASHINGTON, Dee. 10.—The statistical
returns of the Department of Agriculture
for December give the average farm prices
of agricultural products by counnties, which
are consolidated in this office to obtain ac-
curate averages for the several States,
State agents obtain similar estimates, re-
vise and consolidate, and forward State
averages. The department estimates, as
published, are made from these duplicate
and independent sources of information,
which are in remarkable agreement and
may be relied upon as the true meastre of
value of crops in the hands of the farmers.
The present corn crop is worth more than

the last and farmers will receive more for
1t. Unfortunately, districts of failure do
not realize their portion of the advance
in average value. average price,
by present returns, is 50.1 cents per bushel,
agamnst 282 cents for the crop of 1880, an
increase of 77 per cent., It is the bhighest
December price of the decade, except that

the pressure of a small crop and inchQd
demand because of a rhort corn crop. The
average is 42.2 cents, against 23 cents last
year. It is the highest reported since
1881. An examination of records shows
that abundance or scarcity of corn ma-
terially atiects the value of oats, these
grains being largely interchangeable  in
use. Rye, like oats, at 62.9 cents,'is higher
than in 1881, and the same is true of barley,
at 648 cents. Buckwheat, at 57.7 cents,
marks an advance over last year, but is
lower than in 1888,

The deficiency in the potato crop has
caused an advance in values in all sections
of the country. The average is 77.7 cents,
an increase of more than 9 per cent. over
the prices of the two past years. The re-
turns show slightly higher prices for tobac-
co to have prevailed since 1887, The aver-
age isreported at 7.7 cents per pound. Hay
alone, onll the farm products, records a
decline from last year, The present price
is §7.74 per ton, and the slight falling off 1s
due to the increaséd product.

NEW MEASURES PROFPOSED.

Amendment to the Tin-Plate Schedule—Two
Bills Pertaining to the Army.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 10.—Representative
Abner Taylor, of 1llinois, to-day introduced
in the House an amendment to the present
tariff act proposing to fix the duty on tin-
plate at 1 cent per pound, with a duty of
45 per cent. ad valorem on manufactures of
tin instead of the existing rates of 22/10
cents per pound for plate, and 55 per cent.

for manufactures. In addition the amend-
ment proposes to maintain on the free list
tin ores sud pigs, on which the present
tariff law imposes a duty of 4 cents per
pound after July 1, 1803, :

Representative Cutcheon to-day intro-
duced a bill to authorize the President to

rescribe a system of examination of en-
ﬁsted men of the army to determine their
fitness for promotion to the grade of second
lieuntenant. The bill embodies suggestions
contained in the last annual report of Sec-
retary Proctor relative to a means of pre-
venting the exercise of favoritism in pro-
motions.

A number of the members of the House
committee on merchant marine and fish-
eries met to-day fand agreed upon a com-
posite bill, to be submitted for the action of
the full committee, embodying I1n one
measure the principal features of both the
tonnage and subsidy shipping bills. -

Senator Hawley introduced a bill to de-
fine the line of the army and increase its
efficiency. The bill provides for the same
number of regiments of infantry, cavalry
and engineers as at present compuse those
branches, but increases the artillery
branch of the service by the addition of
two regiments. Each regiment of infantry,
cavalry and artillery is to have one colonel,
one lieutenant-colonel, three majors and
the usnal number of junior officers, with
twelvecomopanies. Eachcompany through-
out the line ot the army is to have one cap-
tain, and the number of enlisted men, of all
grades, is not to exceed 350,000, five
thousand of whom may be Indians, in the
discretion of the President. The regiments
of artillery are to be otlicered by the pro-
motion, assignmient and transfer of the offi-
cers now in that branch of the army, and
any vacancy remaining thereafter iu the
grade of second-lientenant may be filled by
transfer from other arms of the service.

Senator Farwell introduced & bill to
amend Section 1 of the present silver law
s0 a8 to direct the Secretary of the Treas-
ury to purchase all the silver bullion that
may be offerred at the market prices
thereof, not exceeding $1, for 371.25 grains
of Bure silver, and to 1ssue in payment for
it United States treasury notes.
