First Annual Meeting of tbe Indiana Car-Servi- ce

Association.
The Indiana Car-sorvi- co Association held

its first annual meeting yesterday. There
was a large attendance, nearly every road
in the association being represented.

C. B. Adams, of the Wabash; P. 6. Rourke,
of the Grand Rapids & Indiana, and B. F.

Liberal Expenditures Proposed. ,

Agent Ensley and Efficient Clerks Com-

plete the Quarter's Work in Five Days.

Existing System of Han Jllnir Touchers and
Preparing the Checks to Be Sent toThou-Ein- di

of Old Soldiers hj Mail.

At the pension agency, yesterday, Mr.
Ensley and Lis clerks were congratulating
themselves that tney Bad virtually com-

pleted the December payment in a much
less time than any other agency in tbe
conntry. For two or tnree vrecizB yet pen-

sioners will come for payment either per-

sonally or send in their vouchers day by
day. bnt that is always tbe case. Snch
payments belong to the ordinary business
of the cilice, bnt it is the fact that out of
52,000 pensioners now on tbe Indiana rolls,
45,000 have been p. id, calling for. an ex-

penditure of 31,660,806.73. Of the total
number paid about 4,505 pensioners, count-
ing those to come, trill have
received their checks at the coun-
ter. On the firs day 2,051 got
their money at the office, and after that the
counter payments were .reduced to hun-
dreds. At the same time the force of clerks
was working night and day preparing
vouchers and checks to be sent through the
mails. This required a great amount of
exacting detail in every step of preparation
from the time the December .vouchers
reached the office until the blank vouchers
for tbe comintr March payment and the cur-
rent December check9 were sealed in en-
velopes and eent to the postoQice. Since
ilr. n8ley has been the agent he baa, al-
though the rolls have kept iucreaaink.
gained a little iu time in complet-
ing quarterly payments. In September
he was a little ahead of . the
time of the March payment, and
Tuesdyy evening had the work of Decem-
ber so near completion that he let a num-
ber of his extra clerks go. lie had practi-
cally warto the payment in five days, and
last night had the increases, as distin-
guished from the ordinary pensions, off his
hands.

This great work was dono without the
least friction under the excellent system
that has been pursued since Mr. Ensley
took charge. The supervision was intrusted
to his son, O. P. Ensley, and that comprised
the watching of every detail, from
the time the vouchers reached the
office until the check was ready.
About the middle of October the force
in the office was engaged in preparing
the December Touchers, and in a compara-
tively short time these had reached the
pensioners. They, in turn, had the vouch-
ers rilled oat, and, snbsenbingtothem under
oath, sent them back to the agent. On the
first two days of the payment these vouch-
er came in by the thousands, requiring, for
the tirst two or three hours of the
morning the services of all the clerks to
open them. This was the initial step of
the 'system, tbe second being taking the
vouchers out of the envelopes. Next the
vouchers were assorted as to classes, and
the classes in turn distributed according to
tbe alphabet. After this the various stacks,
according to letters, were taken and com-
pared with the roll numbers, and after
that another division was made
to agree .with tbe respective rolls.
With this completed the vouchers were
distributed among all the clerks, who were
instructed to examine each one carefully
to see if it was properly executed. This
is a very essential work, as tbe least thing
out of the way causes the voucher to be
laid aside to be sent back to the pensioner
for correction. Errors of this kind are be-
ing reduced, as when Mr. Ensley made his
first payment several thousand defective
vouchers had to be returned. On this last
payment he had about 2,500. The errors
are generally those of the notary
or justice of the peace, whose
jurat appears on the voucher. He
has forgotten to date it, perhaps, or impress
bis seal upon it, or to sign it. The pension-
er's name is sometimes left off. This causes
delav to the pensioners, bnt the methods

back the day they are received and not, as
formerly, hold until the rush is over.

The next thing done was to put the cor-
rect vouchers in the hands of four men who
made note of their payment on the rolls,
giving day and date. After this the en-
velope men took charge of the papers and
compared their numbers with the numbers
on the rolls. Tbe papers were then dis-
tributed according to alphabet in boxes and
underneath each tier of letters were the
corresponding envelopes addressed. From
these boxes the vouchers were taken and
banded over to the check-writer- s, of whom
there wero twenty. Then tho papers were
sent to clerks, who compared them with
the last sworn postoffice address of the
pensioner and the address on the envelope,
which was that of the preceding quarter.
With that part or the work out of the way
the checks were taken, with their corre-
sponding vouchers, and compared. If a
letter, even, is left out or added to a name
correction must at once be made,
for the banks will not cash .the
checks unless they are absolutely
accurate. From this on the system
is to keep the checks and vouchers together,
the next to the last step being another
comparison of check and voucher for the
forthcoming payment as eaob is put in its
proper envelope. The envelope-seale- r,

Zanders Uierston (colored), then takes the
packages, and. at the rate of 4,000 eeaUngs
an hour, gets them ready for the mail.

