Dynamite Fired from a Common Cannon.
8ykacuse, N. Y Dec. 20. Dr. Joel P.

Justin, the Syracuse inventor, who has
been courting fame through the invention
of a shell whereby dynamite can be thrown
from an ordinary gun without fear of pre-
mature explosion of the shell, made three
successful tests at his range in the heart of
the big hills of Madison county to-da- y.

The range is just below the little hamlet of
Perryville. About seventy --live persons ar-
rived at that place on the 1:25 train this
afternoon to witness the sixth trial of the
Justin shell. The weather was beautiful,
but a cold wind blew over the hills, making
it very uncomfortable for the spectators.
The range to-da- y was eight hundred feet,
while in former experiments the range was
a quarter of a mile The crowd went to the
edge of the rocks overlooking Perryville
falls to witness the test. Dr. Justin spent
several hours previous to the arrival of the
spectators in thawing out the dynamite on
a small stove. The cannon is surrounded
by atiother bulwark to prevent the pieces
from flying should the gun burst.

At 1:50 o'clock the first shell was taken
from the dynamite shanty to the gun on a
hand sled. It contained seven and one-ha- lf

pounds of the explosive. The win was
loaded with thirty pounds of powder. A
slight delay was occasioned by the damp-
ness of the fuses, they refusing to burn.
Finally the gun was discharged, and the
shell struck the target, a great wall of
rock, there exploding with great violence.
The shells containing a similar quantity of
dynamite each, and fired with the same
amount of powder, were thrown with equal
success.

Daring Attempt to Rob a Pay Train.
Memphis, Tenn., Dec. 20. A daring at-

tempt was made this afternoon, at 4:15
o'clock, to rob the pay-trai- n of the Louis-
ville, New Orleans & Texas railroad, two
miles south of Woodville. Miss., on the
Bayou Sara branch. The train was return-
ing to Bayou Sara from Woodville, and as
the engine was crossing a trestle the en-
gineer saw the rail in front of him drawn
away by a man whom he recognized as
"Doc" Bradford. It was too late to stop the
engine, which was derailed, while the ten-
der and pay-ca- r were thrown down a steep
embankment. Bradford, who was in bid-
ing, immediately came out and attempted
to open the safe, which was locked.
The train crew soon recovered from
their surprise, and as their injuries
were slight, Bradford, seeing he was about
to be overpowered, fled into the woods, but
was pursued and captured and lodged in
the jail at Woodville. Paymaster J, C.
French, who was aboard, received slight
injuries. Roadmaster Bryan was seriously
injured. Bradford had drawn the spikes
and tied a telegraph wire to the rail, with
which be drew it from its position and
caused the wreck. He is,a notorious crimi-
nal. Some time ago he shot and killed a
negro at Centerville, Miss., but was ac-
quitted on the grounds of insanity. A
private telegram from Woodville intimates
that he will be lynched to-nig- ht.

WERNERTS DUELS.

Romantic.Story of Two Mnrderous Encon- -
ici a iu 11 uivu ca jiiuubu uiuccr xigurcut

New York Ban.
The two mysterious and deadly duels of

Lieutenant Wernert, of the French marine
infantry, continue to furnish material for
conjecture in the French papers. A brief
notice of the affair has already been pub-
lished in the Sun, but the meagre details,
as they appeared on his trial, are just suf-
ficient to make the skeleton map of a trag-
edy such as one might expect to find in the
wildest kind of a French play. Charles
Wernert 'is a tall and handsome young
Alsatian. He distinguished himself in
Touquin, where he won promotion and the
esteem of his commander and fellow-officer- s.

On the 21th , of May last,
after having dined at the mess-tabl- e,

Wernert disappeared, and his
orderly deposed that he had found
traces of blood in the young officer's room.
This, at first, gave rise to .the suspicion that
Wernert was murdered. Atterward it was
said that he was a Prussian spy, and that
he was a staff officer, etc., in the German
army. When this accusation was creating
some excitement in his regiment Wernert
appeared before his colonel, surrendered
himself as a prisoner and demanded a trial
At this trial it was simply stated both by
himself and his captain that he had been
absent In order to tight two duels, and with
the ide-- of escaping the legal consequences
after they. were over. His first duel was
the result of a bitter and secret family
quairel. . The man with whom he fought
was a civilian of fashion in Lyons. The
duel took place in the little garden
of a cottage owned or rented by
Wernert. It was fought with swords in the
night time, and by the light of lanterns. It
was a tierce battle, and the Lyons man was
killed. Two or three days afterward a sec-
ond dcol occurred in the same garden be-
tween Lieutenant Wernst and one of the
seconds of his first victim. Like the pre-
ceding one, this duel was also fought in the
night time, with swords and the same light.
In this combat Wernert also killed his man.
Then he lied to Switzerland, fearing the
publicity of trial before the civil tribunals,
which might result in the disclosure of the
cause of the duels or in his imprisonment
and disgrace; and it was only when he be-

came aware of the fact that be was accused
of espionage in the interest of Germany
that he determined to surrender himself.
This story appeared somewhat thin at first.
How the two men could have been killed
oil' so quietly, and how the authorities
of Lyons could have been kept in the dark
in regard to it seemed difficult to under-
stand. But Wernert'a captain declared
that he knew the facts as stated to be true:
that he knew the dismal story from begin-
ning to end: that Wernert'a brother,
formerly a brilliant soldier, was now in a
lunatic asylum, having lost his reason in
consequence of the Brief and trouble which
led up to the two deadly duels, and that the
details of the sad ailair involved family se-
crets whicn a man of honor was obliged to
keep at all hazards. Then the court was
staggared. and when the fencing master of
the regiment produced the swords with
which the duels were fought, and the depo-
sitions of the other officers were heard.
Wernert was promptly acquitted of the
charee of desertion and warmly con eratn- -
lated by his friends. And there the dark
mystery ends for the present.

Princess. Prince William is heir to 00,000
a year. He has a good private personal
record, is steady and accomplished, and is
liked by the Kaiser, and the marriage
would be a step toward the ultimate ab-
sorption of Luxemberg by Germaay.

Probably by this
time the government might have been
a'rle to measure pretty accurately the
Htrength of the opposition they will have
to meet. Last session the representatives
of the particular members who are moving
in the present instance led to the summary
abandonment of the bill. But the fact that
tho government has now resolved to pro-
duce it shows either that the Unionist
pressure in favor of the bill must have
been overwhelming or the whips have
satisfied themselves that the "cave" on
this question is not likely in the long run
to assume serious dimensions.
