nouncins the World's Exposition.

All Nations of the Earth Invited to Join in
Making the Showa Success The Big City

by the Lake Now Ready to Begin Work.

Washington, . Dec. 24. The following
proclamation has just been issued:
By the President of the United States of America:

A PROCLAMATION.
Whereas, satisfactory proof has been presented

to me that provision has been made for adequate
grounds and buildings for the use of the World's
Columbian Exposition, and that a sum of not
less than $10,000,000, to be used and expended
for the purposes of said exposition, has been
provided In accordance with the conditions and
requirements'' of Section 10 of an act entitled:
"An act to provide for celebrating the four hun-
dredth anniversary of the discovery of America
by Christopher Columbus by holding an interna-
tional exhibition of arts, industries, manufact-
ures and the products of the eoll. mine and sea
in the city of Chicago, in tho State of Illinois,"
approved April 25, 1890;

ow, therefore, I, Benjamin Harrison, Presi-
dent of the United States, by virtue of the au-
thority vested In me by said act, do hereby de-

clare and proclaim that such international ex-
hibition will be opened on the first day of May,
in tho year eighteen hundred and ninety-three- .'

In the city of Chicago, In the btate of Illinois, and
will not be closed be foro tho last Thursday of
October of the same year. And in the name of
the government and people of the United States,
I do bereov invite all the nations or the earth to
take part in the commemoration of an event that
Is pre-emine- nt In tinman history and of lasting
interest to mankind, by appointing representa--five- s

thereto, and sending such exhibits to the
World's Columbian' Exposition as will most fitly
and fully illustrate their resources, their indus-
tries, and their progress In civilization.

The decision that Chicago bad estab-

lished, within the intent of the law, that
10,000,000 bad been pledged to make the

world's fair a success, and that all the legal
preliminaries and requirements to the is-

suance of his proclamation had been ful-
filled, was reached by tho President Sat-
urday afternoon, and was. announced by
the Associated Press not long afterwards.
Congressman Buttcrworth and Mr. Peck,
who were anxious to have the proclama-
tion come forth speedily for the benefit of
foreign exhibitors, went over the financial
exhibit with the President, and removed
all lingering doubts as to the technical ful-
fillment of all obligations. The suggestion
was made that it would be a Christmas
greeting that would be highly valued, and
the President thereupon transmitted to the
State Department on the following Monday
his request that the formal document
should be prepared. at once for his signa-
ture. ' ,

The parchment, in the usual diplomatio
form, was carried to the President shortly
after midday by Mr. 8. A. Brown, the chief
clerk of the State Department, who is the
functionary through whom these little
formalities are carried. The President was
in his office talking with Secretary Proctor
on the Indian situation. The Secretary of
War, Private Secretary Halford and Mr.
Brown formed a little group around the
President as be looked the paper over, and
then, taking np a pen from the desk, affixed
bis signature just da the clock indicated
1:30. There were no formalities about the
occasion. The President, after making bis
signature, banded the pen to Mr. Halford.
with the suggestion that perhaps Mr. Ferd
W. Peck, of Chicago, might desire it as a
memento, and directed that it be mailed to
Mr. Peck. -

SECRETARY BUTTERW0 RTII PLEASED
Representative Butterworth, secretary of

the World's Columbian Exposition, is in a
very happy frame of mind to-nig- ht In
speaking to an Associated Press representa-
tive of the fair and its prospects, Mr. Butter-wort- h

said everything was booming and the
exposition would be one of tho greatest that
has ever been held in the history of the
world. Speaking of the President's delay
in issuing bis proclamation, Mr. Butter-wort- h

said it was nowise due to any omis-
sion on the part of the directory in
making its declaration. Not antici-
pating the technical nicety with re-
gard to the matter they bad merely failed
to bring forward some papers ana state-
ments which the President thought neces-
sary before be felt authorized to act. The
delay was not due to any failure
to comply with the law, for all the
legal requirements had been met. Now
that the proclamation had been issued,
Mr. Butterworth said a copy would be de-

livered to the representatives of foreign
nations, accompanied with a statement
containing all the information necessary to
a complete understanding of the regula-
tions concerning the fair.

