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KILLED ON A STREET CAR

Driver Sesley Protects His Cash-Box at
the Cost of a Highwayman's Life.

——li———

Warned of Two Suspected Men, He Prepares to
Mest Them, and, Killing One, Fires
Several Shots at the Otker.

A highwayman was killed last night in
front of No. 321 English avenue, not far
from Spruce street, by Theophilus A.
Seeley, driver of street car No. 14, English-
avenne linea The killing oocurred at 9:30
o'clock, as the car was on its way west.
The line extends from a terminus in the
southeast part of the city to West Indian-
apolis, and in that place yesterday a boy
told Seeley that he had seen during the
afternoon two men at the railroad crossing
there acting suspiciously. “They were in
the cemetery of the fown,” said Seeley
to a Journal reporter last night at
Kregelo’s morgue, where the body of the
tighwayman bad been taken, “and the boy
learned they intended to rob a street-car-
driver. On one of my trips I saw the two
wen in the cumetety, and kept my eyes
open for an sttack, putting my revolver in
the right-aside pocket of my overcoat. An
attempt was made to rob me a week ago
last Wedneasday, on English avenue, just
cast of Spruce street, and I only escaped
by fast driving and snapping my revolver
in the faces of two would-be robbers.
The revolver only snapped then, but I got
away. But I, of course, was afterward
very cautious, and when, on my trip to the
sast end of the line last night, I saw the
two men ooacerning whom I had been
parned walking on English avenue, I be-
came suspicions. The moon was shining
brightly, so I easily recognized the men. I
had four or five passengers on the car, and
wenut on to the end of the line, starting

back empty on schedule time, and driving
very fast. As |l came near Spruce street
the men were waiting for me at a point not
far from that street, aud they signaled me
with their hands to stop the car, as any
passengers would do. 1 checked up at the
opposite crossing, but the men ipstead of
entering the car, a8 I saw them through the
windowe, ran along its side. 1 also saw
they had nandkerchiefs over their faces.
Then I knew what was coming, and had my
hapd on my revolver.

W hen the man on the left side reached

my eund of the car, he stepped up with one

fout, and poked a revolver im my face, say-
ing. ‘Hold on here a munute.” 1 threw up
my revoiver aud fired. It was done quick
as & flash. and the man fell without a groan,
but I thought he was possibly try-
ing to deceive me, and tarned
to the other mau. He wus running south
on Srrulo strect, towards Splann avenue,
and | left the car on the right side, and ran
after him, firing twice 1mm a square's dis-
tance, but failing to bring him down. Sowme
wen, who followed his tracks in the snow,
say they think 1 hit him, from the strag-
gling in the tracks, but 1 know nothing of
that. I came back to the car, and found
the man 1 had shot lying alongside the car,
with & new revolver by his side. It was
of the thirty-eight caliber pattern of Smith
& Wesson make, and with every chamber
loaded with fresh eartridges. The revolver
I used was of the same caliber, but of the
hammerless bull-dog pattgrn. That is the
whole story. 1 sm & married msa, having
a wife and three e¢hildren.”

David Fowler, living at No, 8.3 English
avenue, was the first to reach tho car atter
the shooting. He eld a Journal reporter
that he heard the report of a revolver, and
came out to see what was the matter. He
kuew of the threatened dnnfor. he said, as
his brother-in-law, Henry Smith, 1s a driver
ou the same line, sud had come to his house
duriug the evening te borrow his revolver,
Smith's being out of repair. Fow-
ler wsaid he saw the Lighwayman
lying bleeding in the street, but did not go
uearer than the sidewalk. Mrs. Fannie
Diggs, who lives at No. 312 English avenue,
was also attracted by the shot, and re-
ported that she saw the man standing on
the corner as the car was going east.

