This was entirely owing to
‘he increased iuterest in the industrials
displayed and the bear attacks upon Un-

ion Pacifie & Atchison, and in the last-
oamed two almost all of the feature in the
market wasconcentrated. Consideringthe
pressure by the “bears” upon these two
tocks and others, the general istdisplayed
a fairly strong undertone. The *“beary”
have had voints out to sell Union Paecitic
for some time and to-day proceeded to make
their points good, and while there was a
suspicion that some long stock was coming
out, there was an order to buy about five
rhousand shares executed until after which
time there was very little progress made in
the downward direction. Later, however,
it was depressed to 431, a loss of 2 per
cent. since Wednesday evening. Atchi-
«on at the same time was
torced off by the same tactics over
1 per cent. e general list opened at

If I were to tabulate a set of rules giving
awards of milk and butter tests at fairs or
anywhere else—rules that would enable
any one to make a fair comparison of a

cow in Maine with one in Califormia 1
would say:

Fint-—-i;eod the cow as liberally as you
desire with any available feed.

Second—Do not give drugs or appetizers
of any sort. :

Third—Set the milk in ice water at 45° or
below as soon as drawn, and do not let the
temperature rise above that point for
twelve hours. :

Fourth—Skir from the top in tem o
twelve hours, and do not get any more
skim milk in with the cream than you pos-
sibly can avoid.

Fifth—Charn the cream at 58° from two
or three daye’ milk, after it has proper
acidified. By properly acidified eoream
mean thin, sourcream. This sourness ought
to develop in ten hours by setting thecream
in water ot 70° in winter, and say, 64° in
sumimer,

Sixth—Churn to granules smaller than a
pin-head, so that it can be well washed
with water at 45 two or three times, or
until the water iaclear. Do not shake the
:gum s0 that the particles of butter will

bere.

Seventh—Do not weigh this unsalted but-
ter until well rolled on a butter-worker, or
if there is only a small qmll?—m
five poands—nse a rolling-pin. A butter-
bowl does not allow the water te escape
so freely. Weich the unsalted butter
after no more water comes out. Work it
ﬂn and reweigh. These two weights
