GENERAL FOREIGN NEWS.

Brazil's Plan of Encoursging Immigration
Denounced by a Russian Newspaper.

Warsaw, Dec. 27.—The Courier publishes
the text of what purports to be a secret
Brazilian decree for the encouragement of
immigration. The decree appears to have
been issuned June 29, 15800, and bears the
signatures of President Fonseca and
Senbor Gliceria. It contains forty-nine
articles. It promises that immigration
agents shall be paid 120 francs for every
adult they send to Brazil and @ francs for
every child landed. An additional
preminm of 100,000 francs is offered w0 any
company landing ten thousand immigrants
in Brazil in one vear. In addition immi-

grants sre promised substantial advan-
tages, contingent upon their signing, be-
fore embarkation, a declaration as to the
bandicraft they intend to practice, The
Courier complains that emigrants sail-
ing for Brazil from German ports are
never asked to sign any declaration, and
says that therefore when they reach Brazil
they are in the position of outlaws, and
bave no rights, and are forced to enter into
contracts which practically converts them
into slaves. The Courier denouuces this
system as a fraud, and accuses the Brazilian
government of connivance.

The Eigin Marbles to Be Returned to Greece,

Loxpox, Dee. 27.—The announced intention of
the government to submit to Parllament the
auestion of returning the Elgin marbles to the
Parthenon, where they belong, is received with
general satisfaction, public opinion entirely
agreeing with the article in the Nineteenth Cent-
ury pointing out the injustice of retzining these
remains of ancient Greek art. The marbles are
confessedly deteriorating in the climate of Lon-
don, with its smoke and fog. Even the marble
statue of Queen Victoria, erected forty-five years
ago at the eastern eud of the Royal Exchange,
has been so affected by the atmosphere that her
Majesty’'s [ace is aimost obliterated, and although
the de work of the Athenian soulptor of
two thousand years ago is in a wuch better pro-
teoted sitnation it is showing sutlicient wear to
indicate that before many years it could no longer
claim to be immortal. Undoubtedly one of the
mwemorable events of the year 1891 will be the
return to Athens in a British war vessel of the
splendid monuments of Athenian art which
bave so loog been absent from the genial skles
of their birth.

159,500 in 1885. This is the greatest iucrease
in any city, being 82 per cent. Munich has 344,-

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Indian Defense Association Accused of
Doing Red Men More Harm than Good.

How the Brave Police May Be Rewarded by the
Government—Many Hostiles on Their Way

INDIAN DEFENSE ASSOCIATION.

An Organization That Does the Red Men
More Harm than Good—Brave Police,
Bpeciad to the Indianapolls Journal
WasHINGTON, Dec. 27.—If there needed
anything to convince the Washington pub-
lie that too many friends of the Indian is
worse than no friends, that proof was
furnished the other day when the Indian
Defense Association presented its version
of the killing of Sitting Bull. This organ-
ization claims to be the friend of the In-
dian, and is constantly interceding between
the government and the Indian, for the al-

leged purpose of seeing that the red man
has fair play. It always interposes an ob-

jection to measures proposed in Congress,
and is constantly calling the government’s

agents thieves, and giving them epithets

which are intended to prejudice the savage
against the government to which he loo
for sustenance.

The Indian Defense Association claims
that Sitting Bull was assassinated; that
the Indian police, or scouts, dispatched to
arrest Bull for inciting war and directing
an insurrection of bleodshed and pillage,
were his mortal enemies, and had a desere
to take his life. The association’s account
of the killing would lead the uminformed
reader to believe that the killing of Sitting
Bull was an assassination. The Indian
scouts, or “police,” as they are called, had
no influence whatever in the performance
of their duty. The charge of the Indian
Defense Association that these Indians
were selected with a view to killing Sit-
ting Bull has disgusted men in Congress
who have read the account, and if ever the
association had auy influence in directing
leiiulut.ion that influence is now gone.

t the War Department and Indian
Oftice, as well as throughout Congress,
there is the greatest praise given to the
brave police who laid down their lives mn
the performance of a duty which resnlted
in breaking up what threatened to be a
very long and serious Indian outbreak. It
is not improbable thet a bill will be intro-
duced and passed by Congress, if not at
this, then surely at the next session, which
will recognize 1n some way the services of
the Indians who lost their lives in this out-
break, and if the Maunderson bill to reor-
sgnizo the army should be adopted, these In-

ians who have come to the assistance of
the government in suppressing the out-
break will be recognized 1n the enlistment
of troops. It will be remembered that
the Manderson bill anticipates the enlist-
ment of two full companies of Indians, and
it is the universal belief in Congress and at
the War Department that the Indians who
have assisted the government should be
recognized in this enlistment. It is not
improbable thata lot of the red braves who
have come to the rescue of the govern-
ment and settlers in the Northwest will not
only be privates in the regular army within
a short time, but maor officers,

The eftort of the Indian Defense Associa-
tion to crefte dissatisfaction among the
people, and especially the Indians, over
the manner in which the army has con-
ducted the campaign against the savages
in the Northwest has been an unfortunate
effo1! for that association. It now appears
that quite all of the work that this associa-
tion has accomplished in the interest of hu-
manity and peace has had the eftect of cre-
ating dissatisfaction among the Indians
and put them on the war-path.

