The Dead Highwayman an Ex-Conv- icl,

Who Was a Desperate Character.

Aleiander Cronin's Career of Crime Suddenly
Terminated by Seeley's Revolver Hott

11 is Identity Was Established.

The dead highwayman, whose sensational
killing was published yesterday morning,
proves to be Alexander Cronin, a Louisville
character of very had repute. He was
identified yesterday afternoon by Thomas
Hohen, a potato peddler, who lives at No.
116 Massachusetts avenue. Hoben was led
by curiosity and the crowd to take a
look at tbe body lying caked in a
casket, with tbe head and shoulders visible
through the class. "I took one look at
him," said he to a Journal reporter yester-
day, "and I thought his face looked fa-

miliar. Then I changed my position,
looked again from one side, and recognized
Aleck Cronin. I turned around to one of
the undertakers and said, '1 know that
man. If you will take that lid off yon will
hud a scar across the back of oue hand,
and another, a long one, in the right
groin.'"

The lid was then removed and tbe scars
found as described, confirming the identifi-
cation. Mr. Hoben said that the scar on
the hand was received in a tight, but, while
the other was probably received in a simi-
lar encounter, he did not remember when.
Speaking further of the dead man, he said:
"I last saw him about three weeks ago,
at my gate here, and knew him at once,
though 1 had not seen him for about three
years, lie told me he had come here to
look for a job, and thought of aoing to cob-
bling (mending shoes) if he could rind a
suitable shop. He and I used to play to-
gether when we were boys, twenty years
ago. He is about thirty years old.
Uis home was always in Louis-
ville, but his father lives in
St. Louis. He had one brother, John, who,
I think is dead, and a sister who married a
brother of Detective DeForester. of Louis-
ville, who was here n few days ago in
search of the negro porch climber. Cronin
and 1 used to work together in a rolling-mi- ll

at Louisville. 1 have not known
much about him of late."

From other sources it was learned that
Cronin is a continued law-breake- r, having
served three terms in penitentiaries one
year in the Kentucky penitentiary for lar-
ceny, one term of three years for highway
robbery, and another for burglary, the two
latter at Jefferson ville. His brother John
was shot and killed as a sand-bagg- er in
Chicago.

Bert Kintr, a colored man employed us a
grader by the Western Paving Company,
said yesterday that he recognized Cronin
as a man who, last summer, worked two
days for the company shoveling gravel on
the Ohio-stre- et pavement, but could not
stand the heat and quit. Other persons
thought they identified the deceased, but
their statements proved incorrect.

Ho conclusion as to the disposition of the
body will be reached till Coroner Manker
completes his investigations as to the
identity of the man. The coroner ordered
driver Seeley dismissed yesterday, and
Superintendent Travis commended the
man for shooting so promptly and with so
certain aim.

The search for Cronin's companion
has so far been unsuccessful. Tbe
marshal of Haughville yesterday ar-
rested a man named Timothy
Snllivan on suspicion, and detectives
Splann and Quigley had him viewed by
Seeley and a driver named Charles Hereth.
of the Central-avenu- e line,' but both say he
is not the man wanted. Hereth reports
that a tall roan, with a smooth
face. entered his ear at the
south turn-tabl- e shortly after the
shooting and rode to South street. His
agitated manner, pale face and short
breath attracted his attention. It is
thought the passenger is tbe man wanted,
as the descriptions tally, lie says he would
know the man again, if he met him, so
much impressed was he with the strange
actions of bis passenger.

