Koeh's Lymph Counterfeited,

BerLIN, Dec. 27.—It has been discovered
that a spurious imitation of Professor
Kool’s lymph is being wanufsetured, and
s number of cases have been reported in
which foreign medical men have been de-
ceived into purchasing the bogus prepara-
tion, The agents of Professor Koch have
been unable to discover the manufacturers
of the connterfeit. The police are workltgs
on one case where the fraud was attemp
upon Dublin physicians. A man who gave
his name as Bough, and who rretendod
to be attached to the Koch clinie, opened
communication with the ductors of the
Duablin Hospital, offering to send them a
quantity of the lymph on payment of a
certain sum of money. The doctors in re-

ly forward a check for £15, and told

ugh to send the l{mph. Bough also got
£35 fro:aonnot.her rish doctor who was
visiting Berlin. Later, however, the sender
of the check, suspecting a swindle, tele-
graphod to stop payment. Bough had
ven Lhe check to the manager of the
tel where he was ntoppmr in payment
ot his bill. The mavager informed the po-
lice, but Bough bad decamped, leaving a
auantsty of plausible imitations of the
och lymph.

The medical profession throughout the
empire gets more and more indignant over
the manner in which the lymph is distrib-
uted and Professor Koch’s sec regard-
ing its production. The med a-
tions of Brandenburg and other provinces
bave sent proteats to the government
against the sccret manufacture of the

ock remedy, which, they sy, is piving
rise to scandal. The Breslau Medical So-
ciety sent to Professor Koch and also to Dr.
Von Gossler, Minister of Ecclemastical Af-
fairs, a resolution declaring that it works
great injury to the profession at large to
allow hospitals and privileged persons
in private vractice a m_onopoliy of the
Ilymph. Professor Koch, in an loterview
with an eminent English physician, who
wanted the Professor to disclose the whole
process, Eot angry satthe proposal snd de-
clared that he had the right to doas he
pleased with bis discovery. The Tageplatt
assails this position asscandalous, and says
the rapacity of'the Koch cluilne will cer-
tainl severely criticised when Dr. Von
Gossler moves in the Landtaga grant for
Professor Koch and his assistants of 3,000,-
000 marks, with 15 per cent. on the annual
sales of the lymph.

The treatment in the case of Wm. Degan,
who came here in charge of Dr. Wm. A,
Taltavall, of New York, has proved to be
a failure. Degan has had four injections,
the last two of which produced noreaction,
and his symptoms are now thesame as they
were when he arrived here. He wishes to
return home and will probably sail on Sat-
urday next. _

Dr. Pean, in a lecture at Parie to-ds{. at
the 8t. Louis Hospital, on the result of the
Koch oure upon aiseases of the throat,
stated that three patients had been given
injections of the lymph for affections of the
larnyx. Oue of the three had been com-
pletely cured. Agpother, who is suffering
from tuberculosis combined with pulmonary
lesions and laryngeal fistule, is progressing
favorably, the fistulie giving evidence of
healin The third patient, who bhad
lost is voice, recovered it. No
treatment other than the lymph bhad
been used. 1t was, therefore, said Dr.
FPean, clearly & remedy in effecting cures,
although up to the present time it could
not be claimed that any really permanent
cures had been effected. It was, neverthe-
less, the case that s notable amelioration
approaching cure had been achieved, Dr.
Pean’s statement made a protound impres-
sion upon the large audience of medical
men present. The Veterinary Society has
made an application to the municipal au-
thorities of Paris fora subvention to as-
sist in making experiments with the Koch
remedy on diseased eattle,

Starvation in the Eastern Soudan.
[ Copyright 1560, by the United Press.)

