CINCINNATL Jan. 17.—A mysterious dis-
appearance of two children ocourred here
on Wednesday night last.

Their parents live in
the same building, No. 11 College street,

“I want water,” said the three-year-
oid boy as soon as he saw kind faces near
him. The little ones were almost frozen
and were emaciated from their long fast,
fright and exposure. Beneath the window
the wall-paper was torn off, showing where
they had tried to elimb up to call for help.
The children could give no explanation of
their imprisonment. No metive appears
for such brutal treatment as shutting them
up there. It is barely possible thet they
miiht have wandered there themselves and
locked themselves in, as the door had a
spring-lock. The parents were soon noti-
tied and the scene when the mothers found
their lost babies was aflfecting in the ex-

SCENES IN THE SENATE.

Tedlous Hours Passed with Few Members
Present—Will *Sit It Out” Again,
Bpecial 1o the Indianapols Journsl
WasHINGTON, Jan. 17.—When the Senate
adjourned this evening at 6 o'clock, until
next Mouday morning, it terminated one
of the most taxing sessions it has held in
many years, It was continuous from 10
o’clock yesterday morning. The purpose
of the Republicans was to “sit out” the
elections bill, and had an opportunity pre-
sented itself a vote upon that measure
would have resulted. The Democrats were
aware that it would not do for them to be
caught napping and they attempted to re-
main in their seats during all of the last
night and fo-day. The secondary proposi-
tion of Senator Hoar was to prove to those
Senators who have hitherto opposed a
closure rule that nothing can be accom-
vlished without a closure rule; that one is
absolutely necessary if the elections bill or
anything else is passed. He believes he
has succeeded in doing this, and for this
reason he consented to adjournment this
evening. The Democrats are also aware
that the continuous session was an object
lesson and for that reason they studi-
ously refrained from anything that counld
be construed as filibustering. Thus, though
throughout the session the Repablicans
at no time had a quorum, the Democrats
remained in their seats and refrained from
calling for a quorum, which they could
have done at any moment. Again, on sev-
eral amendments they refrained from de-
manding the yeas and nays, and on two of

Mr. Hoar's amendments they consented
without objection, thus carefully preserv-
ing the appearance of parliamentary de-
corum.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 17.—~The Republican
Senators are making an eflort to havea
cancus Monday night to determine the
further order of procedure. Although no
Senator would assume resvonsibility for
the statement, it was hinted that the pur-
pose of the caucus was to make another
effort to reconcile the Republican Senators
who have been in opposition to the bill,
and events had so shaped themselves dur-
ing the last few hours so as to warrant the
hope that success would attend the efiort.

WRATHY INDIANS,

Because Three Scholars Ran Away and Were
Frozen the Reds Want to Kill the Teacher.

KixgrisHer, O. T., Jan. 17.—There is
trouble at the Kiowa Indian school at
Anadorko, Wichita agency, between the
Kiowa and Wishik reservations. It
resulted from the following faols:
On the 9th instant the principal of the
sochool punished a Kiowa pupil for some
misconduct. Immediately, afterward the
boy persuaded two other Indian pupils to

ruan away from the school with him.
Their absence was noticed that even-
ing, but the principal supposed
that they had gone to the camp

“of the refractory boys’ parents, which was

two miles distant. Saturday morning the
teacher went in pursuit of the truants, but

they were not to be found. Their
parents were notified of their
absence, and Indian friends were
started out in search of them.

They were found Sunday, the first oue,
about ten years of age, some twenty miles
distant from the school, and the two oth-
ers, thres or four years older, were found
within the next ten miles. All had frozen
to death. It is supposed that the boys lost
their way io the heavy snow-storm which
began falling about 2 o'clock Saturday
worning and perished in the snow.

As soon as the principal of the school
learned of the fate of his scholars, and fear-
ing the vengeance of the Indians, he loft
that locality for parts unknown, and has
not since been heard from. A report was
brought here two-day by the Fort
Sill  stage-driver, who passed througn
Anadarko to-day that four hundred or five
hundred sngry Indians were camped 1n the
vicinity of the agency and are threatening
to burn the school building and to kill the
principal if he can be found. Au applica-
tion has been made to the commanding
officer at Fart Sill for troons to prevent any
outbreak.

