LOUISIANA LOTTERY SHARKS.
— e .
How Their Great Fraud Is Manipulated—
Monthly Drawings to Be Abandoned.

NEW ORrLEANS, Jan. 20.—The usual affi-
davits from stool pigeons of the lottery
company stating that they held certain
tickets and won the larger prizes of $300,-
000 and $100,000 will not appear this month,
as the prizes were scaled, and only one-
fourth of éach ticket was sold. This 18 a
new scheme of the lottery company. The
mails being <losed to the company, the sale
of tickets was comparatively small, and so
the lottery sharks “‘got even” with the pur-
chasers by putting ounly fractions of each
ticket 1n the wheel.

It is ramored that after the Mardi Gras
festivitios the monthly drawings will be
discontinuned. There will be the usual
large crowd—a hundred thousand or more
—duaring the c¢arnival, and the lottery
sharks invariably reap a rich harvest. The
daily drawings, which scoop up about ten
thousand dollars a day, will be continued
and farther impoverish the poorer classes

who invest 25or 50 centa daily as regularly
as they go to market.
Ou the corners of the streets leading to

“the markets, and in the market, outerying

the fish and vegetable venders, the lottery-
ticket-seller is found with a handful of
tickets, appealing to everybody to “buy a
ticket and win a fortune.” “Who would
work when they can win a fortune for §17
Buy a ticket for 25 cents and you can take
a trip to Europe.”

The vegetable woman buys a ticket from
the proceeds of her cabbage sales, and the
poor woman stints her purchases in order
to buy a coupon, with a vgin hope of win-
ning a prize, and her market-basket is car-
ried home that much the lighter. It is no
wonder that the poor are ever poor and
cannot pay their taxes. Were this winter
climate as vigorous as it is 1n the Northern
cities the destitution wonld be even greater
than it is, The lottery is about the only
cause of the sauffering sof the pocrer classes
of this city. 4

An unwritten incident of the lottery
sharpers is to the effect that several years
ago the large prizes were won by the con-
any in this way: The tubecontaining the
gurea of the large prize, $300,000, had
rough edges and was sbaped diffarently
from the tubes containing the smaller
prizes, and in taking them cut of the prize-
wheel the blindfolded boy could “‘see” or
rather feel the larger %rizu. This capital-
prize tube he held 1n the palm of his hand,
as 6 gambler does a pair of aces, until the
blindfolded boy at the other wheel reached
& number known to be held by the lottery
com&n:x‘ and which had also been
“pa " by the boy at the big wheel.
These boys received very large salaries.
Finally, a “quiot” exposure was made, and
then, to prevent further particulars from
coming to light, each of these very shrewd
boys retired from the lottery whe:{ and are
now living in “style” on the interest of
their knowledge,

Later on the lottery adopted another
plan. The tubes containing thecapital and
other large prizes were placed in a little
glass pocket just inside the opening or
door of the glass wheel from which %the
prizes are drawn. This pocket is so ar-
ranged that the deception cannot be seen
from the front, as the glass aperture is ar-
ranged sometling 1n the style of a concave
mirror, and the spectator is under the deln-
sion that he “‘sees clear through the glass
wheel.” But he doesn’t; nor through the
drawing either. '

A few days after the murder of Chief of
Police Henn a fellow named Thomas
Duffy, who was one of Hennessy’s hench-
mu&gﬂ access to the prison and shot one
of the Italian prisoners charged with the
assassination.

MISTAH MILLS, OF TEXAS, SAH!

Comes.to the Fore as Commander of the
Filibustering Forces in the House,

———

An Exhibition of Bellowing and Cavorting That
Would Arouse Envy in the Long-Horned Bo-
vines for Which His State Is Famous.

Subdued by an Officer After He Had Tired
Hurling Epithets at the Speaker.

STORMY SCENE IN THE HOUSE.

Mr. Mills Rants aud Raves, bat Is Finally Sub-
dued by the Sergeant-at-Arms.
Special to the Indianapolis Jouanal.

