ODDS AND ENDS.

A System of Inspection of All Banks In the
State, Except Savings Institutions.

Representative Fowler of LaPorte coun-
ty will introduce a bill in the House, to-
day, providing for bank inspectors. The
judge of the Circuit Court for each judicial
district in the State shall, according to the
bill, within sixty days after the taking
effect of the act, appoint some disinterested
and competent person residing within his
judicial district to be such inspector, sub-
ject to the approval of the Governor, to
hold office (our years, unless removed for
incompetency or neglect by the jndge, who
is given this power. Each inspector shall,
during the months of June and December
of each year, make a thorough examination
into the condition, allairs and securities of
every bank, except savings banks, organi-
zed- or incorporated under any laws
of the State and doing business
in his district; also of every private
bank or banker. The inspector shall have
full power to inspect any and all property
of such banks, and within ten days after
making an inspection file with the county
auditor and the Auditor of State a detailed
report of the affairs and condition of the
bank. The inspector shall be paid $5 a day
for time spent in such examinations and
mileage at the rate of 10 cents a mile.
Banks are to be required twice a year to
publish verified reports showing their gen-
eral condition, liabilities and assets.

Gent demanded the previous question, and
the minority report was substituted for the
majority report by a vote of GO to 37. The
result was greeted with applause.

The bill was read a second time, and Mr.
Hess moved that the bill be recommitted to
the judiciary committee with an amend-
ment giving the grand jury jurisdiction in
all cases growing out of violations of the
liquor law.

There is nothing that so de-
preciates the value of property as to have
a class of criminals grow up in a commu-
nity unterrified by any thought of prose-
cution, because so long as it was not cer-
tainly known that they were guilty, no-
body cared to incur their enmity by making
open complaint against them.

Mr. Beasley ottered a substitute that the
bill be recommitted to tbe judiciary com-
mittee, with instructions to inquire as to
what way, if any, the expenses of the pres-
ent grand-jur- y system can be reduced. In
support of this Mr. Beasley said he had
hoped that the members would sink all
personal feelings in the consideration of
the bill under discussion. It looked, how-
ever, as if the farmers had arrayed
themselves against the lawyers.
Though a lawyer, he was born and
raised on a farm and represented
5.000 farmers of Sullivan county and a
handful of lawyers at tbe county-sea- t.

This bill proposes to take out of the hands
of the farmers tbe right to prosecute certain
classes of offenders and placo it in the hands
of lawyers, lie had confidence in the fair-
ness and justice of the farmers of Sullivan
county, of the State, of the country. He
appealed to the members, regardless of their
occupations and professions, to give the
question fair consideration, and said that
communism would result from the
curtailing of the grand jury's jurisdic-
tion in the radical manner proposed.

Senator Thompson demanded the previous

question, but withdrew it to allow Senator
Shockuey to ofl'er an amendment which
he thought would obviate the difficulty.
This was to the etiect that Simpson should
be appointed in place of one Con Sullivan,
an assistant door-keepe- r, who, it was al-

leged, had been absent almost since the be-
ginning of the session on private business.

Senator Thompson renewed his demand
for the previous question, and Senator
Shockuey renewed his point of order.
The point was sustained and SenatorBurke
appealed. Presiding Officer Chase here eu-ter- ed

a vigorous protest against this treat-
ment of his rulings, and wanted to know
what right he had. or was there any cour-
tesy that the majority would show him. He
insisted that his ruling was right and that
if the appeal was sustained the Senate
would be trampling under foot its own
action of the day previous.

Senator Macee declared that the pre-
siding ofticcr was right. He himself ob-ject- ea

to any addition to the roll of door-
keepers, bat if this resolution prevailed the
Senate, to pass it legally, must reconsider
the rule that it had established upon which
the ruling of the Chair was based.

Senator Thompson agreed to obviate the
ditliculty by making the pay of the addi-
tional door-keep- er to commence from date.

Frison Investigation, Tote for Senator and
the Grand Jury System.

