BIG FIRE AT ST. L0UI8.

Pullman Repair-Shop- s, Eleven Cars, aTlan-Itig-MI- ll

and Fifteen Houses llurned.
St. Locis, Feb. 5. The Pullman repair-shop- s,

located at thecornerof Scott avenue
aud Twenty-firs- t street, were discovered
to be on fire at 11:30 o'clock

to-nig- ht and a general alarm was turnedln.
The fire department responded promptly,,
but the flames had, in the meantime,
made considerable progress, and in an
hour from the time the fire started
the shops were gutted. Eleven palace cars
and the planlng-mil-l to the north of the
car-shop- s were destroyed. Fifteen sur-
rounding tenement houses were also
burned to the ground, their occu-
pants .barely escaping with their
lives. The entire loss is placed at
$225,000, and is divided as follows: The
palace cars, $110,000; the shops, $GO,O0O; tenem-

ent-houses, $30,000, and the planing-mil- l.

$25,000. The insurance on the property
was placed in Chicago and consequently is
not known here.

astrous. "Tarifl changes." ho said, "must
not be based upon revolutionary methods.
Let us be prudent, not impetuous."

Orphans llurned to Death.
Moscow. Feb. 5. A terrible fire occurred

in an orphan asylum in this city last night.
The building was burned to the ground.
The most horrible scenes were witnessed
as the youthful iuinates were being res-
cued. As it was, nine children were burned
to death and a number of others were so
seriously injured that their lives are de-
spaired of.

Any charges of
fracd, extortion or other dishonorable
practice made asrainst them are promptly
investigated, and I have reason to be-
lieve, so far as my knowledge ex-
tends, and I bare taken much pains
to inform myself, that the great body of
Indian traders now in the service, although
belonging to s different political party
Ircm the one in power, are honorable men,
ugged in carrying on a legitimate busi-

ness In a prosperous way, and that the
chares so flippantly made against them is
cruel and unjust.

, COMPETENT TO TEACH FARMING,
'The criticism is sometimes mad6 that

.those appointed to teach, the Indians to
farm are themselves wholly ignorant of the
art of farming. To this it may be replied
that the law of Congress requires that be-

fore a man can be appointed. as a farmer
among the Indians, he sball have had at
least live years successful experience as a
larmer. During the present administra-
tion in no single instance, so far as my
knowledge extends, has any man been ap-
pointed to the position of farmer who has
3iot filed evidence in the Indian Office that
h fulfilled this requirement of the law. A
communication, searching in its inquiries,
"was addressed to each agent, requiring
irom him a comprehensive report regarding
the special fitness of every farmer under
ibis control, and wherever the agents have
Teported at to the unfitness of the farmer
Jbe has been removed. Undoubtedly there
tire farmers in the Indian service who are
not performing the duties lor which they
were appointed, but I believe
that even these, in some instancea
at least, have been nnable to accom-
plish the work set them to do more by the
limitations incident to their peculiar situa-
tion than from a lack of competency for the
discharge of their duties.

- "Thecriticismisolsomadethat the teach
rs in the government schools are appointed

lor political considerations, and are incom-
petent for their work. Regarding this, I
enter an emphatic, absolute and unquali-
fied denial. The utmost care has been
taken and no pains have been spared in se-
lecting persons for the responsible positions

, of superintendents and teachers in the In--
- dian schools, and the present Commissioner

has given personaloffense to men high in au-
thority by reason of the fact that he has
insisted cn appointing men and women to
tL o so places on accouni of their TitnesM
rather than in obedience to the demands of
p;rty politicians.

"The criticism is likewise made that there
Ins been an unjust discrimination in the
administration of educational affairs

gainst a large ecclesiastical organization.
2a other words, to speak very plainly, it is
charged that the present Commissioner of
Indian Affairs has discriminated against
the Itornan Catholics, that he has dismissed
teachers from the public service simply be
causo they belonged to' that sect, and that
ho has withheld from that organiza-
tion moneys properly due them for
the conduct of Indian contract or mis-
sion schools. To this he replies
that in no solitary case during his occu-
pancy of his office has he dismissed any
employe from the Indian school service for
other than good reasons. That he has in
xi o single instance dismissed either man or
woman because he or she belonged to the
Catholic Church, nor has he allowed sec-
tarianism to control his action in any case.
Ou the other hand, he has retained in the
Indian school servico those belonging to
the Catholio Church who were not properly
fitted for their work, and has allowed the
continuance in government schools of
sectarian practices, which he thinks should
sot be tolerated in government institu-
tions, rather tl an incur the hostility of
correcting abuses and dismissing incompe-
tent persons, lie has dismissed from the
public school service numbers of men and
women belonging to other denominations,
but so far as he now recalls he has never
been charged with dismissing them because
they were Baptists, or Presbyterians, or
Methodists, nor? except in vhe case of the
Konian Catholics, because they belonged to
any particular church or school.

