A Trlk with Sir Charles Tuapper,

NEw York, Feb, 5.—Hon. Sir Charles
Tupper, the Canadian high commssioner
at London, England, accompanied by Sir
Donald A. Smith, arrived here to-day on
the steamer Teutonie. Sir Charles was
shown the printed proposals of the Ca-
nadian government to the United States on

the question of reciprocity, and he said:
“] am perfectly familiar with the ground
covered by the Governor-general of Can-
ada in his communication to the Colonial
Secretary in England. I was present
when that dispatch was received
in London by Lord Knutsford. I think
the proposition which it contains
is of the most practicable and satisfactory
character ever submitted for conmderation
between two countries. It provides fora
mutually beneficial exchange, which com-
mends itself to the business foresight of all
commercial interesta. It is the nearest ap-
proach to what I consider to be legitimate
reciprocity that has yet been devised., In
fact, my impressions of the advantagesof
thie proposed treaty are so favorable that I
should not be surprised if Sir John Maec-
donald won on his proposed appeal o the
country to sustain him at & general eleo-
tion.

With reference to the case before the
United States Supreme Court in regard to
the seizure of a Canadian vessel In Alaskan
waters, Sir Charles said that be thought
such a reference to the United States Su-

reme Court by the imperial authority was
n the bighest dezree complimentary to
the United States for the u, if for
nothing else, that it manifested the utmost
confidence in the wisdom, the impartial-
ity and the fairness of omne of the

test judicial tribunals in the world.
!i he question involved in that appeal, how-
ever, in the opinion of Sir Charles, had

nothing whatever to do with the merits of

the proposition for a reciprocity treaty.
As to the report that Bir Joﬁn Maedonu{d
received a severe reprimand from the
British government for having made pub-
lie the text of the proposal for reciprocity
before it had time to reach the government
authorities at Washington, Sir Charles
thought there must be some mistake, be-
cause S'r John knew too much about inter-
:i;t':fnal courtesy to make an error of that

Later Sir Donald Smith was seen at his
hotel and ?uestioned on the same subject.
He paid: *I think a restrictive reciprocity
would be acceptable and is desired by the
majority of Canadian people, and from my
conversations with the party leaders in
England I think that the English govern-
ment would look with favor upon such &
treaty. But it would not favor
a pfan of reciprocity which would
be a mutual discrimination against Eng-
land by the United States and Canadsa, and
I may say that anything which would re-
sult in such a diserimination is not thought
of by the people of Canada in general.
do not think there is the slightest wish on
the part of either political party for a sepa-
ration from England. Of course, the Lib-
erals, as they are called, talk of reciprocity
and annexation, but I do not believe any
such policy would commend 1tself to any
but a small minority of Canadiana.”

Macdonald Criticised by Goldwin Smith.

ToroxTo, Feb. 5.—Prof. Goldwin Smith
writes to the Mail protesting against the
dissolution of Parliament at tho present
time. He says: ‘“‘The reasons assigned by
Sir John Maedonald and his colleagues for
dissolving the House are fictitious. They
know that they have not ouly taken up a
fiscal position, but have assumed a political
attitude towards the United States govern-
ment which puts successfol negotiation of
a reciprocity treaty by them out of the
question, They know, and the organs of
their party, in faot, confess, that in spring-
ing this dissolution ugon us their motive ia
not constitutional, but is one of party
tactica, and of varty tacticsa alone.
They bope thus to defeat the formation of
public opinion, the tendency of which must
be painfully visible to them, on the subject
of reciprocity, and to prevent the fair de-
liverance of the national verdiot on that
jissue. The absence of any constitutional
ground for the dissolation and the trans-
parent hollowness of the ground tendered
ought to have led the Governor-general to
hesitate before he soted on the advice of
his Tory Ministers. That be has no dis-
cretion left him, but is bound to make him-
self the passive instrument of a moral vio-
lation of the Constitution, is a doctrine
which we cannot accept. 1f the last prerog-
ative has been assigned, what has & repre-
sentative of the crown to do here?”

New Brunswick Must Have Reciproeity.
8t. Jonx, N. B., Feb, 5.—The views of

manufacturers about 8t. John are being
obtained as to the eflect of unrestricted

trade with the United States, since the

new tariff bill went into operation. The
lime trade in particular has suffered, both
as to the extent of shipments and profits
realized. A large amount of American
capital is invested in this entervrise. The
verdiet is that the duty must come off or
the St. John kilns, whioch bad begun to
multiply rapidly before the passage of the
MecKinley bill, will not open in the spring.

