Fights and News Accounts of Them.

The House Considers County Commissioners’
Fay and Building Association Capital on
Large Scale--Actions on Various Bills.

———
THE SENATORS,

Pugllists, Thelr Friends and the Newspapers
Under Lively Discussion.

Bills on second reading ocenpied a good
portion of the Senate’s time yestorday.
This feature of legislative routine is usually
of a very prosaic order, but one measure
that came ur was the subjeot of a lively
and interesting bit of debate. The Lill was
that of Senator Kopelke, which proposes to
impose a fine of from $10 to $100 on every
spectator of a prize-fight. The Renator
said the measure was one of spe-
cial interest to the people of his
county, who were frequently disturbed by
gangs of Chicagoans who would have their
fight and go back before the officers counld
get action on them. The difficuity !ay in
that it was next to impossible to find out
who were the roferee’s, backers and pro-
moters of the fights,

Senator Burke offered an amendment the

effect of which waa to exempt newspaper
reporters who were there for the purpose of

reporting the affair for their papers. In
support of this he asserted that as long as

asccounts of prize-fights were published
the public had & vTight to cor-

reet information om such matters
He asserted, moreover, that in the ferres-
ing out of crime, and in the detection of
crrminall the reporter was a powerful
instroment; for the law to sa
should go and where he shou
the periormance of his dut
fringement upon his

rights. -

Senator Kopelke said, in m. that the
law, as it now stands, provi penalties
against reporters visiting snch places, and
be spoke at some l.ugth upon the vicious
effects of the publication of prize-fight
sccounts.

Senaror Mount opposed the amendment
and deprecated the demoralization that is
spreading by reason of the increasing in-
terest in gngllum. He was in favor of
muzzling the reporterz and reducing to the
mivimuom the newspapes sccounts of pugi-
listic encounters.

Senator Burke said it afforded him great

leasure to take by the neck and choke
‘nocriny and dﬂm"o?' whether of
the brand exhibited y the farmer
from Montgomery or the lawyer fiom
Lake. If these alleged purifiers
of public morsls were in favor
of genuine and not sham reform why did
they not strike at the root of the evila. As
long as thére were prize-tights the newspa-
pers wonld eontinue to publish accounts of
them until sneh pubhication was prevented
by law, If Senators wishied to apply a
remedy why did they not present a bill
that would reach the pablishers and pro-
prietors who reaped the fruits of increased
sales and extra editions. “Brave Sevnators
these,” bhe said, “who court and
fear newspaper  proprietors  while
venting  their righteous indignation
and penalties npon men whose tenure of
employment dopends upon their doing the
work to which they are assigned.” Sena-
tor Burke’s amendment prevailed by a vote

of 21 to 2, and the bill passed to engross-

ment,

THE FEPRESENTATIVES,

Pay of County Commissioners and Capital-
ization of Building Associations.

Forty members managed to get around
an hour earlier than usual, yesterday morn-
ing, and the House proceeded to business
at 9 o’clock, in accordance with the resolu-
tion adopted the previous evening., Repre-
sentative Stone opened the session with
prayer and the roll-call was disereetly dis-
pensed with. The feo and salary commit-
tee reported adversely upon a number of
measures lixing the salaries of county offi-
oers, and these efforts of ambitious states-
‘men, framed with a view to relieving the
State and bringing fame to their authors,
were mercilessly shelved.

The judiciary committes reported dback
the Cullop resolution’ providing for

an iovestigation of the charge that
the Terrs Haute & Indianapolis Rail-
road Company owes the State several
millions of dollars, with an amendment
making the resolutiou a concurrent one
and providing that a committee of eight—
five from thke House and three from the
Senate—be appointed to make such investi-
Eatlon and report not later than March 2

bere was no aotion taken upon the re-
port,

Mr. Bowman’s bill apthorizinr circuit
courts to prescribe the kind and length of
notices of sales of real and personal prop-
erty of insolvent debtors and the manner
of conducting such sales by trastees for the
benefit of ereditors was favorably reported
and ordered engrossed. Mr. Glesaner's bill
requiring that in all trials of eriminal of-
fenses before justices of the peace the afii-
davits charging the offenses aball be filed
before justices i the townships where the
erimes were committed was also favorably

reported and ordered engrossed.
COMMISSIONERS' COMPENSATION.

