The question of the Hawaiian cable
came up again, Mr., Carlisle taking the
ground that under the treaty with the
kingdom of Hawaii, the United States had
u right to the occupation of the harbor of
Pearl river and could land a eable there
withont auny eoncession that might be held
by a citizen of Massachusetts. That treaty,
however, had been violated by the United
States in the passage of the tariff act of
1%00; though Le was not aware that the
Hawaiian governwent regarded the treaty
as abrogated,

THE HAWAIIAN TREATY AND THE TARIFF.

In conuneetion with that point the action
of the conference committee and of the two
honses, in conuection with the tariff bil),
came under discussion, Mr., Carlisle ar-
gued that the Hawalian eable amendment
had no proper place on the diplomatiec and
consular appropriation bill, It related to a

subject that ought to stand by itself and
on itsown merits. Dy placing sugar on
the free list under the tariff bill of 1500, the
act of 1878, admitting sugar and rice from
the Hawaiian islands free of duty, so as to
carry ont the treaty, had been repesled—
sxpressly and absolutely repealed—by the
Congress of the United States without
gotice to the Hawaiian government,

Mr. Allison -1 understand the Renator
from Kentucky to say that, with theknowl-
adge and understanding of Congress, the
sommercial part of the Hawalian treaty
was abrogated by the legislation of last
year.

Mr. Carlisie—I do.

Mr. Allison—8o far from that having been
my understanding when I agreed to the
conference report, 1 understood from a
souree which had fully examined the ques-
tion, that the omission of the clause that
was originally in the bill—that it should
not repeal existing treaties—did not affect
the Hawailan treaty at all. Jf the com-
mercial portion of that treaty was abro-
gated, it was not done with my knowledee
or my understanding that it was to be ab-

rogated,

g!r. Morgan criticised Mr. Carlisle’s op-
position to the Hawaiian sableamendment,
imputing that opposition to an unwilling-
ness to infrust ident Harrison wit
the expeunditore of £250,000 & year. He de-
nied that the cession of a coaling and
repair station at the harbor of Pearl
river, in the Hawaian Jlalauds, gave the
United States government a right to land a
telegraph cable, and asserted that the only
cpportunity to land a eable there was the
concession made by the King of the
Hawailian Islands to an American citizen
Lblr. Hartwell]. That party might, if the

Jnited States did not make use of the op-
portunity, make an arrangement with the
Canadian fovurnmont to have the Amer-
ican end of the cable landed on the shores
of the Dominion. The situation, Mr.
Morgan said, with the Hawaiian Islands
at the present moment was somewhst con-
fused, somewhat donbtfuk somewhat dan-

erous to the interests of the United States,
¢ believed that an active movement on
the erc of the United States government
to define i‘s policy in relation to Hawaii
m & sedate way, wounld save the Uni
States a great deal of trounble in the future.
He believed that the question was about to
be presented whether the United States
wounld abandon its intereats in Hawaii or
whether it would maintain them, and he
did not know a mors gignificant way of ex-
pressing the intention of the United States
than by making the actual communication
with those 1slands more complete and more
dijrect,
NO REFLECTION ON THE PRESIDENT,

Mr Carlisledisavowed makingany reflec-
tionsupon the Presidentofthe United Statee.
His remarks, he sald, had been directed to
the merits of the proposition. He had not
said one word that could be construed as a

reflection on the President or into an ex-

pression of want of confidence in his integ-
rity or capacity to expend the money.

Mr. Georgs declared humself %0 opposed
to the Hawsaiian cable amendment that he
wounld be compelied to vote against the
bill. He regarded it as another step 1n the
fatal policy of subsidizing private individ-
uals and corporations out of the treasury
of the United States; and he argued that
the governmens bad the right now, with-
ont regard to any private concession, to
land a telegraph cable on the shores of
Pearl river harvor,

Mr. Daniel also declared his antagonism
to the Hawaiian cable ameudment as one
of a series of snbsidies, and he criticised
the proposition to pay to the holder of the
concession &8 much as was asked, without
any estimate on the part of government of-
ticers of the cost of the undertaking. If
the propesed cable was to be part of the na-,
tional defense—a military telegranh line—
1t was improper that it should be owned
by private individuals, The government
should construet it, should own it, should
control it and shonld be able to keep all
other communications from passing over
it. But the whole scheme and plan of the
amendment was in derogation of tbe idea
that the cable was designed as part of the
national military defense. It was a apeca-
lation on the part of some euterprising
commervial men, who wanted to make
money out of the United States government.

Mr. Quay snbmitted some remarks, not
on the diplomatie bill or the Hawaiian
cable amendments, but on a bill introdunced
by him last May to amend the interstate
commeree law by adding a provision that
nothing 1a it should be construed to pro-
hibit any common earrier from giving re-

duced rates of transportation to comumer- |

cial travelers.
THE BILL PASSED,

The diplomatic and consular appropria-
tion bill was then passed-—-Yeas, 33; nays,
16—Messrs. Gorman, Hampton and Morgon
voting yea with the Republicans, and Mr.
Pettigrew no with the Democrats.

