NOT CONCERNED IN A DIVORCE CASE.
Philadelphia papers have been received

With referonce to tho all air as linked with
another name, it is now known that no
publicity is probable.

Mackay vindicated his own wife's honor,
the other party, instead of prosecuting Mr.

Tlio Ex-Senat- or Explodes a Few Shells at the
Advocates of Navies and Coast Defenses.

Washington, March C --The article con-

tributed to Now York Truth by ex-Senat- or

Inealls, which has created so much com-

ment, is, in substance, as follows:
'The annual shriek about our defenseless

coasts and the bombardment of New York,
Philadelphia and Boston has been emitted.
The yearly pamphlet describing the blood-
curdling incidents and the appalling conse-
quences of the war with Chili and Spain in
1905 has been sent to each Senator and Rep-
resentative in Congress. The editorial
estimates in the metropolitan press of the
amount of property within reach of an
Italian iron-clad.i- n the lower bay, and of
the ransom that could be extorted from
the merchants and bankers have all been
submitted and are tiled away for use again
in 1892. Their purpose is to reconcile the
people to the passage of the naval appro-
priation bill, and to enormous and profli-
gate expenditures in time of peace for
ships, fortifications and munitions of war.

" fhe capacity of the United States to cre-
ate a navy, in an emergency, was demon-
strated in the rebellion. The duel between
the Monitor and the Merrimac, in Hampton
Roads, revolutionized naval warfore, and
the problem has since been to construct
armor that no projectile could penetrate,
and then invent projectiles that no armor
could resist. European nations have been
conducting these expensive experiments
hitherto, and the ships of 18S0 are already
obsolete and antiquated for attack or de-
fense Dynamite and otherexplosives com-
plicate the situation, and the navy that wo
are now building at a cost of $50,000,000
will be as worthless in 1900 as Roman gal-
leys. England, France and Italy would
gladly sell us their fleets at 50 per cent, off
their coet. If we are to depend upon a
navy for protection, we must have ships
enough to assemble at every vulnerable
point a force as large as could be dispatched
against it. The millions .we are squander-
ing on vessels that are sent on idlo errands
in 'squadrons of evolution painted
pageants of the deep had better be spent
for earth-work- s and powerful guns to com-
mand every roadstead, channel and harbor
from which a hostile fleet could threaten or
assail.

"Is there any necessity for spending
millions every year for naval defenses, or
any justification for the hysterical appeals
to popular apprehension and alarmf Our
policy is pacific. We have no colonies, nor
dependencies, nor entangling alliances.
WTars break out unexpectedly, it is true,
sometimes, but from what quarter can
danger be rationally anticipated! Our re-

lations with France aro those-o- f traditional
amity; with Germany, of kinship and con-
sanguinity; with Russia, of fraternity.
The rest are trivial. Our only enemy is
England, and she is under bond to keep tho
peace, ito otner nation is so vuiueraDie,
and none so detested. She has incurred the
rusentmeut of the human race by centuries
of injustice.

BRITAIN'S METHODS ILLUSTRATED.
"Colonel McClure, a noted Mississippi

duelist, had occasion to kick an unresisting
gentleman at a hotel in Natchez. Being
not long after in Memphis the Colonel saw
his victim subjecting another to the same
treatment Being somewhat carious and
uncertain as to the identity of the person,
he said, 'Are you not the fellow I kicked
down stairs in Natchez?'

'. Yea,' replied he, 'but. Colonel, you and
I know who to kick.'

"England kicked us when we were help-
less and feeble. She sacked and burned a
defenseless capital. She has kicked Ire-
land; she has kicked Egypt; she has kicked
the Hindoos, the Zulus, the Boers, the Chi-
nese; but she is not in the habit of kicking
her equals. Her courage is prudent and
calculating. She was careful not to kick
Napoleon until the rest of Europe joined
her, and she endured Kussian aggression
until she had persuaded France to bear the
brunt of the Crimean campaign. In our
civil war she did all ahe could, short of
open hostilities, to destroy the Union, and
then apologized and paid damages.

