Potato Culture
Conn try Gentleman.

We have published much in past volumes
on potato culture from successful farmers,
and in answer to the request of cur corre-
spondent give some of the leading require-
ments for raising good crops. The soil
should be rich, and if manured the pre-
ceding year it will be better than with a
fresh application. Plow early in spring to
a good depth, rendering the soil deep and
mellow, and repeat the plowing if neces-
sary, which treatment must be varied with
the character of the soil, whether light or
strong. Good drainage is of course essen-
tial. On many soils the addition of phos-
phates and potash has proved of great
value: in others they effected little bene
tit. Experiment must show. Harrow with

ilUO AM 1 11 IF I kJ J UiUin l 41 CB) AA vnu
deep. For planting cut medium-size- d po-
tatoes into pieces, each with two or three
eyes; furrow the land five inches deep, the
rows thirty or thirty-fiv- e inches apart, and
drop the pieces a foot apart and cover.
Continue the surface harrowing once a
week, with the smoothing harrow or
Breed's weeder. until the plants are half a
foot high, and keep the ground leveL This
will prevent the growth of small weeds
and keep the surface smooth, clean and in
a finely-pulveriz- ed condition. The shallow
cultivation should be observed afterwards.
As soon as the first indications appear that
the crop is ceasing growth, dig the tubers
before autumn rains render the soil muddy.
Clean tubers are less liable to rot than
muddy ones.

vigor of the seed for planting and their
quality when used for the table, It will
not do to follow blindly any directions, but
the judgment must be used for varying
soils, seasons and conditions, and the course
which has proved successful in one locality
may not at all answer in another. Read
the detailed accounts of the great premium
crops, some of which place great reliance
on certain points which were absent in
other crops as great, or were found of no
uso. , -

Buckwheat to Increase Fertilityjr. '

St. Louts R public
Clover is considered one of the best, if

not the best, crop that can be used to build
up a run-dow- n soil. But in some cases the
land has been cropped down so much that
a good growth of clover cannot be readily
secured, and when this is the case some-
thing else must be used. In the absence of
clover one of the best crops to use is buck-
wheat. It will grow in a soil too poor to
make a good crop of clover; it makes a
quick growth and will soon shade the soil
thoroughly. Shading the soil aids in nitri-
fication and also in destroying the weeds.
One advantage with buckwheat is that
two good crops can be grown and turned
under in one season, and a sufficient quan-
tity of plant food secured in this way to
grow a crop of clover; and a soil that will
grow clover can be bnilt up into a good
condition of fertility.

The first seeding can be done as soon as
all danger of hard frost is past; bow broad-
cast, t.tking pains to sow as evenly as pos-
sible over the surface, and harrow in well.
As soon as a good growth has been made,
or when in full bloom, it will pay to plow
under, taking pains to covers at completely
as possible. A second sowing can be made
as soon as the first isplowed under, and be-

fore the hard frost in the fall it will have
made good growth. In this way a consider-
able quantity of valuable fertilizer can be
applied at a comparatively small cost and a
good start be made toward building up the
fertility. Like clover, buckwheat will help
to make the soil looser and more friable
and to make plant food already in the soil
available, as well as to add to the supply of
fertilizing material. Its quick growth and
its branching habit of growth make it a
desirable crop to grow for a green manure,
and as it will grow on very thin land it will
be found a good crop to use for this pur-
pose, especially in the spring.

For a good home-mad- e ''concrete walk"
mix with ashes and coal-screenin- gs soma
unslaked lime, adding water sufficient to
make a concrete. Put it on when it is tho
consistency of water and roll smooth.
This should grow as hard as an oak floor,
and a second application is only necessary
to fill out the unoyeu spots.

room was bearish to a man, and, not-
withstanding the more hopeful senti-
ment on the street, were enabled
by the free offering of- - short
contracts to cause further marked losses in
many of the leading shares, the general list
of low-price- d and inactive shares being
still comparatively neglected. As during
the past few days, the grangers and coal
stocks felt the brunt of the pressure, but
there was evidence of considerable support
in the Vil lards, and those stocks were rather
firmly held. The Vanderbilts, on the other
hand, yielded readily, as did also New
England, Louisville &, Nashville, and Mis-
souri Pacific. The opening losses extended
to 3$ per cent, but at the lowest figures the
declines reached as high as 2 per cent,
in Illinois Central. The discounting of
an unfavorable bank statement, was also
one of the moving forces in the
early raid, but the issu of the statement,
with its loss of nearly $3,000,000 in the sur-
plus reserve was nnaccompanied by any
demonstration other than the effort to re-
cuperate the "shorts" put out earlier in the
dav.
