A TURK AND HIS HAREM.

Emigrating from Asia Minor to the Sandwich
Islands—Four Wives Dressed in White.

New York, March 11.—A queer-looking
party of five landed at the barge office yes-
terday from the steamer, La Gascogne from
Havts, One was a man, a bearded and
turbaned Turk, and the others were four
closely-veiled women, his wives. It was,
in fact, a genuine Turkish harem en route
to the Sandwich Islands. The party came
from a little town in Galicia, Asia Minor,
called Mons, where Ohan Solyman Caidijik-
han, sheik, had been engaged in the mann-
facture of sugar and Turkish confections.
He is going to a new home in the islands of
the Pacific, where he has purchased a sugar
plantation. The man was dressed in a
richly-embroidered Turkish costume, his

Jacket being sky-blue cloth, braided
with gold. About his waist he wore a
broad sssh of white silk through which
was stuck a Turkish yataghan with a rich-
Iy jeweled hilt. Oa his feet he wore em-

* broidered slippers of red leather, while en

his head rested a turban of white
silk, in the front of whieh
biazed & ruby a3 large as one's
thomb pail. Above the turban waved a
plume of fine white hair. His wives were
dressed entirely in white, their clothing
baing of fine camel’'s bhair cloth, and bainﬁ
the costume generally worn by Tarkis
ladies, with loosely-flowing tronsers, They
were velled to the eyes, but it was seen

two of themn haa hiue eyes aud straw-
colored hair. Two women had flashing
black eves and were undoubtedly women
of Armenia. In conversation with an Ar-
menian interpreter, the sheik said that, al-
though he had four wives, he was a Chris-
tian. Ide did not think 1t wrong to have
as msn¥ wives as he wanted, so long as the
laws of the country allowed it. e said
that all Christians who could afford it
practiced polygamy in Armenia. He said,
however, that they could have only one
Jawful wife, the otlhers ranking in the
household as companiots to the wife.
When asked if he was aware that he could
not bave four wives 1n Hawaii, he said that
he was aware of that, and that he would
declare his lawful wife. but he intended to
keep the other women with him and look
after them as long as he lived. The party
left the barge office early in the afternoon
to take a train on the Pennsylvania for San
Francisco.

Killed a Man in a Packing-House, Chopped the
Body and Put It Among Caring Meats.

Tacoma, Wash., March 11.—A prominent
Tacoma physician has made a horrible and
startling revelation, in which he alleges
that he was called two months ago to the
death-bed of a poor Swede named Lars
Pedersen. He told the physician he wished
his dying confession written, and it is as

follows: Pedersen worked in Armour’s
pork-house, in Chicaga, until 1887, then
went to Sioux City to Silverhorn’s packing-
house, where he worked until the spring of
1880, when he killed a man named Larson
Harstrum, who worked with him cleanin
the floors 1n the killing-rooms. He stab
biin many times. and his blood fiowed down
the gntter to the fertilizer, mixing with
the blood of the swine killed that day. He
then pat hiim in the chute and ran his body
in among ten thousand carcasses killed
that day. Near morniug he took the body
to the chopping-blocks, cut it in pieces,
covered 1t with salt, and ran them to the
freezing-rooms among pilea of pork left
there for months.

PALMER ELECTED SENATOR.

The Loag Struggle in Illinols Ended by the
Selection of & Demoorat.

SerixarieLp, I11., March 11.—The Repub-
licans of the Legislature held a caucus this
morning, and the managing committee was
empowered to handle the senatorial ques-
tion as it might think best. That commit-
tee sent for Representative Moore, one of
the F. M, B. A, men, and offered him the
solid Republican vote or one hundred if be
and his two conferees, Cockrell and Taube-
neck would join them. But Moore said: “1
regret to be obliged to disappeint you, gen-
tlemen; your offer comes too late. Alflter
waiting eight weeks in vain for Republican
eupport, Cockrell and myself have decided

to give our votes to General Palmer, and
have aflixed our signatures to an address to
thateffeot.

