The stoek market to-day was more active
than on any previous day of the week, and
in themain showed a decidedly strong tone,
and some marked advances were scored
among the few stocks which led the market.
The bank statement wasnot as favorable as
expected,but the decrease of over §2,000,000
in the surpius reserve was nearly accounted
for by the increase in loans, and the state-

ment on the wholeindicates that the move-
ment of money from this center is nearly

over. The bullish feeling ran comparative-
ly high 1n the early tradin , and Sugar,

Cordage, the grangers and Manhattau all
rose rapidly, while all the grangers, Sugar

and Chicago Gas were especially active.
Reading was a weak point on realizatiouns
on the sharp rise of the last few
days, but 1 per cent. marked the
extent of its recession. The gen-
eral list ~~am as neglected as usual, and

among the greater nnmber of stocks traded
1n there waps scarcely any rceptible
teudency in prices, but the dealings in the
leaders gave character to the entire list.
The upward movement attained its limits
after il o'clock and before the publication
of the bank statement, after which there
was a shight recession in the list with com-
parative dallness in late trading. The

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TRADING AT CHICAGO.
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May Wheat leses 1 3-8 Cent and Corn 1
Cent—Yrovisions also Lower,

CHICAGO, April 4.—A concentrated drive
at the market was made by some of the
heaviest operatory as soon as trading got
under way, and they were powerful enough
to maintain throughout the entire session
the advantage they secured at the start,
Linn Cudshy, Ream & Roche were named
as the prinecipal members of the “bear”
combine, which, through the houses of
Schwartz-Dupee and Baldwin Farnam, del-
nged the market with their offerings,
Breomw and Pardridge each ran indeperdent
bear satablishments, and the local crowd
trailed after those leaders. The result of
the day’s operations in wheat was a break
in May of 19%¢, and in July of 15¢. Corn,
oats and provisions acted in wunison
with  wheat. The - entire crowd
started to underbid each other's
oflers to  sell, varying all the
way down from §1.05 to £1.041a, and there
was no buying to speak of at over the
loweat of theoe prices. O. H. Roche was
lucky enough to be along side of a broker
with an order to buy 100,000 bushels, and
the former’s offer of that quantity at $1.05

found an instant purchaser,  while other
sellers, leas fortunately situated, accepted

£1.0414 very thankfully at the same instant.
Trading was enormous for a few minutes,

but a vast nomber of selling orders 1n the
bhands of commission-houses limited around
$1.06 were unpossible of execution, It was
diffenlt to sccount for the very sudden
change. Freezing temperature was general
all over the winter-wheat Dbels,
and n farther delay in spring-
wheat seceding was the promise of the
weather conditions in Minpesota, the Da-
kotas, Jowa and Nebraska. The publie
cable from Liverpool! quoted that market
firm for wheat, but at a deciine from yes-
terday’s closing prices of 194 to 1d. This
waas ofiset, howevor, by the Board of Trade
Loudon dispateh, which guoted the latter
market 7iad to 1s higher for cargoes of Cali-
forma. A Minneapolis miller reported ae-
ceptance of twenty-five car-loads of patents
made by cable yesterday, and large buying
ordera from New York: also some export
business was reported from St. Louis and
elsew here, and many orders for flour to go
abroad eould not be filled for lack of ofter-
jugs, but these watters were ineflectual in
the skipping decline. From §1.08%
