vocate of temperance, also lectured many
times on that subject, always free or lor
charitable purposes. In 1SG0, when all the
clock indebtedness was settled, Mr. Barnum
again secured control of the( American
Museum, which he had lost in his financial
downfall.

He established agents everywhere, and
searched the world for attractions for the
museum, gave stage performances, and
made it a wonderfully popular resort for
entertainment and instruction. In 1805 tho
museum was destroyed by fire, hot in less
than fpur months Mr. Barnum opened a
new one.

IIIS LATER CAREER.
Mr. Barnum was a Republican. He was

elected four times to the Legislature, and
once to the Mayoralty of Bridgeport, bis
support not being confined at all to party
lines, however, and done yoeman service in
all his public offices. In his improvements
at Bridgeport, Mr. Barnum opened Seaside
Park, and when he was able built himself
another beautiful residence by its' border,
naming it Waldemere (from three German
words meaning woods by the sea), and also
three cottages for his daughters, called
"Petrel's Nest,", "Beachcroft" and "Wave-wood.7- 1

One bitterly cold morning early in
18CS, as he sat by his fireside looking at the
morning paper, he read "Barnum'a Museum
totally destroyed by lire." By the burning
of Iranistan and two museums he had lost
81.000.CO). He now sold out his traveling
menagerie and retired from business. But,
after so active a life, he was not content to
long remain idle, and in 1370-7- 1 organized a
great show enterprise, combining a museum,
menagerie, caravan, hippodrome and cir-
cus, which was exhibited with much profit,
though at great expense. He also purchased
the building and lease on Fourteenth street,
New York, known as the Hippotheatron, and
established a show for the employment of
two hundred of his people, who would other-
wise be idle in winter. Four weeks after
its inauguration he was in New Orleans,
and, while reading an accountof the Hood-
ing of his show-groun- ds in that citv, a tele-
gram reached him announcing the burniug
of the New York establishment, by which
he lost nearly $300,000. Hereturned toNew
York, and, with never-failin- g pluck, was
on the road again the next spring with
"Barnum's Traveling World's Fair," whose
expenses were 5,000 a day, and be-
come the greatest of show enterprises the
country has seen, oua marked feature
of which was the transportation to Amer-
ica from England of the famous elephant
Jumbo.

In lb73, while Mr. Barnum was inEurope.
be received intelligence of the death of his
wife. In 1874 be was given a public dinner
by tbe citizens of Bridgeport, as a recogni-
tion of his services to the city and his
worth as a man. The same year he married
an English lady, the daughter of Mr. John
Fish, a cotton manufacturer, of Manches-
ter. He lectured under the auspices of the
Redpath Lyceum Bureau), of Boston, in
1875, on "The World and How to Live in
It," and wrote two works of fiction.

To his large circle of friends and invited
gnests the latch-strin-g always bung out at
Mr. Barnum's residence, and with his gen-
erous hospitality and never-failin- g natural
wit and humor he was one of the most
genial of hosts.

Mr. Barnum catered to the innocent
amusement of millions of people, and he
once said: "To my eyes the handsomest
picture in all tbe world is an array of young
and smiling faces, such as I have seen day
after day and night after night beneath
tbe shelter of my tents. To my ears the
sweetest musio is the clear, ringing laugh-
ter of the children an they give vent to
their joy in my show." The great showman
lost several fortunes, but, as he himself
said, he could not have lost them if he had
not first been successful in winning them.

CHARITABLE GIFTS.
Mr. Barnum was charitable and public-spirite- d.

Many years ago he and his then
associate. General Noble, donated to the
city of Bridgeport Washington Park, a
beautiful grove surrounded by churches
and fine residences, which the city would
not sell now for hundreds of thousands of
dollars. Then he, individually, gave the
city 8eventythousanddollas, worth more
of land for park purposes, on condition that
it would maintain it forever as a park, and
always have a free bathing-groun- d on its
front In the City Cemetery he gave sev-

eral thousand dollars' worth of lots for a
burial plot for the Grand Army of the Re-
public; as much more for tbe fire depart-
ment of Bridgeport; 3,000 single graves for
poor people, on tho condition that they
should be scattered all over the cemetery,
not located in any one place together,
where tbe spot might come to be known
by the opprobrious name of potter's field,
and the further condition that the very
poor shall be buried for nothing, and in no
case shall more than $2 be charged, instead
of the ordinary rate of 7. In addition to
all that he gave some flfcy-thonsan- d-

dollars' worth of land for the cemetery. In
bis native town of Bethel, a few miles from
Bridgeport, he erected a fountain that cost
him $10,000 in Berlin, and, with tbe fitting
op and ground about it, represented $20,000
at least.

