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RIOTING IN THE COKEREGION

Deputy Sheriffs Savagely Assaulted and
Beaten Off by Hungarian Women.

e—

Deaperate Effort to Prevent Evictions—Cars
Taken Possession of bya Mob of Females Who
Refused to Pay Fare—Morewood Verdict.

R——

PrrrseorG, April 20,—A special from
Uniontown, Pa,, says: Company C spent a
gquiet night at the armory and the forenoon
passed withount ineident, but they were
startled at 3 o’clock this afternoon by an
order from Sheriff MeCormick to move at
once to Leith., McCormick fad gone up at
2 oclock to make several evie-
tions, and the order to the

troops meant that there was trouble
This was immediately countermanded, to

the relief of the soldiers. The trouble at
Leith arose over the determination of Andy

Dunsko not to be evicted, and Andy was
backed up by all the Hungarian women in

the neighborhood. The sheriff had evicted
Joseph Hartman, who offered no resistance,
but when be attempted to enter Dunsko's
house he was met by the women, who
rushed at him and struck him with their

fists and any weapous that came handy.
One woman aimed a blow at the sherift's

head with & hatchet, which barely missed
its mark. The sheriff rushed to the com-

pany’s office, armed himself and sent a
deputy to bhurry up the troops, bat the
women begged him to reconsider.

Deputy Crawford weut to Leisenring No.
2 to-day to serve the injunction papers on
thirty-two of the strikers engaged in the
riot there on Saturday morning. Closely
in his wake came constable Chick to ar-
rest the rioters. Twenty-six of the latter
were arrested and taken on board the train
by the constable, when their wives and the
wives of other strikers, to the number of
forty or fifty, poured into the two coaches
and took possession. The women refused
to pay their fare, and they refused to get
off, and the trainmen, after making a num-
ber of ineffectual efforts to unload them,
finally ran the train on the side-track,
cut off the coaches, prisoners and
all, and came on the engine to
Vance’s Mills junction and reported
the sitnation to railroad headquarters.
The engineers brought the engine to
Unioutown with constable Chick and three
ot his prisoners aboard. Nothing has been
heard of the train-load left behind.

Late to-night a telephone message was
sent from Lamont to Leisenring No. 2,
notifying the deputies and company of of-
ficials that 250 strikers had just left La-
mont for Leisenring, aud that a riot was
imminent. Aagjutaut-general McClelland
this afternoon telegraphed the Governor:
“No news is good news,” implyiag there
Was a8 yet no necessity for troops.

A dispateh from Scottdale says: “To-day
was prolific of excitement and small riots
throughout the coke region. The
women  general are leadiffg and
are the most bitter in their attacks
on the deputies. Heretofore they have not
been silent, but when the evictors attacked
their bomes, the foreign women especially
were driven wild. Duaring several squab-
bles to-day a couple of deputies were struck
with stones, and one was cut on the arm
while pushmmg his way through a crowd,
But tew evictions were made, as the sherifis
evidently fear opposition, and are gather-
ing Iarf forces of deputies, in anticipation
of tronble when the evictions and Arrests
are made at Leisenring to -morrow. The
force of depnties is being largeiy increased.
There are also fears of trouble at Adelaide,
where a number of eviction notices will
also expire to-morrow.

There is a report 1n circulation this even-
ing that Pinkerton detectives will be im-
ported into the region and stationed at
works where eflorts are being made to
resume. Master Workman Wise is at
Whitney, to-night, to give passages to a
number of imported ltalians who are de-
sirous of leaving that point. But”little of
consequence was done at the Whitney
plants this afternoon, owing to the raiding
of the company’s forcea Ly ghe strikers,

At 2 o'clock this afternoon the coroner’s
jury announced its verdict in the More-
wood riot case as follows: “That the de-
ceased came to his death at Morewood, on
Thuuda[y morning, Aprii 2. about3 o’clock,
by a ballet discharged from a gun or re.
volver in the hands of the deputies of the
sheriff of Westmoreland county.” This ap-
lies to each man killed in the riot. The
abor leadery do not bave much to say
about the verdict. John MeSloy, worthy
foreman of the United Mine-workers, has
had superintendent J. A. Eiser, of the
Leisenring plant, and three subordinates
arrested on charges of consapiracy, intent
to kill and asssultand battery. They are
under £1,000 bail,

While Jonn Cope, an Engliahman, whoe
bas been working at Morewood, was re-
turning to his homs to-night, he was sud-
denly attacked by three young tonghs, who
first secused Cope of “black-legging” and
then beat him brutally. Cope recovered
safliciently to make an information eharg-
ing John Barrett, son of Mike Barrett one
of the local labor leaders, with assanlt. He
did not recognize the other two men.
