As noticed last week, there issome
pressure toscll fine washed fleeces 1n certain
quarters, but as this movemesnt is not gen-
eral as yet, it 18 evident that the majority
of the holders are not prepared to aceept
the position as a fact whick the low pricea
would seem to indicate. Taking the mar-
ket asa whole it is apparent that stocks
are not overburdensome. The supplies of
many domestio grades were never lighter
than at present, and the large importations
of Australian wool seem to be hnding a
market without much sfiort on the part of
sellers. Generally speaking the market is
in a healthy coudition, and prices are well
maintained. We look for a quiet market
for some weeks to come, but do not antieci-
pate any material chunge in prices during
that period. The advices from abroad are
very strong.” The flour and provision mar-
kets are in stronger position than at suy
timne in some months.

An Experiment with Pigs,

Americaa Agriculturiet.

We are indebted to Professor Henry,
director of the Wisconsin experiment sta-
tion, for some valuable experiments which
demonstrate the value of salt and ashes or
salt and bone dust fwin shut up and fed
on rich, concentra food. Three pigs
about five months old were shut up Oct. 23
and fed corn-meal, with an allowsnce of
hard-wood sshes, tor six weeks, Afterthat
the ashes were discontinned. During the
six weeks while tha pigs had the ashes
they ate twenty-eight and a half pounds
of corn-meal each per week and E..incd five
and a balf pounds each per wee During
the next thirteen weeks, when no ashes
were furnished, the pigs ate only nineteen
and three-fourths pounds of corn-meal each
per week, It isnevident that as soon as the
ashes were omjitted the pigs lost their appe-
tite, Pigs of this size, six to seven months
old, should have eaten more as they grew
larger, but instead o1 this they ate less. In
fact they ate littie more than enough to
sustain the vital function, and of course
could gain but littlee They were sick for
want of something, and subsequent experi-
ments seem to show what that something
wan.

Four pigs, between four ana five months
old, and weighing about seventy-five
pounds each, were divided into two pens.
One pen had corn-meal, water, salt and
ashes; the other corn-meai, water and salt,
but no ashes. The experiment commenced
Sept, 30 and continned to Dee. 23, or twelve
weeks. I'he pigs having asbes ate eighteen
and a quarter pounds of corn-meal each per
week, and gained three and a third pounas
each per week. The pigs withoutashes ate
fourteen and a half pounds of corn each per
week, and gained one and three-fourths
pounds each per week. The extra four
pounds of corn per weok that the ashes en-
abled the Jnn to eat produced one sud a
half pound of 1ncreased growth, Somuch
for a good appetite.

1t bas been supposed that corn is defi-
cient in nitrogen. But the ashes furnished
no nigrogen. They were favorable to health,
appetite and digestion, and enabled the
pigs toeat and digest, and assimilate more
corn, and to extract from the extra quan-
tity of corn consumed one and a half pound
of pork from four pounds of enrn, SF: do
not think there is any other grain in the
world from which se much pork can be ex-
tracted. It is the extreme richness of the
corn that clogs the stomach of youug pigs.
They need less concentrated food. There is
nothing so good as milk, and tne next best
diluent is green grass or clover, or even
some weeds that pigs will devour with
great relish. Rnﬁ. like beets, or mangels,
or turnips, are also good and are relished
by the pigs. But they are even more de-
ficient in digestible nitrogen than corn, and
cannot take the place of skimmed milk.

It isto be hogd that Professor Henry
will econtinue his remarkably interestin
experiments till he teaches us how to fee
corn 8o as to get ont of it the large amount
of nutriment 1t i1s known tocontain, Feed-
ing ashes is Possibly a little bran or
shorts fed with the corn-meal will be bet-
ter. It is andoubtedly largely a question
of appetite and digestion, or more likely, a
qnan&on of assimilation, digestion and ap-
pe
