churches, theaters, hotels, business houses,
and all buildings used for manu-
facturing or commercial purposes, at
least onco each year, for the purpose of
determining the safety of such buildings,
the safety for egress in case of tire, the
overloading of floors, and where defects
are found shall apply snch remedies as he
may be empowered to use. In the per-
formance of nls duty the buildinginspector
will have the right to enter any building or
premises in the city of Indianapolis at any
and all times.

It is made unlawful for any person to
erect or alter any building, or to make any
additions, without first obtaining a permit.
The application for a permit shall be in
writing and state the exact site to be oc-

cupied, the number of the lot, the came of
the street, the contract price of the pro-
posed building and the time to be occu-
pied ifl building it No permit shall
be issued until tho contract for
such building shall have . been
made and entered into, and
the permit shali set forth the price to bo
paid for construction, and be signed and
sworn to by both the contractor and the
owner, or bis agent. Plans for the erec-
tion, alteration or addition of any build-
ing or other structure, costing more than
seven hundred dollars ($700) must be sub-
mitted to the building inspector and re-

ceive his certificate of approval on the
back in writing before any building per-
mit is issued. After an application for. a
permit shall have been filed with the build-
ing inspector, together with the plans and
specifications, and the plans have been ap-
proved by the inspector, the applicant shall
be entitled to a permit, the payment
of a fee first having been made, as
follows: For all buildings, structures, re-

pairs, changes or additions to cost 5500 or
under, the sum of 25 cents aud 25 cents for
every $500 or fraction of additional cost.
Every permit must be signed by the Mayor,
approved by the building inspector, and
issued by the comptroller upon the pay-
ment to him of the fee. The comptroller
must keep a record of permits, showing the
number, date of issuance, to whom issued
and the amount oZ fees paid. If at any
time tho building inspector discovers that
the applicant has in any way violated the
provisions of this ordinance, he shall
promptly report the same, whereupon the
Mayor, for good cause shown, may revoke
such license.

Whenever a permit is issued it must par-
ticularly specify the space in the street,
upon the line of which the proposed build-
ing fronts, that mav bo occupied by the
builder with building material; provided,
no permit shall bo issued allowing the use
of a greater space on any ninety-fo- ot street
than thirty feet of width of such street im-

mediately fronting the proposed property
to be improved, commencing at a point not
less than five feet from the outer edge of
the sidewalk; or any greater space oa
Washington street than thirty feet of the
width of the street: or no greater space on
all other streets than fifteen feet of the
width of the street immediately fronting
the property proposed to be im-

proved, commencing at a width not
less than four feet from the
outer edge of the sidewalk; provided
further, that if at any time tho
building iuspector shall deem it wise and
proper, he is empowered to make such mod-
ifications of or add such new terms to these
conditions as he may deefrt proper. No per-
mit shall be issued allowing the placing of
any building materials in any street, alley
or gutter in such a manner as to obstruct
the free passage of vehicles, or in such a
manner as to hinder the free passage of
persons or water upon or along any street
alley or gutter.

The rest of the ordinance re-ena- cts the
old building ordinauce, with a few minor
changes, laying down minute rules for the
construction of all sorts of buildings. The
document was very carefully drawn
by the city attorney, and contains
the essence of the best building
ordinances in the conutry. Notwithstand-
ing this fact it met with such strong oppo-
sition from a couple of able Democrats in
the Council that it was dolayed.

As soon as it was read Mr. Markey ob-

jected to its passage under suspension ot
the rules, which bad been asked by Mr.
Pearson. He was opposed to it on general
principles. The building season bad just
gotten started, and he did not believe in
hamperiug contractors. He was opposed
to creating another ofiice at $1,800 per year.
He hoped it would be referred to a commit-
tee to report about next New Year.

Mr. Pearson spoke for the ordinance,
explaining that it would not interfere with
contracts that conformed to the present
building law. Mr. Olsen thought nothing
was ueeded more than a building inspector.
If Mr. Markey and his contracting friends
claimed tnat this ordinance would hurt
building operations they stated what was
not true. Mr. McGill spoke in the same
strain.

