Battle Between the Evictors and Fren-

zied Ilnnsarian Women and Men.

Oa Girl Killed While Defending Her LoTer,
and Several OQcers Wcunded Riot Quelled

Ij Militia Incendiary Talk of Leaders.

PlTT&BCRO. April 22. A dispatch from
Uniontown, Pa., says: Threats have been
turned to violence, and violence has again
caused death in the. coke regions, with the
resalt that Company C has been called to
the scene of the tragedy, and all is in a
ferment The Fayette county officers went
to Adelaide this morning, where they made
two evictions after a great deal of trouble
and orposition. They were then over-
powered by the strikers and driven away.
Keinforced by Sheriff McCormick and a
large force, the deputies returned, when a
pitched battle took place between the
sheriff's posse and about three hundred
Hungarians, men and women, in which a
Hungarian girl was killed and others in-jare- d.

among whom are several deputies.
The battle occurred about 3 o'clock this

afternoon, while the members of Company
C were lunching down at the boiler-bous- e.

The deputies were trying to keep the Hun-
garians from carrying back the household
goods which had been thrown out of the
houses in the forenoon. A big, strong
"Hun' was fighting with the deputies
ivhen Sheriff McCormick started to assist
them. The "Han" saw him coming and
tried to shoot. The girl who was killed
was a lover of the big "Hun," and was
fighting for him with the ferocity of a
young lioness. The deputies say the pistol
went off inhe hands of the Hun,, and killed
his sweetheart. If it had not been for the
arrival of Company C at that moment
every deputy would have doubtless been
injured, if not killed. Sheriff McCormick
was shot through the thumb by the bullet
that killed tho girl.

Evictions will take place at Leith to-

morrow, and trouble is feared. One hun-
dred and eight Plnkertons are stationed at
Leisenring, where eighty-riy- e men are at
work in the pit. Company C will remain
at Adelaide to-nig- ht. Deputies Crawford
and Kyle arrived here this evening with
three prisoners, captured during the riots.

1NCKNDIAHY SPEECHES.

Disorderly Street-C- ar Strikers.
Detroit, Mich., April 22. Contrary to

general expectation the street-ca- r strikers
showed up strong this morning. Although
,the ompany got the majority of its cars
start d the crews did not make more than
one trip, being unable to withstand the
uresare put npon them by the strikers. As
tho day paesed the cars became less fre--
qu( ct and at noon tr&ffio was almost total
y suspended. The strikers are getting

morn violent and boisterous hourly. Sev-
eral teams were unhitched and driven oil
and the cars overtuned on the tracks dur-
ing the morning. Only one case of person-
al violence is reported. A striker boarded
a 8cab,; car, aud engaged the driver in a
disDQto which resulted in a scuffle, and
both men fell off the platform. They were
severely cut and bruised though not se-
riously hurt. Several mild collisions with
the police have occurred.

The aspect of atiairs did not change dur-
ing the afternoon. Only a few cars could
be got out and no attempt at regularity
was made. At 7:C0 the company discon-
tinued its efforts for the da? and put all
the cars up to avoid possible trouble afternightfall. It is thought the company

altogether harmonious, combination. Un-

Blue Room is the most restfuland
artistio spot in the big building. It may be
of interest to know that the entire furnish-
ings of this room, with two exceptions, are
of American manufacture. The soft, dull
blue silk covering of the wall was made in
Trenton, N. J., and the rich, elegant fab-
ric, which was woven to order in conti-
nental design, is said to have equaled, at a
lower figure, any of the imported samples
of similar fabric.

The new Wilton carpet, which is of the
same soft hue and of velvet smoothness
and finish, came from the Lowell looms. In
sec urine this carnet something like an ac
cident occurred.

Proposed Compulaory Education Lair.
Springfield, April 22. The Democratic

bill making radical changes in the compul-
sory education law came up in the House
this morning oqsecond reading. It was
amended so as to provide that all children
between the ages of seven and fourteen,
fori at least a period of sixteen weeks in
each year, attend a public, private, or par-
ochial school. A substitute bill was intro-
duced by the Republicans providing for a
like attendance at public schools unless it
is shown that the child has attended for a
like period some private school, has been
otherwise instructed in the common-scho- ol

branches, or is in such mental or
physical condition as to make such attend-
ance inexpedient. It is provided that no
school shall be considered such, unless the
Knglishs language, reading and writing,
shall be taught therein. This last provision
is to prevent exclusive teaching in a for-
eign tongue. The proposed legislation was
debated at great lengtn.

Ilunger called at the
house at noon, prepared to kill the girL
lie deliberately tired three shots at her,
hitting her in the head and hand. One of
the balls entered the head near the left ear
and lodged under the brain. She was re- -,

moved to the City Hospital. Hunger shot
himself in the' head, expiring instantly.
In his pockets were found letters addressed
to the girl's father and to the chief of
police of this city. Hunger had been in
this country but four months and the girl
about a vear. They were lovers in Ham
burg, where her father kept a hotel. Hun-
ger was a handsome, well-dresse- d man,
with brown hair, eyes and mustache. He
was a partner in a florist business in New
York. The girl is bright and pretty.
Although badly wounded, it is thought she
will recover.

CONVENTIONS OF FARMERS.

Possible Split In th Texas Alliance on the
Third-Part- y Morernent.

Waco, Tex., April 22. The first annual
meeting of the Farmers' Alliance of this
State convened here yesterday in secret
session. Several addresses were made,
however, in open session and were received
with much approval. Eyan Jones, the
president of the Alliance, mado the open-- .
Ing speech. It was in the line of the old
Greenback arguments, except that ha ad-

vocated the sub-treasu- ry as the remedy,
with unlimited silver coinage also, and
said that a plentiful issue of treasury notes
would come in handy for the farmers. He
was wildly applauded while uttering these
sentiments. Ho also stated that since Jan.
1 two hundred new alliances have
been organized and four hundred dur-
ing the past year. Hou. 8. F.
Livingstone delivered an address on trans-
portation, which was in line with theortho-do- x

Alliance views of government owner-
ship or rigid control through commissions.
State and national.

