‘L he stock market to-day again gave evi-
dence of its inherent strength, though the
improvement in values in the geperal list
was small and the volume of business was
not equal to that of a few days ago. The

Gould stocks came to the front, and the
rise yeaterday in Wabash was followed by
a similar movement 1n Missouri Pacifiec and
Union Pacifie, the only stocks comparable
n _stren to these belng the Wheeling
& Lake Erie shares, which are now feeling
the full effecta of the advance in the divi-
dend rate on the preferred. The same
stocks still led in she market, however,
and evidences of realizing still pre-
sented themselves from time to time,
although 'there was no particular
pressure of stocks for sale at
uny time, and the movements outside
of these mentioned were generally confined
within narrow limits, The traders, tosome
extent, shifted their position over to the
bull side, presnmably on the supposition
that the Gould interest is enlisted on that
side of the market, and the &rompt denial
of the interview aseribed to Mr. Gould gave
increased confidence to the bn{ing of the
stoeks with which he is most elosely iden-
tified at present. The absence of pressure
to sell on the part of thelocal operators had
much to do with the diminution of the vol-
ume of business, but the money question i3
sgain beginning to trouble the *“bears”
and the late reaction has put a great many
out of the market for the present, Thelate
dealings to-day. however, gave evidence
that fresh blood is fortheoming, and the
confident tone of the talk heard om the
street shows that the fear of a flurry be-
tween this and July 1 is confined to a few
in ted individuals. The move-
ment  toward this center from
the interior is increasing, and the
effort to put the twenty million dellars
fractional silver into circulation will in all
rn.bnbllity increase the available funds
canable in the market. In the late deal-
ings there was another efiort to bring the
mg:mtriala to the front, the Cotton-eil
stocks being selected for this purposs, and
all of them were advanced sharply, the
new stock showing a gain of 2 per cent.
* They were, during most of the day, kept
guiet, and the others moved with the gen-
eral list.

Railroad bonds were quiet again, the
sales reaching only $1.150,000, with no spe-
cial animation snywhere in the list, and
while a tirm tome prevailed, as a rule,
throughount the day, there were no special
improvements of importance. The Oregon
Improvement fives were atill prominent,
but failed to advance, and the business
done was very widely distributed withont
developing any feature of interest. The
warket closed firm.

TRADING AT CHICAGO.

“Bears” Make Another Onsiaught om the
“Buall” Forces and Rald Prices Down,
CHICAGO, April 22 —-The excitement
in the wheat pit on the Board of Trade was
continued to-day. As on yesterday the
“bears” had the best of it and they im-

proved their opvortunities by forcing a
further redunction in values. There were

occasional rallies but the general tendency
was downward and the net result of the
day’s trading wasa reduction of 2'se in
values, The other articles dealt in sym-
pathized with the weakness in wheat and
show a material loss in prieca. At the tap

of the opening !')ll the “dears” swarmed
into the wheat pis¢ spparently resolved to

recoup themselves for the losses which
they sustai ned during the recent advance.
They playea a bold Eno and their
onslaught was irresistible. The h&wYork
con nt, whieh lod the recent vance,
was iing out 1ts wheat and most of the

loeal “bulls” followed their lead. though
they were inclined to buy on the breaks by
which they were losers, but the breaks
came in too rapid suceession. The “‘bear”
contingent secemed to call the market suc-
cessfully at all times, aud got the benefit of
all the action there was in it. They put
out their wheat on the hard spots, took 1t
back on the breaks and sgsin flooded the
market when it rallied. “Bulls,” who had
hoped for the price to take a decided turn
higher, were in this way drowned out sev-
eral times. Schwarts, Bloom, Linn and
several others of this class were working
successfully on the “short” side. They car-
ried the day at the start in spite of the facs
that the opening English cables were
steady and tirm, and London quoted eargoes
higher. Later cables were all lower,
with Liverpool showing }2d declhine. Lon-
don was guoted easier, and Paris S0@w
centimes Jower for flour, and o8
centimes Jower for wheat for future
delivery, the latter equal to about
41sc per bushel decline. Domestic news was
mostly bullish. Bradstreeta reported a de-
crease for the week of 1.335.000 bushels in
av ble stocks of wheat east ofthe Hockies
anc'8 deorease of 500,000 bushels west. Pills-
bury reported sales of 15,000 sacks of flour
to London at tor prices, and Milwankee
reported the sale of 56,000 Bushels for im-
mediate shipment to New York. On the
other hand, the weather w:zs reported as
more favorable in France for the growing
crops. ‘The receipts in the Northwest were
sommewhat larger. Jaly wheat started at
81.10@1.101g, sold off to $1.08%, recovered to
$i.10%; and then broke to $1.085.

Sweet Potatoes.

These thrive best in a sandy, loamy soil,
and while a good stage of fertility is desir-
able, there is no advantage in baving 1t too
rich, as the plants will make too much
growth of vine. In a majority of cases it
will be best to grow the vines in a hot-bed.
This can be made by puiting alayér of
fresh horse manure at least a foot thick on
the ground, taking care to spread out even-
ly and to tramp it down tirm. Over this
spread a layer of good loamy soil, three or
four inches deep. In order to hold thisin
place boards should be set on edge around
on the outside. A supvly of boards te
cover well should be provided. This plan
will be found more convenient than digging
out a place and making the hot-bed in the
ground rather shan on it. Put the tubers
in reasonably close together and cover
with an inch of soil. Let the bed remain
open to the sun every dav when the weather
will permit, but at night and on stormy
days it will be nearly always best to
cover it, ,

The most economical plan is to grow the
potatoes in ridges. They are less trouble to
make and to cultivate than are separate
bhills for each pilant. With a two-horse
plow the ridges can be thrown up, and
with a rake or Ysong-hm be vroperly fined.
Prppare the soil in a good silth before sot-
ting out the piants, as the plants will make
a better start to w and the cultivation
will be easier. When the plants have made
enongh growth in the bed and the soil is
properly prepared, take upa lot of the
plants, {mvo a shallow vessel wvartly filled
with good soil and water made into the
consistency of cream, dip the roots of
the plants into this, takin ains %o
stir around 80 as to get as much of the soil
as possible adhere to the roota. Then
with a garden-trowel or dibble make a
place for the Rl.nt' put in the plant and
fill the soil well in sround the roota. Care
in this respect is important, &) more plants
are lost from a failure to do this properly
than from any other one canse. When it is
done properly no shading will be neces-
sary, and in an ordinary season nearly or
guite all of the plants will grow. Sufli-
cient cultivation must be given to keep
down the weeds and work the soil in a
good tilth, The vines must be lifted occa-
sionally to prevent them from taking root,
and when there is an excessive growth of
vme it will be a good plan to cut off the
ends of the vines; it makes a better yield
of patatoes.
