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territories, in conuection with which the
British and Portuguese authoritiesare now
en in several disputes. This project,
the telegram added, if carried out, would
aflect Manica territory claimed by Eng-
land and Porsugal. Since that time the
Lisbon government has received intima-
tion through the public press and through
official channeis that the Portuguese guv-
ernment was apparently courting the visit
of a British fleet to Lishon. Lord Salis-
bury is understood to have instructed Sir
(eorge Giynn Petre, the British embas-
sador at Lisbon, to call the attention of
the Lisbon government to the reported
Boer expedition, to the detention of the
Sir John Willoughby expedition and to
other and similar matters which
have caused the relations between
Great Britain and Portugal to re-
sume a dangeroualy strained aspect. Lord
Salisbury was not content with entering a
protest against the reported expedition of
the Boers. The British Premier, through
the Fortign Office, promptly communicated
with Sir Henry Brougham h, the Gov-
ernor, British high commissioner and com-
mander-in-chief of Cape Colony. with the
result that the latter, with equal promptness,

laced himself in communication with the

resident of the Transvaal, Paal Kruger.
The substance of the British Governor's
communication to the President of the
Boers was that the rmject.d Boer “teck”
into Mashonaland, if made with the view
of establishing a new republie, would b»s
treated as an actof h ty to majesty,
the Queen of England.

To this distinct deeclaration President
Kruger bas just replied. He says that he
bas dampened the proposed “teck,” and
that, io addition. he has sent messages to
the prumminent Boers who are suspected of
hann&mn the leaders of the movement,
with determination to still moreclearlv
fmpress npon thein the necessity of not
taking sny action which might lead to
somplications between the government of
the Transvaal and the government of
Great Breitain. On the other hand, it is
understoud thatthe Portuguese government
has assured the British government that
Portuga! has not in any way countenanced
the projected raid of the Boers, and should
the Boers obey the injunctions of their
President this incident, which threatened
to have serious consequences, may be said
to have blown over. The Boers, however,
are a very crefty race, and their proximity
to and meddling with the territory about
which Portugal and Great Britain are dis-
puating may yet lead to dangerous compli-
cations,

Portugunese officials elaim that the stop-.

page of the Willonghby expedition was
not a breachof the modns vivendi with
England, becaase, owing to the British at-
titude at Massikesse, a state of siege had
been declared. A Portuguese newspaper,
in an article on the Pung We river inci-
dent, nrges the fovemmlut to conclude a
treaty with England gunickly, good or bad,
in order to avoid fresh complications,
Other papers make similar recommenda-
tions, and well-informed people in hiﬁh po-
sitions expect that a treaty will be signed
before the modns vivendi expires, and that
there will be time for orders to reach Fort
Balisbury whioh will prevent a conflict at
Massikesse. Bir George Glynn Petre, the
Euglish minister at Lisbon, is ill in bed,
the strain of the negotiations having been
too much for him.

In the House of Lords, to-day,Lord Salis-
bury said that the English had been treated
by the Portuguess in a manner not consist-
ent with the engagements entered into by
Portugal. The demeanor of the Portu-
guese officers in Africa corresponded so
little with the assurancessent from Lisbon
that it bad been decided to send three
British war ships to the entrance of the
Pungwe river. P(‘.hoerll He said that the
war ships proceeding to the Pungwe river
were not large, but would suifice for the
purpose. The Portuguese miniater havin
intimated that bhis government had ordere
the removal of obstacles to the passage of
the river, it was proposed to appoint a con-
sul to wee that the modus vivendi was ob-
served.

