The stock market to-day, especially in
the afternoon, was an extremeiy activeand
7 buoysat one with a guieter state of affairs
in the afternoon, and some concessions
from the high prices of the early trading.
The fact that this is & “bull” market of the
old-fashioned sort is beginning to be recog-
nized in the street, and the local operators
who have been fighting the advance from
day to day are Leginuing to change their
base as rapidly as possible while
turning every means of bringing about a
reaction or a halt in the upward movement
in order to get out as easily as possible.
The movement yesterday was attributed
to the Gould party, and that of to-day,
although Mr. Gould is not yet here and the

Gould stocks were relegated to asecondary
position in the market and the grangers
again brought to the front, was attributed
in & great measure to the same sources.
The Western contingent, however, were
Wn prominent in the buving and force
it tavorites once more to the leadership
of the mzirket, and while there were heavy
. realizations on the advances, which kort
the upward movement for the day withiu
comparatively narrow limits, in considera-
’ of the amount of business transacted,
e strength shown was in many respects
markable. Rock Island was especially
buoyant, but most of the others did not
t as much as 1 per cent. above their open-
: figures, and the Gould stocks and
industrials were not only sluggish to-day but
inclined to weakness at times, To the lat-
ter Lead Trust was an exoception and dis-
played great strength throughout the day,
with a comparatively rge Aamount
of Dbusiness. The foreigners were
credited with being sellers of the grangers,
but Louisville & Nashville was through-
out the forenoon oneof thestrongeststocks
on the list, keeping pace with the leaders.
Chicago Gas, notwithstanding the promi-
nence of the Chicago party in the market,
was left to take the same course as the
other industrials, although it improved late
in the day. Outside of Roek Island, how-
ever, there was no marked movement
among the active stocks, but the inactive
shares furnished several instances, the Chi-

TRADING AT CHICAGO.

“Bears” Forced to Scramble Out of the Speoc-
ulative Pita—Prices Higher.

CHICAGO, April 22. ~When trading be-
gan on "Change this morning it looked as
if the “bears” were booked for another vie-
torious campaign. Cable advices were de-
cidedly 12 their favor, receipts were heavy
and the weather was fine for the
growing crop. Accordingly the *bears”
began selling wheat right and left
at the opening, starting the market
L4@%e lower than it was at the close
yesterday., Theirdetermined selling sent it
off to a point @ "ze below yvesterday’'s last
figures within a few minutea. Then they
discovered that they had underestimated
the “balls,” who snapped ail their offerings
and called for more; the course of prices
changed, and from that time on tended uop-

ward with one or two importans breaka
The resnlt was 2 net advance of 150’ over
yesterday’s last figures. The other cereals
and hog vroducts were also strong, and
scored material advances in sympathy with
wheat. At the opening 1o the wheat pit
Cndah{ Hately Brothers and Linn &
Mitche i led the selling ana the crowd fol-
lowed. July started at §1 081y to $1.081g,
broke to $£1.08 and then lifted to $1.081
Later cables noting a farther decline in
Paris and Liverpool brought July back to
$1.00, but buying by Dunn, Hutchin-
son and New Yorkers hifted it to $1.10la
When it was announced that the corner in
April flour at Paris bad collapsed and tuat
gtim bad declined equal to 1 per barrel
aly sold off to $1.09%.

An experiment in transplanting onions
wis made last season by Mr. W, J. Green,
horticnitarist of the Ohic Experiment Sta-
tion, the results of which are set forth in
the paper which follows, and which was
read by him before the Columbus Horti-
cultural Society: ]

The practice of transplanting onions
when youaog is not common with gardeuers,
but it has many advantages which seem to
have been overlooked. Seed under forty
different names, including about thirty va-
rieties, was sown in the experiment station
green-house Feb. 25, 1800, The seed came
up promptly and the youngpianteadvanced
rapidly in growth, bemf 81X to eight inchea
in height by the middle of April. As soon
as practicable two beds or plats of ground
were prepared side by side, in one of which
the young onion piants grown in the green-
house were planted.

In the other bed seed of the same va-
rieties wassown in the ordinary manner. In
all respects, except thatof transplanting, the
plants in the two beds were treated exactly
alike. Both were manured and cultivated
elike, and twice during the season, when
the weather was dry, both were irrigated.
At the proper time the plants in the bed
where the seed was sown were thinned, so
as to stand the same distance as those that
had been transplanted, which was three
inches apart in the row, the rows being one
foot apart.

The difference in the two beds was very
marked from the start. Those that were
transplanted commenced to grow at once,
none, 80 far as observed,dying in the opera-
tion. Not only were the transplanted
onions much larger at all times during the
season, but they had a heaithier appear-
ance, besides being more uniform in size, A
conservative estimate at any time durin
the season would have pla the yield o
the transplanted bed at more than double
that of the other bed.

The difference in cost of enltivation was
considerable, the ratio being about one to
two in favor of the bed transplanted
