A History of the German Empire That Does
Not Please the Kaiser.

Special to the Inttlsnapolls Journal.
London, April 24. The bitterness of the

Kaiser's animosity towards Bismarck is
shown by the fact that he has caused to be
taken out of the hands of Prof. Von Sybol
the work entitled "The Founding of the
German Empire," it being claimed that
the work placed Bismarck too prominently
in the foreground, and did not do justice to
Wiliiam the First aud others who assisted
the work of the second German empire.
This greatly displeased the Kaiser, and tho
task of completing the work is to be in
trusted to Prof. Lehmann, of Marburg, be
tween whom and Princo Bismarck there
has not been good feeling fur many years,
and who can be trusted to eliminate the
figure of Bismarck as much as possible
from the drama of 1670. Dr. Lehman ns
part ol tne work will include tne years
of lbC7 to 1871. and will, therefore, take
in the Franco-Prussia- n war and its im
mediate results. The proof-shee- ts are to
be submitted to the Kaiser, and passed
upon by him before publication. In con
sideration of this elimination of Bismarck,
the Kaiser has graciously consented that
the work shall be dedicated to him.

The Kaiser has taken occasion, in com-
menting upon a lectcre by Captain Weger.
of the German navy, to give his views as
to the use of the navy in war. He says that
tne navy must not maintain tne defensive
only, but also act on the offensive, and
that the adage that "attack is the best de
fense'' must be acted upon in future by tho
navy as fully as by the army. Battle ships
must do their utmost to annihilate the ap
proaching enemy, ine Kaisers wish is
that the naval maneuvers shall no longer
be simple exercises, ending in the attack on
one or more ports and their defense, but
shall embrace naval action far out at sea
and involving evolution over many hun-
dreds of miles.

KELLIE BECKET'3 CHARGES.

Further Testimony In the Case of the Gov
ernes Against Captain Verney.

London, April 21. The trial of Capt
Edmund IL Verney, Liberal member of
Parliament for North Buckinghamshire,
who is charged with having been instru-
mental in procuring a governess named
Nellie Becket for immoral purposes, was
continued to-da- y at the Bow-stree- t police
court The trial was commenced on Satur-
day last, when Captain Verney, who was
traveling on the continent when the war
rant for his arrest was applied for, returned
to this country upon being notified of the
charges brought against him, and was
taken into custody. At the first day's
hearing of this ease Miss Beckett testified
to the fact that she answered an ad-

vertisement Betting forth the fact
that the services ox a governess
were desired, and that npon calling at
the address named in the advertisement
she became acquainted with Mme. Floreat,
who had inserted the advertisement, and
who induced Miss Beckett to go to Paris
with her. There, according to Miss Beck
ett's testimony, she was introduced to a
man who went by the name of vv ilson,
subsequently identified as Captain Verney,
who made certain proposals to her. Miss
Beckett added that when she refused to ac
cede to Captain Verney's solicitations Mme.
Floreat gave her the sum of $10 and her
fare back to this city, upon her return
here Miss Beckett informed a physician
of her acquaintance as to the circum-
stances of her visit to Paris, with the re--
anlt that Miss Beckett, by her friend s ad
vice, entered into a correspondence with
Mme. Floreat, and was enabled to cause
her arrest and conviction on, the
charge of procuring for immoral purposes.
Mis Beckett's friends then turned their
attention to Captain Verney. with the re
sult that he was arrested on Saturday last
and released on bail, to appear for further
examination to-da- y.

