The Board of Health officials ware yester-

day surprised to find a death certificate
filed in their office in which the cause of
death was given as morphine poisoning.

Criticism of the Arbitrary Course Punned by
the Officers of the Consumers Trust,

To the Editor of the In.Tlauio:! Journal:
The action of tbe Consumers' Gas Trust

in refusing to grant additional gas service
has had a depressing effect on many
branches of spring business, notably on
real estate and building, and even mer-
chandising. To start with, the early sea-

son's business received a backset by the
striking carpenters, mill-me- n, painters,
tinners and the unfavorable weather, and
now a further and threatened blow to gen-

eral business is the Trust's announcement
of no new service, coupled with their un-

warranted, unjust and arbitrary refusal to
make the best of a bad'eondition, brought
about wholly by the folly of duplicating
gas mains on the same streets, instead of
dividing territory between the companies.
The directory refuse connections on their
lines for eight months of the year, at a
time when there is an undisputed supply
of gas, it being only during zero
weather that any shortness is feared.
They also refuse to permit a patron who
owns two pieces of propertyone being
supplied with Trust gas, while the other
piece is unsupplied and located on the
Trust's low-pressu- re mains to entirely dis-
connect the first piece from the Trust's
mains and connect the same or less number
of fires to the second property, the owner
offering to bear all attending eznense. No
more gas would be consumed and no outlay
attach to tne lrust uy such a transfer of
service, and it fully meets their excuse, "a
short supply of gas." The only reason of-
fered fcr not granting so reasonable a re
quest is, "not possible.' Another queer
and inconsistent ruling is the following: A
gentleman owns a brick business block,
consisting of two store-room- s on first floor,
Kos. 166 and 1S Washington street, and
ten suits of living rooms above, occupied
by as many families Store-roo- m No. lui
has gas service, but No. ICS, tbe adjoining
room, has not According to the recently-adopte- d

"gas-famin- e" rules of the Trust the
gas service of No. 166 cannot be extended
into No. ICS, one room, but can be extended
into any or all of the ten rooms over No.
ICO. Remember, the excuse for this rule is
a "short' supply of gas, but it takes a
"long." or full, supply to meet its demands.
The owner was told that, even if the build-
ing was ten stories high, all
the rooms and families occupying such a
building could have extensions made to
their respective apartments.

At least twq thousand contracts for eight
months' service could be taken by theTrust, and no present consumer's supply be
interfered with. Further, by transferring
consumers from Trust to Indianaoolis
mains the latter company continues to
make service connections where the two
companies duplicate mains on the same
streets at least six hundred families who
are now unsupplied living on streets occu-
pied only by Trust low pressure mains
could enjoy tbe convenience eo generally
enjoyed by their immediate neighbors.
True, the ordinance which tbe Trust ac-
cepted and gave bond to comply with spe-
cially directs that all applicants on its lines
be served, and provides criminal prosecu-
tion and penalty for each separate refusal,
but the one dominating spirit of the Trust
directory he of the imperious will says
in effect, "the public and the city ordinance
be d d,"and some of the other worthy
gentlemen composing the board, while rec-
ognizing the exceeding unreasonableness
ot some of these rules, meekly bow submis-
sion, and thus the afiairsof this supposed
beneficent corporation, created by the pub-
lic, are diverted into acts of offensive in-
justice that are causelessly breeding a large
crop of lawsuits and contention that will
result disastrously. ' .

The effect of this suspension of gas serv-
ice on the growth and bni'ding interests,
and, consequently, tbe general busigess of
the city, is worse in eflect than if gas bad
never been brought inside the corporation.
Those in a position to know claim that in
the northeast quarter of tbe city alone, in-
cluding Woodruff Place, there have been
over titty houses planned for this season's
erection, costing from $3,000 to $12,000 each,
the building of which is sow held in abey-
ance since the Trnst'a announcement. tSup--
pose gas had never been piped to the city,
no such condition, of affairs could have
arisen. All would have been on an equal-
ity as to fuel People who have enjoyed
the convenience of gas for two years will
not sell or vacate their old houses for new
ones m which, however modern or elegant,
sooty coal must be used as fueL How else
can this affect the real estate market but
disastrously! Will this state of affairs
draw strancers here to invest in property
or business! If continued it will be tho
"blackest eye' the city has received, and
from its ayowed friends, since the panic of
1874. What is the effect in a town where
the building interest is handicapped as in
this instance? The architects, builders,
material men, the planing-mill- s and their
operatives, the brick-layer- s. Dlaterers. car-peter- s,

