ALTON IN ANOTHER FIGHT

Likely to Withdraw from the New
Western Ascociation and Cut Rates.

Gould’s Course Awrbml by the Union Pacific
Stockholders—Commotion in Express
Circles—Railroad Notes.

e

There is mow little doubt that the Chi-
cago & Alton road will withdraw from the
Western Passenger Association unless
there is a speedy change of policy on the
part of some of the lines in that organiza-
tion. Chairman Finley delivered himself
of a decision to-day that will hasten the
climax. The decision sets forth that a rate
of 85.75 from Bt. Louis to Chicago was
asuthorized Deo. 31 for the purpose of estab-
lishing equality between members inter-
ested in that traffic, the Jsocksonville
Southeastern having created an inequality
by the irregular sale of ticketa at reduoced
rates through ticket brokers. The chair-
man expresses the belief that the equality
gsontemplated by the agreement can now
be obtained upon the basis of the standard
tanff rates, and asnnounces that the
suthority granted as a measure of relief
will expire May 16. His ruling is that, on

and after May 17 the standard tariff rate of
$7.50 from St. Louis to Chieago wiil be-
come operative. He also desired that on
the same date the rate of $6.50 now in effect
from Kansas City to St. Louis mast be ad-
vanced to the standard basis of §7.50.

Three courses are open to the Chicago &
Alton, which has heretofore refused to ad-
vance these rates while the boycott of the
Eastern roads is in force. One is & refusal
to be governed by the ruling of Chairman
Finley, in whieh event it wounld probably
be required to pay a fine of $100 or $200 for
violation of the agreement. The second
course is an appeal to the association, or to
s board of arbitration, but this course the
Alton eannot consistently adopt, as it does
not recognize the right of the chairman to
make & ruling, since the agreement specif-
ically provides that the chairman shall
make such reduced rates as are neosssary
to place all lines on an equality, and thal
no rates can be advanced or new ones made
without the unanimous consént of the
members., The position it takes on this
point is that it is not necessary to advance
rates to put the lines on an equality.
The third alternative open to the Alton
road, and the one which it is most
hkely to adopt, is withdrawal from the
association. The officials of the road say
that this step will be taken with regret,
but that the action of the Wabash and
the Atchison roads in insisting upon a
ruling by Chairman Finlev indicates that
these two lines are not disposed to pursue
» gener.as or even a friendly volicy
toward a persecuted competitor, and that
they have no recourse but to put them-
velves on an independent footing and g:.o-
tect the revenues of the company as t
they ean. It is now & question of whether
the Aiton shall fight its battles single-
handed, or whether the other Weatern
roads which are as much committed to the
policy of payving commissions as the Alton
will belp it out of its dilemma. It is
srgued by many railroad men that the lat-
Jer course wounld be the consistent one, and
that it is the only one that will save the
Western Passenger Association from dis-
mption.

The Pennsyivania's Relief Department.

The executive committee of the Pennesyl-
v 2ia Company’s relief department held
its quarterly meeting in Cleveland on Mon-
day. General Manager Wood, Superintend-
ent of Transportation Taylor and a number
of other officials and employes, of whiech
" the committee consists, were in attendance.
The statement of Superintendent Smith, of

the association, which was presented at the
meeting, showed the membership of the

relief department of the whole Pennsyl-
vania system, on March 3, to be 13101, out
of & total number of 24058 employes, or
60.3 per cent. The tinancial statement shows
the total receipts of the association, up

to March 31, to be $201,985.25, and total dis-
bursements, $174.550.19. When from this
are dedncied death and disablement
benefits accrued and unpaid, asscssmments
not yet collected, ete., which aggregate
845,040, taere will be found a delicit of
£17,050.4. The deficita are nhngn guar-
anteed ty the company, which, however,
takes no part of any surplus whic? may
secrue, this being devoted exclusifely to
she payment of benefits,

Completaly in Gould's Hands.

A Union Pacitic meeting of stockholders
was held at Boston yesterday. The ticket
for directors received 871,208 votes, all that
were cast. Every act ol the directors was
indorsed. The dizectors organized as fol-
lows: President, Sidney Dillon; vice-presi-
dent, 8. H. H. Clark; second vice-president,
G. M. Lane; comyptroller, Oliver W. Minki;

treasurer, G. Harris; secretary, Alex. Mil-
Iar. Mr. Jay Gould, in an interview, said:
“The proposed new collateral trust’ per
cent. mortgage bends will be limited to
$25.000,000, but not more than $10,000,000
will be issued at present. It may not be
necessary to make anv stock bonus with
the issue, as the Union Pacific oredit is im-
proving so rapidly, but as yet nothing has
been determined about any stock issue.
We ought to realize $9,000,000 cash from
these bonds.”

The company which proposes to
build the road is composed largely of &t,
Louis capitalists.

The Big Four lines earned in the third
week of April $231,204.70, which was a de-
crease of $11,075.54, as comvared with those
of the corresponding week of 1500, Its
earnings for March and for the nine months
ending March 51 shows: Mareh: Gross
earnings, $1,000,317: net earnings, $523,494;

044; net decrease, $120,720.

