The expectation
that the bank statement would show a
material increase in the sur-
plus reserve was not disappointed
and 8 gain of over $3000,000 puts that
item at over £10,000,000 again. The deal-
fogs 1 the market, however, presented
no marked change from those of the pre-
vious days of this week, and were still con-
fined prineipally to the grangers, indaos-
triale and a few other stocks whiech
have an international market, although the
foreigu operations were insignificant.

CATCHING AND SELLING BAIT.

———

An Important Trade That Is Peculiar to the
Coanst People of Newfoundland.
Detroit Free Press.

A very important trade in the small vil-
lages scattered along the coast of New-
foundland 18 that of selling bait, and in
many cases the catching of it forms the
sole employment of the majority of men in
those localities. Very early in the yearthe
first bait purchased by the cod-fishers is
frozem he*ring. The fish are caughtjin
seines by the hviers, as the natives
call the bait-dealers. They are trozen
and placed in the vessel's hold,
where they are covered up and
thus kept fresh for three or four weeks un-
til the weather becomes too warm to allow
of their use. Then it becomes necessary to
put ice on the bait, which 1s placed in pens
in the hold, a layer of chopped ice being
sprend between each layer of herring.

About the middle of June a change in
baiting is made, capelin—a small fish great-
ly resemblineg the smelt—beiug used. These
are captured in small drag-seines made eos-
pecially for the purpose. They are stowed
away in the same manner as the herring,
large quantities of 1ce being broken into
small pieces and spread over them in the
bait pens.

The most populn form of bait, however,
is the squid. The liviers first bexin angling
for them in the latter part of July and con-
tinue until they disappear in October. At
the beginning of the season they are taken
in enormous quantities, s0 many Dbeing
caught that in a single day a vessel can se-
cure 30,000 or 40,000 of them withont stop-
ping in the harbor long enough to make it
necessary to haul down her sails. The
method of procuring this variety of bait is
quite interesting, the only apparatus being
& kind of hook ecalled a jig. This con-
sists of a stout line secured to a lead
cyvlinder three inches long, fastened to
which are several stout pins bent nupward.
No bait 18 used, the jig being let down into
the water and kept constantly in motion in
imitation of & small fish. A squid will
throw its long tentacles around the jig and
immediately become caught in the pins,
when 1t is dextrously hauled into the boat.
Scids havea very unpleasant habit when
being thus landed of discharging a stream
of salt water into the faces of tuneir
captors, and this is almost instantly fol-
lowed by a jet of a dirty, black, ink-like
substance. As & matter of course this is
decidedly disagreeable, even to a weather-
beaten squid-fisher. Oocasionally giant
squids are caught, some specimens being so
bulky as to furnish bait for two vessels—
an amount equal to 60,000 or 70,000 of the
small variety.

Salted clams are very frequently utilized
for baiting purposes, and very often birds
—such as the hagdon or great puffin, noddy
and stormy petrel—serve the same purpose.
These birds are canght with a hook and
Jine, and upon beln{‘pnlled on board are
killed with clubs. hen bait runs short,
fish entralls—called “gurry” by the fisher-
men—are called into requisition, In add:-
tion to these lady-fish, lant, fish eggs, ale-
wives, ‘l)orpfieo. pickled ‘menhaden, yellow
fiah and salmon are used by both the traw-
lers and hand-line fisherson the banks.

Personal Appearance of the New Kuler of

the Ancient Empire,
INlustrated American.

On both sides of the hall, from the en-
trance to the foot of the dias, were ranged
numbers of military officials of high rank,
who stood silent and motionless with avert-
ed eyes. The magnificence of their attire
contrasted strangely with the simplicity
of the appearance of the young Em-
peror who rules a fourth of the hu-
man race, and whose features had
never before been seen by white men
nor by sny others save the most exalted of
his own subjects.

His face s pale and
sad, and thongh it possesses an air of re-
finement and quiet di?nty. it has none of
the force of his martial anceaters—nothing
commanding or imperial—but is altogether
miid, dehicate and kind. He 18 essen-
tially Manchn in features; his skin is
strangely pallid in hue, which is no doubt
accounted for by the rigidity of his life in-
side those forbidding walls, the absence of
the ordinary pleasures and pursuits of his
age, and the constant discharge of onerous,
complicated and difficnit duties of state,
which, it nnst be remembered, are, accord-
ing to imperial Chinese etiquette, mostly
trgnsacted between the hours of 2
and 6 in the morning. His  fac
is oval-shaped, the chin very lon
and mnarrow; the monuth sensitive, with
thin, nervous lips; the nose well-shaped
and straight; the eyebrows well-marked
and arched; while the eyes are unusually
large and mournful in expression. His
forehead is well-shaped and broad, and his
head is large—beyoud the average. He
seemed anxious, watchful and somewhat
nervous, and wae far more over-
come by the unusual experience than
any of the others present. His dress
was a long puce-colored silken robe, with a
large golden dragon embroidered on the
breast, and smaller dragons on tnhe shoul-
ders. He sat cross-legged on the throme,
