Mr. Wanamaker's Clear and Frank Testi-

mony and 1ts Effect.

Councils’ finance committee’s snb-com-
mittee—in continuance of its active and
energetio investigation into the Keystone
Bank collapse and the defaleation of John
Bardsley—had Mr. John Wanamaker as a
witness yesterday.

It covers every story, every
accusation, every slander, and aimostevery
piece of thoanghtless gossip in which bis
name has been brouglht into guestion since
the beginning of the sensational publica-
tio0s in connection with the failure of the
Keystove Bank down to this time. Itis
not only complete as to all those points, but
it is entirely satisfactory and conclusive,

The oral examination—or rather cross-
examination—by members of the commit-
tee, which followed, not only failed to im-
peach any part of Mr. Wavamaker's state-
ment, but strengthened it in every way. It
may be questioned whether any grand in-
quest, sach as this Councild’ committee
really is—or any other investigating tri-
bunal in search of facts and the very trauth
of & case—ever had before it amore entirely
frank, self-com . Or promptly respon-
gv:o a witness than Mr. Wanamaker proved

Those who read the proceedings of the!
committee. and we hoso every fair-minded
man and woman will do so as & matter of
justice to their distinguished townasman,
will see that Mr. Wanamaker completely
refutes every one of the allegations ocon-
neoted with his name. His relavions with
the Keystone Bank were those of a close
neighbor—with only the width of Chestnut
street between them—the relations of a
neighbor doing a very large business, the
relations of an excesdingly large depositor
whose deposit line ran up to the sum of
$1,265,597 1n the four and a half months pre-
ceding the closing of the bank on the 20th
of March, this year—the relations, in fact,
of & very praofitable customer to the bank
who owes it not one dollar of money, an
who, at no time, was either corporator,
stockholder, director or officer of the bank,

As to the alleged over.issued shares of
the bank whieh came into Mr. Wana-
maker's hands as collateral security—it
will be seen that they came to him in heun
of cash which Mr. Lucas had agreed to
furnish Mr. Wanamaker in paymenut of Lis
share of a Reading railroad stock purchase
which Mr. Lucas had failed to pay accord-
ing to agreement—that no whisper of donbt
was ever heard about the validity of that
stock until after the failure of the bank—
that even now there 1s not one particle of
proof that that stock is an invalid issu
except the uansupported statemenrt o
the fugitive Keystone president, Marsh
—that Mr. Wanamaker does not be-
lieve it is jovalid—that he held it
subject to the adjustment of his account
with the Lucas estate—but that, neverthe-

whom he received it. If that stock was, as
claimed, a reissue by Mr. Lueas, the de-
ceased ex-president, of certifioates which
he shonld have canceled, Mr. Wanamaker
was & victim of deception.
