The next essay. The8tory of the Rocks."
was by Roscoe Hitter, who told what geol
ogy had furnished in the record or tne
world's history. He said that the rocks
were like Portia's leaden casket they
promised little, yet they concealed precious
treasure.

"Who is the Hero!" was the title of the
essay of Victoria Kritz. In speaking of
heroes she gave many illustrations, high
and low, noting, among others, the signers
of the Declaration, Leonidas and his three
hundred, Wicklltle, Savonarola, Martin
Luther and St. Francis Xavier, the great
Jesuit missionary. She held moral courage
to be tbe highest type of heroism.

Brandt Downey followed with an oration
entitled. "The Saxon Idea of Government."
in which he gave the rude forms out of
which have been perfected the English and
American systems of government, lie
closed with a tribute to Saxon blood.

"Tho Typical American." was the subject
of an essay by Mary S. Butler. She held
that when the character of a nation is
studied it must be studied from individual
specimens: that America's typical citizens
are only those whose services to the conn- -
try are of unselhsh devotion and who hare
their country's good at heart. She thought
Benjamin franklin to be in every way the
typical American, a man to whom nothing
came by luck, but everything by labor. .

".National Politics in City Government"
was tbe subject of an oration by Sylvan W.
Kahn. It was quite out of the usual conrso
of high-scho- ol effort and showed consider-
able thought npon current affairs. He said
the subject of municipal government and
improvement which might be made on it
cannot be too freely discussed. "The cen
sus of 1790," said the orator, "shows only
thirteen cities with more than 5,000 inhabit-
ants and none with more than 40,000
inhabitants. To-da- y there are rive hun
dred cities, in each of which tbe population
exceeds 5,000, and thirty of above 100,000.
A very great and ever-increasi- ng propor-
tion of the wealth oi the country is fath
ered into our larger cities, and therefore
their government is of vital importance to
America. It needs no argument to show
that if we can govern our cities we can gov-
ern the country. If we do not govern the
cities better in the future than in the past,
we cannot long continue to sovern them a
aJL The government of cities varies in ao
cordance with the conditions peculiar to
each, but in one respect all municipalities
are now alike the government of the
smallest village, as well as that of the larg-
est city, is atlected by the politics of the
State and Nation." The orator went on to
show that State and national politics
should have no part in municipal politics,
and that the presence of such politics was
to theldetriment of the municipality.

"Relics of Barbarism" was the subject of
the essay by Rose Elliott The essayist
showed that superstition, love of blood-
shed in the killing of birds and animals
and war still existed in the world. She
criticised women who wore upon their hats
bright plumaged birds that have been
killed by slow torture that their brilliant
colors might be preserved.

After this came the presentation of di-
plomas. Rose Elliott received the honor
scholarship given by the Indiana Univer-
sity, Charles N. Young that of the Wabash
College, and Sylvan W. Kahn $20 oifered
by the Wabash College Alumni Association
of this city to the young man of the June
class who received the highest grade of
scholarship for the senior year.

President, In galls, of the Big Four and

early as practicable, to establish a Dig Four
andC. & 0. adrertising bnre&o. About
eighteen months ago the Pennsylrania
Company took steps in this direction, and
has done all its advertising of late through
the .newspapers, and the results have been
yery gratifying to General Passenger
Agent Ford and his subordinates. The
Railway Review, in its last issue, contains
a very well-writte- n article on thematterof
properly advertising . a railroad, its ad-
vantages, attractions, etc. The gist of it is
that merchants in large cities, in order to
catch the trade of buyers in a million peo-
ple, spend annually ten times the amount
expended by railwavs to get the favor and
good will ox ten million people. A casual
examination into this matter will demon-
strate that a larger expenditure to attract
business is made- - through the dead-hea- d

eystcni than is spent in direct appeals to
the traveling public via the medium of
newspaper work. Special fitness is re-
quired for the proper running of the road.
Mea are chosen and given large salaries
cololy for the reason'of recognized worth:
but although thoroughly equipped
in every other branch of service,
the so-call-ed progressive railway is still
without the invaluable aid of an advertis-
ing bureau in charge of a capable head or
chief. The writer says: "I know of several
roads, whose equipment in every particular
is almost a dream of Aladdin's lamp in mag-
nificence, passing through scenery un-
bounded and unlimited in sublimity and
beauty, a panorama of delightful rtfni-
nes to the eye. speeding by pictures paint-
ed by nature in her most brilliant color-
ings yet a morning train, consisting of not
more than four coaches (and often less) is
only fairly tilled, and a corresponding train
at night has. scarcely twenty passengers.
Why. these roads could fill their coaches
and compel ere long the running of trains
in sections, if they would but organize an
advertising department on a practical ba-
sis. There are plenty of men capable of
bringing business to a road after a little
training.- - Managers will out, slash and
dash for a theatrical troupe of twenty per--
eons, and then blow about it as abig thing.
If they would spend the same energy in ad-
vertising their line to the people on or near
the line or connecting lines, they would
Cain a larger troupe at full rates.
