INDIANAPOLIS MARKETS.

Violent Disturbances on tbe Sun.
New York Sun.

There is a big group of spots coming into
sight around the edge of the sou. Their
appearance is very formidable. The bright
surface of tho solar globe seems to have
been torn aud broken through in a wonder-
ful manner. All aronnd the black spots
the glowing surface is heaped up into vast
mountaiuuus elevations that shine much
brighter than the surrounding parts of the
sun. It needs but a glance to see that a
tremendous convulsion is occurring there.
Enornior.d masses of vaporized matter, in-
cluding metals turned into clouds by heat,
are being hurled tens of thousauds of miles
high. In a fow days the rotation of the
sun will have brought this disturbed region
near the center of the disk. It will be
worth watching, for daily and hourly mar-
velous changes will take place there, the
explosions may become weaker, and the
6pots gradually dieappear, or there may be
a far greater outburst that will shatter the
brilliant shell of tbe sun over millions of
square miles, if, in the meantime, great
storms and tornadoc occur on the earth they
will no doubt be ascribed to the influence
of this disturbance on tbe sun, but nobody
should inmp to the conclusion that the
solar explosions really do produce storms.
If it can be proved that electricity is an
important element in the generation of
tornadoes, then the storm-producin- g in-
fluence of sun spots will probably be ad-
mitted by many men of science who doubt
it at present, for the earth always responds
with a magnetio thrill to the convulsions
that shake the mighty ruler in the sky.

A Waterspout on the GulC

About 5 o'clock yesterday morning a
waterspont measuring nearly 150 feet m di-

ameter made its appearance in the gulf, oft
the southeast coast, It was moving in ft
northwesterly direction toward tbe bay,
and was increasing in volume as it- - pro-
ceeded. It was seen by several fisher-
men and the occupants of a number
of small craft who were in its course, and
narrowly escaped being drowned. Those
who witnessed this nautical phenomenon
state that it whirled with a zigzag motion
and sent upward a sparkling shower ot
spray which fell in torrents into the angry
waves. It was first seen shortly after the
light rain whioh occurred about dawn, ana