From tirst to last each voucher is handled
thirty times, and the agent signs tho checks
ahead, which are given to the clerks to till
out.

Repeated visits to tbe art exhibit at the
residence of Miss Mary Dean, No. 620 North
Meridian street, bring before the visitor
new 'beauties not observed before. The
Belleek china in the north room is beauti-
ful in its exquisite shapes and delicata
tints. Seemingly it is the most frail of all
chinas, bnt in reality very strong. Most of
the designs are new, and some of familiar
shapes have such a combination of tints
that they appear new. In the Kookwood
pottery collection there is a fresh beauty
and richness in designs and colorings that
promise to bring this ware to even a higher
artistic standard. As a distinctive Ameri-
can pottery it gives promise of equaling
some of the famous wares of Europe. The
exhibit of liarum ware from England is
beautiful and it is considered fashionable
to have several pieces in the parlor cabinet
or in the show china closet There
are other potteries shown that demand
considerable attention. The Century com
pany7s drawings are a point of interest to
the art student and lover of art. Most of
tho pictures are the tine illustrations that
have appeared , in the Century and St.

SOME MEW BOOKS.

"In Scripture 'Lands," by Edward L.
Wilson, is otherwise termed new views of
old places. Tbe author says in bis preface:
"Tbe feeling of personal want for each .

book as In Scripture Lands' was tbe first
incentive toward its production. I wanted
to see pictures of tbe places made sacred
by Scriptural history wbicb were not
'idealized1 by tbe pencils of those whose
sympathy with art too often rode over
truth. 1 wanted to see such pictures ac-
companied by descriptions free from either
tbe shallow sentiment of the superficial
tourist, tbe narrowness of tbe enthusiast
or tbe arbitrariness of denominationalism.
I likewise wanted them connected with
data and textual references wbicb should
give me helpful hints for the further study
and enjoyment of tbe erents that have
made tbe Scripture lands the most interest-
ing of any in tbe world.

"With these wants; with tbe Holy Bible
as my guide-boo- k; with caretul art train-
ing; with ardent enthusiasm for tbe pict-
uresque, as well as for the historical; with
a love for nature and for human nature;
with a camera, fitted with a student's eye
and with perfect health ana strength, I
went at the task 1 bad set for myself. I
was not always sure where all these would
lead me to, but here is tbe story and here
are some of the results. I am convinced
that there are other people whose wants
have been similar to thoso I have described
as my own; so, in the faco of tbe fact that
there is no end to books of travel in .the
lands of the Scriptures, I appear with
mine' This statement indicates the char-
acter of tbo work, which is full of interest-
ing information, conveyed in a graphic and
attractive style. There aro 150 illustra-
tions, from original photographs, by the
author.

Volumes VII and VIII of "Lecky'a His-
tory of England'' are out. Tbe work is one
of recognized merit and needs no introduc-
tion to historical readers and students.
These two volumes complete the work.
The history of England proper was brought
up to the outbreak of tbe great French war
in 1793, and the author does notjearrr that
part of the narrative any fnrther. But, in
order to give completeness to tbe Irish por-
tion, be found it necessary to describe the
rebellion of 179S. tbe legislative union of
1800 and the defeat and abandonment of the
measures of Catholic conciliation which
Pitt had intended to be the immediate
sequel of the union. That is the theme of
Volumes VII and VIII. Tbe interesting
period with which they deal, no less than
the manner in which it is treated, make
these volumes among tbe most important
and valuable of the series. They cover a
period which has been very imperfectly
written, and usually under the inilnence of
violent partisanship. Notwithstanding the
magnitude and importance of tbe events
connected with tbe Irish rebellion and its
suppression it is surrounded with much ob-
scurity. To remove this and present a
clear and consecutive history of the period
Mr. Lecky has made an exhaustive search
of every accessible authority, and baa
brought together a surprising amount of
new and valuable information. In short,
these volumes furnish a complete and
truthful narrative of a most interesting
period in modern British history. The
completed work is one of permanent value.