Mr. Butterworth was particularly enthu-
siastic with reference to the proposed
world's conferences that aro to be held in
connection with the exposition. .He re-iiard- ed

these as among the most important
features of the exposition, dealing, as be
said, not with material, things, but with
men and ideas rather than with things.
Questions of finance, economics, social
questions and others kindred to them, would
bo considered by men from all parts of the
world, who were most competent to discuss
themattersinvolved. Speaking generally of
the prospects of the exposition, Mr. Butter-
worth was very sanguine. The
news from London and Paris,
be said, was very encouraging.
The directory had agents in Japan
and China, and in different parts of this
country, and would doubtless arrange for
an exhibit from Africa. In fact, they were
reaching out to the ends of the earth, and
the exposition would be more thor-
oughly international, and more far-reachi- ng

in its results, than
any exposition heretofore held. Never
before, so far as his knowledge extended,
bad such extensivo preparation and such a
large sum of money been raised at the in-
ception of an enterprise, as in the present
caso by the people of Chicago.

Chicago Happy at Last.
Chicago, Dec. 24. President Harrison's

proclamation was no surprise at the world's
fair headquarters, but it was everywhere
regarded as a most enjoyable Christmas
gift. The directors and every ordinary
citizen who stopped buying presents long
enough to hear about the proclamation were
delighted. The status of the exposition is
now settled. Chicago is to have a world's
fair, the world well knows it, and is invited
to attend. The proclamation marks an
epoch in the exposition. Up to tbis time
the work has been on paper and repre-
sented the, eivio organization of the enter-
prise. All tho material, substantial wort
depended on the preliminary organization.
No digging or building could bo attempted
until it' was known beyond doubt
that Chicago was to bold a world's fair.
The question could not be settled be-
yond all doubt until the President
issued bis proclamation. Now the United
States government declares that the
World's Columbian Exposition will be held

'in Chicago in 1803. and announces to the
nations that Chicago has made adequate
provision for the grounds and buildings,
and has raised $10,000,000 for tho uses of the
fair.. With this sort of guaranty from the
President the exposition is given a stand-
ing with every government in Christendom,
and the invitation to each nation goes well
accredited.

"The proclamation and invitation givo
the commission a footing on which to so-
licit exhibits from foreign nations and ask
legislatures for appropriations," said one of
the directors this evening. The time lost
has not been of especial value. The proc-
lamation comes when it is most needed,
and when its first effect is likely
to s' prove most beneficial. Every
lick and brick now will produce greater re-
sults than if the proclamation bad been is-
sued a month ago and forgotten. The
board of control will probably be called
to meet in a few days to appoint a commit-
tee to visit the legislatures and keep the
agitation warm during the sessions of the
appropriation committees. The legislatures
of a number of States will meet in ten days
or.two weeks. . Heads of more bureaus will
be appointed as soon as the new headquar-

Inventor Pennington Says a Trial Trip Will
ue Made in Lets than Thirty Days.

ChicasroTnbune.
"The twentv-fonr-fo- ot model of Penning

ton's air-shi-p will be in Chicago by Chris-
tmas' said Elmer Dwiggins. "It will be on
exhibition at the exposition building and
will make the round trip of Low feet.
When the large ship is completed the model
will be withdrawn."

"It is easy enough to navigate the air,"
said E. J. Pennington, the inventor, at the
Grand Pacific yesterday. "The difficulty
has been that the balloon part has pre-
sented so much resisting surface to the air.
We have constructed our balloon part in
the shape of an arrow, 'and bung the car
just below, so that the whole machine pre
sents the least possible resisting surface to
the air. We have so placed our propeller
wheel in front of the ship that we overcome,
93 per cent, of the resistance of the air.'
The propeller wheel is some thirty feet
across. The blades receive the air all along
their forward edge, but discharge it all over
their outer edge. The wheel revolves at a
high rate of speed and literally scoops out
the air and throws it out beyond the cir-
cumference of the largest part of the ship;
thus a vacuum i9 constantly forming into
which the ship rushes without resistance.
We construct the entire ship out of alumi-
nium, which has a greater tensile strength
than tooled steel, and is three times as light.
Now about steering it. It is just as impos-
sible to guide a balloon as a boat drifting
with the current in the river. A balloon
cannot be steered because it has no move-
ment ahead. Give any air-shi- p that can
propel itself five miles an hour and it can
be guided, but the winds may divert it from
its course. But an air-shi- p with a speed of
200 miles an hour is independent of all
winds and even of cyclones, and the move-
ment of its rudder one inch to the right or
left will make it describe a circle."

"The ship which we are now building at
Mount Carrael is 170 feet long without
counting the rudders. That is about as
long as the biggest eteamer that come into
Chicago river. The whole machir . in-
cluding alOO horse-pow- er gas engine, ighs
1,350 pounds, and when its buoyancy cham-
bers are charged with hydrogen gas it
weighs 4,200 pounds less than nothing. It
will carry about thirty persons, and will bo
ready to make its trial trip within thirty
days. It will develop a speed of over 200
miles an hour. 1 feel sure that I can go
from Chicaso to New York in four hours,
and of coarse if I can accomplish this our
company will get the contract for carrying
the United States mail at once."