Kregelo's ambulance was summoned, no
one touching the body till it arrived. The
piood and brains in the meantime oozed
froon & bole in the forehead of the
robber, midway between the. eyes,
Jeaving red stains om the snow.
Seeley remaived with his car till road ofii-
cer Jumes Weir arrived and relieved him
of his charge. The body was Ly this time
litted :nte the smbulance, and Seeley also
entered it, to ride to the station-house to
give himself up. He bhere requested per-
mission to go to the morgue to view his vie-
tim and see whether he could recognize
him. This was granted, patrolmen
Clary ana Shaffer accompanying him. He
was cool in his actions, evideutly haviug
full contidence in the jastification of his
wct. He 18 & man of perhaps thirty-five
years, has & clear, straightforward oye and
an intelligent-looking countenance. He is
not a large man, nor does be look strong,
and in physical contests with sach men as
the highwayman would be at a decided dis-
advantage. His face, however, shows a
scif-reliant spirit. ;

The dead man was not mogmsed by %
one at the morgue, When the blue dot
handkerchief was removed from about his
head he was seen to have a beardless face,
with the exception of a short, stubby
mustache. His nose and mouth were
prominent and sharp, his features bein
spare of flesh. Hie bair wasshort, stiff au
inclined to curl, especially on the top part
of his head. His eye was a yellowish gray
and hands callonsed, lhowh}:“ acquaintance
with some manual labor. He measured six
feet one inch in height and had alarge
well-knit frame. His clothing counsisted o
of nnel underwear
a c¢lean starched white and
brown ltrir pantaloons of woolen,
& black checked coat and vest, and a short,
close-fitting overcoat. The ents were
all clean and in good order. In the pockets
of the vest was found an open-faced silver
wateh and a sinall note book, the back torn
off, bear ng the uame Richards on one page
and Franklin & Clark, Danville, 11, with
some unexplainable figures, on another.
One of the street-railway employes thought
the man's face was familiar, but could not
jdentify him. Coroner Manker was noti-
fied, but telephonea that he would not
view the body till morning.

Secley was assured by lsoramsn Michael
Burns that the company wounld stand by
hini, and he was bidden not to worry over
the affair. He was held at the station-
house all night, though not locked up,
SBaperintendent Travis giving him the
privilege of sitting in the office. The
charge of murder, however, was writ-
ten against his name, but his cool demeanor
was maintained throughout the night.
A citizen remarked, on hearing of the case,
that the erime of waylaying street-car-
drivers wounld now be checked. A great
deal of this bas been done this winter, the
absence of a condnetor making it easy, and
the rocbhbers being always sure of £15. as
that 1s the amount thedrivers have in their
boxes.

TOPICS OF THE ECONOMISTS

——

Address of Francis A. Walker Before the
Meeting of the American Society.

.

His Views on Bocialism, the Single-Tax Idea,
Currency Inflation and Contraction, and
Immigration—Subjects of Papers Read.

e —

WasHiNGTON, Deec. 26.—The fourth an-
nual meeting of the American Economic
Association was held this afternoon 1n the
ball of the Columbian University. In the
ahsence of the president, Gen. Francis A.
Walker, the meeting was called to order by
Prot. J. B. Clark.

The first paper read was on “The Con-
cepts of Utility, Value and Cost,” by Prof.
F. H. Giddings, of Bryn Mawr College.
Prof. Charles A. Tuttle, of Amhest Col-
lege, then read a paper om ““The Term
Wealth in Economie Science—a Study in
Economie Theory.” He was followed by
Misas Marietta Kiss with a paper on “The
Ethical Principle in Industrial Relations.”

Prof. J. B. Clark, chairman of the commit-
tee on economic theory, presented the re-

port of that committes.

At the eveming session Prof. Francis A.
Walker, the president of the associstion,
made an address. This address surveyed at
length the most important economic de-
velopments within the United States dur-
ing the two years since the association last
met in Phiiadelphia. The extraordinary

rowth of psendo-socialism, under the
ocal name of Natiomalism, he attriburted
to the fact that the masses of the people,
alike among the more fortunate and the
less fortunate classea, at last
come to appreciate the supreme
importance of industrial relations, but had
not yet learned, by a careful stndy of his-
tory and of the material conditions of
human existence, within what narrow
limits exertions for the amelioration of
mankind must necessarily be confined. All
these reformers, now so defiant of estab-
lished economi¢ principles, would, sooner
or later, become recruits of the economic
army. Regarding the apparent growth of
the single-tax party, the speaker expressed
the opinion that economists were com-
ing to take the view that somethin
more of ecopomie rent than the State ha
been accenstomed to exact, could advantag-
eously be bronght into the treasury: while,
on the other haud, the practical politicians,
the more they studied the sabject were
more and more unpressed with the hope-
lessness of the project in view of the oppo-
sition of the farmer elass and of the holders
of small village and town building lots to
An increase direct taxes,

CURRENCY INFLATION AND CONTRACTION.