Hostile Brules, Cheyennes and Northern In-
dians Finally Listen to Reason,
Rarip City, 8.

The whole body of braves, squaws
and papooses of the Brules, Cheyennes and
nongom Indians who have been enjoying
several weeke' outing at the famous ter-
race of the Wall camps in the Bad Land
killingand smoking beef,stealinghorsesan
engaging in other exciting pastimes are now
en route to the hospitable agency at Pine
Ridge. General Brooke’s messengers state
that the party have already reached
White river, and will to-night camp
on White Clay creek at a point sixteen
miles from the ageney. Colonel Offel's
scouts confirm this intelligence b
reporting the camps in the Baﬁ
Lands  deserted thongh one dis
patch says one of the camps was moved
two miles southeast to avoid scouting par-
ties or ,to secure better protection
from the heavy winds of yesterday.
This party probably foliowin
the main body of the Indians. Genera
Miles has issued orders to General
Carr and Colonel Sanford, in commaund of
the Western and northern sections of the
cordon, to send in. forces tov carefully
search the Bad Lands for strag-
gling Indians, cached aArms, etc.,
and to draw in toward the agency.

At daylight General Carr and his
troops pulled out from here to intercept
them or capture and destroy them, but so
far no word has been received

et from she General. The In-

ians are still carrying on
their depredations as usual, and are W~
ing much bolder, having stolen three valu-
able horses and ten head of stock out of a
corral last night at the ranch
of & sMr. Burns, situated only
ten miles from this cam o the
Cheyenne river, A half-b came into
camp and was interviewed on the subject of
the hostiles 1n the Bad Lands, and gives a
very interesting description, which is as
follows: He says that he l_eft Pine Rndro
Agency a few days before the 500 friendly
Indians left there for the Bad Lands to in-
duce their hostile brethren to come in.
He declares the number of “friendlies”
is greatly exaggerated, and that they
did not number over 150 in all. He says he
was in one of their tepees outside of Pine
Ridge agency, where a number of
bucks were congregated, and that
the squaws were crying and say-
ing that they would never return, and
commenced singing the death dance around
them. He says there are, at least calcula-
tions, from five hundred to six huudred
warriors among them, all well armed,
a number bhaving Springfield earbines,
the same as are used by the sol-
diers in the army. They all declared that
they wonld fignt. They also told him of a
young Iondian whom they had put
to death by torture a few days Dbe-
fore becaunse he came to try and in.
doce them to return to agency.
He says he knows this to be true, as the
young Indian left Pine Ridge over a week
ago for the Bad Lands stronghold and has
never retarned. He also says he entertains
great fears as to the 150 friendlies who
went out as he is almost sure that the ma-
jority if not all of them will be killed. He
says that they have an immense stock of
provisions, and that their stronghold is
skillfully fortified and is almost
impregnable. He connted overone hundred
tepees on the side nearest the Pine
Ridge and sixty-three on the other
side, says that love or money would

not bring him near their stronghold again,
8s he is afraid that should they recognize
him, he wonld be kilied also,

General Miles was heard to say in Rapid
City to-day that he was tired of fooling
with these Indians, and thought that the
best thing to bo done was to attack them
without any further delay.

Captain Fountain Was Not Hemmed In,

Dickixsox, N, D,, Dee. 27.—Lisutenant Syden-
ham and scout Spence, of Captain Fountaiu's
commwand of the Eighth Cavalry, bave arrived
here with dispatches. They report that there was
no foundation for the story that the ecom-

mand was hemmed in by five hundred hostiles
in the Cave hills. Captatn Fountain had not, up
to Christmas morning, been adle to discover any
trace of the missing Indians, but had learned that
Biting Bull’s followers are on their way to the
Pine Ridge and Cherry Creek reservations,
Stores about ranchmen murdered and
property destroyed by the hos'lles are
also stated w0 be unfounded.s As far as
the militar authorities here are aware
not a shot had beem exchanged between the
Indians and the troops, A geperal summary of
the disposition of the troops shows that the en-

tire reservation i8 hemmed in by troops ready for
the field, and fears of au outbreaz in the spring
are groundless,

Soldiers Scored by a Ranchman,
PIERRE, 8. D, Dec. 27 —8eotty Phillips, a well-
known ranchman lving on the reservation,
cawme to the city to-day te make some arrange-
ments to protect hiis own and Governor Mellette's
cattle, which are running at large near the Bad

Lands. He says the hostiles have hundreds of
range cattle in the Bad Lands, which they are qui-
etly eating, while the troops stay around in campas

on the outskirts guarding them while they eat.
““That's how ranchmen are being benetited by
tLe troops,” he says, and adds that the troops
are afraid to go into the Bad Lands for fear of
being ambusbed JHe proposes toreceive sanction

THEORIES OF ECONOMISTS.