The New Albany correspondent of the
Jonrnal sends the following concerning
Cronin's careen "Alexander Cronin was a
native of this city, and was a thief from
early childhood. His violent death calls
to mind the part he took in one of the most
daring and successful highway robberies
ever made in this section of the
country. Eleven years ago Mere-
dith Featheringill, a very wealthy
citizen of this city, was driving
along one of the most frequented roads in
this county, and when about three miles
from New Albany two men compelled him
to halt and alight from his carriage. They
then relieved him of C90 in cash and a gold
watch worth $200. Miss Marian Hart, who
was with Mr. Featheringill at the time,
was robbed of a quantity of jewelry. The
robbers then cut the harness on the horse
into small pieces and departed. Cronin
and Thomas Bohannan were . arrested
on suspicion and recognized as
the guilty persons by the victims of the
robbery. While being taken to jail Cronin
made a break for liberty, but was stopped
at the muzzle of ajpoliceman's revolver. He
was tried and convicted, receiving a sen-
tence of ten years in the penitentiary at
Jetfersonville. He served his time, but
made several unsuccessful efforts to escape,
and bad to he repeatedly deciplined hy
the prison authorities. Going to
Louisville he was caught in
the act of robbing a child
and was sent to the penitentiary at Frank-
fort, Ky for one year. After his release,
which was in December, 1889, he left for the
West, and his death at the hands of the In-
dianapolis street-ca-r driver was the first
that had been heard of him here since that
time.

GENERAL SHERIDAN'S VISIT.

The Famous Lecturer Spending a Day or Two

Here at the Close of Engagements.

Gen. George II. Sheridan, famous as a
lecturer and a thorough Republican, is reg-
istered at the Denison. He was here once
dnring the campaign of 1888, and since that
time has been confining himself to the
lecture platform. He has just completed
a successful tour through southern Indi-
ana, Ohio and Illinois. "I always like to
spend a few days in your city," he said to
a reporter last night, "because the people
are to my liking and because your hotels
are first-clas- s. 1 always feel at shome
here."

"Were you not recently through the Bad
Lands of the Northwest!'1 the reporter
asked.

M passed through that territory some
time ago. and certainly an accurate de-
scription of the land isabsolntely impossi-
ble. We rode for miles through land that
looked as if it was worthless for agricultur-
al purposes, except a few spots here and
there. The death of Sitting Bull recalled
to my mind that trip, for I had seen the
man never to forget him. He was a war-
rior with very little bravery and yet be
had that subtle power of inducing others
to be brave. You may not
know it, bnt I am a heathen on
the Indian question. I believe, as my
namesake once said, that the only good In-
dian is the dead Indian. Indians are not
numerous enough in this country to do anv
great barm, yet there are just enough of
them to terrorize the border villages. I
never refer to this subject on the lecture
platform, though, because it is 6o closely
allied with politics, and I always let politics
alone except when 1 am at apolitical meet-
ing."

Tho news of the death at Berlin of Dr.
Henry SchJiemacn, tne great Grecian
Archaeologist, published in yesterday's
Journal, recalled to many of the older Ger-
man residents of this city that be at ono
tiina lived here, "Ob, yes," replied Mr.
Herman Lieber, when asked by n Journal
reporter if he remembered Dr. Schliemann,
'I met hiss a cumber of times while he was

here. He was not then recognized as a
great person. . He bad no particular busi-
ness that I knew of, and visited among well
educated GermaDs. He was a very enter-
taining talker and excellent company. If
it had been suspested that he would ever
be such a lion he would certainly have re-

ceived greater attention."
"I know Dr. Schliemann very well, in-

deed," said Mr. Adolph Seidensticker to
the reporter who called upon him for in-

formation concerning the archaeologist.
'He came here from Fort Wayne in 1S69, or

perhaps it was in 1SC3. He was looking
about fcr investments, and at one time
came near buying an interest in the starch- -
works. He did buy a few small pieces of
real estate, all of which have long since
gone into o;her hand. He did not seem

much impressed with Indianapolis, and ho
could not be induced to invest. 1 af ter--
wjirds found that he was interested in a

. divorce suit, having brought one against
his wife. At that time the law required
the applicant for a divorce to reside in the
fetato but one year. Tne suit was brought
iL the old Common Pleas Court beforo the
Lite J ail a Solomon Blair, llord & Hen-
dricks and myself were his attorneys."

After that he was
3ntby the homo to Riga, on the Baltic,
and afterward to St. Petersburg, where I
believe it was he married. His ambition
at that time was to acquire a large fortune.
He succeeded, and then came to him the
desire of his vouth, to prosecute researches
in archaeology, lie told mo while here that
the object of his life was to discover old
Troy. I knew him to be sincere, but I
thought him oversanguine and enthusias-
tic, and was surprised when the first newa
came of his undoubted discoveries."