Loxpoxn, Dee. 27.—~The Daily News's cor-
respondent at Suakim telegraphs to-day
that the full magnitude of the famine that
for eightecn months has ravaged the east-
ern Soudan can never be known. It is only
where Europeans have been present that
some detailsd iuformation has reached the
outside world as to the terrible condition
of the people. The extent of the atfected
region is very great; in fact, trustworthy
native accounts indieate that there isnot a
town nor district from Egypt proper to
Seununsar in the south, and from Darfoor in
wesat, through Kordofan to the Nile prov-
inces and east to the sea, that has not n,
during the past year and a half, more than
decimated by starvation. Not only the
inbabitants of the plains have suflered,
but misery has also reached the mountains
froma the Beni Ameri country to Abyssinia.
The chief cansea of the famine are de-
seribed to be: First, the insecurity of
proverty. the natives being on this acceunt
afraid to place too much ground under
cultivation; second, the partial destruction
by drought of crops in 1880, the supply of
gra:n being very deficient, and, third, the
total failure of the winter crops of 1889-90,
the locusts having destroyed nearly every
green iwi'ng. The cotton crops of Dorua
and Duroor were also devoured. The in-
babitants of the country had to rely on the
goast ports for supplies which were re-
u...a'ﬁc} the Egyptian government with a
spure hand, causing unnecessary suflering
to thousands of people. The oldest native
inhabitant never saw the loeusts so thick
as they have been this year. The country
was visited eight times by vast olouds of
these rapacions insects,

The victims of famine are so numeroas
that it isnot an exaggeration to say that
somo sub-tribes of the Hadendowas and
Amarars have ceased to exist. The awful
experience of people has not, however,
lessened their determination to maintain
their freedom. [he greatest suflferers among
the tribesnien have been the famihes of
those who, in 1584 and 1585, arraved them-
selves in battle against the English, eolo-
nial and Indian forces, and whose bones are
still bleaching oan the plains insilent pro-
toat agninst the English attempt to place
the people again under Egyptian rule,
Now many widows and children lie un-
buried beside these bLread-winners, starva-
tion baving founnd them easy vie
tims. Ia some places in the
Soudan the poor classes were foreed
to eat cata, dogs, rats and liz-
ards, all vegetable food having dis-
appeared. There have also been nunf un-
doubted cases of cannibalism, freshly in-
terred bodies of the dead having been ex-
bumed to satisfy the cravings of hunger.
Here and the « a whole village is found de-
gerted, with vkeletons of dead remaining in
some of the houses. The wealthy fared
hardly beiter than the poor, as riches could
not procure food that did not exist. To
add to the tersors of the sitnation, small-
pox broke out and spread over nearly the

entire famine distriet. For the past two
months there has been some improvement,
and by spring the people will probably
baver ned their normal condition, but
they will not !orret that the Bntish and
Egyptian suthorities, by closing the gates
of Suakim against them, are responsible for
mach of their terrible sufferings.

An Extraordinary Marder.

Bayviire, L. L, Dec. 27.—A most brutal
murder was committed last night at Bo-
bemia, a small village about three miles
porth of here. The vietim was Winnie
Croupa, a cigar-maker, twenty-one years of
age, the murderer being Frank Krutis,
twenty-fouryearsof age, alsoacigar-maker.
The details of the crime are most revolting,
while the actions of the murderer since the
commission of the deed are most extracrdi-
nary for one who is said to be perfecily
sane. The murder was first made known
by Krutis himself 8001 after
its perpetrstion. About 'hnlg past @O
o'clock in the eveming Kratis walked
into the house of Constable Sasheck and
horrified that official by laying on the din-
ing-table & human nn%or. at the same time
saying: “Joe, I've killed Winnie Croupa,
and I've brought you owne of his fingers to
prove it.”

When he had récovered from his surprise
l:gia?’i’d: “*What do you mean by fooling like

Krutis then said: “I mean what I say;
I’'ve killed Winnie Croupa, He told lies
about me in the village. He said I had
run away from Riverhead to escape arrest
and that a constable was coming
after me, 80 I concluded to kill him.
I met him on the road and cut
his throat. He fell down in the snow and
never spoke a word. | wanted to make
sure that he would never speak again, so I
cut his belly open and placed his bowels
over”hu face. Then I cut off his tinger for

on.