No Silver Bill Will Be Reported to the House
Until the Pool Inquiry Ts Ended.

p&'m:lsmxomx, Jn.: 17. — Well-informed
Republicans have no apprehensions whate
ever that a silver bill of any charsoter
will be reported from committee to the
House while there is an investigation pend-
ing into the charge that certain Republican

Senators who are interestedl in the alleged
silver bullion pool procured the adoption

of a free coinage bill in the Senate for per-
sonal reasous and with mercenary motives.
It would ill become a Republican House to
take action upon a free-coinage bill before
this charge is determined, and should it be
sustained a Republican House ocould not
afford to pass a free-coinage measure, even
though all of its members favored the
principles the meaure invelved. It is,

therefore, not likely that the House com-
mittee on coinage. weights and measures

wiil take under serious consideration the
Senate bill till & report is :aade by the sil-
ver pool investigating committes, This
may not be under some weeks, and there
remain but six weeks of tlis Congress be-
yond next Wednesday.

As stated heretofore in these dispatches,
the House, if it passes any kind of silver
bill, will not adoot the one passed by the
Senate, and ultimately a conference com-
mittee will be asked to settle the dispute,
It is not at all probable that Vice-president
Morton and Speaker Reed, who are both
opposed to free coinage, would appoint
conferrees who would agree to an unlimited
coinage bill. So it becomes more and more
apparent every day that if there is sla-
tion upon the subject it will be free co
for American silver only. The Republio-
ans who are urging unhmited coinage are
largely made up trom two ¢ osn
whno believe they can place the Premdent in
an embarrassing situation by being
sented with an unlimited free-coinage Elll
and those who want to cause a tempo
flurry in ihe bullion market and unl
their holdings wheu the prices are up. The
indications are that both classes will be
disappointed.

BOTH SIDES OF THE QUESTION.

Arguments Used by Advocates and Oppo-
nents of Unlimited Free Colnage,

Special to the Indianapolis Jonrnal

WASHINGTON, Jan., 17.—It would be very
difficult for the average reader to compre-
hend the basis of argument of the two
gsides of the free-coinage guestion as it has
been argued before the Senate for two
weeks, from the press dispatches which
have been sent out from day to day, how-
ever faithful and comprehensive they have
been. In order to understand the issue as
it stands, men in both political parties
should get the context of the position each
party ocoupies. It can be stated from both
stand-points in a few words.

Briefly, the free and unlimited coinage
advocates contend that the United States
government can and should prescribe a
standard of value for silver bullicn the
same as it does for gold; that so much
silver will be worth a dollar if the govern~
ment only gives its stamp to that eflect,
and that the more silver there is coined or
bullion bought the greater will be the eir-
culating medium, provided the governmenst
issues certificates roprannu::: the latter,
places them in the surplos fund and makes
appropriations for the distribution of the
coin or certificates. They hold, further,
that this government is so powerful that 1t
can force a standard of value for milver,
and that the monetary powers of Euro
will follow the standard we fix. They hold
that there could be mo reaction from un-
limited coinage, as a redemption day would
never come when ofir standard wonid be-
come nternational. As Senator ers,
of Montana, recently put it to your corre-
spondent, “there must be a market for
the raw material from which we manu-
facture money.”

The opponents of free and unlimited
coinage take their stand upon the expres-
sion quoted. It is just what they oppose,
and nothing else. An anti- ad-

vocate is not always and seldom

an
enemy of silver,

hers are few mono-
metallista or single (gold) standard men in
Congress. You could name them o your
fingers and thumbs. DBut the anti-
coinage men say unlimited comage is an-
other way of attacking our protective ays-
tem of taxing imports—that it is more
vicious. It would be far betterto admit,
free of duty, all sorts of raw materials for
manufacture, becauss the goods manu-
factured, if not sold or consumed h
would be exported, and only our ind
interests would be affected. To admit free
silver bullion and coin it free and give
the government’s imprint, making 80 cen
worth of foreign bullion worth a doliar n
gold, would be to hit our financial fabric a
death blow.

SILVER POOL INQUIRY.

Testimony of & Correspoadent Concerning
Conversations with an Alleged Lobbyist