Wasningrox, Jan. 20.—If Mr. Mills, of
Texas, has at any time considered himself
seriously in the race for the speakership of
the next House he has certainly no idea of
that character now. The exhibition of
temper which he displayed on the floor to-
day has, 1n the minds of all eandid Demo-
crats, disqualified him from presiding over
the House. But the temper shown by the
gentleman from Texas was not wide of the
average spirit being displayed by the Dem-
ocrats nowadays. They are determined to
prevent legislation in the House till some
action is taken on the elections bill by the
Senate, asthey wanttohold theright-of way
over the headsof the Republicanstoprevent
consideration of the elections bill should it
pass the Senate. The scene for some min-
utes, in the House, to-day, was one of pan-
demonium, and should be a disgrace to the
leaders of it. The Democrats have been
fighting to kill time every day for more
than a week by antagonizing the approval
of the journal each day, and when the
Speaker ruled this procedure out of order
Mr. Mills became frantic. He wildly sawed
the air, and screamed epithets at the top of
his voice. The Sergeant-at-arms was called
upon to suppress him. Some of his fol-
lowers were also wild with excitement, and
covered themselves with disgrace.

The proceedings showed to what desper-
ate ends the Democrats are being driven in
their struggle to defeat the elections bill
by means fair or foul, and emphasized the

necessity of the adoption of such a meas
ure. The House of Representatives of the

Fifty-first Congress has been the arena of
many & stormy scene, but the incident to-
day eclipsed any other turmoil in noise,
confusion and general ill feeling. 'T'be
duration of the tempest was brief—not
more than fonr minutes being consumed in
its enactment. But those four minutes
were replete with excitement. While Mr.
Mills was hurling his denunciations at the
Speaker, the members of the House
massed themselves on their respective
sides of the center aisle, the Democrats
giving cheer after cheer to their champion,
and the Republieana greeting his remarks
with hisses aud other manifestations of dis-
gest. Words were bandied to and fro:; but
abovethe tumultjiMr. M1lls’s voice was henrd
in objurgation of the Speaker’s rulings, and
the action of thvmajority of the Housein 1
mauininr them. The Speaker remained
calm while epithets more or less polite in
their character were p After some
timne the tumnlt was quelled, though the es-
eape from a general collision was a narrow

one.

PROCBEDINGS IN DETAIL.

How the Minority, Headed by Mills, Succeed-
ed in Wasting Another Day.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 20.—In pursnance of
the policy of the Democrata of tife House,
Mr. Bland of Missouri, this morning, de-
manded the reading of the journal of yes-
terday’s proé¢eedings in extenso. The Clerk
baving concluded the reading, Mr. Bland
made the point that the journal had not
been read in full, and demanded that the
description of the varions executive com-
munications, resolutions, bills and pe-
titions, which are referred nnder the rules,
and not in open House, be read. The
Speaker directed the Clerk to read this por-
tion of the journal, which is ordinarily
omitted. This was by far the longest por-
tion of the journal, and its reading was not

completed until 1 o’clock.

Then ensued one of the wildest acenes of
confusion that the House has seen during
the present Congress. The Speaker having
stated the question to be in approval of the

journal, and having counted and stated the
afiirmative vote, Mr. Mills of T'exas, rising
to a parhiameutary question, asked whether
the proper question was not one ordering
the previous question., This query was
based npon the fact that when the Clerk
nad finished reading the first part of the
journal, the portion usually read, Mr. Mc-
'kinle of Ohio had demanded the previous
question.

The Speaker, in response to the inquiry,
statea this fact, but said that the demand
had not been renewed after the reading of
the completed journal.