The session of tbe House yesterday was
devoted almost altogether to the discussion
of a' bill limiting the jurisdiction of
grand juries to the consideration of felonies.
This measure developed allr the latent
oratory there was in the House and the
flood-gate- s of eloquence were wide open for
hours.

prayer by Representative Brown, of
Morgan, and the roll-ca- ll showed ninety-eig- ht

members present. Mr. Harrell
offered a resolution, which was adopted,
that the House proceed, at 11 o'clock, to the
election of a United States Senator. . Mr.
Harrell also offered a concurrent resolution,
which was adopted, that the House and
Senate meet in joint session Wednesday at
noon to oompare the vote on Senator.

The committee on State Frison North,
through its chairman, Mr. Nolan, submitted
tbe following report, which was concurred
in: .

Resolved. That the committee on the affairs of

the State Prison North be instructed and given
power to investigate everything in connection
with the management of tne State Prison North.
In every department, and that said committee,
De given power anuautuonty to examine omcers,
prisoners and contractors connected with said
prison, and to give special hearings to tbe prison-
ers confined therein, and that said committee be
given power and authority to examine accounts.
boo ics and papers or said institution, ana to com
pel the production, for inspection, of all books,
papers and accounts In reference to said prison
that may be deemed necessary by said commit-
tee; and such committee shall go to the location
of said prison and make such examination as Is
there deemed necessary. Said committee is
hereby directed to call upon the Governor and
Board of State Charities and the secretary there
of, for such information as they may have con
cerning the management of the State Prison
North. Said committee Is directed to employ a
stenographer, at not to exceed $5 per day for
tbe time actually employed, and said committee
is further directed to enter upon this investiga
tion as soon as possible.

The judiciary committee, through Its
chairman, Mr. Beasley, reported, recom
mending that the further consideration of
House Bill 168, introduced by Mr. Patton.to
regulate tbe sale of artificial products, be
indefinitely postponed: also, that the fur
ther consideration of House Bill --20, intro
duced by Mr. Ader. to regulate the grant
ingof divorces, be indefinitely' postponed.
Mr. Ader submitted, a minority report.
recommending the passage of this bill, and
explained to the House that while he had
introduced it at the request of a member of
the Crawfordsville bar. he believed it a
wise provision and tbat it Bhould beoome a
law. It provided that the insanity of
either a husband or wife for a continu
ous penoa or two years should be a
cause for( divorce, if such insanity
be ascertained by judicial investigation
and such patient be either under the caro
of a guardian or conhne d in an asvlum.
As a lawyer, Mr. Ader thought divorces too
easily procured in this State, and that the
fault is with the judges and not with the
Legislature. Mr. Ciavpool thought the
lawyer who framed the bill must have a
case of the sort provided for by it, and was
thus personally interested. He said there
could not be a worse thing done than to
pass such a bill. Mr. Brown, of Morgan.
also opposed it in a few words. The ma
jority report was adopted.

GRAND JURY 8YSTEM.
The judiciary committee also recommend

ed the indefinite postponement of
further consideration of House bill
No. 3, by Mr. Erwin, providing
that grand juries shall investigate only
felonies. Mr. Fippen submitted a minority
report recommending its passage, and said
there was a general demand , that the ex
penses of the court system be reduced.
especially the grand-jur- y system, the abo
lition of which had been petitioned for
from many quarters. Mr. Lrwin spoke at
some length in favor of his bill, urging
that thore was nothing in the bill which
would prevent the prosecution of misde
meanor. Mr. Beasley said ho was afraid
that statement was not correct. If it was
merely a question of money he would not
oppose the measure, but he believed it
unwise and dangerous to make such an in
novation, to take away from the grand
jury tbe control of the class of offenses
referred to. Mr. Hench was in favor of the
majority report because he believed the
grand jury system the best thing ever pro-
vided for the protection of tbe public, and
tbat to take away any of its powers would
be a dangerous thing. Mr. Kelley shouted
his approval of tbe minority report. Mr.
Voigt opposed it, pointing out some of the