,2SO DISCRIMINATION AGAINST CATHOLICS.
" "In reply to the charge that he has
discriminated against the Catholics, or has
demo them any .injustice in the matter of

. eetting apart for them for their mission
schools public moneys for the education of
the Indians, he states: First, that he be-

lieves that the whole system of appropri-
ating public money for sectarian uses is

' contrary to the spirit, if not the letter, of the
Constitution of the United States. Second,
ho believes it to be contrary to public pol-
icy; it is a menace to the public school sys-
tem, has in it the possibility of bitter sec-
tarian strife, and threatens the prosperity
ol the whole Indian school system. Third,
ho believes that the work of educating the
rising generation of Indians belongs spe-citica- lly

to the government, and that it is
nuwise for the government to attempt to
evade that responsibility by farming it out
to the churches. Fourth, he believes that
it is susceptible of easy demonstration to
those who are familiar with the facts, that
the kind of education now furnished in the
government schools, notably in those at
Carlisle, Haskell. Chilocco, Albuquerque
und elsewheru is far superior as a means of
givintr to the Indians a many-side- d training
ana liboral culture, and of breathing into
them the spirit of Americanism and patri-
otism and of fitting theui for the speediest

' and comnletest absorption into onrnational
life. Filth, notwithstanding these positive
connections, which he holds as fundament-
al and unalterable, he has. nevertheless, as
a public omcial charged with the adminis--
tration of a great trust, not felt at liberty
to break suddenly and violently upon the
traditions of the office. He has, according-
ly, not hesitated, during both years of his
Administration, in the awardiug of con-
tracts for schools, to grant an in-
crease in the amounts allowed the Koman
Catholio Church, as is.shown in the annexed
tabl. which gives the sums of money set
apart for a series of years for the various
religious denominations engaged in Indian
school work. Sixth, he does not recog-
nise that the Roman Catholics have any
special or exclusive claim to peculiar con-
sideration in thismatterof receiving gTants
for mission purposes out of the public
treasury, and in signing contracts which
have awarded to them alarge and increas-
ing fuud out of the public treasury to be
used chietiy for the promotion of church
work, he has been obliged to subordinate
his personar-conviction- s to his official posi-
tion, and so far from being open to criti-
cism as having discriminated against them,
he feels that he is open to the criticism
which has been made upon him very severe-
ly from the opposite pole of public opinion
that he has, without warrant in the Con
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they were on a strike, and the chances arc
most of the assaulting party --were from the
mining regions of tho Northern Mates,
There is no excuse or palliation ot the of-
fense, but it vfill be well to have these
matters understood as we go along.

One Thonsand Lives Lost by Floods in
tho Northern Portion of the Empire

Over To ITandred Douses Destroyed bj Fire
Spanish Republicans Shot Speech by

CapriTi Bloodj Battles in Chili.

ONE THOUSAND Z.IVES LOST.

Disastrous Floods In Northern China Over
Two Hundred Houses Durned.

San Ficancisco, Feb. 5. A. letter from
Shanghai gives the details of terrible
floods and famine which have prevailed re- -
cently in the interior districts of northern
China. The uovernor-genera- l of

reports that the people. of Secbuan
have suffered terribly by Hood, which de
etroyed temples, bridges and city walls iu
no less than ten districts. In Wenchauu
the loss of life will reach fully 1.000.

Immediately following the floods at Pei
Chang a tire broke out and destroyed thirty-fiv- e

houses. In three other places houses
were burned to the number of ' two hun-
dred. The sutlering among the poor is
something terrible. The roads everywhere
are dirlicult of passage, , and crowds of
starving wretches are on their way to
Shanghai, and how to deal with them will
be a dirlicult problem. Corn and millet are
selling at the fairs at exactly double the
price of one year ago. Kaolmg stalks for
fuel cannot be bad at any price, and for
building purposes they bring eighty cash
(4 cents) per stalk. Cotton, one of the sta-
ple products near Chochou, is an entire
failure this year, thus bringing up the
price beyond the purchase of the poor.

GERMANY'S AFRICAN POLICY.

Chancellor Von Capri vl Says Ulsmarek's
Plans Are Being Carried Out.