NEwW Yorg, Feb. 5.—~The Tribune this
morning saye: In the Garden Theater, last
night, as the heroine of “La Tosca,” the
eccentric Sarah Bernhardt made har re-en-
trance upon the stage of this capital Sne
gave a performance remarkable for the
dexterity and finish of its mechanism and
for its ample revelation of those personal
peculiarities which have inspired and long
retained the devotion of her admirers.
The supple figurs, the nervous force, the

incessant, yet reposeful and beautifully
molded action; the unerring fitness of ex-

pressive gesture, the wealth of capricious
wiles, the melody of voice, the yehement

loguacity and the abundant resources of
craft and of fury in moments of sudden

theatrical transition—all these equipments
and felicities of her exceptional personality
and her authoritative art remain unim-
paired and eutirely at her command.

“La Tosca” is a foul and abhorrent play,
and more than enough has been said about
it already. This life of ours is a shert one
and people can always be better employed
a8 it passes than in raking over a pile of
rotten rnbbish. The duty of the moment
toward this piece is fulfilled by a record of
itsa recurrence. Sarah Bernhardt was meas-
ured for the part of La Tosca, and 1t fits
ber. She s artificial and insincere in her
coquetry, but, perhaps, her insincerity
makes it all the more natural. She does not
express any  higher phase of a
woman’s love than the animal hase
of it The most of Sarah ro-
hardt’s stage women are commonly engaged
in trying to make themselves sensually en-
chanting to men, but they never truly ex-
perience love, and the word is profaned
when associated with them. During the
scene with thecorpse, Sarah Bernhardt held
her audience in & bush of breathless sus-
pense, and at the end of it their plandits
were longand loud.

Free Trade Sugar-Coated.

WaASHINGTON, Feb. 5.—The council of the
Farmers’ Alliance and Industrial Union
bad under discussion this afternoon a reso-

lution looking to the betterment of the
agrionltural and commercial industries of
the country, and after quite a lively ex-
change of views it was adopted. The reso-
lution is as follows:

Whereas, Of the three great industries of the
United States—the agriouitural, the commercial
and the manufacturing--the tirst two are in the
most depressed state, therefore, with a view to
the betterment of the condition, be it

Resolved, That the legislative committee of
the National Farmers’ Alliance and Industrial
Union be ret!,uutad to prepare a bill, for gm-
fentation to the present or the following Con-
greas, containing the provision that all vessels
built, owned and mwanned by citizens of the
United States that carry full outgoing eargoes,
to be determined by the tonnage of the veasel, two-
thirds of whieh at least shall consist of home ag-
ricultural products, shall be allowed to enter and
discharge their returning cargoea, provided said
cargoes shall consist of manufactured produocts,
at any port of the United States, free of all cus-
toms duties. That we are persuaded that such a
measure, groperiy ocarried out in detail, will not
only bulld up the shipping interests of the
country, but result in creating & foreign market
for the surplus agricultural products of the
United States,

A delegation of the officers of the Farm-
ers’ Alliance, now in session in this city,
headed by President Polk, awaited the
opening of the hearing of the House coinnTo
committee this morning. President Po
stated their pnrfoso to be to urge that
prompt action might be had by the House
on the free-coinage measure.

The report of the committee on plans was
submitted to-day. In addition to the vari-
ous Alliance organizations already in
existence, it contemplates the formation of
congressional district alliances in each
State and Territory where Alliance organi-
zations flonrished. Each congressionaldis-
trict is to have a lecturer. The State legis-
lative committee is bereafter to be com-
posed of the State president, the State
executive board, the State lecturer and the
lecturers of each congressional dis-
trict. The congressional legislative
committes is to consist of the president of
the congressional distriet Alliance, its lect-
urer and the president of each county Alli-
auce, The county legislative ecouneil is to
be composed of the county president, the
county lecturer and the president of each
subordinate Alliance.

The committee on plans also reported a
resolution, which was passed, instrneting
the president of the council to appoint a
national legislative sub-commiitee of three
members to formulat~ bills to be presented
to Congress in aocordance to with the de-
mandas of the Ocala meeting. These de-
mands include the sub-treasury propo-
sition, the land-loan  proposition,
the free coinage of silver and
& bill with respect to the
Louisiana lottery. This sub-committee of
three is to be a standing committee, and ite
action will be regarded as the action of the
whole ¢ouneil. The committee has noot‘f-ot
been appointed. Congress will be urged to
take actiop upon the sub-treasury bill at
1ts present session.

No Compromise Yet in Illinois,