Mr. Glessner's biil vrovidiag that county
commissioners shall hold monthly sesaions,
remaining in session_until all business is
transacted, and that they shall receive sal-
aries based upon population, instead of
$§350 a day, as at present, came from the
fev and salary committee with a recom-
mendation for indatinite postponement. A
protracted discussion ensued, in the course
of which Mr. Ader said the measure would

increase the saiaries of the commissioners
of Lis county (Putnam) and would piace the

Jemocratic majority in the ridiculons at-
titude of swelling nstead of reducing
connty officers’ salaries. “After all the
talk.” eontinued the member from Putnam,
“about cutting down salaries and expenses
and the time spent by this House counsid-
ering the best method to do so, we are now
about to order engrossed a bill with an
emergency elanse increasing the salaries of
county cominissioners., In my county it

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Friday. An effort to table this having
failed, Mr. Hench's motion was to.
Mr. Ader then moved to refer the bill te
the special committee considering the fee
and salary bill, with instructions to in-
corporate it in their report. This was
tabled upon motion of Mr. Glessner.

CAPITAL OF BUILDING ASSOCIATIONS.

The corporations committee reported
favorably upon Mr. Cullop’s bill providivg
that building, loan fund and savings as-
sociations may caplitalize at §25 000,000, and
that two of such associations may consoli-
date. Mr. Glessner moved that the bill be
made a apecial order for 2 o'clock Monday
afternoon. After some discussion the mo-
tion was withdrawn. Mr. Hench moved to
amend by fixing the maximum amount of
capital stock at 10,000,000 instead of §25.-

000,000, Mr. Curtis made a bitter atrack
upon the bill, charging that it was against
the interests of the poor and it was a bill
intended to foist upon the people “the in-
famons uational building and loan associa-
tion system.” The measure, he said, was
drawn up by men who had investigated
what he denominated the Minneapolis
“legnlized robver” and who were all ready
to establish the system in this State. He
charged that two committees which had
cousidered this bill had lacked the courage
to report their counvictions upon it. He
cited the fact that the salary of the presi-
dent of this Minneanolis association bad
heon increased from §$7.800 to $24.000, the
secretary’s from $8,000 to $7,000, the attor-
ney’s from $3.000 10 $7.000, and others in
proportion. A new and useless oflice, that
of superintendent of agencies, had been
created with a ealary attachment of §6,000.
No matter, he asai what its supporiers
claim as ita object, this bill under discus-
sion bas only one purpose, that of perpetu-
ating the high salaries of officials of these
associations. It is simply a gigantie rob-
bery, he claimed, and designed to impose
upon the poor sharehaolders of building
associations—to steal m them iu the
most bare-faced manner. These sharehold-
ers cannot afford to travel handreds of
miles to attend the meetings atiwhich these
officers perpetuate themselves in office
and increase their salaries, Consequently
these meetings are attended only by a few
men who are interested in the schemes of
the officers and who vote with them. The
bill shonld be indefinitely postponed. sud
the member from Marion urged the House
to take such action on it without delay.

In aeiense of his bill Mr. Cullop denied
that it was in the interests of monopoly
and agamst the people, as charged by Mr.
Curtis, apd claimed its 1ntent was to bene-
fit the poor shareholders. He did not sue-
ceed, however, in making clear to the
House justhow this was to be accomplished,
and his plea was extremely weak and un-
satisfactory. Mr. Fippen also tried Lis
hand at defending the measure, but made a
poor showing. Pending the discussion the
noon recess occurred, but, at the afternoon
session, the House, by a vote of 46 nays to
23 yeas, refused to concur in the favorable
report of the committee on the bill

r. Fippen moved to reconsider the vote,
aud. being ssked by the Chair how he
voted, was compelled to acknowledge he
had voted for the bill. Mr. Curtis then
moved to reconsider the vote and to lay
the motion on the table. This was agreed
to. and the bill was thus disposed of for
this seasion.