The cepyright bill was then taken up, the

pending question being on Mr. Daniel’s
amendment to insert in the proviso that re-

quires copyrighted books to be printed
from type cot in the Unied States the words
“Or shall be otherwise produced in the
United States from processes executed in
the United States.” After discusasion the
smendment was rejected—veas, 19; nays,
<7. Messrs, Ingalls, Mitehell, Power and
Sherman voted in the allirmative and Mr.
Hamopton in the negative.

Mr. Edmunds moved to amend Seetion 13,
which provides that the act shall only

Presideats Attempt to Adjust the Dressed-
Beef Rate Squabble.

The presidents of the Trunk-line Associ-
ation and the Central Traflic Association
were in joint session all day yesterday, at
New York, discussing the question of
dressed-beef rates from Chicago to the sea-
board. George M. Bogue and He_nry
B. Stone, as arbitrators, some time
ago decided that the Grand Trook was
entitled to & differential rate of 23 cents
per one hundred pounds on dressed-beef
shipments to New England points by way
of Montreal. The Lake Ehore refused to
abide by this decision, and the meeting
yesterday was called to reopen the ques-
tion. The matters discussed were rates on
ear mileage, the rates per one hundred
pounds on dreased beef and th¢ differential
rates, There seemed to be no difference of
opinion on the latter question, but the
rates on car mileage and rate per one hun-
dred pounds bave to be adinstsd to make
the differential rate effective. The I“?ﬂn-
dente were unable to decids on the adjust-
ment and agreed to ':ave it to the ex.
ecutive committees ot ti Trank-line and
Central Traffic associations, which wil]
meet again to-day. There is an indication
that the matter will be satisfactorily ad-
usted, as :ruterdsg’a maetlnf seemed to be

MEDICAL LEGISLATION.

Marion County Doctors Fearful that One of
Their Bills Will Be Upposed by a Strong Lobby.

At the meeting of the Marion County
Medical Society last evening Dr. Frank
Ferguson reported that the bills introduced
in the General Assembly for medical legis-
lation needed to be looked after closely.
The bill regulating the practice of medi-
ecine, that had gone into the Senate and
was referred to a committee, conld not be
found. He said there were but sixteen
days more of the session, and physicians
should go there and give the matter their
personal intiuence, The legislation asked
for was being antagonized by misrepre-
sentation, and a Fort Wavne doctor was
calhing on each physician, by a circular
which) was being sent all over the State,
for 85, as neceasary to defeat the measure.

Dr. Ferguson further said that a lobby
would probably be bere next week to work
against the bill, and that they might prove
troublesome.! This bill was fair to all
practitioners, as it did not cut off a single

erson now in practice; and anybedy who

as & liceuse can prooure one uunder the
new bill,

Dr. Gaido Bell, premdent of the society,
said there was a misunderstanding about
the bill regulating the refilling of preseri
tions containing certain poisons. Thia
msunderstanding was that the sale of
patent medicines wounld be affected. SBuch
was not the case; that if ple are so fool-
ish as to buy patent medicinea f.hoi cer-
tainly should be allowed todoso. Thelaw
in question wonld be merely forthe rro-
tection of the physician.

Dr. E. 8. Elder introdneced a resolution
that the society recommend that the meet-
ing of the Indiana State Medical Society be
tnntmm-d from May 13 to the second
Wednesday in June, 1801, for the reason
that the American Association will meet in
Washington on May 5and the two mml
would conflict.

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SILVER AND THE PRESIDENCY.

The Issue Must Be Eliminated If the De-
mocracy Is to Have a Chance.
8t Louls Post-Dispatch (Dam.)

Before the candidates for President are
nominated, 1n 1892, the Fifty-second Coun-

ress, which meets next December, will
gnvo held its long session. It will have a
majority of more than two-thirds for free
coinage 1n the House, and a large majority
for free coinage in the Senate, but proba-
bly not guite enough to 1t over Presi-
dent Harrison’s veto. But the situation
may result in & compromise which will
take the silver question out of the contest
of 1802 as a paramount issue.

The results of that session may besuch as
torally both parties around new candidates
who are now scarcely thoughtof. Any pre-
diction as to who the candidates on either
side will be must depend rvor its funltill-
ment entirely upon the action of Congress.
It may be a Cleveland and Blaine fight yet,
if the silver question can be settled in time,
and Cleveland’s friends, who are probabl
a majority of the silver Democrats, will
for his sake do their best to seonre a settle-
ment which will eliminate the issue from
the contest of 1592,

If the{ fail in the effort the silver gues-
tion will be as dominant in 1592 as the
taniff question wasin 1888, and Mr.Cleveland
will be as possible a oandidate for the Re-
publicans as for the Democrats, The Re-
gnbllcans, in the meantime, will do their

est to reserve the free-coinage fight for
1802, 1t 1s their only hope of dividing and
conquering the Democratic party. They
have been badly beatan on the tariff ques-
tion, have less to lose by internal division
on the silver question than on avy other,
and they see in it another strong pull on
the mouey power for them.

If Harrison can make himself the hero of
a succeasful free-coinage veto Blaine and
reciprocity will searcely be heard of in the
Repnblican convention, and no anti-silver
man will get a Western or Southern vote
in the Democratic convention,