"Lately we have had another contention
about seal poaching and the Behring
sea. Oceans of ink have been shed
in diplomatic correspondence between
Lord Salisbury and Secretary Blaine.
Great Britain fortified Vancouver
and sebt ships of war into the disputed
waters, walking around, metaphorically
speaking, begging us to knock the chip
from her shoulder, or to tread on the tails
of her coat. Legally, she had an open case,
at least; in some respects the best of the
argument A casus belli could easily have
been found, if wanted, and we are assured
that the danger was imminent. The boldest
held hia breath for a while. Immense ap-
propriations were promptly voted for forti-
fications and the navy, and then, while the
national hair was staudingonend, England
suddnly came into our Supreme Court as
a suitor, and submitted the whole contro-
versy to the decision of that great tri-
bunal.

"The newspapers that described the dra-mat- io

utterances of Senators about tho
dangers of war with Great Britain, con-
tained in another column of the same issue
an account of tho proceedings in the old
Senate-chambe- r, in which Lord Salisbury
submitted the claims of England to adjudi-
cation as a question of international law.
It was reassuring, but it was laughable,
nevertheless. John J. Ingalls."

Daffalo Bill Secures One Hundred Indians
for His "Wild West" Show.

Washington, March 6. Bufialo Bill, es-

corted by Senator Paddock, made a visit at
the Interior Department to-da- y, and so-cur- ed

permission to engage one hundred
Indians from tho Sioux reservation for his
"Wild West" show. Tho application was
made some weeks ago, and an investigation
has been in progress since that time to
dctermiue the cfiect of the show business
upon the Indians. It was ascertained that
tho Indians who have accompanied Buffalo
Bill in past years have behaved themselves
very creditably on their return to their
reservation, and have shown a desire for
education and material progress that is not
noticed in those who have remained upon
the reservation. It was also ascertained
that in tho recent troubles on the Sioux
reservation all of the Indians who had
been with the "Wild ,Vest" show remained
loyal to tho government and were of great
service in circumventing the designs of the
hostiles.

Gladstone Urged to at Once Define His
Attitude Toward the Irish Party.

Delegation of Parnellites Coming to America

London, March 6. The Liberal oftlcial

circle expect an early deliverance from Mr.
Gladstone on the party's electoral pro-
gramme, which will either be issued as a
special manifesto or declared in his coming
speech at Hastings. The private and per-
sistent entreaty of a number of leading ad-
herents to make his attitude towards the
Irish party definite and unmistakable has
finally caused him to decide to speak out.
Mr. Parnell's reiteration of assurances to
the Irish people that by supporting him
they would ultimately bring about the
surrender of the Gladstonians is re-
sented keenly by English Liberal
leaders. Mr. Gladstone's pronounce-
ment is expected to let the world
know that if the Irish people' champion
Mr. Parnell the English Liberals will aban-
don home rule. Apart from Irish ques-
tions, the rank and file of the Liberal mem-
bers of the House of Commons are impa-
tient to obtain a definite electoral platform.
To-morro- w tha Qladstonian weekly, the
Speaker, will contain an article entitled
'Cleaning the Decks," admitting this feel-

ing and adding that the official programme
will be in the hands of the electors in due
time, and that it will not be found wanting
in sthength or in practical character.

With reference to the Conservative plat-
form, a prominent member of the govern-
ment, interviewed in the lobby of the
House of Commons,' said that though the
Cabinet had decided ts wind up the session
as quickly as possible and aim to prorogue
Parliament in the first week in July, no
declaration would be allowed to be given
by any minister until early in the autumn.
He indicated that in tho campaign then
commencing the Conservatives would make
a feature of the promised labor legislation.

Mr. Gladstone has quashed the interest
in the motion of the Scotch Liberals, led
by Mr. Clarke, proposing to establish fed-
eral relations between the nationalities
constituting the United Kingdom, by caus-- I

ing tne wnips to intimate tnac tne party
ought not to discuss or vote on the matter.
When Mr. Clarke spoke to-nig- ht,

the Liberals trooped out and when the
government put up a minor member to at-
tack the proposal, the house, was counted
out Federation is not yet a practical
question, though it has a growing advocacy
amongst the more extreme radicals.