A few minutes before the meeting of the
joint gssembly the Republi ans joined in
singing “‘Auld Lang Syne” amid great ap-
plause. The Democrats also struck up a
melody, but of rather more cheerful nature.
In the meantimeé every available inch of
space in the ohamber open to the publie
had been occupied by a throng intensely
eager to witness the closing scenes in this
memorable contest. The Republican steer-
ing committee ordered their members not
to answer the preliminary roll-call. Sen-
ator Evans, howuver, disregarded the com-
mittee's in}unction and answered “herc”
when his name was called. On the roil-
call of the House both Cockrell and Moora
answered “here.”

COCKRELL LEADS THE BREAK,

““No speeches;” “‘no speeches;” “object;”
“vote;” “vote” shouted forty Republican
voices in unison.

“1f you will keep your mouthe silent for
aminute I will vote,” said Cockrell. *I

vote for John M. Palmer.,”

For a few minutes the Democratic shouts
and cheers that reverberated through the
Capitol were deafening. After a slight
Jull they again broke out, and it was sev-
eral minutes before order was restored.
The Republicans remained silent through-
out the proceeding. Moore’s name was
called, and in s perfectly calm voice he
said “John M. Palmer.” Again Democratic
enthusiasm found vent in prolonged cheers,
and hats and papers were thrown wildly
in the air.

GENERAL PALMER'S CAREER.

John Macaunley Palmer was born in Scott
county, Illinois, in 1817. Dauring his in-
fancy his father, who had been a soldier in
the war of 1812, removed to Christian
county, Kentucky, where he remained
till 1831, when he emigrated to Mason

county, Illinols. Young Palmer received a
little schooling. During the summer of 1838
he formed the acquaintance of Stephen A.
Douglas, then making his first canvass for
Congress. Yonni). elogquent and 1n political
accord with Mr. Palmer, he won his conti-
dence, fired his ambition and fixed his
purpose to enter uapon the study of the law,
and he was admitted to practice in 1839.
From that time on he was much interested
in politics. In 1843 he became probate
judge. In 1847 he was elected to the State
constitutional convention, where he took a
leading part. In 1852 he was elected to the
State Senate. He ran for Congress in 1859,
but was defeated. In 18060 he was Repub-
liean presidential elector for the State at
large. In 1861 he was appointed one of the
five delegates, all Republicans, sent by
Illinois to the peace congress at Washing-
ton. When the civil confliet broke out he
oftered his services to his country, and was
telected colonel of the Fourteenth Illinois
Infantry, and %srtlc!pnted in the engage-
mente at Island No. 10, Farmington, Chicka-
mauga and Stoneriver, and for his gallantry
at the latter nlace was made major-gen-
eral. Under General Sherman he was as-
signed to the Fourteenth Army Corps, and
ramc:pated 1n the Atlanta campaign. In

‘ebruary, 1865, he was assigned to the mil-
itary administration of Kentucky.

General Palmer was nominated for Gov-
srnor of lllinois by the Republicans, in
1868, and elected by a large majority. His
poitical course during his term was sudh as
to alienate him from bhis party. He then
became a Democrat, which he has ever
since been, but though a force in politics
since then he has remained in private life.
He received the indorsement of the Demo-
cratic State convention held in June last
for the office of United States Senator, and
the instructious which every Demooratio
Senator and Representative elected in No-
vmbe:i lnil mgn%. ;rero considew {
obligating him to vote for no one e
United States Senator.

COCKRELL'S STATEMENT.
“I have been an Independent since 1876,”
said Mr. Cockrell. “I am just as mnch of
an Independent now as I ever have been.

We determined to try and secure the
election of & man who stood only on the
platform of the Independent party. We
concinded, as the Republican party was in
the minority, its members, in order to beat
the Demoerats, might assist us in the elee-
tion of our man, and we made up our minds
that it they would not do 1t, but inmsted on
trying to elect a man who voiced the senti-
ments of the Republican party, after hav-

That had been the under-
lundmx between us from that day to this,

“The first time we all three—Moore, Tan-
beneck and myself—met here,” continued
Mr. Cockrell, “was at the beginning of the
session. We talked over the question
of the United States _senatorship,
and Dr. Moore and 1 then decided
that Taubeneck was a straight out and out
Republican. We bave believed éver since
that any day his vote would have elected a
Republican the Republicans could have
had it. But Dr. Moore and myself, acn.n(f
upon the principles of which we started,
have made an independent fight, although
we later became satisfied that the Repnbli-
can party would never assist in the election
of an Independent.