In 1883 Mr. Barnum made his will. In
order that there might be no question as to
his sanity upon whieh to ground contests
after his death be had eminent physicians
examine him and secured their attestation
that he was of sound mind. The will and
its codicils cover more than seven hundred
pages of legl cap, closely written, and
dispose of real estate and personal property
of the value of 610,000,000 to twenty-seve- n

heirs. The property is in New York, Brook-
lyn, Bridgeport. Colorado and several other
places. His bequests for charitable pur-
poses are numerous and large. Among the
beneficiaries are the Chapin Home. Child-
ren's Aid Society, Old Men's and Women's
Homes, and the Society to Assist Males and
Females Over Eighteen Years of Age of
this city; the Bridgeport Orphan Asylum,
Bridgeport Hospital, and other Bridgeport
societies. Mr. Barnum also made provision
for certain worthy charities by bequeath-
ing to them a stated pertentage of the
large annual profits accruing from his share
in his shows. To the city of Bridgeport ho
secures the only water-fron- t not already
seized by private corporations, with a dock
upon it costing SSO.OOO, for twenty-on- e

years after his death, during which time
his executors are forbidden to sell or lease
it

An English Estimate.
London, April 8. The Times, in speak-

ing of the death of P. T. Barnum, says:
"The octogenarian showman was unique.
The death of Mr. Barnum removes a note-
worthy and almost classical figure, typical
of the age of transparent puffing through
which the modern democracies are passing.
His name is a proverb already, and will
continue to be a proverb until mankind has
ceased to find pleasure in the comedy of a
harmless deceiver and the willingly de-
ceived."

All the newspapers contain long obitua-
ries and eulogies of Mr. Barnum.

He
afterwards became pastor of Presbyterian
churches at Scotchtown. N. Y., and New
York city. In April, 1853, in order to allow
his brother, Iremeus, to go abroad for his
health, he took his place as editor of the
New York Oberver, for which he had cor-
responded for several years, under the sig-
nature of "Eusebius." He continued bis

Columbus, April 7. Dr. J. P. Wright, of
This city, has just completed a fino cutter,
to be put in use on Wawausee lake. Kos-

ciusko county. This cutter is the only
one of the kind ever built in this State, and
for design and workmanship probably has
no equal west of the Allegheny mountains.
It is twenty feet long, six-fo- ot beam, three
feet eight inches draft, and constructed of
oak. The sides are of bent oak strips,
two and one-ha-lf inches wide and
eeven-cighth- s of an inch thick,
which are fastened to the ribs
with screws. Tne ribs and stem are
natural crooks. The overhang is three feet
eight inches. There vill be 2.000 pounds
cast-iro- n ballast on keel outside, with bOO

pounds for inside trimmings for fore and
nft ballast. The main mast is twenty-fou- r
ieet high, six inches in diameter at deck
and four at top. It has a cutter hull and
3'achtrig, with gatf top-sai- l, ninety feet of
can va-w- , main sail on foot, sixteen feet,
with fourteen feet hoist, fifteen feet gall,
and 1-- ach twenty-on- e feet, jib fourteen feet
on foot, fifteen feet hoist, and twenty-tw- o

feet on leach. The dandy least is sixteen
feet high and four inches in diameter,
with sail ten feet at base, eleven-foo- t hoist,
leach sixteen feet and gall eight feet. All
the sails are made of tirst-cla- ss yacht dock.
The cock-pi- t is seven feet long, four fet
nine inches wide and eighteen inches deep
from deck, and staved Irom floor to top of
corning with bent seats in strips. The
cock-p- it is water-tigh- t, and, in event tho
hall should be filled with water, the boat
will ati!l iloat. The hull of the cut-
ter is painted . black, with pure gold
trimmings, with petticoat of canary
color.

Boston Banks Refuse to Receive Silver Cer-

tificates Forwarded by the Government

Boston, April 7. The government is re-

Testing the Contract Labor Law.
Cincinnati, April 7. The case of the

United States against Harry L. Laws, for
penalties under the act of Congress for
bidding the importation of foreign labor,
was decided to-da-y by Judge age in the
United States Circuit Court in favor of Mr.
Laws. The alleged orl'ense was bringing an
expert to tako charge of sugar-null- s in
Louisiana. The court held that there could
be no violation ot the statute, unless the
agreement under which the foreigner came
in was a complete and enforcible contract
In this case it appeared that tbe foreigner
had mado no promise to perform services.
The court, therefore, treated tbe contract
unilateral as pot fulfilling tbe condition of
the statute' This is the first case under

'the act which has been brought or iried in
Ohio.

A minority report has also been signed by
Messrs. Beemen and Passmore, and pub
lished, which says: "Believing in giving
unqualified support to tbe declaration of
purposes, and greater part of.the demands
of the Alliance, and that the objects sought
to be attained properly conducted are es-
sential to the toiling masses of our great
Nation with whom we are heartily in sym-
pathy, and believing that the Alliance
must ally itself with one or the other of the
national paties to accomplish anything, or
organize itself into a political party which
would lead to its destruction, and believing
that any measure or policy advocated to be
enacted into law affecting all classes of our
citizens should be freely and fairly dis-
cussed, and should fail if not indorsed by
the people who are the government: there
fore, we cannot indorse any action that
will muzzle the press or individuals, and
would recommend to the order, In view of
its great importance and far-reachi- ng con
sequences to our people and government, a
free discussion of the sub-treasu- ry by the
order and by the Alliance press.