Mr. Markey took the floor again. "In
answer to my esteemed friend." said he,
pointing to his fellow-Democra- t, Mr. Olsen,
"with a head on him like a mustard-see- d

on a pumpkin, I'll say tbat I'm not talking
for the contractors," and he repeated his
objections to the ordinance. Mr. Gauss de-
clared that he would vote agsmst the ordi-
nance, because he thought it wot Id cause a
falling off of a quarter of a million dollars
per year in building operations. As it was
evident that unanimous consent to pasa the
ordinance could not be obtained last night,
it was referred to the judiciary committeo
and made the special order of business for
the next meeting.

WILL COM TIN EE AT ITS HEAP.

President Lanfsdale, of th. Monument Com-

mission, Recalls Ilia Resignation.

President Langsdale, of the monument
commission, who resigned-som- e days ago,
and whose resignation was returned by
Governor Hovey with a request that ho re-

call it, bas concluded to do so, and yester-
day sent tho following letter to the execu-
tive:

'I have the honor to acknowledge the
receipt of your favor of the 11th instant,
returning my resignation, forwarded on
the 6th, which you request mo to recon-
sider. You are pleased to say, further,
that. In view of my long service and inti-
mate knowledge of the monument, and tho
full indorsement of my labors and policy
by my comrades of the Grand Encampment
of the State, you hope I will continue as
president of the commission until it is com-
pleted.

"In reply I have to say that the induce-
ment which led me to devote, my entire
time to the monument was prde in the
heroic history of the State and ambition
that it ehould be commemorated in the
manner that would best illustrate our re-
sources, culture nnd civilization, give In-
diana the most enduring fame, and so im-
press our people iu tho future as to make
the patriotio spirit and devotion of the
past continue for all time. It was only
when an erl'ort was made to create condi-
tions putting the consummation of this pur-
pose in jeopardy, if not preventing it alto-
gether, that 1 felt impelled to withdraw aud
return to my long-neglecte- d private
affairs. The pictures, the plans, the speci-
fications are not the monument; they are
merely suggestive of what it ought to be.
Many important problems remain to be
solved as they successively arise, and it id
for the accomplished artist and competent
mechanic, under a constant and vigilant
supervision, which compels their best
efforts and prevents mistakes, to patiently
work out all the varied details, until,
finally, the ideal monument is realized.
This is the only course that will secure
satisfactory and permanent results, and it
requires an unremitting application and
anxiety which money cannot repay.
The only adequate compensation
is . the popular approval, aud
this bas been conveyed to me in unequivo-
cal terms, since it becamo known that I bad
asked to be relieved, by the resolutions
adopted by the late Department Encamp-
ment of the Grand Army of the Republic,
the formal action of the posts and the ut-
terances of the press, as well as by your
esteemed letter and tho personal requests
of many of those most familiar with the
work and its difficulties. Invariably
coupled with these expressions are requests
that I continue my past relation with the
commission having the monument in
charge, and they aro couched in
such terms as to make it seem
a public duty. To this call I can do no
less thau respond by permitting your re-
turn ot my resignation to be considered as
final, and to thank you and the pnblio for
the many manifestations I have received
of your confidence and support. The great-
est gratification which your action gives
me, however, is the proof which it affords
that the people of Indiana fnlly recognize
the imocrtance of this great work, and of
their do rermination that nothing short. of
the be-..- t materials, art and mechanism at
the command of the board of commission-
ers will meet their approval, and that neg-
lect, on the plea of a trilling economy, will
not be tolerated. Time and money are pre-
cious, but these, in a work of art, are sec-
ondary to excellence, without which the
structure would be pf little value.