In the executive session a resolution was
unanimously adopted denouncing the al-
leged maligners of President Jones, ex-Presid- ent

J. D. Field, Dr. C. W. Macune,
Harry Tracy and K. J. Sledge, and express-
ing perfect confidence in those gentlemen.
It is alleged that this conference is com-
posed ot third-part- y advocates, and that if
this proves to be correct the movement will
result in splitting the Alliance.

Dr. C. W. Macune, father of the sub-treasu- ry

scheme, spoke to-da-y on his plan
lor supplying men with legal tender. He
challenged any man to oppose the scheme,
and contine himself to truth. He read
from manuscript a vindication of his
actions in part, defending his management
of the Texas Exchange, the National Al-
liance and the campaign now in progress
for financial reform. He stated that his
action in the Georgia senatorial contest bad
been approved by the investigating 'com-
mittee, but one U. S. 'Hall, of Missouri-disagr- eed

with the committee, aud had
been trying to excuse such disagreement
by attacks on him Macune through tho
press. He fully covered his pet scheme,
and opposed the plan of Cleveland to pilo
up money in the Treasury.

The afternoon was devoted to addresses
by M. W. Wilkins, of Kansas, editor of the
xson-uomormi- st. ms aauress vas con-
strued as a strict third-part- y sneech. He
cried, "Down with the monopolists who
are treading on the rights of the farmers,
who had been led to tho polls to vote
against their own interests.' He tried to
work ud great enthusiasm, in which he
was to some extent successful.

Fixing the Price of Wheat.
WicniTA, Kan., April 22. One hundred

and forty delegates from the sub-allianc- es

of Sedgwick county are in secret session
here. One of the primary objects of the
meeting is to formulate a plan which will
enable Alliance farmers to hold their grain
until such a time as the market suits them.
Wheat, under this arrangement, is not to
be sold at less than (1 a bushel, and it is
proposed to raise a fund by a general levy
and aid those who would otherwise be
forced to sell. Another proposition is the
establishment here of an Alliance bank,
with a capital of $100,000. This scheme car-
ries with it a proposition to lend money to
stockholders at 1 per cent, per year.

New Orleans Lyncher Slay Be Indicted.
New Orleans, April 22. The grand jury,

after a short sessio a to-da- y, daring which
time quite a number of prominent citizens
appeared before them and were questioned
as to public opinion concerning the af-
fair on the 14th of Maroh, adjourned until
Friday. It is said that a large' number of
names has been furnished to them, and if
there are any indictments in consequence
of the affair, the name of every man found
to have assisted in breaking down the jail
doors will be included. The present inves-
tigation is about the last chapter of the
Hennessy case, as far as the grand jury is
concerned, and is expected to close shortly
with a comprehensive report and several
more indictments.

Efforts of a Fishing Club to Tut a Stop
to Violations of the State Law.

Two Desperate Fights at Columbus Boiler
ExploaionVote-Seller- s Convicted Pro-

posed Compulsory Education Law.

INDIANA.

Fishermen Taking: Measures to Secure En-

forcement of the State Laws.
Special to the Indianapolis Journal.

South Bend, April 22. Present indica-
tions point to the fact that the fishermen
in this portion of the State are going to take
active steps to see that proper respect is
paid to the fish laws, and that violators of
these laws are brought to justice. One of
the members of the Isaac Walton Club, a
piscatorial organization with headquarters
in this city, some time ago received a let-
ter from Fish Commissioner Dennis, in
which he volunteered his aid in bringing to
justice any violators of the law. With this
encouragement it is probable the club will
put forth some effort in the protection of
the fish in the lakes on which the club
members lish. Among these lakes Fish lake,
situated on the Chioago &. Grand Trunk
railroad, about sixteen miles west of the
city, is one of the most important, and it
is here that many violations of the law in
the northern part of the State have oc-

curred. The reason for this may be due to
the good quality of the fish, and also to the
excellent opportunities afforded by nature
in the situation of the bodies of water.
Tnese natural opportunities were taken
advantage of, it was thought, for some
time, bat as it was a difficult matter to
capture anyone, those interested in seeing
the law obeyed could do nothing
but watch and wait. This was done
for some time, and finally enough
was learned to place suspicion very
strongly ' upon Rudolph Shultz and
William Jones. They were known to have
disposed of fctV) worth of lish at LaPorto on
Friday. April 10, and this, coupled with
other things, led many tobelive that the
two men were not catching lish legitimate-
ly. The detective work went quietly on,
and the men were located in the Little Kan-
kakee, the outlet of the lakes into the Kan-- ,
kakee river. A' posse of men, headed by
Frank Loveing, made a raid on the men,
discovering them at this place, commonly
known as Crab ADole Point. The men beat
a hasty retreat and were not captured by
the pursuing party, but left their parapher-
nalia behind. The pursuing men found that
instead of fishing with lines and hooks
contrivances of wire and nets were used.
A wire was extended from either' bank to-

wards the center of the stream, leaving an
open i Dir. the onlv nlace through which the
lish could pass. At tbisopeuing was placed
a trammel net, which securely held the
hsh when they once ran into it. is ear these
wires and nets were also found about three
hundred rounds of bass, besides nearly
half a car-loa-d of dog fish. Tho discovery
of this wholesale and unlawful catching of
fish caused creat indignation, not only
among the fishermen in the immediate lo-
cality of Fish lake.but in other places where
the acts were heard of.