It is believed here that a hostile en-
counter has taken place between the
Portugnese and the British South Africa
Cumunf. in Manicaland. The latest dis-
patches from the Cape represent the com-
pany as obatinately holding to evrey point
of advance and preparing to repulse the
Portugueae by force. Further information
isanxiously awaited, although no apprehen-
sion is felt aa to the re-u_lt.-. for the proneers
in the service of the British South Africa
Company are mostly voung men full of
vigor and courage and to whom =a fight
with the Portuguese would be an agreeable
pastime,

ASKED TO RESIGN,

Excliting Scene at s Meeting Called by »
Member of the French Deputies.
Paris, Apnl 23 —M. Camille Dreyfus, a

member of the Chamber of Deputies, and a
well-known journalist, editorof La Nation,

and the gentleman who was sowme time ago
almost killed by the Marquis De Mores in a

duel, presided to-day at a meeting which
bhe had organized. Two thouaand of his

constituents from the Twelfth Arrondis-
sement of the Department of the Seine

were present. The object of M. Dreyfus in
ealling the meeting was to refute the

charges of black-mail bronght against him
by M. Edmund Blane, of Monte Carlo. An
uproarious discussion, intermixed with in-
cossant quarrels, characterized the first

rtion of the meeting Eventually

. Dreyfus lost his temper, and, jumping
frem the platform, began to pummel one of
the electors who bad been most prominent
m interrupting him. A free fight, 10 which
nearly every body present joined, followed
the onslanght of M. Dreyfus upon the in-
terrupting elector.

The speaker’s platform was stormed by
M. Dreyfus’'s constituents, and matters
were made so lively for that gentlemen
that he was compelled, in order to escape
very rough handling, to make his way
from the ball by a window, followed by
the hooting, and jeerning, and insulting re-
marks of the citizens of the Twelfth Arron-
dissement. The meeting, after M. Drey-
fus’s undignifivd exit, was countinued by
his constitucnts, who passed a resolution
calling upon him to resign.

Memolrs of Jenny l.l.nd.. the Great Song-
stress, Given to the Pnblic,

Loxpox, April 22.—The memoirs of Jenny
Lind are published to day. They are ed-
ited by Canon Nolland and Rockstro, from
letters, documents and diaries belonging to
her busband. The work comprises two in-
tensely interesting volumes, which give
her history up to the time of her marriage.
The first chapter explains that the publie
is entitled to know only the artistie career

of the lady, and not her domestio and pri-
vate life. 1t appears that guite early in
life she had a strong vein of autipathy to a
dramatic career. Writing to her fagher, in
1542, she expressed the desire that God
would save her from being obliged to sing
on the stage. During her whole life there
was & gradual increase of religious feeling,

whioh doubtless induced her early retire-
ment from the stage, although not through

puritanical motives, The work includes
accounta of the singesr written by the
Queen and Madam Sehuwan, and gives the
cadenzas which she empioyed and her cor-
respondence with Mendelssohn. A concise
foot-note gives an acecunt of Jenny Lind’s

chief public appearance or fateful journey
to America, and with this the biography
eoncludes.

SAN DIEGO'S WELCOME,

President Harrison Cordially Eeceived at
California’s Most southern Seu-Port,

Bax Dirgo, Cal, April 25, —The President
and party spent two very pleasant hours in
San Diego this morning. The entire popu-
lation turned out to receive thectief magis-
trate, and paid him every possible honor.
The programme ineluded breakfast at the
Hotel Del Coronado, a street parade and
publie exercises on the plaza. That beau-
tiful square was profusely decorated, as
were also most of the business houses
along the route. Thousands of yards of
bunting marked the line of march, and the
ships in the harbor werealive with stream-
ers. The party was received by & commit-
tee of citizens, melnaing Mayvor Guonn and
Gen. Eli H. Murray, Governor Markham,
Senator Felton, and Governor Torres and
stafl, of Lower California, joired in wel-
coming the President and party. As the
procession was passing the military bar-
racks on H street a national salute was
tired. At one point of the warch, the pro-
ceasion passed through a line of 2500
gally-dressed school-ehildren, who show-
ered the President and Mre. Harrison with
tfloweras. At the plaza addresscs of wel-
come were made by Governor Markham,
Mayor Gunn and Governer Torres, which
were responded to by President Harrison,
Secretary Rusk and Postmaster-geuneral
Wanamaker.

A NATIONAL HOG-PEN,

A Full Oatline of the Workings of the Alliance
Sub-Treasury Scheme,
Birmingham Age-Herald (Dem.)