The Bow-stre- et police court was crowded
this morning with people who came to hear
the evidence in the case. The proceedings
to-da- y Included the examination of several
witneMseit who testified to having repaired
the houso for a man whom they knew as
"Wilson," in which Mme.

cannot deprive them of claiming the credit
for the ultimate success of their scheme.
The opposition has further and stronger
reasons to hail the government scheme,
containing, as it does, abundant possibili-
ties for party disruption and widespread
national discontent. From a tactical point
of view the Unionists could not have found
a better cry to go to the country with than
free education. Equally from a tactical
point of view it could not be worse for
them if, after the Liberals accepted the
principle of the bill, a coalition of Tory
malcontents with the mass of the Liberals
threw out the ineasnre on a question relat-
ing to the popular control of schools or in-

terference with denominational privileges.
As far as the views of the Liberal leaders

have been ascertained the bill will be op-

boards of all schools, including vol-
untary and denominational. A small sec-

tion of the opposition appear to be willing
to accept Mr. GoschenV proposal in any
form, arguing that free schools must ulti-
mately imply popular control.

TTORKS OF ART RUINED.

Irrsparable Damage Don by the Powder Ex-

plosion to Historic Buildings In Rome.
Rome, April 24. The explosion of 2& tuns

of gunpowder, yesterday, in the powder
magazine at Pozze Pautaleo, which caused
serious damage and loss of life, created
great alarm at the Vatican. All the win-
dows of the Pope's library were broken and
a number of preoious relics were destroyed.
In addition, many valuable panes of col-

ored glass in the principal windows of St,
Peter's basilica were smashed to pieces.
The handsome stained-glas- s window oyer
the chair of St. Peter was also broken. At
St, Paul's Church all the stained-glas- s win-
dows were broken. In fact, the damage
done at this church was so great that the
building has been closed to the publio while
the debiis is being cleared away and the
work of temporary repair inaugurated.
Much of the destruction wrought by the
explosion is irreparable, as the valuable
works of art which have been destroyed
cannot be replaced. Many of the stained-glas- s

windows which have been shattered
are the works of celebrated artists who
flourished hundreds ot years ago, and
though in some cases the windows cau be re-
placed, in many other cases their historio
and artistic value is destroyed forever. Many
of the most valuable relics in the monastery
of St. Paul have also succumbed to the
force of the explosion. As already stated,
some time must elapse before the full
amount of the damage will bo known, as it
will require a personal visit to and inspec-
tion of tens of thousands of artistic relics
before the full story of the disaster can be
recounted.

It now transpires that the Pope had just
concluded the celebration of a low mass
and was engaged in prayer when the explo-
sion shook the Vatican building. So severe
was the shock that his Holiness tottered
and would have fallen had not one of the
servants in attendance sprung forward and
caught the venerable prelate in his arms.
His Holiness has recovered from the shock.

Investigation made by the military au-
thorities into the origin of the explosion
shows that it was caused by the accidental
explosion of some shrapnel shell capsules.
A few of the people who were injured by
the explosion, and who were taken to the
hospital have since died from the effect of
the injuries they received. King Humbert
to-da-v is calling at tbt hospitals and visit
ing the wonnded peoLle. The King's sym
pathetic action in conveying some of the
wounded in his own carriage to the hos-
pitals yesterday and in visiting the
wounded to-da-y is highly appreciated by
the populace of this city. Among those
who were hurt bv the accident was M.
Billot, the French embassador. M. Billet
was slightly injured by falling glass.

DISASTROUS FLOOD8.

Great Destruction Wrought In Peru Village
Inundated mod nouses Washed Away.

Panama, April 16. Reports from Peru
tell of disastrous storms aud floods. Be-

tween March 19 and 23 eleven rain-storm- s

swept over Lambayeque, whence a corre-
spondent writes: "The river of the same
name in this town increased to enormous
proportions and flooded the country all
around fornearly thirty miles. The villages
ofJayanca, Olmer, Motupe, Pacoa. Tucumo,
Moehumi and Morenpe have been inun-
dated and many houses have fallen down.
The churches at Japanca and Morrope fell
down, while Cbicl&yo and Kten su tiered
heavily. The crops ou the farms around
these cities have all been destroyed. Not a
single rail of the Chimbote &. Suchiman
railroad remains in place on many miles of
the embankments. The Cecheu and Castna
rivers did enormous damage in Casma,
which was deserted bv the inhabitants,
who carried all the goods they could to the
hills behind the town. The town of Supe
has been washed down, and the Hood
opened a channel through the cemetery,
washing out all buried bodies. All the
large plantations in the Chimbotte valley,
where some of the finest cane-tield- s in the
world were to be seen, have su tiered heavi-
ly. Barannca and Huaeho have been inun-
dated, and Chancay has inllered heavily.