painters, tinners and laborers are
those who feel the direct and immediate ef
fects. Afterward the grocer, butcher, i
natter, dry-goods-deal- er, clothier, furni-
ture and carpet men. etc. all
along the lines of trade, are second- -
arlly eflect The Board of Trade
and the Commercial Club seem to have
gone to sleep over this matter and are
bending their energies in resolving and
passing around subscription papers in be-
half of a military tournament lasting a few
days in July. Would it be an offense to
suggest that they divide their energies in
an effort to increase the snpply of gas for
this cityf Join Tucker and enlarge his con- -
temnlated Greenfield pipe Hue. or set on
foot some other scheme that will facilitate
tho flow of gas to Indiana's capital and re-
lieve the alleged "gas famine' that now af-
fects so many and such vital interests.

The Board of Public Safety Equalizing the Fire
Department Politically Other Matters,

The Bonr.i of Public Safety met yester-
day to consider appointments in the fire
department, and ordered eleven applicants
to appear before Fire and Police Surgeon
Earp, for physical examination. They are
D. F. Huffer. Eugene Faulkner. John Hull,
Samuel F. Irish, John Monagban, Patrick
Merrick. B. F. Plummer. Lee Miles, James
Kiley, William Donavan and James A.
Frazier. Of these Huffer, Monaghan,
Hull, Faulkner . and Donavan are
either substitute firemen, or have
before been connected with the depart-
ment They bad the recommendation of
Fire Chief Webster. Tbe board spent six
or seven honrs searching for the eleven
Republicans who must be retired to make
room for the eleven Democrats whose ap-
pointment isreqnired to divide the depart-
ment equally between the two political
parties. The difficulty was in deciding
upon whom removal would work
tbe least hardship, the present Re-
publican quota being recognized
as all good men. Just as some
nnlucky fellow would be determined npon
for removal, the board would find a family
of five or seven and in one case nine de-
pending npon him for support, and the slate
would be broken. Mr. Catterson said, last
night that it was the hardest job they had
yet encountered, and President Holt in-
dorsed the expression. The men to be re-
moved are not yet all selected, but no one
of them will know his fate before
May 1, when the new appointees
are expected to report for duty.
When the board assumed control the pay-
roll showed ninety-si- x firemen employed,
seventy-on- e of whom were Republicans
and twenty-tw- o Democrats. Tbe number
was increased by fourteen, making 110 in
all. The fourteen new appointees were all
Democrats, thus relieving the board of dis-
charging seven Republicans in addition to
the seventeen certain to be removed. The
110 firemen are assigned among seven-
teen lire companies, including the
tower. These companies are now
numbered somewhat in confusion, as No. 1
engine-hous- e. No. 1 books, etc., but Presi-
dent Holt says he has a plan to relieve the
repetition of numbers. It is probable the
board will take some measure to have a
liight ot stairs put in tho tower to replace
the present ladder. This ladder is sixty feet-tall- ,

and has been used so long that tbe
rounds are worn almost half through. In
making the rounds of the tire companies a
fow days ago the members of the board
slighted the tower, but last night expressed
the intention of mounting the ladder
and gaining a bird's-ey-e view of their
official domain. The board will probably
decide to put a telephoneinSuperinteudent
of Police Colbert's residence. The subject,
however, will not receive much attention
till tbe latter part of next month, when the
making of a new contract for the city tele-
phones will be up for considerationthe
contract under which the telephones are
now rented expiring on the 1st of June'.

Statement by Mr. Blanchard as to tho
War Being Waned Against the Alton,

Why Eastern Lines Were Ordered to Diicon
tlnm Selling Tickcta Western Roads Now

at thd Mercy of the C. & A.