The omgloyon on the Peoria division of
the Big Four recently forwarded to J. A.
Shirley, their late chief train-dispatcher, a
diamond stud as a token of the high es-
teem in which he was held by his late as-
sociates. Mr. Shirley yesterday acknowl-
edged the receipt of the gift in appropriate
terms. He has accepted a position on the
Richmond & Danville system, with head-
quarters at Birmingham, Ala.

“Inquirer” asks when the Big Four will
take pussession of the Cincinnati, Wabash
& Michigan road. The nnderstanding now
is that President Ingalls wiil do so as soon
as the Cincinnati, Wabash & Michigan
proper, the Hushville extension and its
Greenaburg and North Vernon divisions are
pat in good physical condition with the
money to be raised on the new issue of
bonds, and the whole well equipped.

‘The Michigun Central people have de-
cided to complete the doubling of their
track this year between Buflalo and De-
troit, and pext year continue the double
track westward from Detroit to Chicago.

The
plaintiff is sesking to recover damages
from O'Conner, foreman of the Big Four
freight depot, for slander, in reporting that
Brennan and others were found in a freight
car with & Dbarrel of whisky, in
transit, on tap. Henry Spsan appeared
for the plamntift, but his chief
witness rose in court intoxicated. The
lawyer was then very anxious for & con-
tinuance, but John Duncan, appearing for
the defense, was just as anxious to proceed.
The judge ordered the trial to continue.

Mr. Dunocan raised the point of incompe-
tency of the complaint, and moved‘ to dis-
miss the case, becanse the word “report”
was used where the singular was necessary
to make the allegation hold sgainst his
client. The court was ruling for the de-
fendant, when Mr. Spaan, who saw the er-
ror, stated that he would ask leave, as
the law aliows, to amend the complaint. It
was now Mr. Dancan’s turn. “Then I want
a continuance, may it please the court”
said he. This caused considerablp amuse-
ment, and Judge Brown said: “The case
will be continued, but when it is set for
trial again I want everybody ready, and do
ou, Mr, Spaan, see that your witgosses are
ere in court, and sober, %

Spencer Ilouse Proprietors Sued.
Nathan E. C. Whitney, who claims to be

a patent solicitor, brought suit yesterday
in the Circnit Court for $5,000 damages
against Henry M. Lawrence and Patrick
White, proprietors of the Spencer House.
He says that on April 19 he was, as he had
been for three days, a guest of the house,
and that at midnight he was ejected from
his room by the defendents, who detained
him an hour in the office of the botel. They

accused him of the ¢rime of embezzlement
and of being a vagrant, and then handed
him over to the police, by whom he
was taken to the station-house, where he
was slated as a vagrant. He says he is &
fair and honorable man, whose bLusiness
inlddhim £1,000 a month, and on the trial

efore\the Mayer, after spending four days
in jail, he was honorably acquitted. His
treatment by the defendents, he says, was
wholly unwarranted and inspired by envy
and malice.

BRICK, ASPHALT DR GRANITE?

What a Citizen Says About the Firsi-Named
Material—A Durable Pavement.

To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journak

Brick, as a paving material, has passed
beyond the region of experiment in this
country. The test has been made at Co-
lambus, O., and it is the pavement of the
future. Columbus, after experimenting
with asphalt, granite and other materials,
has under contract or sbout to be con-
tracted, twelve miles of paving on twenty-
five streets, and nesrly every foot of it is
brick. No better evidence of the durabil-
ity of brick isneeded than the tunnel under
High street at Columbus. There is & grade
there of 120r 14 per cent. The grade 1s
paved with Medins stone—harder than
granite—with occasional rows of brick
blocks. The Medina stone is worn to a
considerable extent, so much so that in
ﬁm the stones shounld be renewed, while

@ brick blocks show scarcely any wear.

The question whether brick pavements
will stand the pressure, hea loads and
hard wear, can only be ukod'gy one who
has never seen the modern paving brick,
There are bricks and bricks. Columbus has
found this out, as Cincinnati learned at
some cost that there is granite and granite.
Bloomington, [ll., bas a brick pavement
that is seventeen years oid; Charleston, W,
Va., has one that is fifteen years old. Pine
street in San Francisco was paved with
brick fourteen years ago, and to-day they
hau! ten-ton loads of silver ore over it. At
Galesburg, Ill., there is a brick pavement
that Las been down nine years, and is now
10 good condition. Clinton, Ia., has & fine
pavement put down on broken stone. At
the C., B. & Q. freight depot in Chicago
cedar block, ssphalt and ite have all
been tried and thrown aside for brick.

The advantages of brick for paving pur-

sosare: (1) They make a practically noise-

oss pavement; (3) they fitso close that there
are no interspaces to retain ﬁlth;-ﬂ it is
easily cleaned; (4) it is easily repaired, and
opened for gas and water trenches; (5) oan
be made any size; (lﬂ skilled labor not
necessary to put it down; (7) there are
many brick manufacturers in the country,
there is great competition in the business,
and any contraotor can bid on the work;
(8) brick pavements are so sinooth as to re-
duce the tractive power, and wear and tear
on vehicles almost to a minimam; (9) brick
do not polish under wear, are not danger-
ous or slippery in wet or frosty weather,
and hence always afiord a good foothold to
horses; (10) good vitrified paving brick are
not attected appreciably by moisture, frost
or fire; (11) the cost of brick pavément is
less than'any darable pavement.
No intelligent man can make a careful ex-
amivation and remain unconvinced.