The "Wax Flgger" of Commerce.

The "wax rigger" is no longer confined to
the museum or the art gallery it holds its
place now in almost every shop window and
is adorned and decorated in a thousand and
one diiierent ways. But as yet the artist
in tbis line has not been entirely successfu-
l-in imparting tho semblance of life to
his creations, and the average wax figure is
horribly unreal. What intelligent man
will be tempted by the sign. "Buy me
only $16," on the breast of an object that
glares at bim from china eyes beneath
hand-painte- d eyebrows and whiob wears

ENGLISH PLUM PUDDING.

Accurate Directions for the Concoction of a
Time-Honor-ed CbriitmM DJih.

Maria Parloa, in Good Housekeeping.
The Quantities here riven will fill a

three-qua-rt mold, but as one-ha- lf of it is
enough for a party of twelve, it is better to
cook it In two moms ana to Keep tne
second for another occasion. Tbis pudding
will keep a year or more if there be no
boys in the bouse. If tbe pudding is to be
kept any length of time, tie it in u cotton
baz and nana it in a dry place. 1'lnm pud
ding, like fruit-cak-e and mince-mea- t, is im
proved by keeping; therefore, it is better to
make the pudding a lew weeks beiore it is
to be used. I be almonds may be omitted
if they be not liked. The molds in which
tbe pnddlng is cooked must nave cioseiy-nt-tingcover- s.

Melon molds are a desirable
shape, and as they can be used for so many
other purposes, they are a good investment:
but, as to that matter, the pudding maybe
steamed in a tin pail. To steam does not
mean to put the . mold in a kettle with
water and boil the pudding. There should
be a larae pot lull of boiling water; on tnis
pot a steamer should fit closely. Tho
cover of the steamer must fit closely too.
Should there be any chance for the steam
to escape by the way of tho cover, lay a
coarse towel loosely over the steamer and
then put on tbe cover.

lor tbis pudding use:
One pound of sugar.
One pound of stoned raisins.
One pound of Bultana raisins.
One pound of currants.
One pound of beef suet,
Half-poun- d grated bread crumbs,
Half-poun- d flour.
Two ounces each of candied lemon and orange

peel,
two ounces or cirron.
Two ounces of sweet almonds,
Two ounces of bitter almonds,
One small nutmeg.
One teaspoonful of allspice,
One teaspoonful of salt. 1

One wine-glassf- ul of brandy.
Eight eggs.
Tbe bread must be stale. Grate it and

then weigh it. Do not have any crust in
It. Have tbe fruit cleaned and ready.
Free the snet from all stringy fiber, place
in the chopping-tra- y keeping it as cold as
possiuio anu cnop until it is ratner line.
As soon as it begins to stick together
sprinkle half the llour over it, and then
chop until it is very fine. Put the bread
crumbs, suet, sugar, fruit, seasoning and
remainder of the ilower into a large bowl
and mix thoroughly. Beat the eggs well
and add them and the brandy to the mix-
ture in the bowl. Give another thorough
mixing and put tbe pudding in a well-bu-t
tered mold or molds, bteam lor eight hours.
Turn from the molds and cool; then put
away until the day of serving, lhe pud
ding should be steamed at least two hours
before serving, and it will be better if it
can be steamed three orvfour. At serv-
ing time turn oat on a Hat platter
and pour a gill of brandy around
it. Stick a sprig of holly in tbe center of
tbe pudding. Just before entering the din
ing-roo- m light a match, and after waiting
until all the sulphur has burned off, touch
it to tbe brandy and tbe pudding will in
stantly be surrounded by flame. Tbe pud-
ding should be basted with the burning
brandy. Serve with a rich wine or brandy
sauce. The candied lemon and orange peel
can bo purchased at any brst'dass grocers.
if one lacks the time to prepare it. The
almonds may be omitted.

Wine Sauce Pour boiling water into a
quart bowl and instantly pour it out again.
Put one cupful of butter into tbe bowl and
beat it until it is light and creamy. Grad-
ually beat into this two cupfuls of pow-
dered sugar. When the butter and sugar
are light and frothy boat in a wine-glas- s of
wine, adding only a tablespoonful at a
time; then beat in threo tablespoonfnls of
milk or cream. Place the bowl in a pan
of boiling water and stir until the sauce
begins to look as if it could be poured. Do
not keep the bowl in the water more than
three minutes.