Mr, Walkerreferred to what he termed the
remarkable weakening in the present finan-
cialcrisis of many of those whoulike through
the greenback and the silyer contests,stood
most stifily nup against every measure of

possible inflation, but who now had seem-
ingly ceased their resistance to the further
coinage of silver, if they did not actually

desire it. He attributed this large-
ly to the views of the most or-
thodox of the American economists

on the subject of money, and especially of
their inditference to the money supply.
These views, he said, had not been sustained
by the best Enropean opinion, or by the
common sensé of our own peopnle. He con-
tinned: *“Of an irredesmable and fluctu-
ating currency—thatalcobol of commerce—
it may tranly besnid, ‘it biteth like a ser-
pent and stingeth like an adder,” and with

equal truth -~ may Dbe added that
strangulation and suffocation are
words not tao strong to express the

agony of the industrial body when em-
braced in the fast-tightening folds of a
contracting money supply.” In the lack of
pataral leadership, he said, we could only
hope that prudence may rule the hour, and
that the instinctive conscrvatism of the
American people may enable themn to pass
through this perLaps the most pernlons
crisis of their“innncial carver, without a
wreck. g .

The last topie touched upon by the
speaker was that of immigration. The
American peopie were now ioudly called
upon to decide whether there was any limit
to the extent to swhich they won!d share
their birthright with strangers. Not only
the enormons increase of immigration, but
the maunifestly lower character of the re-
cent comers, esvecially those from eastern
Europe, made the guestion one of urgency.
Our first duty, he said, was to our-
selves and our own descendants. Our
next duty was to help as {ar as
we counld 1n raising the condition of the op-
pressed masses of Europe. We were not
necessarily to do this by receiving their
overflow indiscriminately, hut, most of all,
we should endeavor to make this experi-
ment of a free commonwealth of educated
labor the greatest possible success. If the
continued admission of degraded peasants
from the old world wonld interfere with
this great work, we were called upon, not
less as philanthropists than as patriots, to
put a stop to it.

COUNTERFEIT SILVER DOLLARS.

Discovery of a Conspiracy to Flood the Coun-
try—Italians Arrested at Pittsburg.

—a——

PIrTTsBURG, Deec. 26.—A gigantic con-
spiracy to flood the United States with
counterfeit silver dollars has been un-
earthed, and to the energy and intelligence
of the efficials of the first police district of
Pittsburg is dane the credit. Nineteen per-
sons are already under arrest, and $1,100 in
spurions coin is in the hands of the police.
The money was brought from a central
depot in New York city to Pittsburg by a
gang of Italians employed to passit. The
money was all in silver dollars, and United
States Detective McSweeney says it is the
best counterfeit of the standard silver
doillar that was ever made. The coin is
perfectly formed inevery detail, and 1ts
ring is identical with the good coin, its
only fault being that 1t is a little light in
weight. Two of the Italians, named Ello
Darige and Nelson Maggorina, accompanied

by their wives, attempted to pass the spuri-
ous money over the bar of the Black Bear
Hotel, but were detected by the proprie-
tor and arrested. The party at first refused
to say where they lived, but the women
finally broke down and told the police that
‘they had been hvmg at No. 523 Lancoln
avenue, Esst End. The house was guietly
surrounded and fifteer Italians arrested.
Secreted under a bed in one of the rooms
was found a pile of counterfeit money
amounting to £1,100. The prisoners were
removed to the central station and locked

ap.

After the house had been thoroughly
searched the detectives interviewed the
gﬂwneu. one at a time, and succeeded

inally in gaining the information that the
money was made in New York. and they
bad been sent here todispose of it. Similar
gangs were sent to other eities, but the
men could not tell what particular cities
were being operated on. Notamold, ordie,
or any kind of connterfeiting machinery
was found in the possession of the gnong ar-
rested here. Detective McSween{ says the
government has been after the New York
gang of counterfeiters for a long time, and,
while saveral arrests have besn made from
time to time and considerableof the counter-
feit coin has been recovered, the real head
of the organized band has not been uncov-

At 8o'clock this afternoon the gang of
Italians was given a huarinf. and two, who
appeared to be the prineipals, were beld for
court. They were Mazzeltino and Muriete,
the wife of the former also being held asa
witness. Deteotive McSweeney, of the
United States service, is in commnnication
with the New York officers, and expects to
assist in unearthing the parent people in
the East who have boen ma iufacturing the
clever imitation and shipping it here for
distribution.