———
Professor Taussie's Explanation of the Canseof

Varying Charges by Railroad Companies.

-

WASHINGTON, Dec, 27.—The first business
before the American Economic Association,
to-day, was the reaaing of the report of Mr.
Richard T. Ely, the secretary of the associ-
ation. It represented the association as in
& prosperous condition, the number of
members and subscribers on the list begin
635. Three national associations on the
other side of the world, the report said, had
received the impulse which gave them ex-

istence from the American Economic Asso-
ciation. The report suggested the wisdom
of continuing the policy of ofteriLg vrizes
for essays, the object of thess prizes being
to awaken public interest in economie
topics and to lead to the formation of in-
telligent opinions upon important matters
of the day.

A, paper was then read by Prof. F. W.
Taussie, of Harvard University, entitled
“A Contribution to the Theory of Railroad
Rates.” The paper considered particularly
the explanation of the apparent anomalies
in the varying charges for different classes
of freight and passenger traffic. The Pro-
fessor thought that the key to the situation
lay in the fact that by far the greater part
of a railway’s expenses were joint—thas
is, were incurred, not each expense sepa-
rately for every bit of iraffic, but jointly
for the traflic as a whole. The a
parent and real diserimination in
railway rates, the classification of
freight, higher, charges on sborter
bauls, special rates, fp.rty rates—all these
were not the resultof railway monopoly, or
of arbitrary discrimination by railway
managers, but arose naturally and almost
inov:hbli from the peculiar conditions
under which railway transportation was
carried on.

The report of the committee on statistics
by Hon. Carroll D. Wright, chairman, first
occupied the attention of the association at
1ts evening session. The report said that
as to quantity thé werk of American
statistictans was equsl to-that of any other
country; as to the quality their work still
fell somewhat below the scientific char-
acteristics which belonged to continental
efforts. The report spoke encouragingly of
the progress of statistical investigation
and science in the United States—work
which was viewed with increasing respecs
abroad, and was exciting widespread
interest at home.

The evening session was closed by the
reading of a paper by Prof. H. C. Adamson
—*“Statistics as a Means of Correcting Cor-
porate Abuses.” It was the object of this
paper to show that: there.is an essential
difference between a business organized as
a corporation and one organized as a part-
nership, and that many social evils arose
from the fact that the law of private prop-
erty was appropriately apolied in the case
of a business organized as a corporation,
A definite statement of the idea embodied
in this paper, so far as itg direct proposals
are concerned, is expressed in the follow-
ing four propositions:

First—The granting of corporate privil
should be limited to those businesses in which

the interests of the publio dominate over the
interests of the individual incorporators.

Second—All businessés in which the interests
of the public predominate over the interests of
the individual incorporators should be obliged to
assume corporate form.

Third—All corporations should be required to
make such reports as will enable the govern-
meut, acting under rules prescribed by law, to
d!re‘ct their policy and oontrol their adminis-
tration.

Fourth—All businesses, other than those or
ganized as corporations, should be subiect to in-
quiry, though not to control, the purpose of the
inquiry being to determine whether or not a
business in any case should be required to as-
sume a corporate form.

WRECKED BY SPECULATION

Chicago Real-Estate Broker Charged
with Misappropriating $70,000,

Receiver Appointed for the Firm on Applica-
tion of His Partners—Kean's Assets Further
Diminished—Other Business Troubles.

el

Cuicaco, Dec. 27.—According to charges
made in court to-day the P. E. Stanley-
Winpston Company, &8 well-known real-es-
tate corporation, has been wrecked by
speculations of the president, P. E. Stauley.
Bertram M. Winston, the treasurer, to-day
applied for the appointment of a receiver
for the concern, and that the affairs of the
corporation be wound up. Mr. Stanley is
oharged with the misappropriation of §70,-
000. On the application for the appoint-
ment of a recoiver Master in Chancery
Noyes recommended that the prayer of the
complainant be allowed at once. Judge

Sheppard appointed C. M. Walker. Mr.
Winston says that on the 22d of December
it was discovered that Stanley had misap-
phed $70,000, and that the most of it had
gone in wild snd reckless speculation in
the Chicago Steek Exchange.