From other sources it was learned that
Dr. Schliemann went through the form of
purchasing a half interest in the starch-work- s

merely as a part of the formality
necessary, under the law, to secure a di-
vorce. The law required him to show

"that he had an interest in business here.
He paid a small sum as a forfeit
binding him to carry out the
transaction, which, however, went
no further, as the legal requirements in this
particular had been satished. The amount
paid was, of course, forfeited. Another re-
quirement was that he should own real
estate here, and accordingly he bought a
piece of property on the west side of South
Illinois street, just north of Uav street.
Which was some time afterward sold for him
at a profit. During his stay in Indianapolis
Dr. 6chliemann lived at io. 3 North Noble
fdreet. a small house on the west side of
the street, between Court and v ashington
streets. When he left the city his house- -
jium cuccis were, av uis xcqucsi, ouiu ui
auction, Lorenz Schmidt taking charge of
the sale and buying in several of the arti-
cles himself, which he still possesses.

When Dr. Schliemann, after he had taken
tip his residence in Athens, Greece, consult-
ed an architect relative to the erection of a
home in that city, he gave the following
brief instructions: "I have lived in a little
house all my life. Now I want to spend
the rest of my years in a large one. I want
plenty of room. Make it in any style yon
choose. Iwill limit yon only in two par-
ticulars. I must have a broad marble
stairway leading up from the ground,
and a terrace on the top." The architect
chose a good Greek style and the result was
the most elegsnt and artistic house in
Athens. It cost SOOtOOO francs, and the in-
terior decoration is a marvel of richness.
Xhe first floor is occupied by the reception-
-rooms, through which three hundred
or four hundred guests might move with
comfort. On the second floor are the Doc-
tor's library, private studies and
the family rooms. Here, as in the rooms
below, the wall decorations are Pompeiian
frescoes, and the pavements are mosaics,
with patterns taken from objects found at
Troy and Myceme. The cornices and ceil-
ings of the sleeping-room- s are perforated
for ventilation, which is a ditlicnlt problem
in an Athenian house, where the windows
can never be kept open during the night on
account of the malarial air. One of Dr.
scblieinann's cherished mementoes was a
Jotter from ft merchant who offered to
employ him when a young man at a salary
of 63 a year for a 'period of nineteen years.

FEAKCIS MURPHY'S EFFORTS.

lie Tells How the Women Can Assert Their Best
Rights and Help Men to Let Liquor Alone.

There was a largo audience at the Mur-
phy meeting at Y. M. C. A. Hall, last night,
and the music was by no means the least of
the feast. Nine boys from Edwin Kay
Sunday-schoo- l, with clear, ringing voices
"sung in the meeting" in great style, after
which an older choir from the same church
carried the music on with much enthusiasm.
Mr. Murphy read as the Scripture lesson
a part of the tenth chapter of John, and
Rev. C. W. Lee led in prayer.

"These meetings," said Mr. Murphy,
at the outset of his remarks, "are
to help men to start a hank account; to
have their own savings bank where they
can be president and cashier and get their
dividends every night, and every child in
the house will get its dividend. It is an
awful thing to see a man going down for
the last time. We all need to be very careful
now while we are in for repairs that the
work is done well. There are so many
of ns that will not submit to the doing of
it well. I am so glad that Jesus Christ is
the center of this work: that it has no sec-
tarian, no political fragrance. It is the
greatest art in tbe world to get a man to
pray, to get him down on his knees to Jesus
Christ, and then to have him make a pub-li-o

profession. You must go further than
to get men to put on the blue ribbon. This
work is to be proved. 1 think the first
thing wo want is to regulate our little evil
tempers for there is a great deal of mis-
chief in tbero. Mind yon. a man who has
signed the pledge and says I'm going to be
a better man and join church, if he is put
out at home, may go again to drink, lie
tender with him, wife, he is only a baby
yet.