Constable Sasheck asked him where he
had left the body, and he volunteered to
take him to the scene of the murder., Hav-
ing called out four of the neighbors to ac-
company him, the constable started for
the spot where the tragedy had taken
place, the prisoner taking the lead.
Krutis, as soon as he saw the body of his
victim, said: ““There heis. You see I told
you the truth.” It was indeed a hornble
sight which met the gaze of the party, the
dimraysof lightfromthelanterns which the
men carried adding to the ghastliness of the
scene, The body lay in a frame of blood-
red snow, mutilated as the murderer had
described. The right ear and the index
finger of the left hand were missing.

A guard was inft in charge of the body,
and the constable started for this village
with the murderer. As they neared the
main street of Bohemia they were met by
an excited crowd of men bent on
meting out prompt justice accordin
to Judge Lynch on the self-confesse
murderer, and but for the courace of the
constable the men would have made shos
work of Krutis. When searched in court
the ear which was missing from Croupas’s
body was found in Krutis's pocket. He told
Judge (VBrien thathe had broughtit for him.
He also bhanded the Judge the knife, a
large double-bladed ket-knife, covered
with blood-stains, with which he said he
had killed Croupa. All the time Krutis con-
ducted himself in the most unconcerned
and stolid manner, apparently revatling §in
the thought of what he had done. He was
taken to River Head jail this afternoon.

The Fope's Encyclical.

Paris, Dee. 27.—Advices from Rome state
that the Pope has finished the draft of his
encyclical upon the social question. His
Holiness has been working upon the sub-
ject for over a year, and at his uest the
most competent economists and bishops of
different countries, including America,
have furnished memoranda. The Pope con-
siders the question thmrumt. of the pres-
ent time. The encyelical will be the crown-
ing act of the Pope’'s work in this direction.
The date of its publication has not yet
been fixed. The Pope 1s in the babit of
carefully correcting and polishing his
writings. He will also consult with cer-
tain cardinale and prelates on the leading
passages of his eancychical, but the Asso-
ciated Press correspoudent is enabled to
give the substance of it now. The
encyclical will review and expound the
whole question affecting workers.
The document will comprise $hree parts,
First, bis Holiness will develop™the general
Princlplu uJ)on which social cconomy is
ounded, and the dominant idea of distrib-
ntive justice which should regulate the
intercourse of men and the spread of
wealth. The Pope says that distributive
and restorative justice is needed to prevent
misery and sweating on one side and exor-
bitant riches and tyranny on the other,
The second part comprises the origin and
cause of the nt condition of the social
problem. On this point his Holiness takes
& new thesis, first developed in his encyocli-
oal on socialism. The third {mrt contains
the views of the Pope regard nf the rewe-
dies, beyond religious and moral influence,
to be advocated. His Holiness expresses
himself again in favor of intervention by
the state within the limits previously set
forth, He condemns capitalism as now or-
ganized and advocates a more equitableard
just distribution of riches.

The encyclicai will probably appear be-
fore Easter. The Pope works upon it
nearly every day. He 18 convinced that
papacy and the church should lead the
present social and democratiec movement,
and will appeal to all conservative forces
and to Protestants to aid in securing the
safety of society. The Pope's physician
says that his Holiness may live some time
y:& as he bhas a robust constitution and is
suffering from no mfirmity.

Manifesto from German Soclalists.

BernLiN, Dec. 27.—<The Socialist leaders
issned a manifesto to-night. The doou-
ment affirms the determination of the So-
cialist party to rally the peasants around
the flag of socialistic reforms. It saysathat
the life of the agricultural laborers 1s
scarcely human, and that they are serfs in
all but name. They are exposed to the
tyranny of capital quite as much as are the
Russian factory hands. The bright dawn.-
ing of the new era shall bring rejoicing
to the peasants as well as to the toilersin
the cities, and they shall learn that they
have a right to the beautiful earth, the
fruits whereof they may not stretch forth
their bands and enjoy. They must be
tanght that the patriarchal system is the
mortal foe of the agricultural laborers. The
peasant proprietor and aristocracy are be-
coming brandy distillers, and will make
the peasants the slavesof machinery, as the
wwn workers have already been made. The
poetry of country life has departed, and
ecan only be restored through therelieving of
the peasants of the heavy burdens arising
from their oppressed coundition, and giving
them a ligher sense of existence. The
manifesto concludes by asking the mem-
bers of the party to contribute money to
assist in the rural propaganda. Behindthe
declarations in the manifesto, which the
government might disregard, are practioal