Mr. MeKinley corroborated the state-
ment of the Speaker. X, o

Mr. Mills thea expreased his wish to de-
bate the question of approving the journal,
but the Speaker declined to recognize him
on the ground that the House was dividing.
Then the storm-cloud burat. With excited
gestures, Mr. Mills strode down the aisie,
and, shaking his fist at the Speaker,

poured out & volume of denunciation, ae- -

cusing him of practicing a fraud on the
House. “You are perpetrating afrand pon
the Ho ” he thundered, “and you know
it,” and his party colleagues burst intc a
round of applause and cheers, and gathered
around the champion. But the Speaker
was immovable, and amid the excitement
requested those opposed o the aporoving
of the journal to rise. Phlegmatically, be
counted “one, two, three,” ete., and an-
nounced the motion earried.

The yeas aud nays were demanded by the
Demoerats and ordered, and as the Clerk
proceeded to call the roll Mr. Mills poured
out his deununciations. Again he accused
the Speaker of perpetrating a fraud nPon
the House. and, referring to Mr. McKinley,
said: “Wedid not expoct the gentleman
from Ohio to lend himself to such a pro-
ceeding. We relied on the gentleman from
Ohio, for we believed him an honorable
man, and we knew he (indicating the
Speaker) was not.” 2

TREATMENT OF COLORED MEN.

The negro question was brought up by

Mr. Batterworth of Ohio 1ngquired
whether colored men were allowed in Tam-
many Hall.

Mr. Spinola replied that colored men had
stood in Tammany Hall and addressed
thousands of their fellow-citizens.

Mr. Grosyenor inguired whether the gen-
tleman was in New York in 1863,

Mr. Spinola answered in the negotive. In
1863 he was on his way to Gettysburg, fol-
lowin ELee’a Army.

Mr. Grosvenor—Who burned the colored
orphans’ asylumf

r. Spinola—A lot of rioters, who were
sent to State’s prison for doing so.

Conununing, Mr, Spinola said that New
York gnaranteed every right to its colored
citizens, but when the Eepuablicans came
forward with a force bill, saying that its
ﬁurposo was to protect the negro, it was all

umtbug. and they were saying what was
not true,

Then a discussion arose upon a proposi- -

tion to close debate on an unimportant par-
agraph. Mr. McComas having made a
motion to that effeet, Mr. McCreary of Ken-
tuneky moved to amend it by himiting the
debate toone bour. A point of order was
raised against the amendment on the
ground that a motion to close debate was
not amendable by a motion to limit
debate. The participants in the discus-
sion were, on the Republhican ride, Messrs.

Chicago Gas Trust to Be Wound Up,

THE CLOSURE RESOLUTION.

Its Consideration Begun in the Senate, but
Not Without Much Opposition.
Special to the Indianspohis Journal.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 20.—A sharp trick on
the part of the Democrats again defeated
Republican aims in the Senate this after-
noon. The closure resolution was taken up
during the morning hour, and at 2 o'clock
Mr. Aldrich, who has it in charge, attempted
to have the elections bill laid aside for the
continuation of debate on the resolution.
Mr. George, who had the floor when the
Senate adjourned yesterday, claimed the
right to continae his speech, so the resolu-
tion went over, but later in the afternoon
was brought up again. It is the purpose of
the Democrats 10 continue the debate on
the elections bill, to the exclusion of the
closure resolution, and by this means whip-
saw both prepositions, but the Republicans
will take the bit in their mouths and will
pass the closure resolution. This done, the
elections bill can be brought to a vote, and
legislation will proceed in & business-like
wWAaYy.

After the Vice-president had left the
chair in the Senate this evening, but while
the secretary and clerk were still at the
desk, Mr. Ransom, walked up to the desk
and declared emphatically that the ques-
tion on taking up the resolution had
not been declared by the Vice-president.
The secretary and clerks gave their recol-
lection in the matter, and Mr. S8harey, offi-

cial reporter, read his short-hand notes,
which showed that the Vice-president had
said that the veas appeared to have it, and
that he had subsequently laid the resolun-
tion before the Senate. r. Hoar and Mr.
Aldrich were in the group about the clerk’s
desk, and argued that the resolution was
formally and properly before the Senate.
Mr. Ransom, however, was not satisfied,
and may bring up the question to-morrow
on the adoption of the journal

HOW IT WAS DONE.