Bkrlin, Feb. 5. In the Reichstag to-da-y

Chancellor Yon Caprivi, in defending the
government's African colonial policy, said
that it was following the lines laid Jown
by the Prince Bismarck,
who once declared that the friendship of
Lord Salisbury's government was worth
more to Germany than was the end coast
north of Wittu. The Chancellor added
that both Emin Pasha aud B&ron Wiss-man- n

might remain in the German service
if they so desired. Continuing, the
Chancellor said: "Our efforts are
now directed toward developing what we
possess. We are beginning from the coast
and not from the lakes. .In the north no
difficulty is experienced in constructing
caravan routes, linked by small stations.
The country in the south is not yet paci-
fied, and we do not know how long the
work of pacifying it will last. It is neces-
sary to reorganize the troops, and wo
shall appoint a man invested with
the largest possible powers. Through-
out Fast Africa an attempt
is being made to divert trade from Zanzi-
bar. Before that is accomplished several
decades may elapse. We shall have trouble
and toil for a long time to como, yet uoth-in- g

need deter us from the work. We have
selected l)ar-Es-Salaa- in as the center of
administration. Regarding the slave ques-
tion, we must consider the feeling of the
coast population. Baron Soden was the
best man to send to East Africa. There
was still ample scope for Major Wissmann
and Emin Pasha as subordinates to Baron
Soden."

lierr Richter approved the treaty with
Englaud. but he doubted the wisdom of the
policy of limiting German developments to
a strip along the coast. The government,
he said, ought to clear up the difference be-
tween Major Wissmann and Emin Pasha.
It seemed advisable to him Richterl to re-
call Major Wissmann for bringing unjusti-
fiable charges against Emin Pasha.

The Chancellor here declared that the
dispute between Major Wissmann and Emin
Pasha was not ripe for discussion. He re-
gretted that Major Wissmann had been
judged so unfavorably. The Germans in
Africa owed their success to Major Wiss-
mann above all. v

The Chancellor's speech was applauded
even by he Left. The passage crediting
the Emperor with the initiative in the
colonial policy, and that recalling Prince
Bismarck's estimate of the value of Eng-
land's good will, contributed especially
toward strengthening the position of the
government and enabling it to meet the at-
tacks of oolonial enthusiasts.

SPANISH REPUBLICANS SHOT.

Peaceable Gathering Fired Into by a Body
of Troops, and Several Pertoo Injured
Barcelona. Feb. 5. The revolutionary-spiri- t

smoldering throughout Spain nearly
bunt into flume in this city to-da-y. There
was a peaceable demonstration, in which a
parade and speeches were the main feat-
ures, in favor of the Republican leader,
Don Nicolas Salmeron, and naturally the
crowds which were attracted by the pro-

fession became somewhat excited. This
attitude of the populace seems to have
alarmed the oflicers in charge of a troop of
mounted fcen-darm- es who bad been detailed
to maintain order and, in caso of such an.
emergency arising, to suppress any revolu-
tionary proceedings. In any case, the officer
seems to have lost his head and to
have ordered the gen-darm- es to Charge the
crowd. They did so ai a gallop, firing f heir
pistols and carbines right and left. The re-
sult was that several persons were muro
or less dangerously wounded, and a num-
ber of bullets from the weapons of the gen-
darmes were flattened around the balcony
and window of the hotel from which Sal-
meron was speaking. The action of the
gen-darme- s enraged, but the crowd seems
to have-disperse- d without any open act of
retaliation. It is understood that the gov-
ernment will order an inquiry into the con-
duct of the ojlicer in charge of the gen-
darmes. Salmeron's friends claim that the
bullet marks around the window from
which he was speaking show that the gen-
darmes tried to shoot him.

Dispatches report rioting in a number of
towns this evening. A Liberal-Carli- st riot
occurred at Logrono. At Haro the Carlist
club was wrecked. There was serious riot-
ing at Santi Domingo and Calseada, where
many persons were injured.

.GENERAL. FOREIGN NEWS.

Details of Recent Fighting in Chili Insur-
gents Attack One Another.

Paris, Feb. 5. A dispatch to the Gaulvis
from Buenos Ay res says that the
Chilian rising was due to violence
on the part of Chilian regulars.
The rising occurred at Castro. The
battle between the regulars and the
ineurgents lasted three hours. Seventeen
of the former and 130 of the latter were
killed. Profiting by the revolt, the hostile
sections of the Chilian regulars attacked
one another with knives to settle an old
quarral. and the insurgents around the city
joined in the righting, which lasted two
days. The number ot persons killed is not
known exactly, but is large. The harbor is
patrolled by volunteer, who are par-
tisans of tho President, assisted by
2.()0 sailors'. The revolt appears to be
reduced to the principal harbors. Beateu
ou all sides, the insurgents intend to retreat
to tne mountains, assume the defensive and
march toward Sr.uliairo. which is now
demuled of troops. Friends advise the
President to ccuvoka Congress, which
would Kettle the quarrel.