A resolution by Mr. Work was adopted
directing Indiana’s Senators and request-
ing ber Congressmen to urges the passage
of the Butterworth anti-grain gambling
bill, which has been pending in Congress
for some time past.

g BILLS PASSED,
The following bills were passed:,

By Mr, Carroll: Enabling eounty auditors to
reassess property for free gravel-road construe-
tion where the original assesaments were inanffi-
cient to pay for such roads,

By Mr. Fippen: Authorizing cities and incor
porated towns tQ construct and operate water-

works, natural and artificial gas and electrie-
light planta,

By unanimouns consent Mr, McCullongh
was permitted, before Mr. Fippen’s bill was
put upon its passage, to offier an amend-
ment excinding cities of over 100,000 (In-
dianapolis) from its vprovisions, which
amendwent was adopted.. Mr. McCal-
lough explained that this bill conflicted in
its original shape, to some extent, with the
city charter bill, bence his amendment.
There was rome opposition to the meuurﬁ
but after a short discussion it was passe
by avote of 60 yeasa to 16 nays. The Senate
concurrent resolution providing for an in-
vestigation of the management of the
Richmond hospital for insane wasadopted.

The Commerecial Club bill, introduced by
Mr. McCullough, anthorizing cities of 100,-
000 population to build and operate natural-

works, was read a third time and passed

y & vote of 61 yeas to 9 naye. :

Mr. Peters called up bis resolation calling
upon the chairman of the temperance com-
mittee to either report on bills referred to
his committee or resign. Mr. Geut said, in
excuse for his delay, that the Democratic
platform was silent on the temperance
guestion, and he took it that thers was, on
that account, no demand for the majority
to legislate on the subject. He then pleaded
that the resointion was in the nature of
an attempt to throttie the civil liberty of
the people, compared himsel!f to the mar-
tyred Calvin, and said the edict which the
member from Boone desired 1o enforce was
arelic of the dark ages. He repeated that
be thought there was no special call for
temperance legislation, and said that as
long as e was chairman of the temperance
committee he wounld decide when to eall
that committee together. If the House
conclnded to pass a vote of censure upon
bhim for his failare to do so, he wonld
aecept it “gracefully and manfully,” but
would still retain his chairmanship and
his prerogatives as the head of the
committee in question. Mr. Guthrie hoped
the resolution would be adopted, as Mr.
Gent evinced no Interest in temperance
legislation and no intention of calling the
committee together. Upon meotion of Mr,
Pickhardt the resolution was tabled, thus
vindicating the member from Bartholomew
and insuring the enemies of temperaunce
legislation against any action by the
present General Assembly iujurious to
their interests.

Mr. Leyden's bill authonzing the organi-
zation and incorporation of gnarantes and
safe-deposit companies, was read a third
time and passed.

The Senate bill legalizing the incorpora-
tion of the town of Osgood, Ripley conuty,
and the action of 148 boards of trustees,
was passed under suspension of the rnles.

Mr. Beigler's bill amending an act for the
incorporation of universities, colleges, ote.,
was read a third time and passed. It pro-
vides that the principal of endowment
funds caunot be used to defray the current
expenses of such institutious; that in the
eveut of institutions passing out of exist-
ence such endowments shall rovert to the
donors, and that boards of trustees may be
inereased at the discretion of such institu-
tions to thirty-tive members. This bill was
introduced in the interest of Taylor Uni-
versity, at Fort Wayne, which wishes to
eulist in its support & number of business
men whom it 18 desirable to have on the
board of trustees.

The Senate bill making it unlawful to
burn natural gas in flambean lights was
read a third time and passed.

The following billa were favorably re-
ported and ordered engrossed: By Mr.
Cullop, unumrisz jury commissioners in-
stead of connty clerks to prepare hsts of
citizens for struck juries; by Mr. Bernethy,
authorizing the incorporation of comvua-
nies for the purpese of laying pipe-lines for
the piping of petrolenm.

The Senate concurrent resolution requeat-
ing the eity of Indianapolis to purchase the
half block on the east of the State-house
for the nnrrnsa of adding to the attractions
of thut building was adopted.

The"House adjourned until this morning.

PHASES OF LEGISLATION.