PARNELL'S AMERICAN EMISSARIES.
Mr. Parnell's delegates to America will

leave on Sunday. They are greatly heart-
ened by the cable assurances of the warm
and.widegpread support of their American
compatriots. United Ireland contrasts
the departure and prospects of Messrs.
O'Connor, Kelly, Redmond and Harrison
with the partial collapse of the McCarthy- -
ite mission preparations. The McCarthyitea
at first arranged to send Messrs. Abraham,
Kenney and Flynn to act with Mr. T.
O'Connor. Mr. Abraham refused, Messrs.
Kenney and Flynn were superseded
and T. P. O'Connor packed up his
traps to come home. Now a single
embassador, Mr. Fox, goes to represent the
failing faction. The firmest English friends
of the McCarthyitea are beginning to
despair of their ability to make headway
against the vigor and virile activity of the
Parnellites. Mr. Parnell has shown his
usual skill in the selection of his emissaries.
All except Mr. Harrison are trusted Na-
tionalists, and can appeal with confidence,
based upon past personal history, to the
Irish-American- s. Mr. Parnell's speech at
Clerkenwell was a pointed bid for the la-
bor vote. It was also meant to entice Mr.
Davitt, but only stirred up Mr. Davitt's
bile.

Writing to the Labor World, Mr. Davitt
predicts that Mr. Parnell will not humbug
the workingmen. deuonnses him for mak-
ing a hypocritical profession of interest in
labor while actively fomenting racial
feuds between the English and Irish
democracies and accuses him of being ready
to wreck the home-rul- e movement to pave
the way for a Tory-Parnelli- te compact like
that of 18S5.

WHERE WAS "FANNY V

When "Fanny," the friend of Sir Charles
Dilke, vanished between tho first and sec-

ond trials of the Crawford divorce case.
Sir Charles Dilke was credited with know-
ing something of her whereabouts. Be-

fore her disappearance she signed a state-
ment for the Queen's proctor, blankly
denying everything Mrs. Crawford swore
to, yet, when the time came to
put her evidence to the test in
court sho became invisible to friend
and foe. Mr. Crawford's detectives vainly
tried to trace her. The publio press daily
advertised for her. The popular call,
'Where's Fanny?" became so strong, pro

longed and general that it might have
echoed down the ages, lhe revelations in
the pamphlet published yesterday in re-
gard to the old puzzle do not bear scrutiny.
Mr. Stocks, "Fanny's" husband, is said to
assert the integrity of his wife. Mr. Stocks
is not heard personally in the pamphlet,
but only by hearsay evidence.

In the trial it was disclosed that "Fanny"
was a servant in a house of doubtful char
acter kept by Anna Dessoulavy. It has
been since ascertained, according to the
pamphlet that she lodged in strict privacy
with her landlady, who states that "Fanny"
never went out nights or received visitors.
Next it is stated, she got a place in the
country, where she hrst had a grom as a
sweetheart, and then an artist to whom.
she says, she became engaged. She is
reticent upon the rupture ot this engage
ment, and so is Stocks, who succeeded the
artist in "Fanny's" anections.

Obviously, if Sir Charles Dilke aims to
prove himself a long-sufferin-g victim of the
conspiracy of a vindictive woman, and the
incompetence of his advisers in ex parto
settlements, the pamphlet will not suffice.
This line of rebuttal of sworn evidence is
not new. Three years ago. when he ac
cepted the presidency of the Forest of Dean
Liberal Association, a lly-she- et giving sim
ilar details was privately circulated, aud
inilueuced the liberals in their selection.
Now that Sir Sir Charles is seeking re-
election to Parliament his friends ven-
ture to make a semi-pnbl- ic statement.
The Radical majority in the Forest of Dean
is so strong that Sir Charles is certain to be
elected, even if the social purity set con-
test the district against him and run a can-
didate of their own.

Dinner at TYhlcb. Depw, the Hz-Speak- er,

Lodge and Other Republicans Spoke,
New York, March 6. Hon. Chauncey M,

Depew presided, to-nig- ht at a dinner given
by the Federal Club. Mr. Depew'a remarks
openod the talk, and after him came Hon.
Thomas B. Reed, Hon. Henry C. Lodge,
Hod. Theodoro Roosevelt General Wood-
ford and Judge Amour. Maj. William Mc-Kinl-ey

sent a telegram saying that it was
quite uncertain about his coming, and he
was kept away by. the illness of
his wife. Letters of regret were
also received from Secretary James
G. Blaine, Vice-preside- nt Morton, Postmaster-ge-

neral Wanamaker and Secretaries '
Proctor, Noble "and Tracy. When cigar
smoke began floating in the air, Mr. Depew
said:

'I am here to-nig- ht much to my surprise,
Thecoronor'a jury hold rne responsible for
all accidents that happen on the railroad.
Dismissing the accident of corporate office,
however, wo will come down to the busi-
ness of the evening.