“During the last few days we became
afraid that a scheme was being worked by
which a break would be made in the Demo-
cratic ranks, We feared that this break
would result in the sepding of a certain
Chicago millionaire to the United States
Senate by means of boodle, and we under-
stood that in that event not only we hut
the people of the State would be defea‘ed.
We determined to head off any such scheine,
We have now done it and are willing
to staud the consequences. In voting for
General Palmer I have not gone back of the
Democratio party. I do not think the In-
dependent party can get the reforms it de-
mande from either of the old parties.
think these demands will only be gained
by a new party.”

In regard to_the action of the pru‘blig-
ans, in not allowing him to explain his
vote, Mr. Cockrell said: *I don’t know
why the Republicans have tieated me as
they did. They need not have been afraid
of anything I was going to say about them.
1 would have said in my speech that, while
differing with them politically, I had, in all
my dealings with them. found them to be
perfect gentlemen, and bhad nothing if not
a good opinion of them.”

TAUBENECK ON THE RESULT.

“It is really too early to predict what
our party will think of the result) said
Representative Taubeneck. “1f the Demo-
cratic party of the organization sustains
the action of Moore and Cockrell then it
will break the organization all to pieces.
If, however, the actions of these two men
are condemned by the Democratic members

of our party, then it will show that the or-
ganization 1s on & sounder fooling than
ever, and will also show that the party, as
a party, does not want anything to do with
either one of the old parties. If the Denso-
cratic portion of our purty condemns the
actions of Moore and Cockiell I am satistied
the Republicans will also. They will
stand by the independent movement and by
the organization. 1 regard the eleotion of
General Palmer to-day as no Democratic
victory as far as the State is concerned in
the future. There were in this State on
last Nov. 4, 42,000 F. M. B. A. members. A
number of new organizations have been
added since that time, and there are now,
in all probabitity, fally 50,000, Politieally
speaking, there are more Domocrats than

publican members of the F. M. B, A., be-
cause the order is more thoroughly organ-
ized in the Democratic, or southern, part
of the State.

“In my opinion, the election of to-day is
not a forecast of l)emocratic victories in
the futare, but will tend to make the State
more strongly Republican than ever.
There will be thousands and thousands of
Republicans who voted independently
last fall who will Dbecome dis-

usted with the manner in which

almer was elected, and will gradually
fuvitlto back to the Republican party.

am satisfied, however, that the action of
Moore and Cockrell will not be indorsed,
and [ base my opinion on the resolutions
which the F. M. B. A. members adopted in
the past. No, sir, 1 am sure they will not
approve their actions. I have no complaint
to make of any Democratic member of this
Legislature, or any one else except Moore
and Cockrell. They have not treated me
right.

Senator-elect John M. Palmer said to-
night: *“My cahvass has demonstrated that
the true method of electink a Senator is by

This contest has
presented the contrast between the two

systems in their bast form. The

& plain form. Our 101 werse
elected under instructions to vote for me,

and the two old gentlemen who voted for
me ultimately were pledged to the same

system of electing a Senator. The Repub-
licans in their methods have paid no atten-

tion to the public will. They have had all
the resources of the State and federal ad-
ministration at their commanda.

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JUDICIAL APPOINTMENTS,

Things the President Will Consider In
Making His Cholce of Men.
Epecial to the Indianapelis Journal

WasHINGTON, March 11.—While contend-
ing aspirants are firing all of knotty
questions at the President in Dis efforts to
select good men for more than a dozen im-
portant judicial positions, the average Re-
publica politician should not forget that in
these selections, above all others, there is s
very high executive duty to perform. The
President may select men for any other
class of office with asingle eye upon the
pelitical effect the appointiments may have,
he must exercise a dual judgment in filling
the benches of the federal courta. Up to
this time the most disappointed aspirant or
the bitterest Democrat has never been
heard to criticise the judicial appointments
of President Harrison. A first-class lawyer
himself, he knows a jnrist or an advocate
when he sees one. Besidea this, when Pres-
ident Harrison retires from his present posi-
tion he intends to re-enter the practice of
law, at Indianapolis, and he does not want
to be confronted, in any part of the coun-
try, with one of his own appointees who
will bring the blush "of shame to his face,
viewed from any stand-point. He wants to
refer to the exercise of his own judgment
in the matter of “sizing up” lawyers with
a degree of pride,

There have been bitter fights madenpon s
very few few of President Harrison’s nomi-
nations in the Senate. Demoecrats have re-

arded some of his selections as partisan.

epublicans have looked upon some nomi-
nations as personal. But not one of the
nominations for the judiciary has failed to
receive & unanimous repol ' from the Sen-
ate committee on )judicia y, composed of
the best lawyers 1u Congress, a body large-
ly composed of lawyers of experience 1n
practice before federal courts, This is a
remarkable record. It hasnot baenequaled
by many, if any Presidents.