"In this connection I beg to say that all
the commissioners, no less than myself,
as well as the members of the monument
committee of the Grand Army of the Re-
public, have been equally devoted, accord-
ing to their opportunities, to this enter-
prise, and that, when the monument is
completed, all alike will be entitled to
whatever credit tho public may care to
award."
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AIR. HARVEY'S CAREER.

Brief Sketch of One of tha City's Oldest At-

torneys, Who Died Sunday,

The death of Jonathan S. Harvey, on
Sunday, at the home of his son, ou William
street, removes one of the oldest and best-know- n

members of the Indianapolis bar.
He was born in Wayno county, Jan. 19,

1817, of Quaker parents, received his educa-
tion from the late Prof. Samuel K. Hoshour.
He studied law, and was admitted to prac-ti-o

when twenty-on- e years old. In 1SS6 ho
married Martha E. Line, who died four
years ago. Soon after he migrated West,
when, after a brief sojourn at Marshall, he
removed te Danville, where he entered info
partnership in tho practice of law with
'Ion. James Gregg, then representing the
district in Congress. After the death of
Mi. Gregg he formed a partnership with
the late Judge 11. C. Newcomb, the firm
afterward beingNewcomb, Harvey fc Tark-ingto- n,

Mr. Harvey removing to this city
in 185J.

During his residence in Hendricks county
he served as Principal Secretary of the
State Senate, represented the county in the
House and later in the Senate. In 1856 and
again in 1S00 he was a delegate to the Re-
publican national convention. In 1657
and 1858 he served in the City Council
from the Third ward. He continued
in the practice of the law until 1557, when
he removed to Jerlersonvilie to serve as

resident ot the State Bank at that place,Fle severed bis connection with the bank in
I860, when he was elected Treasurer of
State. After this he was for a time in mer-
cantile business in St Louis, but, return-
ing to Indianapolis, was appointed captain
and assistant quartermaster and .assigued
to post duty at Chattanooga, Knoxvilleand
other points.

At the close of the war he resumed the
practice of law in this city, and served as
city attorney from 1870 to 1873. He was at
his death one of the oldest Odd-fello- ws in
Indiana, having a continuous membership
of thirty-nin- e years in Philoxenian Lodre.
He was also a member of Geo. II. Thomas
Post, G. A. R.. and of the Tippecanoe Club.
He leaves surviving him three sons. Wm.
H., Silas L. and Frank, and three daugh-
ters, Ella S. Harvey, of Shenandoah, la..
Mrs, Geo. Mosbaugb, of California, and
Mary C. Harvey, of this city.

A Teddler's Misplaced Enterprise.
Mitchol Finley, of Smithville, pleaded

guilty in tho federal court yesterday to
violating the internal revenue laws, and
was fined $10 and costs, and given sixty
days to pay it. Finley is a peddler, who
became ambitious to realize a fortune on
the unlicensed sale of bad liquor by the
jug or bottle. So he added this line of
goods to bis already large and varied as-
sortment, and bpsiness went alous briskly
and profitably enough until tho authorities
received a tip, and Deputy United States
Marshal Moore arrested him at Harrods-bnr- g

with the result above noted. Marshal
Moore also arrested William Fisher, of
Roseville; John O. Adams, of Dana; Will-
iam Brown, of Sullivan, and John M. Pickel
and William Delay, of Sanborn. All were
arrested for selling whisky without license,
except William Brown, who is charged
with having broken into the poatotlico.
They all gave bond.

Kretscb Objects to Delng Arrested.
William Kretsch is in jail, charged with

having violated the postal laws by sending
an obscene letter through the mails. Deputy
United States Marshals Conway and Moore.
who arrested him. hadpome difficulty in
landing him behind the bars, owiug, not 60
much to his loudly-proclaime- d determina-
tion never to bo taken alive, but to
tho tenacity with which he clung to
fences, tree-box- es and everything in the
line or march on the way to jail.