The Nashville Amerioan is aathority for
the statement that Colonel McDowell, can-
didate for United Btates Senator on the
sub-treasury ticket, 1s preparing sn amend-
ment which Congressmman Rice Pierce, of
the Ninth Tennessee district, who is a sub-
treasary advocate, will offer at the next
session of Congress, to cover the case. Ao-
cording to our Nashville contemporary
this will provide for a national hog-pen to
be regulated as follows:

This federal hog-pen is to have two sub-

ns, one of which is to be known as the

‘en of Weights and Appraisement and the
other as the P’en of Curtailments and Abbre-
viation, When the farmer brings his hogs
for deposit they first pass through the Pen
of Weights and Appraisement, where they
are separately weighed and valued and the
proper figures written npon s card and tied
to the tail of each hog. Thence they are
driven to the Pen of Curtailments and Ab-
breviation, where their caudal ornaments
are neatly snipped off Jand returned to
the farmer, these tails to be his receipts,
Hogs having no tails when offered tor de-
posit are to be thrown out as mutilated
coin., After passing through this pen, they
are next taken to the Pen of Final Deposit,
or Swine Vault, as it is called, there to be
held for redemption. It is provided that
each pigtail shall represent s0 many dol-
lare per inch, and shall be cut the proper
length to represent the full value of the
hog with 10 per cent. aaded. These tails,
accordm1 to the plan of our worthy presi-
dent and oil inspector, are to be legal-
tender for all debts, including custom-
honse dues; thongh Brother Pierce 1s in-
clined to think that it wonld be sufficient
to make them receivable tor State
and county taxes. Whichever view pre-
vails there will be provided au abundance
of cheup and convenient currency, and the
hog-raiser will be supplied with & means
for meeting his most pressing necessities
while holding the bulk of his hogs for a
better price, they being cared for and fat-
tened in the meantime without trouble or
expense to him. Whenever he thinks the
price justifies it he may redeem his hogs and
throw thein on the market. To do this he
simply appears and presents his tails to the

roper offirer, wiho identifies the hogs
g fitting tho tails to the proper stumps.
The oflice assigned to this work is
called the Department of Tail Fittings ands
Adjustment. ‘T'he hogs are then redeemed
and the tails taken up and canceled by
means of a bell punch, the punching to be
done with care, and in the presence of the
passenger. 1he tails are then taken to the
Burean of Leaf Lard dand Soap Grease, where
they undergo the proper process of manu-
factore, and from this is created a fund to
be called the Tail Grease Fund, for the
payment of salaries

This is a very good scheme, but it seemas
to be rather restricted in its application.
Besides hogs they also raise 1tuto B variety
ot other kind of stock up in T'ennesses, in-
cluding jackasses. Probably the reason for
not carrying the npglllcation of the bill to
this extent 18 that Measra.

The Young Poetess to Marry an Indian Almost
as Accomplished as Hersell

A life that is tinged with romance has
alwaysa fascination for the public. The
public is to be forgiven, for there is some-
thing so refreshing and simple about
romance, and so painfully realistic about
other things. It was two or three months
ago that a bit of romance waas telegraphed
overthe wires from the West—the announce-
ment of the engagement of Miss Elaine
(oodale to Dr. Charles A. Eustman. The
special significanos of this engagement is
in the fact that Dr. Eastman is an Indian,
and that both have consecrated their lives
to the Indian caunse. Y

Miss Goodale’s personality is but little
known here, although her name, and that
of her sister Dora, are familiar to all who
have read their charming verses, published
when they were so youthful that they were
little more than children. 1

That nature bestows lavish gifts upon
some if but beggarly ones on others is very
truly exemplified in these two risters. They
are both women of extraordinary talents,
and while this article is intended mainly
as a sketch of the elder the two were so
closely associated in their childhood that
for a certain period it is mmpossible to
speak of them separately. One ought not
to omit saying that Miss Dora’s rare endow-
ments are hardly secondary to thoss of her
sister, and that within the last two or three
years she has developed so much feeling for
art that, through the zealous advice of Mr,
John W, Stimson, she has devoted herself
to serious study in this direction, and last
June took the firet prize in the srt depart-
ment at Smith College, Northampton, Mass.