Horrible Crime Committed by an Un

known Man in a Resort of the Vile.

Woman Strangled and the Body Mutilated in
True WMteehapel Fashion Xo Trace of

the Murderer Polics Nonplussed.

New York, April 24. Jack the IMpper
has come to New York at lasst. His handi-
work is so plain in a murder committed
this morning in the East-rive-r Hotel, a
low resort on the southwest corner of
Catharine street and Water street, that
there seems to be no room for doubt. The
police admit it. Capt. Richard O'Conner,
who is in charge of the Oak-stre- et station.
and is one of Inspector Byrnes's oldest and
sharpest detectives, said at noon: "It's
Jack's work to a dot." Who he is, where
he came from and why he murdered the
woman who is the victim no one knows.
She was known about the neighborhood as
one of the lot of balf-drnnke- n creatures who
hang about the bad resorts by the water-
side. It ws 10:45 o'clock, last night, that
the man came into the hotel and registered
as Kuicler and wife. He and the woman
took a room on an upper floor, and went to
it at once. Nothing was seen of either of
them during the night. No cry or unusual
cries were heard. This morning the at-

tendant rapped on the door of their room.
No answer came. He rapped again, with
no better result, and finally broke the door
in. An awful sight met his gaze. On the
bed lay the woman in a mire of blood.
She bad been dead for hours. Her abdo
men had been fairly ripped open with a
dull, broken table knife that lay in the
blood, lhe viscera had been cut. and from
appearances apart was missing. The man
had escaped. A very imperfect description
of him was given to the police, and they
went to work on it with the utmost secrecy
and speed. Little is known except that
the murderer was a man about thirty-tw- o

years old ar.d shabbily dressed.
I he body ot the woman had not been

touched when the coroner arrived. He
made a hasty examination and found that
she had been dead quite anumber of hours.
He removed the clothes from her face and
neck and revealed a ghastly visage. The
tongue was out of the mouth and swollen,
the eyes bulged from their sockets, the
nose was flattened to the face, and about
the neck was a circle of couizealed blood.
The appearance of the face convinced the
coroner that the woman had hrat been
strangled and then cut. On turning over
the body it was found that the murderer
had left his marks. The broken
end of the knife had " been used
to make . a large cross on the
base of the spine. Everything about tho
room was In a state of disorder, although it
might have been in this condition before
the couple entered it. The rooms on the
top floor of the lodging-hous- e are nothing
more than spaces divided off by thin board
partitions. All the adjoining rooms were
occupied last niarht, but their tenants had
left the hotel Caen the body was discov-
ered. If the man had been noisy in his
work the people in the other rooms must
have certainly heard him. but if they did
they said nothing about it to the olerk.
Proprietor Jennings and the assistant
house-keepe- r, Mary Munitor. went up to
the Oak-stre- et police station and there told
Coroner Shultz and Police Captain O Con
ner all they knew about the case, lhe
house-keep- er said that the murdered
woman's companion wore a white turned-- C

down collar and a dark-brow- n cutaway
eoat. He was decidedly German in appear-
ance, but she eould not tell from his ap-
pearance how long he had been in this
country. She said he resembled a sea-fa- r
ing man, Mary said that the woman was a
well-know- n character aronnd the neiabbor-boo- d

but; no one seemed to know her or
Where she lived. The police are scouring
the city and the vessels at the docks for the
murderer.