Chairman Blanchard, of the Central
TraCic AwoViation. yesterday made the
following statement concerning the posi-

tion of the lines which hire discontinued
passenger relations with the Chicago &
Alton: "In January last that company,
vrith others, was courteously requested by
tho presidents and managers of sixty-on- e

Eastern railway companies to de&ist from
'payins commissions to their ticket agents,
such agents being instructed not to receive
commissions from foreign roads. The law
being settled that no person or corporation
baa a right to interfere with the employes
of another we advised all our connections
that such interference would be cause for
canceling joint passenger relations. On
April 6 the manager of the Alton responded
to onr final appeal by a written statement
that hit company was in favor of the pay-
ment of a reasonable commission to ticket
agents and could not consistently commit
itself to an opposite policy. It mailed to
all our coupon agents circulars styling the
action of our presidents a fad; paid com-

missions to agents whom it knew were
directed not to receive them and publicly
announced that if our lines wished to
scop tLe practice they should prevent their
ngent from receiving the tnoney, well
knowing the impossibility of accomplish-iti-?

this since the United States mails are
inviolable. It also advised those agents
that it would continue to pay those who
would present commission claims. Any
one can see that if agents are paid money
to sell tickets by a given route the employ-
er is unable to control them or to deal im-
partially with connections or jnstly with
the Dublic. Joint relations between rail-
road companies are matters of contract.
The Alton road being unwilling in such
joint business to cease soliciting our agents
to violate their instructions, the Eastern
roada were compelled either to yield un-
conditionally or to stop sell ing Alton tick-
ets on which bribes could be covertly
laid. The latter course was clearly neces-
sary for own defense, the pnbhc interest,
and the protection of other Western con-
nections which put the sales of their tick-
ets unconditionally In our hands.

"The termination of passenger traffic re-
lations was therefore forced upon the East-
ern roa'ds by the Alton company. The
agency of the latter in respect to
bound business was suspended, and at the
same time the Eastern lines withdrew from
their agencyfor the Alton in west-boun- d

business. All this is a purely voluntary
1 osition on the part of the Alton company.
1 he mutual agency can be resumed at its
pleasure, whenever it will stop its persist-
ent corruption of onr servants. Our action
was taken regretfully, and not in any spirit
of boycott. We demur to the use of the
--word. A boycott is an unjustifiable inter-
ference with another in the conduct of his
own business. We are simply conducting
onr business in our own legal way. We do
not interfere with the business of the Alton
road or its employes. On the contrary, it
id that company which claic3 the right to
interfere with cur business, and
to seduce our employes with money.
Its opportunity for doing eo has
been stopped in the only practicable
manner. If any one thinks our action is
not in the interest of the traveling public
Le should read the most recent opinions
and reports of the Interstate-commerc- e
Commission, which has repeatedly recom-
mended that the payment of commissions
by one railroad company to agents on an-
other for influencing passenger transporta-
tion should be made a penal oSense.
.Furthermore, if the practice is defensible
by proper railway management, why has
no other railway given its indorsement inthis issue to the principle of paying com-
missions! It is tmo that Western com- -
T&niea axe permitted by their own rules to
pay. btit it .is the general belief that the
Altoa company alone defeats the general
cessation of this pernicious practice."

CISTERN KOADS ALARMED.
There was a good deal of serious discus-lio-n

at the special meeting of the Western
Passenger Association at Chicago, yester-
day. Tho proposition of the Chicago &
Alton to discontinue the interchange of ex-

cursion certificates with tho Eastern rota's
while the boycott remained in , force
involved the suspension of one of the as-
sociation rules. A resolution was intro- -
dnced to eliminate from the agreement that
part of it providing for an interchange of
certificates with connecting lines on excur-
sion business. It was killed by the nega-
tive vote of the Atchison road, all the others
voting in tie p. Urinative. The Atchison
people explained, however, that it was use-
less to alter the agreement, as it was in the
power of the Alton road to prevent the
luture interchange of certificates by simply
declining to join in any reduced ratea to
and from the territory east of Chicago. It
requires unanimous consent to adopt these
special rates. The Alton representative
saw the point, and immediately gave notice
tnat his road would take tho course sug-
gested. The Kock Island presented reso-
lutions in the form of a memorial
to .the; Eastern lines, requesting them
to tafee some Measures for the
protection of their Western connections
against the effect of the Alton boycott. It
was claimed that the present condition of
aftairs whs detrimental to the interests of
all the Western roads, and that if con-tinn- ed

it would soon involve all the lines
in the Trunk-line- . Central Tratho and West-
ern i'assencer associations in a disastrous
rate war. The Eastern roads were, there-
fore, called upon to modify their position

- in onler to avoid such a result. Chairman
Fin ley. in a epinted address to the meeting,
aaid the life of the association wan threat-
ened, and that the Western roads must de-
cide quickly what course they are going to
pursue. The representatives of several
roads spoke in favor of upholding the Al-
ton in its course, and the Eastern lines
wero sharply criticised for the extreme
measures they had adopted. Ho decided
action was taken.