The wrecked corporation was organized
Sept. 290 of this year, suceeding the old
fitm of P, E. Stanley & Co., composed of
Mr. Stanley snd Dudley and Bertram Win-
ston, the sons of Hon. F. H. Winston, ex-
Uni States minister to Persia. The
corporation was the same as the old com-
pany, only 1t was merged into a stock com-
pany with a capital stock of 000 with
500 shares. Stanley was elected president.
Dudley Winston was vice-president and
Bertram Winston secretary and treasurer.
Prior to the organization of the new com-

ny Mr. Stanley was engaged in confi-

ential bnginess with certain customers,
and a considerable portion of this private
business was never merged into the busi-
ness of the firm. Awmong the traunsactions
which the Winstous claim were put through
by Stanley in his individual capacity were
deals with L. H. MeCormick and J. F.
Keeny, involving, respectively, $45,000 and
$125,000,

After Stanley became convinced of his
liability to criminal prosecution, so the bill
says, in order to square himeelf he gave it
out that the corporation was liable 1n an
action at law to McCormick, Keeny and
J. P. Odell, for the money intrusted to and
misappropriated by him. The Winstons’
bill said that McCormick threatened to
bring suit against the corporation on the
wrongful ground of liability for Stanley’s
misappropriations. Keeny, it is said, has
also threatened to sne for his claim,
amounting to $30,000. The court was asked
to issue an Injunction restraining both
parties from beginning suit. No action to-
ward an injunction was taken by the court,
and Mr, McCormick made good his threat
to try and hold the corporation liable. This
afternoon he commenced suit against Stan-
lg{ and the Winstons for $50,000 damages.
The assets of the corporation, according to
Mr. Winston, are amply sufficient to meet
its obligations and the value of its secur-
ities held by the banks exceed the amount
of the tirm’s indebtedness by $10,000.

Little Left for Kean’s Creditors,

CHICAGO, Dec. 27.—The assets of Kean's bank
have been further diminished by upward of one
bundred thousand do It looks much as if
from 5 to 10 per cent. will be all the creditors
will receive. Of the original figures of $270,000,
or thereabounts, for bills receivable, $135,000
vanished early, it being found that large
amounts of Kean’s personal notes, accommoda-
tion paper of his friends and worthless claims
were included. Now the expert accountant who
has been going through the bills receivable re-
reporta that fully $80,000 consists of protested
notes, whereof the makers are entirely insol-
vent. Many of these notes are long due,
some of them more than a year. In addition to
this, $10,000 on deposit at the American Ex-
change Bank of New York has been applied on
Kean :ﬁ:par held by it. A Boston b did the
same £ with $3,500 in its vaalts.

This evening attorney Mayer, for the depos-
itors, said: “We bhad reckoned on saving about
ninety thousand dollars’ worth of that $100,000
worth of bonds floated 1In New York by Kean
through Hatfield, the manager of the branch
there.

VOLUME OF PAPER CURRENCY.

et ———

A Correspondent Who Says the Treasurer's Re-
port on the Subject Is Inaccurate.

New Yorg, Deec. 27. — A Washington
special to the Daily News, which will ap-
pear in to-morrow’s issue, says that no one
can form an intelligent idea of the volume of
paper currency to-day in circulation. The
Treasurer purports to give each year an
exact and detailed statement of the exist-
ing condition of the finances, but the
Treasurer hasno exact data upon which to
base his report, and consequently it is de-
fective and unreliable. There is not to be

found in any burean of the Treasury
Department any record of notes
or certificates for which the government is
responsible, and the Treasurer’s report is
consequently mnothing more than guess
work as to the volume of paper money
really atloat. He cannot say ot his own
knowledge how many notes or silver certif-
icates of the several denominations author-
ized by law are outstanding, mnor can he
give the precise aggregate amount. The
way the Treasurer arrives at the amount
of money afloat is by deducting the amount
of currency destroyed from the aggregate
amounts paid out by the govern-
ment. This would a?pelr to be cor-
rect, but it is fatally defective, be-
cause he has no means of knowing
that there are no duplicates of notes de-
stroyed either in the Treasury Department
or in the hands of the people. It may be
assumed that there are no duplicate notes
afloat, but assumption cannot be accepted
as a reliable basis for bankingopentmnl.
The only way the gonernment hasof know-
ing that there is no dnﬂlicstlon of notes is
by obtaining from the contractors who
furnisih the paper a sworn statement of the
number of sheets supplied the Bureau of
Engraving and Prioting and then deduct-
ing the number destroyed in the press-
room and adding to t::loix number the num-
ber of sheets of uyrin notes received at
the Treasury Department. These must
balance with the total number of sheets
furnished by the contractors.