arrangements for lecture tours, the dissemis«

nation of Socialist leatieta, and the forma-
tion of rural branches, which are already
having a disquieting effect upon the official
mind. The nature of the manifesto was
kpown to the government before its publi-
cation, and the matter was referred to the
Emperor, who instruetad that wnothing
should be dons to suppress 1t.

Outrage by White Caps.

NEw ALBAXNY, Dee. 27.—Harrison county
waos the scene of ancther brutal White Cap
outrage Thursday might, and 1n this
instance the cowardly night-riders, not
satistied with the brutal beating of a de-
fonseless old man, added robbery to the
erime of kn-klaxism.

On the night mentioned John Cosby, who
resides near Kendall's Landing, abont
thirty miles below this city, on the Ohio
river, was awakened by some one knock-
iug violentiy at his door. On lnawengj
the summons he was seized by three mask
men and dragged into the yard. Eight
others then entered the house and
compelled the other members of
the family to arise and gointo the open air,
and, though » snow-storm was raging at
the tiwe, no time was allowed for them to
dress. “The family consisted of Cosby, his
wife, sister-in-law and two .sons, all being
present except one son. The Regulators
compelled the tarty to walk several bhun-
dred yards in thesnow withnothing except
their night clothes to protect them from the
chilling winds.

Reaching a small grove, the masked men
tied each of their victims to trees and pro-
ceeded to administer a severe beating. Oid
man Cosby received seveuty lashes on the
bare back, and was left uncounscious. The
others were given fifty strokes with
switches. Leaving the now almost dead
unfortunates, the marauders returned to
the house, which they thoroughly ran.
sacked, but took nothing but what fire-
arms they could find. The Cosbys are said
to be a shiftless set of gquestionable charac-
ters, but this by no means )ustifies the se-
vere treatment they received,

After the whipping the White Caps went
to the residence of James Shafer in Scott
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township, Harrison county, and ordered
him to make known the fact of their raid.
‘I'be information was brought to this eity
by & neighbor of the Cosby family, and it
is stated that the citizens in the vieimity
of the place are greatly incensed at the

outrage.

Ridge. General Brooke's messengers state
that the party have ly reached
White river, and will to-night camp
on White Clay creek at a point sixteen
miles from_the agenoy. Colonel Offel's
scouts coffirm this intelligence bs
reporting the camps in the Ba
Lands deserte though one dis
patch says one of the camps was moved
two miles southeast to avoid scouting par-
ties or to secure Dbetter protection
from the heavy winds of yesterday.

Genera
Miles has issued orders to General
Carr and Colonel Sanford, in command of
the Western and northern sections of the
cordon, to send in forces to carefully
search the Bad Lands for strag-
gling Indians, cached arms, eto,
and draw in toward the agency.
“Now,” remarked the General, this morn-
ing, 1 want to know where Big Foot is.
My last advices were that he was on Porcu-

ine creek, but there is no definite news of

im this morning.”

Consuls Charged with Fragd.

WasHiNGTON, Dec. 27.—Acoting on infor-
mation from the Treasury partment to
the effect that irregularities were suspected
in the consular anthentication of Canadian
goods imported into the United States dur-
ing the past twelve months, the Secretar
of State recently determined on a thoroun
investigation of the United States consuiar
service in the Dominion of Canada. While
it is impossible to obtain an official ac-
nowledgment to that effect, it is un-
derstood that the extensive frauds were
discovered in the shape of systematic
under-valuation by consignors and in the
wholesale collection of illegal costs by the
consular officers. The amount of money in-
volved in the transactions is said to be
very large, but the exact sum caunot now
be ascertained. BSecretary Windom said,
to-night. that if the charges were proved
the guilty would be punished if there was
any powerin the law to doit. It isex-
pected that the reports of those conneoted
with the investigation will be summitted
next week.