Damocrats Outflanked by the Republicans,
with the Aid of the Vice-President.

WASHINGTON, Jan, 20.—Mr. Farwell was
in his seat when the Senate met to-day.
After the morning business had been dis-
posed of, Mr. Aldrich moved that the Sen-
ate proceed to consideration of the resoln-
tion ko change the rules submitted by
him on the 20th of December last. The
motion was agreed to without contest on
the Democratie side.

Mr. Harris rose to a question of order, and
quoted Rule 40, which provides that no
motion to modify, amend or suspend a rule
or part thereof, shall be in order except on
one day's notice, in writing, specifying pre-
cisely the rule or part proposed to be sus-
pended, modified or amended, and the parts
thereof. The notice given did not, he/said,
call attention to the part of any rule pro-
posed to be modified, but simply left the

Chair and each Senator to find it out for
himself. He therefore argued that the
notice was not sufficiently specific.

The discussion was J:rogramngowhon. at
2 p. M., the Vice-president laid before the
Senate, as the untinished business, the elee-
tions bill, and Mr. George took the floor to
continue his speech against it. The point
of order was made by Mr. Edmunds that
the question of a change of rules wasa
privileged question which superceded all
other gulinm This point was con
blv Mr. Blackburn. Mr. Geo:sm howerer,
claimed the floor and declined to yield to
ielding man, and had
yielded himself nearly out of court. Heo
then went on with his speech. He asked
and obtained unanimous consent to have
the Constitution of Mississippt published
in the Congressional Record as an appendix
to his speech. The people of Mississippi, he
said, begged of Republican Senators to stay
the uplifted hand of usurpation, because it
would never come to pass that in Missis-
sippi, in Florida, in South Carolina or in
any State of the South, or 1n_any State of
the American Union, the neck ot the white
race should be under the foot of the negro,
or of the Mongolian, or of any created
being.

Otherwise a
Sansiu.or might hold the floor for the whole
session.

The Vice-president again announced that
the fenator from Mississippi was entitled
to the tloor, but Mr. Butler suggested that
Mr. George had yielded to him.

*“‘He cannot yield to anybody,” said Mr.
Edmunds. _

Then Mr. George inquired what was the
present situation, and whether he had the
floor or not, and was ag:m informed by the
Vice-president that [ Mr. George] was
entitled to the floor.

He Gives a Fairly Plausible Version of the
Struggle with Blount.

Ricamoxp, Ind., J nn;l——'rhe attendance
evinces no abatement 'of interest in the
trial of James A. Wood for the murder of
Jay Blount in the Esstern insane hospital,
and the proportion of women, especially in
the afternoon, is even greater.

The defendant, James A. Wood, was the
chief witness to-day. He zaid: “I am the
defendant. Am twenty-five years old
Was formerly in the employ of the Eastern
insane hospital as an attendant. Have
had about ten monthe’ experience in the
care of insane, My home is Star City,
Pulask! county, Indiana., Was formerly
employed in the Northern 1nsane
bospital, at Logaunsport, as an
attendant. Left there July 1, 1890,
Was arrested, I think, on the evening of
Oect. 27. Have been in the Wayne county
jail since. Was arrested at the Logansport
insane hospital, where I was then employed
as attendant. Came to Richmoud hospital
about the middle of August. Was employed
here until I tendered my resignation, I
think, about Sept. 1, to take effect the 15th.
I left the institution for one day, the 15th
or 16th, Ithink; left in the morning and re-
turned that evening. Was re-employed, no
definite timo being fixed. Dr. Wells asked
me to assist him in canng for a car-load of
patients from Indianapolis. Thomas J.
Blount came on Tuesday or Wednesday, I
was night attendant in D and C wards.