Italy's Ministerial Crisis.
Rome, Feb. 5. The ministerial crisis con-

tinues. King Humbert is consulting with
General Cozens, chief of stall, as to the pos-

sibility of retrenching military expendi-
tures.

It is reported that a coalition Ministry
has bee u formed, and is constituted as fol-

"The work of uplifting the Indians is a
constructive work. The work of the army
is essentially destructive. Indian adminis-
tration rails for the exercise of rigid econ-
omy. Economy is not one of the special
virtues that are developed iu the army.
The administration of Indian affairs calls
for the exercise of sympathy, philanthropy,
and an unconquerable faith in theinauhood
of the Indian. These are qualities which
Certainly are' an likely to be found in men
fresh from the homes, the schools, the
churches in civil life as among those whose
training has had a special reference to tit-ti- ng

them for array service.
1'ho question, perhaps, will now be pre-

sented, what is the remedy for the present
statu of things which so many people nnite
in belie. vinir deplorable. Ia there no rem-
edy? In reply I can only express my own
personal views. 1 alone am responsible for
what 1 now utter. I speak simply for
myself, and I but reiterate what 1 have
already said, in substance, both in my pub-
lished report and in publio addresses, both
before entering uoon my present duties and
since, when I say that I believe it is possi-
ble to improve the present system of admin-
istration of Indian affairs.

REFORMS RECOMMENDED.

"Firt I believe that there should be
extended over the entire Indian service
Borne form of civil-servic- e rules; that no
man or woman should enter the Indian
segvice except upon some test as to special
fitness for the particular work to be under-
taken. The duties devolving upon agents
aud other employes at different posts vary
very widely, and those who enter the serv-
ice should, if possible, be selected by reason
of special qualifications.

"Second The compensation paid to agents
and all other employes should be equal to
that paid for a similar grade of service
in other branches of the government. The
laborer is worthy of his hire, aud those who
are called upon to serve their day and gen-
eration in the perplexing and arduous po-
sitions in the Indian service should receive
such compensation as will warrant them in
giving the service their undivided ener-
gies. ....

'Third The cbntinuance of any person in
the Indian service should be conditioned
upon the faithful performance of duty. Ca-
pacity and fidelity should entitle a man or
woman to feel reasonably certain of being
retained in office so long as he is worthy, or
until the work in hand shall have been ac-
complished.

"Fourth Indian affairs should be ad-
ministered by one responsible head. lie
should be a man of sutlicient breadth of
brain, and depth of heart, and firmness of
will to handle the complicated matters of
bis office with integrity and' ability. He
should have uch power und such help as is
absolutely demanded for the proper dis-
charge of his duties, and then should be
held totbe most rigid accuntability. not only
for his own actions, but, so far as it is with-
in his power to control it, the actions of all
his subordinates. Thus there would be no
divided responsibility, and no difficulty in
locating blame for any mal-administrati-

in the entire range of Indian allairs."
The Commissioner here pointed out the

multifarious duties of the Secretary of the
Interior, and showed why that oilicialcan
not give his personal attention to the de-
tails of each bureau under his charge. In
closing, Mr. Morgan said be believed the
Indian problem was in process of solution.
"The ei.d at which we aim' he said, "is
that the American Indians shall become,. as
sueidily as possible, Indian-American- s;

that the savage shall become a citizen; that
the nomad shall cease to wander and be-
come a resident in a fixed habitation; that
hunting shall cease to be a necessity and
become a pastime: , that the smoldering
tire of war shall become extinguished;

'A criticism most frequently made of late

perhaps is that the Indians receiving ra-
tions, especially those at Pine Ridge and
Rosebud, have been starved into rebellion
and then shot In reply to this, it ia only
nocessary to say that so far as the Indian
Office is concerned it haa distributed to the
Indians all of the supplies voted by Con-
gress; that it has asked from Congress each
vear larger sums than it has received; that
it has taken great pains to see to it that
these - supplies should go directly,
without diminution, to the Indians,
and has. in order that this' might be done, availed itself of the knowl-
edge and supposed skill of army officers in
inspecting the cattle, rionr and other arti-
cles received for the Indians. That some
changes ought to be made in the manner of
purchasing, receiving and delivering the
annual supplies the Commissioner fully be-

lieves, and he has to the best of his ability
everted his influence to bring about some
much needed reforms, a portion of which,
he has already succeeded in accomplishing.

Turning now from these matters of spe-
cific criticieml we encounter the sweeping
charge that the entire system of managing
the Indiana by civil agents is hopelessly
faulty, and that the remedy lies in trans-
ferring them to the control of the War De-

partment. This criticism proceeds appar-
ently npen the assumption that civilians
are unfitted for the work which devolves
upon Indian agents, and that army officers,
hv reason of their military training, have
Bpeci&l qualifications for such work.