Enemies of the County-Seat Bill Want to
Bay s Champlon,

No measure in the Legislature has been
more earnestly echampioned, nor one more
bitterly resisted than that providing fora
change of county-seats. This clasa of leg-
islation has for years oocupied the stten-
tion of the law-mmakers, but it has always
been of a special character. Towns in sey-
eral counties with an eye on the honors of

ltnai: rivales and a purpose to deprive
! them of countv-seat importance, this year

peoled their interests and had a general bill
introduced in the Senate. That bill, with
its provision of 60 per eent. of the voting
population to take away a seat from a geo-
graphical center and 5 per cent. to take it
toward that center, has caused more hard
swearing and hair-pulling than any on the
ealendar of either bouse. Its cham-
piona have lain awake at nights con-
eeiving plans to thwart their enemies
and the latter have traversed the State,
crowded the lobhies, kicked the dust under
members’' dosks and loaded the mails with

appeals not to bave it passed. The coun-

',

ties particularly interested are Crawford,
Perry, Jackson, Lake, LaPorte, Jennings
and 'ountain. People in them who want
the seals to remain where they are, or
those of towns chat have no chauce for the
honor, are on the side of the opposition.
But their interests have not been as well
loovked after as those of the other side.
That, hpweyer, was not sufficient to deter
them from charges of attempted bribery.
It is now alleged that the opposition is
gla‘nnn at the game, and the friends of the

ill assert that a member of the House re-
ceived a letter yesterday of scathing sig-
nificance. It is recounted that an emissary
of the enemies of the measure in one of the
counties named went into that of the mem-
ber to whom the letter was addressed.

Then the emissary prevailed upon the
conatituent to write to his Representative
about the gocd thing that was in store for
him if he, as a legislatorand lawyer, would
go over to the camp of the enemy. It was
stated by the constituent that if the Rep-
resentative would oppose the measure he
could bhave 2,000 for bhis services.
The Representative was not iaclined
to sccept. and 1mparted the bpews
of money being at command of those who
would favor the old county-seats to Speak-+
er Niblack. That gentleman has so far
kept bis own counsel as to how this attemot
at bribery ahall be dealt with. He may use
it with effectiveness to-day when the bill
comes up for consideration, or perhaps the
Democratie majority may shink it best not
not investigate the matien

Governor Hovey sent to the Senate, yes-
terday morning, the names of Stunton J,
Peelle, of this city, and W, C. Ball, editor
of the Terre Haute Gazette, for trustees of
the Plainfield Reform School for Boys. in
place of Lewis Jordan, of this city, and L.
A. Barnets, of Danville. It was generally
thought that Messrs, Jordan and Barnett

would be reappointed. The annonncement
of the names of their successors therefore

caunsed considerable surprise, and **What
was the reason for it!” was the question
upon every body’s lips.

) CURTIS AND FRENZEL

The Young Legislator Told the Banker He Had
Too Msuy Privileges in the House,

Representative Curtis and John P. Fren-
zel will hereafter “not speak as they pass
by.” Yesterday morning in the House Mr.
Frenzel found fault with Clerk Newkirk
for allowing Mr. Curtis t0 have engrossed
House bill No. 539 (Curtis’s street-raiiroad
bill) to see that there were no mistakes in
it. The Clerk told him he had let Mr.
Curtis have the bill in guestion for the
same reason that he had allowed Mr. Fren-
zel to have the city charter bill after it had
been engrossed, namely, to compare it with
the original and see that i1t was proverly
drafted. Mr. Frenzel them sought Mr.
Curtis, but had not proceeded far in his
complaint to that member when the latter
opened on him in vigorous language, say-
ing he had too many privileges on the floor
of a body of which he was not a member;

that he abunsed these priviieges and as-
sumed altogether too much authority, and
that he was nothing more nor less than a
lobbyist. The scene excited considerable
comment, and widened the breach between
the Ilhrion delegation and the city charter
people.

Mr. Frenzel denied to a Journal reporter
that Mr. Curtis had called him to tusk. *I
was very anxiouns,” he said, “‘to bave the
bill vertaining to the paving of streets be-
tween street-car tracka, which had been
f.nod Ly the House, sent in to the Senatc.

t bad been engrossed and Mr. Curtis had
in some way secnred jon of it. 1
went to him and ssked him to let me have
it, so 1 might see it was hurried over to the
Senate. He said something abont seeing
the Clerk, and very soon I saw him walk
up to Mr. Newkirk's desk and throw down
a bill, 1 then went to Newkirk
myself, and asked bhim_for_ the
bill, but he told me Mr. Caurtis
h not returned it. When I
asked the Clerk how Mr. Curtis secured
posaession of the bill he replied that he

the Clerk] had given it ont just as he had

one in other instances, and that he had
shiown no partiality. I met Mr. Curtis
shortly afterward and I was angry. 1 told
bim | though: he was delaying the prog-
ress of the bill, and for that I thought he
ought to be criticised.”