"Wo aro here to-nig- ht ns Republicans.
Thero are no mugwumps to doubt our faith
in this world and the next. We are present
to give greeting to the Republican leaders
in the national Congress. We welcome
Reed. Cheers.) We welcome Lodge. We
n grct McKinley is not here. A Republican
properly constituted has nothing to defend.
Tho Republican party has always won its
victories by being aggressive. Tho bill
carrying out the principles jof our rarty,
which will put the American llagontho
seas, becomes in the language ot the hour
a subsidy job."

Mr. Depew here referred inahumoroui
way to the caricatures of President Har-
rison and Speaker Reed in the weekly
papers. He then spoke of tho recent elec-
tions and of the victories of the Republican '

party in the passing of the subsidy bill And
of the defeating of the silver bill. "Wo
are happy iu the fact" ho said, "that tho
party of Garfield and Blame, of Lincoln,
and of Grant is the party of McKinley and
Reed." Mr. Depew ' then proposr d th
health of the President of the United
States, tho toast being drank standing and
in silence.

EX-srEAK- ER REED'S REMAKES.
Dr. Depew then introduced Speaker Reed

who was received with great applause. He
said:

'I trust that I appreciate as much as any
other man the advantage of having good
friends. Half of the struggle in lite is to
get a hearing. WhenChristopher Columbus
discovered America it took him threa
months, but :t took him half his life to et
a chance to discover it Advertisement ir.
the absolute prerequisite to the sale of
goods, and your best advertisers are your
enemies, lour friends sometimes go to
sleep; your enemies never do. The general!
publio do not pay much attention to tbo
advertisement, but proceed to examine tho
goods. Tho Fifty-firs- t Congress has been
extensively advertised, but the public will
soon proceed to examine what has been
done.

"Whenever this country awakens to tho
fact that the doctrine ot human liberty
must prevail from one end to tho other,
then justice will be done to the man who
enforced an honest count and honest law.
1 will challenge tho world to point to the
equal of the Fifty-fir- st Congress for the
great good it has doue. We have done
more than pass great measures. We have
shown to the people cf this country that it
is possiblo to have responsible government.
This country to-da- y, with its sixty millions
of people, cannot be governed as when it
had three millions. Our government has
got to be the growth of the necessities of
our people, and cannot bo adopted from
any other laud."

Mr. Reed here spoke of the increased
work of Congress, comparing tho work of
the Fifty-fir- st Congress with the work
done by Congress during its first fifty
years of existence. "What I claim," he
continued, "lor the House of Representa-
tives is not what it has done, but what it
has rendered possible for all time to be
done." v

Tremendous applause followed the closo
of Mr. Reed's speech. Then Mr. Depew in-
troduced Mr. Lodge.

, MR. LODGE DEFINES DEMOCRACY.
"Not long ago," said Mr. Lodge, in open-

ing, "a distinguished Democratic states-
man went over to a neighboring city and
defined his political position by sayinr. 'I
am a Democrat' It was a statement at
once simple and beautiful It had, too, tho
great advantage of requiring no intellectual
efiort either on the part of him who nitercd
it or of those who receivedit with applause.
It presented a party creed at once
6o broad and so expansive that
within its bounds opinions of al-
most any kind can find shelter. Within
that elastic doctrine it is possible to be for
a dutr on wool and for free woolens in the
West, for free wool and a duty on woolens
in the East, lor ballot reform in every Re-
publican State and for local goverment in
every Democratic district; for honest
money in New York and for free silver
west of the Mississippi. The ultimate re-
sult of such a creed is that those who pro-
fess it aro united only in a determination
that the offices shall belong to themselves
and beyond that f believe iu anything or
nothing. The Republican party must be a
party of principle."