Unfortunately the bulk of names pre-
sented for judicial appointments, under all
administrations, are solected by the spon-
sors with reference to geographical loca~
tion or polical afliliations, 1t is safe 1o pre-
dict that in making the twelve qr fifteen
appointments to the benches which Presi-
dent Harrison will presently make he will
havedue regard to geographical location of
the men named and their politics, but he will
first have regard to their ability, as it has
been tested, and not in the prospective.
Republicans will be appointed to judicial
as well as oiher places. This is not the
Democratic season. It 1s & strange pro-
ceeding for the Democrats, who lie awake
o' nights to destroy the Republican ty
aud oarry their pro{udlcu to the jindiciary
in efiorts to annul the Constitution and
cancel the rights of men, that they should
expect a Republican to appoint men to the
beuch for life from the Democratio party,
simply because their district or circuit lies
in Democratio strongholds. A Democratio
President would not be seized with this
wagnanimity. Even Mugwump-Democrat
Cleveland did not follow such a line of
thought. We have receutly had some ex-
perience with Democrats on the benchin
the South. The House would have im-
peached Judge Boarman, of Louisiana, had
it had the time. He was arraigned under
various counts of indictment, charged with
the practical snnualment of the federal
Constitution. It will be refreshing to get
some Republicans on the beneb In the
South, where the tederal Constitution,
aboveall other places, should bemainiained,
and where it is so seldom referred to, ex«
cept 1n the most disrespectinl way.

Another thing should be remembered by
the throng seeking places on the federal
bench. These appointinents are made for
life. It therefore becomes a very serious
thing to name a man to occupy such a re-
sponsible position daring a life-time. It
becomes necessary for the President to not
only look into a man’s ability as tested, ba t
his antecedents, Oue may for a period of
years cover his naturalinclinations. What
is he going to evolve into! What are his

ibilities?! These are legitimate ques-
tions the appointing power must conmder,
It is easier to make two dozen political
appointments, as such places are ordinarlly
regarded, than it is to select & man for the
United States Court.

MEAT INSPECTION LAWS,

Secretary Rusk Preparing to Put Them Into
Effect—Senator Paddock’s Views.
Epecial to the Indianapolis Journal
WasniNngToN, March 1L—Senator Pad-

dock, who framed the meat-inspection
bills and got them through the BSenate,
called on Secretary Rusk, to-day, to see
what progress was being made in getting
out the labels, certificates, ete., which are
to be used by the packing houses in Chi-
cago and elsewhere when the ante-mortem
inspection results favorably aund the pro-
duct 18 te receive the government brand of
purity. The Secretary said that he had put
the matter in the hands of Dr. Salmen,
chief of the Burean of Animal Industry,
who would have the details of executing

the law perfected within a short tidle.
Senator Paddock added: ““These inspection

laws are among the most valuable which
Lave been placed on the statute-book in.re-
cent years, They are not alene of value to
the producer and consumer of meats, but
they havea very marked influence 1n break-
ing down the restrictions which France,
Germany and other European coan.
tries have put upon American
hogs, cattle, ete. These restrictions
bave always been maintained on the
pretense that they were neccssary to keep
out immpure weat, Now, there oan be ne lon-
ger any possible pretenss that American
meat, siaughtered or nuslanghtered, is im-
pure, for it is guaranteed in every possible
manner as pure by the United States gov-
ernment. From this time on, if our cattle
and hogs are kept out of these countries,
they will have to acknowledge that it is
done simply as a matter of tarifi restrio-
tion. They havenever yet conceded thias,
but they had the excuse of impurity. Now
they are brought face to face with the
question of excluding our meat prodnots,
not on their merits, but because they enter
into competition with their local producta
I hardly think they are ready yet to make
any such discrimination against us.”