in your county, 'who signs Lis com-
munication as couuty assessor. This, of
course, is an error, as the office of county
assessor cannot to filled before the lint
Monday in June, in Mr. Mather's letter
the suggestion is made tfcat all
property, both real aud personal,
ahould be assessed for taxation accord-in- g

t the dividend that it pays.
The proposition is untenable. We have
hundreds ot acres adjoining this city worth
fromSUXJto 500 per acre that v have not
paid 1 cent to the owners during the past
ten years, and yet these lauds sell readily
in the market for the sums indicated.
Thousands of acres of the best farm lauds
in the State have not paid a cent in divi-
dends in three years, and still they are
worth, at fair valuation, from $25 to ti0 per
acre. In his communication Mr. M. makes
the same error in regard to money loaned,
making a difference of 20 per cent, ac-
cording to interest received. The
legal rate of interest is 6 per
cent.. and assessments on money
should be 100 cents on the dollar on this
rate, or for money on hand or nnloaned.
The law in this matter of appraisements is

o plain that no one need be in error. It
means exactly what it says, namely, that
all property must be appraised at its full,
true cash value At a voluntary private
tale, not a forced or she nil's sale, aud
assessors must follow the plain provision
of the law, both in letter and spirit, and
not seek to find some loop-hol- e through
which to evade it. Township assessors
appraise and assess on snch rail-
road property as is designated
in Specifications 2 and 3 of Sec-
tion Kl of the tax law. Assessors in
counties adjoining yours are complaining
that while they are complying with tho
law. appraisements are being made inyoor county on the basis indicated in Mr.

Iather's letter, and that is causing great
dissatisfaction in their counties. You
ffhouid at onre instruct your assessors that
the law mast bo strictly adhered to, as in-
dicated herein, and if any of your assessors
Lav followed the advice of Mr. Mather in
making appraisements according to his
fctiBgestion. they should be at onco cor-
rected so as to conform to the law. Hy
doing this futnre trouble and annoyance
yr ill be avoided."

No Further Petition Will Be Presented
to the Board of Public Works.

If tha Company's Informal Request Is Xot
Considered It Will Equip Electric Lines

Under the Ordinance of 1SS9.

The first point the Board of Public Works
had to deal with yesterday morning was
a great kick from a number of newspa-
per representatives because secret meet-
ings had been held and the Journal bad
thus got exclusive information of the re-
quest of the Citizens' Railroad Company
for a new franchise. The members of the
board were as evasive as possible, saying
that there was no formal proposition from
the Citizens company before them, and
that the Citizens' company was in precisely
the same position in regard to the fran-
chise question as it was when the board
came into existence. That was equivalent
to saying that no attention had been paid
to the company's request. The board did
not and could not deny the secret confer-
ence mentioned by the Journal yesterday.
The evening newspapers yesterday quoted
both Messrs. Couduitt and Defrees as mak-
ing direct denials that the secret confer-
ence was held. A Journal reporter asked
both whether they had made these denials.
"No reporter has asked me the direct ques-
tion," replied Mr. Conduitt. Mr. Defrees
ovaded the direct question by asking an-

other. MI will say this, however," he
added, "there is no proposition of any kind,
from the Citizens' company before tho
board." Of course the Citizens' com-pau- y

has made no proposition to
the board, either written or verbal. As
stated in yesterday's Journal, it simply
asked the board to shape what it thought a
fair proposition, and at the secret confer-
ence, held on Tuesday night. April 7, at
theofiiccof the Board of Pubiie Works,
tho conversation was of a general char-
acter, as described in 'yesterday's Journal.

In further conversation President Con-
duitt gave the Journal reporter to under-
stand that the board would not consider
the matter nntil the company presented a
formal petition. He also said that the
board was In no hurry to consider it at
all, and was perfectly willing to
leave it as it stands. Both be
aud Mr. Defrees said that any proposition
to extend the old franchise could not be
considered. If a new one were given, the
old, which has ten years to run, would
have to be canceled. Oue feature of the
franchise ordinance introduced by Mr.
Yontz, which tho board considers very ob-
jectionable, is the provision that no other
company should be granted a franchise for
any street nntil the Citizens' company had
been ordered to construct a track on such
street and had declined.