As children Elaine and Dora Goodsle
ale exhibited wonderful facility in ex-
pressing theirthoughts, and these thoughtas,
nurtured as they were in the midst of
nature in all i1te most ravishing beauty,
were poetic and imaginative in the ex-
treme, At two yearsold Elaine showed
signs of precocity, and a visitor to Sky
Farm, where her parents were then living,
sent back pagea to her father abont her
after he left, so great had been the impres-
sion she had made upon him.

Sky Farm was the name given to the six
hundred acres of land Mr. Goodale owned
in the Berkshire hills, It was here that the
children were born and lived until they
were thirteen and sixteen years old, when
iu 1879 they came to New York to attend
school for one year. All the rest of their
training was received at home. Both father
and mother having highly enltured minds,
the children were in & literary atmosphere
constantly, Great attention was given to
the study of the languages, a clergyman
near at hand teaching them Greek, a Ger-
man scholar grounding them _in that lan-
guage, and facilities to learn French being
%;r::lrldad for them in their own mother and

ather,

A {act which seems almost inconceivable
to the more coiumonplace mind is that the
children begap to write at five years of age.
A little later they prepared a journal, which
was read regularly once a month before the
assembled family, The journal was called
“Sky Farm Life,” and great oeremonies
were prepared for the occasion when it was
read. The meeting generally took place at
some pretty spot in the woods, and the
reading was followed by a picnic and fun
—an 1d¥llic festival. Elaine was the editor-
in-chief, and all that the journal contained
was expressly designed as a surprise to the
parents.

There was almost no society for either
parents or children at 8ky Farm. Dr, Or-
ville Dewey was a neighbor; there were one
or two families at Great ﬁarrin[ton. and
Lenox was near at hand; but the chief
amusements were found among themselives.
Mr. Higgioson, in writing about the chil-
dren, thinks this almost hermit-like loneli-
ness, however congenial, was unnatural
aud to be deprecated; but, as the result has
been in every way gratifying to their pac-
ents, there isfno occasion for regret.

A few visitors came to Sky Farm, and
when one day General Armstrong gal'lonod
over the hills to the secluded home he was
destined to trace the dim outline ‘in a fu-
ture for Elaine which had remained un-
dreamed of before. His enthusiasmsabout
Hampton College were imparted to the
family. and soon imbued one of his listen-
ers with an ardor that resuited 1n her leav-
ing the farm and taking up serious duties
at Hampton. For three years she remained
there, and then found a still broader field
in the far West, where she was made super-
visor of all the Indian schools, and has
been associated with the best and most
helpful of Indian work.

Closer and closer she came to the little
romance, which, however natural and con-
sistent it may have seemed to herself, was
lhike an improbable fairy tale to the outside
world. The Indian whom she 18 about to
marry is fast becoming & hero. Dir. Kaat-
man’s real name is Ohiyesa (s winner.) He
is not a full-blooded Indian, and bhas as-
sumed the name of his grandfather, Capt.
Eastman, & white man in the regular army.
for the purposes of civilization. He is a
man of nr:ghyaiosl endowments, and his
face and head indicate great power and in-
tellectuality. He haa received his medieal
training in Boston and has been offered
most flattering inducements to reman
there and practice his profession, but be
has a lofty and unswerving purpose to re-
turn to the land of is  peovle,
and together he and his bride have
marked out a life little short of
heroie. They both speak in the Indian
language, and Miss Goodale has attained
the facility of a native., One of the inci-
dents related of her is that she arrived in &
new camp late one m‘ht. and from within
her tent talked to the Indian women. They
did pot discover until the morning that
she was not one of themasaelvea.

Dr. Eastman and Miss Goodale not only
converse in the Indian language, but when
thar are separated write 1n it, showing en-

‘pid’s advantages of secrecy in their case to

be undeniable,
Four volumes by Elaine and Dora Good-
ale have been published, These are ““Ap-
le Blossoms,” *“In Berkshire with the
‘lowers,” “Journal of a Farmer’s Dangh-
ter” and “All Round the Year.” They ap-
ared between the years 1879 and 158581, and
.laine has done littie, if any, verse writing
since. While at Hampton she edited the
Southern Workman, and it seems hardl
possible that she could bave definitely 1aid
aside her professional pen.