WHAT A DOCTOR SAYS.
A doctor ho saw the body before it was

removed says: "Whether by chance or
skill the cut was made so as to . ef-

fect the object aimed at by the London
Jack the Hipper, namely, the removal of
the uteris. "The incision was begun' near
the termination of the back bone, and car-
ried from below upward in an oblique
direction to a point half way up on the
right side of the abdomen. Then, apparent
ly, the knife was earned around
the perinasum, butcher-fashio- n, and the
uterus, rectum and bladder pnlled out
together. The. bladder is still lying
on the ltd. carefully separated
from its surrounding attachments.
The rectum-ha- s likewise been divided off
from adjacent structures, and a super-
ficial examination did not find tho
uterus, although it may still be
lying underneath the corpse. One thing is
certatn. the uterus must have beeu in the
murderer's hands, whether he knew
it or not, for the presence
of the other structures without itproves that it must have been withdrawn
from the body. ' The resemblance be-
tween this murder and those credited to
Jack the Kipper in London is thus
strong enough to warrant the presumption
mat ine odj jci aimea at was tne same, al-
though the procedure was slightly different.

Inspector Byrnes in questioning the people
continually being brought in " bv
the largest force of central office
detectives and policemen ever at work on
a single case in New York. One woman
arrested, a Mrs. Harrington, who keeps
a lodging-hous- e, gave information where
by the police arrested a man known in his
haunts as "Frenchy," and who. according
to Mrs. Harrington, was an acquaint-
ance of the dead woman, whose name
she said was Carrie Brown, sixty years old.
lhe woman formerly lived out at service,
but was so much given to riot
ous living , that she acquired an
unenviable reputation and thus lost her
chances of gaining an honest livlihood.
The poll (SB would give no information con-
cerning the man nor would they give his
right name.

Though the woman's real name could not
be ascertained, it was learned that she was
known as "Shakspeare" among her as-
sociates. This sobriquet was applied
to her because of the fluent way in which
she spoke the lines of the great bard. She
was a handsome woman, with striking
features of a Roman csst, and a form of
remarkable symmetry for a woman of her
age. There are even traces of refinement
visible beneath the marks left by a life of
dissipation. The place in which the
woman's life was ended is known
to the residents of the locality as
the "House of all 'Drinks." It has
a bad reputation and is probably one of the
worst ot its class. The police say that nu-
merous crimes have been committed with-
in its portals, and only recently the bar-
tender was arrested for cutting a man down
with a saber.

Ming Ynen, or summer palace, a came fa
miliar to those who remember the last
campaign of the British in China. An eye-
witness describes the arrangement of the
procession as follows:

After the cottin came a huge pavilion
borne aloft by fortr-einh- t men in blue and
yellow silk uniforms, with high black
cloth boots reaching to their knees. This
pavilion inclosed the tablets with the
titles of the dead i'rince. the descendant
and relative of so many Kmperorsof China.
Kight gorgeously caparisoned camels came
next in double hie, followed by twelve
white Tartar horses with yellow trappings.
Four eunuch, or conrt attendants, in mag-
nificent robes, each carrying a large gilt
esgle, came next, and were succeeded by
four equally gorgeous personages, cacti
leading a small white dog, for sacrifice. I
presume, though the usual living victim on
ordinary occasions is a white cock, or in
the case of high otlicial sometime a white
swan. A number of mandarins of the first
rank followed, preceded by two very large
white satin banners bordered with crimson
and ernblazoued all over with yellow im-
perial drag-on- . A heterogenous crowd of
Tartar soldiers and janissaries lollowed,
some waving curiously-shape- d Uaffs. many
representing aud shaped like fishes and
fanciful monsters; others carrying swords,
spears, pennons, ye.low and red umbrellas
of extraordinary shapes aud dimensions.
A band of five hundred musicians succeed
ed this motley gathering, but with their
instruments mute. The famous crooked-handle- d

umbrella, only used by the Km-ro- r,

occupied a conspicuous place in the
procession, after which cam another
large yellow pavilion, containing the
Empress dowager's funeral eulogy and
borae by eight men in scarlet silk robes.