‘fia Found In Texas.

SAN ANTONI10, Tex., Dee. 27.—Lounis Gi-
raud, a prowinent eivil engineer, has just
come in from Llano to-day with specimens
from the new tin discoveries just made, and
which are creating much excitement. He
brings the ore here to be assayed. It has
been found in workable quanti-
ties on the Colorado river in
Llano county, one hundred miles north-
west of here, south of the famous Ballinger
iron hill. The specimens are cassertite
and the degomt covers a large extent. It
lays near the iron fields and was passed by
unrecognized by the miners. Prof. Com-
stock, assistant State Geologist, recentl
made the discovery of the ores and their
value. New discoveries are being made

Kuahns to Be Tried !a Ohio.

FORT WAYNE, Ind., Dee. 27.—Prosacutin

Buflicient evidence was developed to oon-
vict Kuhne of the crime, and he will be
turned over to the Buc'kaye authorities
upon the arrival of a requisition from the
Governor of Ohio. Shounld Kuhns by any
means escape justice in Ohio, he will be
brought back to Indiana and prosecuted
for his numerous erimes 1n this State.

Little Left for Kean's Creditors.

CHICAGO, Dec, 27.—~The assets of Kean's bank
nave been further diminished by upward of one
hundred thousand dollars. It looks much as if
from 5 to 10 per cent. will be all the ‘ereditors
will receive. Of the original figures of $270,000,
or thereabouts, for bills receivable, $135,000
vanished early, it being found that large
amounts of Kean’s personai notes, accommoda-
tion paper of his friends and worthless claims
were included. Now the expert accountant who
has been going through the bills receivable re-
reports that fllll‘g $80,000 consists of protested
notes, ereof the makers are entirely insol-
vent. any of these notes are long t due,
some of them more than a year. In addition to
ﬂl:Il. #10,000 on deposit at the American Ex-
chan
Kean's paper held by it. A Boston bank did the
same thing with £3,500 in its vaaits.

This evening attorney Mayer, for the depos-
itors, said: “We had reckoned on saving aboul
ninety thonsand dollars’ worth of that $100,000
worth of bonds floated in New York by Kean
through Hatfield, the manager of the branch
there. We won't get a dollar's worth of assets
out of the deal, and I would be willing to take a
quit claim deed from any of the banks, and
think we were lucky to escape suit for the bonds.
That's how the matter panned out.”

Confessed to Stealing $82,000 In Stocks.

NEW YORK, Dee, 27,—0n the 30th of November
James J. Hamilton, secretary of the Big Bend
Mining Company, started from this oity tor his
home in Seattle, Wash., having in his possession
various stock certificates, the face value of which
are over $582,000. While waiting for his train in
the Peunsylvania depot, Jersey City, his valise,
which contained the stocks and other papers of
value, was stolen. The police were informed of
the loss, and, by some very clover deteclive
work, suoceeded in tracing the thief to Philadel-
phia, where he was arrested on the 17th of De-
cember. The thief, who proved to be Harry
Edwards, twenty-four yvears of age, of Cawmden,
N.J., confessed his guilt, and was to-day brought
to Jersey City to awailt trial. All ﬂmgertr. ex-
cepting & bank-book belonging to Mr. Hamilton,
Lhas been recovared.

Depot Burned with Heavy Loss.

CixciNsari, O, Dee, 27.—The freight depot of
the Little Miami railroad barned at 8:30 o'clock
to-night. The length of the building was fifteen
ear lengths—aboutsix hundred feet, by about 125
feot wide. At the time of the fire it contained
about forty-three car-loads of unloaded freight,
though only four freight cars were in the depot.
Among the freight were ninety Dbarrels of
whisky and thirty bales of cotton. The fire
spread with great rapidity, and within half an
hour the bullding was a total wreck. The loss is
estimmated at about $£150,000. The loss on the
bullding will be about $25,000, with no insur-
aunce.

Arm Torn from His Shoulder,