The speaker was not content with the
vague declaration, "I am a Republican," a
vague party cry. The Republican party
platform stated theparty to be the party of
honest money. The declaration to that
efiect was too vague to suit the speaker,
but the killing of the proposition for free
silver showed the party was in favor of
honest finance. It was aUo the party for
civil service reform, and these facts ex-
plained what he meant when he said: I am
a Republican." Of the last Con-
gress. Mr. Lodge said: "We have given
minority rnle a deadly blow. Wo hava
crippled obstruction. We havo proven to
the American people that the House can
legislate, and we have made it impossible
for any majority in tho future to escape
responsibility by the miserable excure that
the minority would not let it legislate.

Failing,
he opened the shirt of Sanchez, and, draw-
ing a knife, made a motion to disembowel
him. He feared the job could not be done
with a doll knife, for. after feeling tho edge
of the blade, he stepped inside and sharp-ene- d

itquitodeliberately on a stone, trying
it occasionally on hia dampened linger raid
Thru staring at the bystauders, who
thought ho wasjesting. He finally secured
tn proper edge, ami, kneeling by the side
of Sanchez, plunged tho blade in tho sleep-
ing man's abdomen, partially withdrew it.ran it over against the hip bone, turned
the knifo and forced it upward as far as the
ribs would allow it to go. Muir then pulled
tho shirt back over the terrible gap,
straightened np. smilingly nodded to the
persons around uiin, licked the blood from
the blade ou one side and placed tho knifo
back iu the scabbard by his sido. He was
esized by tfcoso who witnessed tho crime
and placed in custody. Sanchez was alive
at last accounts. Keferriug to the crime.Muir says he was a good Irieud to Sunchez,
bat "wanted to try his new knife." He is
now in jail at Unsenadx

CA section of the
Ministry wants to have Lord Derby as
president, and to limit the inquiry within
the narrowest practicable bounds. The
trades-union- s' demand that one-ha- lf of the
members be drawn from tho working
classes has been generally censured. If
the workmen get three representatives
they will bo fortunate. Every great inter-
est In the country is claiming representa-
tion: Shopkeeper, manufacturer, railways
and co-operati- ve societies all offer dele-
gates. Labor associations threaten to ig-
nore the commission unless the govern-
ment accedes to their demands, including
a discussion of all subjects formulated in
their progress.

The joint stockbanks finally agreed to-da- y

to lssuo monthly balance sheets of assets
and liabilities. They avoided a delinite de-
cision on tho question of cash reserves. A
general agreement was expressed that if
Mr. Goschen. by a proper system of note
issue, insured an increase of cash reserves,
the banks would support his scheme.

The work of taking a census of tho Brit-
ish empire was begun on Thursday in In-
dia. It is expected to show IkO.OOO.OOO in-
habitants in India against 2M.000.0O0 in
1861. The British isles will bo taken a
month hence, audit is estimated that the
population will show an increase of 15 per
cent

The Argentine delegate, Senor Plaza, has
signed the English committee's funding
scheme.

Lord Lytton has come from Paris to have
a conference with Lord Salisbury on pos-
sible issues arising from Empress Fred-
erick's visit to Paris. Judging from the
'tenor of open conversation iu society, Lord
Lytton does not fear that the relations be-
tween France and Germany hare been
seriously strained. He praises the caution
and. tact shown by the 1 rench government,
and, though avoiding allusions, he tacitly
blames the ex-Empre- ss for imprudence.

Broke His Vow with a Bottle or Beer.
Bridgeport, Conn., March C Jacob

Scheele, tho condemned murderer of Con-
stable Drucker, who had vowed never to
eat again, and had already fasted twelve
days, ended his Ion; abstinence yesterday
morning, tho moving power having been a
bottle of lager beer, which was left in his
cell. Some of the beer had previously been
placed on tbo abstainer's lips, and when
tho attendants retired he could not resist
the temptation to drink the contents of the
bottle. After draining it, a marked change
came over the faster and he announced his
readiness to partake of food.

Miners Burned by an Explosion.
SnAMOKiN, Pa. March C An explosion of

gas occurred at the Buck Ridgo colliery, at
4 o'clock this afternoon, which resulted in
the serious injury of J. D. Llewellyn and son
and William Smith, a son-in-la- w of Llewel-
lyn. They were working together in a
breast, and were about to quit work for the
day, when a door-bo- y turned the course of
tho fan. One of the men carried a naked
lamp, which caused the gas to ignite and
the explosion followed. The men wero