The board is considerably worried lest
the ordinance passed by the Council Dec.
10, 1&9. and continued by the aldermen,
under which the equipment of the Illinois-stre- et

lino was chauged, gives the
company the right to use electricity
upon any lines it desires to,
and has submitted the question to
the city attorney. ' Councilman Kass-nia- n

was asked by President Con-
duitt, yesterday morning, what his under-
standing of the ordinance was. and he re-
plied that he thought the company had
this right. If it proves that this is correct,
and there is no doubt that it is. the board
will have no lever upon the Citizens' com-
pany to force it into formally petitioning
for anew franchise, as the company can
put in electrie lines wherever its tratfio is
threatened and quietly wait for anew
Board of Public Works. . The company re-
gards this resolution in the same light as
Conncilman Eassnian does. It is entirely im-
probable that the company will formally
petition the board for a new franchise or
take any further action than it already has
in the matter. Unless the request ft has
already made receives further considera-
tion it will probably take the course of ac-
tion above indicated.

A petition signed by seventy-seve- n resi-
dents of the northeastern part of the city
was received by the board yesterday. The
petitioners recited the fact that they had
learned from newspaper reports that the
Citizens' Street-railroa- d Company was
willing to put rapid-trans- it motors on its
College avenue and Central-avenu- e lines,
and being desirous of having this service
at an early date, they beeged that the
board would secure it as soon as it could be
done on a basis of equity to all concerned.
1'resident Condnitt read the petition and.
laid it aside without comment. Apparent-
ly no attention has been paid to the peti-
tion put in on this same subject by the
real-estat- e agents of the city some time
ago, and this new petition will probably
fare fully as well and perhaps better.

The ISroad Hippie Line.
Mr. John I. Beggs. general manager of

the Edison General Electrie Company, will
arrive in the city this morning to ofiicially
conGrm tho changes made in the Broad
Ripple contract with his company, made
necessary by the terms of the franohise
granted by the city. William F. Brewster,
special railroad agent of the company, who
hfes considerable to do with the negotia-
tions, arrived yesterday. He is well pleased
with the franchise as finally secured, and
says the road will easily be completed
within the specified time. He even hopes
to have it finished by July 1.

It bas beeu suggested that the Citizens'
company would contest the right of tho
Broad Plpple Company to run over the
Centr-l-- venue turnpike between here nnd
Brorti i.ipple. There is no indication that
such i contest will be made. The Citizen)'
company does, or did. own nearly all the
stock of the pike, bnt it has been voted a
free turnpike and bonds issued in payment
for it. But even if this should be success-
fully contested the company has another
right of way, near the pike, donated by or
purchased from property-owner- s, which it
could use, or it could come down the Penn-s-y

1 vania-stre- et road, a matter it is now con-
sidering.

The Mayor yesterday approved the fran-
chise ordinance, and it is now a law.

The Paving Specification.
Yesterday afternoon Messrs. Condnitt

and Defrees. of the Board of Pnblio Works.
went over the general street-pavin- g speci-
fications submitted by the city engineer
and made teveral minor changes in them.
Formal action will not be taken npon them
until Mr. Scherrer has an opportunity to
read them over. Mr. Defrees devoted a
considerable part of the afternoon to fig-
uring upou the probable expense of paving
Virginia aVenue, Kentucky avenue. South
West street, Seventh strrot and Clifford
avenue, which will be the first streets
paved, and probably the only ones paved
this season aside from those tor which con-
tracts are already let. Evidently tho board
is making a trreat effort to follow out the
Mayor's policy of conciliating tho South-sid- e

Democrats by piling heavy paving
expenses upon them.