The nsnal paraphernalia of a great
Chinese funeral followed in the shape of
representatives of all sorts of animals, in-
cluding lions, storks, deer, as well as of tho
hnmau animal, all wrought in living ever-
green shrubs, which most people who have
visited China have seen on some occasion.
The historic yellow sedan chair, which the
Empress dowager presented to tho de-
ceased Prince some years ago. and which
he declined ever to ride in lest his action
should be coustrued into a desire to usurp
the rights that belonged only to his Im-
perial son. came nest, followed by his fa-
vorite horse with a red breast-plat- e. More
nnibrellfts and flags succeeded, after which
came a long liue of archers, with their arms
reversed, and then a number of handsome-Iv-dresse- d

boys, boariug the wardrobe of
their dead master. Hundreds of soldiers
and omcials followed, scattering paper of
(liferent colors alons the route, which wai
lined with braves' who knelt reverently
as the corteee passed along, rising only to
join its ranks as the lat of the procession
P fined where they knelt, and in this war
the cortege, ever growing like a snowball
thrown down hill, pa sited along. On ar-
rival at the temple in the summer palaca
grounds all the assembled princes and
mandarins, numberiug many thousands,
went many times thrunch the kowtowing
process acaiu, aud oifered libations of wine
by pouring the 'nectar of the rota ec
lily'' all round the bisx.

The Corsair,
when finished, will be one of the largest
steam yachts in this country, being about
the size of Mr. Gould's yacht, the Atalanta.
The Corsair is built of iron, is 237 feet over
all, twentr-seve- n feet beam and thirteen
feet draught. It will be fitted up regard-
less of cost, and will travel sixteen knots
an hour.

MOUKXIXG FOB A riUNCK.

Weeks of Funeral Ceremonies Over the Re-
mains of the Chine Emperor's Father.

Sbanfttiftl Correspoudfcnce New York Herald,
31 arch 1.

The funeral ceremonies over the remains
of the late Prince Chun, which have been
in full swing in Peking ever since the 19th
nit., were on a scale of almost unprece-
dented magnificence.' The ancient books,
though ransacked by a dozen high func-
tionaries in search of precedents, proved
barren of results, but that did not matter
very much, and the chamberlains and
Board of Kites having drawn upon their
imaginations for the ceremonial to be ob-
served, the programme of the funeral rites
left nothing to be desired upon the score
of magnificence or scenic effect. The chief
ceremony of the obsequies so far has taken
place, but that is only one stage of the
funeral, which in the case of an imperial
Chinese prince is a rather protracted affair,
and covers not only many weeks, but runs
well into two years.

On the 19th of January (as fixed by the
Court Astrologer) the lunction known as
the first of the sacrifices, chu-chi- e, being
followed six days later by the "great sacri-
fice." ta chi, at both of which the Emperor,
as feon of the deceased, was the chief
mourner, dressed in mourning robes and
wearing his official hat, but. without tho
tasset 1 am not able to describe exactlv
the ceremonial observed at these sacrifices
beyond that the Emperor burns joss paper
and Thibetau .incense in the lias lu, or
censor before ihe colli n and over a dozen
imperial princes and chief diguitaries of
the empire assisted in sprinkling the
ground with wine and arranging the
posthumous ofierings of wine, sheep, cakes
and paper money.

But of the greater function of moving tho
imperial remains to the late Prince's coun-
try Beat, where they will remain till finally
committed to their resting place, I am able
to give a short description which may be of
interest. This ceremony took place on the
29th of January and was one of the most
wonderful sights ever witnessed in Peking.
As a simple pageant it was most striking,
while it was also solemn and impressive.
The procession left the palace in which the
Prince died at 4 o'clock in the dark winter
morning, with the thermometer about ten
degrees below zero and the country far and
wide wrapped in a shroud of ice and snow.
The cortege was marshaled under the direc-
tion of Fuknn, the president of the Board
of Kites, and numbered several thonsand.
It was conducted entirely in accordance
with the rules of aucestral worship. Before
it started on its way the Emperor, in white
mourning robes, was led to the bead of the
colli n, before which he knelt down and
reverently aowtowed three timee. repeat-
ing aloud words of lamentation and endear-
ment. The coffin was covered with a mag-
nificent funeral pall or, as the Chinese call
it, the olo ching-pei- , of crimson silk richly
embroidered with thick gold threads.