Trying to Retire an Old Franchise.
Tom L. Johnson was in the city half an

hour between trains. Sunday afternoon,
and held a consultation with Upton Ham-
mond, attorney for the ex-cab- lo railroad
company, with regard to taking np the
slumbering franchise of that company and
using it. Mr. Johnson has considered this
proposition several times before, without
result, but is inclined to believe that under
the new regime it might be made a "au."

Mr. Hammond called upon Mr. Defrees.

The New Rules Adopted by tho Council
Last Mght After a Lively Fight

The City Attorney s Advice Doesn't Suit Presi-

dent Tontz Bouses and Lots to Be Renum-

bered Building Ordinance Introduced.

TOE JsXlT KUX-E- S ADOPTED.

Democratic Coonciltnen Indulge In Some
lialr-Pnllin- c During the Process.

A s the Journal predicted some time ago,
there was a "monkey-and-parro- t" time in
the Council last night when the new rules
came up for adoption. This was the first
business transacted. The report of the
rules committee was presented by Mr.
Markey, and their reading was the signal
for a jolly row between the "combine" and
"straight-out- " Democrats.

The report recommended tho following
changes: 1. To strike out the provisiou
giving the Mayor the deciding vote iu case
of a tie. In such case the vote is consid-
ered negative. 2. In order to reconsider a
vote notice in writing must be given at the
same meeting at which tho vote was taken.
3. To change the provision about passing
ordinances the same day of their introduc-
tion, providing that it can only be done by
unanimous consent. 4. To abolish the rule
relating to improvement ordinances. The
Council hasuoimnrovementordinancesnow.
5. To provide that no resolution or ordi-
nance shall bo passed or engrossed without
receiving the affirmative votes of a majority
of all the members elected. 6. To abolish
Rules 43 and 43. relating to appropriation
ordinances. 7. To change the names of the
finance committee to ways and means com-
mittee; to place the appointment of these
committees iu the hands of the president,
instead of the Mayor and to create a new
committee ou police. Tho idea in keeping
the same list of committees is that appro-
priation ordinances may be divided up
among them for consideration. The change
in the appointing power carries with it to
President Yontz power to reorganize the old
committees. 8. To make it the duy of the
committee on ways and means. to report or-
dinances, fixing the tax levy, fixing the
salaries of officers and employes, and mak-
ing appropriations. 9. To abolish the rules
defining tho duties of committees. 10. To
dispense with reports on bids, reports from
the contract committee aud reports from
the old counrilnianic boards, taking in lieu
of the latter communications from the new
boards.

As soon as the reading was finished Mr.
Markov, representing the "combine," and
Mr. Nolan, for the "straight-outs,- " sprang to
their feet. President Yontz, of course,
recognized Mr. Markey, who moved that
tho report of the committee be adopted as
read. Mr. Nolan hotly moved, as a substi-
tute, that the report be referred to the
judiciary committee. Mr. Pearson ex-
plained that the only changes made were
such as were made necessary by the charter.
Mr. Rassmau suggested as a compromise
that the reDort be considered by sections.
Mr. Markey said he had no objection to
having it considered by sections, or to hav-
ing it referred, either, lor that matter.
They had made no changes in the rules,
except such as were necessitated by
the charter. Mr. Myers- - spoke
in favor of adopting the report
by sections and the clerk went out to get
more copies of the old rules that the mem-
bers might make comparisons. At this
point. Mr. Trusler, seeing that there was
was likely to be an end to the amusing
Democratic "scrap," quietly demanded tbo
question on Mr. Markey's motion to adopt
tho report as read, and President Yontz
readily put the question. The "straight-outs- ''

loudly demanded the yeas and nays
and the roll was called, the voto standing
thus:

Yeas Messrs. Burns, Cooper, Davis, Dunn,
Gasper, Markey. Martlndafc, Myers, McGill,
Pearson, Trusler and Yontz 12.

Nays Messrs. Austin, CJauss. Murphy, Nolan,
Olscn, Rassman, fetechhan and Weber b.