Immediately after the Emperor came his
two brothers, who took a similar part in
the niourniug. The coffin was borne by
eighty carriers clad in blue silk, with caps
from which trailed long peacock's feathers.
The Emperor and his brothers followed the
cortiu on foot, but bis Imperial Majesty
only progressed in this unusual fashion a
comparatively short distance, tfhen he as-
cended into a sedan chair, in which he pro-
ceeded by a short-cu- t so as to intercept the
procession again, as a dutiful Chinsse won
should do if he wished to pay particular
homage to a deceased father. When the
coCin arrived at the great gates at the
dead Prince's c ountry palace the Emperor
again knelt down and thrice kowtowed be-
fore the casket, after which be returned to
his own palace, and the cortege, which
stretched behind two or more miles, went
slowly on its way to the resting-plac- e in
Prince Chun's garden "Yuan-Yu- " which
is within bow-sh- ot of tho dismantled Yuea

TLLK WAR IN INDIA.

ralva Village Darned by urttUh Troops
end JJny of the Rebels Slain.

SorLA, April 24. Information has reached
fcjre that the British column advancing on
Jjanipur, under Generals Lockhart and
Turner, to-da-y reached a large natural set-
tlement la the Bhgra valley. Tho British
force halted when within sight of the set-
tlement and sent scouts forward to inform
the Manipuris that the British generals
were awaiting proposals of peace from tho
Insurgent tribes. ' The rebels, however, re-

fused to answer this peaceable suggestion,
and the British troops were ordered to ad-Tan- ce.

The British columns pushed for-
ward and burned twelve villages which
)iad been occupied by the rebels. The lat-
ter, in great force, retreated to the hills.
The British forces shelled the hills with
shrapnel shells, killing and woundinglarge
numbers of the, enemy. The latter is now
believed to have been completely cowed.

PORTUGAL COTTED.

Compelled by Salisbury's Threats to Open
the Punirwe Hirer to British Yassel.

London, April 24. One of tho results of
the action of the Portuguese officials in fir-

ing upon the steamer Agnes, which was
conveying the expedition of Sir John
AVilloughby,-an- d tho seizure, of the two
cargo boats attached to tho expedition, has
become public by the action taken by the
Portuguese Cabinet to-da-y. It appears
that in addition to the dispatch of three
British war ships to the intrance of tho
1'angwe river, as announced by Lord Salis-
bury in the House of Lords yesterday, the
Banish Prime Minister forwarded an ulti-
matum to the Portuguese government de-
claring that unless immediately facilities
were aflorded to British subjects to open
thoPnngwe river in accordance with the
provisions of the modus Vivendi now ex-
isting between Great Britain and Portugal
the British government would resort to
force in order to compel respect on the
part of Portugal to her treaty engage-
ments, and that the icnilt would be dis-
astrous to Portuguese enterprise in that
part of the world. The Portuguese Cabinet
to-da-y, under pressure of Lord Salisbury's
ultimatum, gave consent to the free passage

. of the Pungwe river.
The Foreign Office has received alarming

9 d vices from Lisbon. Sir George Glynn
Petre, the Knglish minister, represents the
political situation as critical. The Portu-
guese Cabinet ought to submit the new
Xoglish convention to the Cortes on May 5,
the modus Vivendi expiring on May 14, but
the Porto guese Premier pleads for an ex
tension of the modus Vivendi and delay in
the publishing of the convention, in order
to give time lor the abatement of the ex-
citement against the Englishmen, which isimperiling the position of the government.