Then the row broke out afresh. Mr.
Murphy asserted that it required a two-thir- ds

vote to amend, but President
Yontz replied that they were not amending
old rules, but adopting now ones. Mr.
Gauss said that they were, when the vote
was taken, operating under the old rules,
aud they required a two-third- s vote to
amend. He would like tho city attorney's
opinion on the point.

"Well, what do you think about it, Mr.
Bailey f" asked Mr. Yontz.

"TbeCouucil having agreed," said Mr,
Bailey, "to work under tho old rules until
new ones were adopted, I think the old
rules would surely govern in this case."

A pause followed, and Mr. Stechhan
asked the President if ho sustained that
opinion.

"1 do not," replied Mr. Yontz. "With
all due respect for tha city attorney, I see
no reason, for changing my ruling iu de-
claring the report adopted."

Mr. Olsen moved that tho report be re-
ferred to the judiciary committee, hut he
was promptly declared out of order.

Mr. Rassman then arose and wound the
Presideut up. "Do you hold," ho asked,
"that the voto just tnken amends the old
rules!" Mr. Yontz thought a minute and
then said he did. "Then let me read you
Rule CJ of the old rules," said Mr. Rassman,
"which requires a two-third- s vote to amend
theso rules." Mr. Yontz saw he
was in a hole, but broke out. He
had ruled, he said, that a committee
report find been adopted, and under the old
rules it required a majority vote to adopt a
committee report. Mr. Murphy remarked,
angrily, that Rule f& seemed to be the only
one ot the old rules that was not in force.
Mr. Trusler said the discussion was out of
order, as nobody had appealed from the
Chair's ruling. ""Then I'll appeal!" cried
Mr. Murphy. The appeal wss squelched by
a vote of 11 to 4. the vote standing the same
as before, except that Mr. Yontz did not
vote. This ended the matter. Mr. Y'ontz's
ruling had the powerful logio of a majority
of four and was sustained.

An important matter that came before
the Council last night was an ordinance
introduced by Mr. Trusler regulating the
numbering of houses and lots. It provides
that Washington street shall be the divid-
ing line detween north and south and Me-
ridian street between east and west. Num-
bers are to run fifty to the square, the odd
numbers going to the. east and 6outh sides
of streets and the even numbers to the
west and north sides, diagonal streets to be
considered as north-and-sout- h streets.
Circle street is considered a continuation of
North Meridian. All numbering and re-
numbering must be made in accordance
with plats of the city engineer, and the
numbering or renumbering of buildings in
conformity with this ordinance is made
obligatory upon owners and occu-
pants. This ordinance conforms as
nearly as possible to the old sys-
tem, but seeks to establish uniformity
where there is now confusion. It contains,
however, a provision that the numbering
of streets that do not intersect Washing-
ton or Meridian streets shall begin at the
end nearest those divisional streets. If itprovided that the numbering upon snch
short streets should be in conformity with
that of streets that do intersect, itwould be much easier for a stranger to
locate any particular number. For ex-
ample. No. 101 will fall at the coruer of
Ohio and any north-and-sout- h street. If
any street begins at Ohio, its first number
should bo No. 101. Thus a stranger can
tell just how far out any number on any
except a diagonal street may be.

The ordinance was passed, without dis-
cussion, under suspension of the rules, and
the Council adjourned.

THE BUILDING ORDINANCE.

It la Introduced, Dlaasfxl and Made tlie
Special Order for Next Meeting.

A building ordinance, upon the lines sug-
gested by the Journal immediately after
the charter went into effect, and supported
by all the architects in the city, was intro-
duced in the Council last night It was
drawn up by City Attorney Bailey and in-

troduced by Mr. Rassman. It creates the
office of building inspector, with a salary
of $1,800 per year, and provides that such
inspector shall bo a practical builder.
He must approve or refuse all building per-
mits and must enforce all building or-
dinances and laws. He must inspect all
buildings in course of construction, or that
aro being remodeled. He must examine all
public school buildings, publio halls and
