The Rise in Price of the White Metal Said to
Be the Kesult of s Combination.

i

New Yorx, June 19.—The executive com-
mittee of the National Rilver Association
met to-day. It was stated that none of the
proceedings was yet to be made publie. A
comumittee was appointed to formulcte a
plan of work,and itis probable a report will
be made public to-morrow.

An evening paper says: The rapid ad-
vance in the price of silver bullion yesater-
day set Wall street a thinking. On the 6th
of this month the operations of the big

Fronch pool 1n silver were reported. To-
day it was learned that while there were
Jdndications that the first pool was liquidat-
ing to some extent, another pool, also,
had begun to work to the same end,
and when ready to take hold the first
pool had left off. The plan of mpa:gn
scems to be based on the same tenor as the
first ?ool. At the present time the govern-
ment’s annual purchases of silver to fill the
requirements of the silver act of 1890, use
up 54,000,000 onnces of silver. This coun-
%’n produaction of silver for 1800 waa 62,
831 ounces. This leaves 8,000,000
ounnces for the total requirements
of tl:lo nrtad. o ‘ndth to fill . tge
export deman p to the passage of the
Ju?? bill this country always exported an-
nually frow five to ten million ounces. The
Mercantile Safe-deposit Company, of New
York, reports on hand June 19, 195,256,779
ounces of silver., As was told on July 6,
one concern is thought to own at least,
2,500,000 ounces of this amount. Outside
of this supply there is in this country
grobpbly about 2,000,000 cunces of silver
ullion at various points. The only other
large supply of silver is said to be in Mon-
terey, Mexico, where about 2,000,000 ounces
is held in the shape of lead ore, pending
certain railroad construction. Mexico pro-
duces -nnns.llg about 40,000,000 ounces of
silver, of which about 25,000,000 ounces are
coined. The rest is shipped to China and
Japan via San Francisco. The preduction
of white metal from sources other than
those named is incousiderable.

This morning rupee pl'Fer was aotive
and stronger in London. This is owing to
the passage of the bill in the lower house
of the Spanish Cories, giving the Baunk of
Spain the power to increase its note issue
based on silver.

A WOMAN DID Ir.

Sad Story of President Bachanan’s Love and

Why He Never Mearried.

A Minneapolis lady told me the other day
the true reason why James Bochanan, the
fitteeuth President of the United States,
never married. She used to live in Lan-
caster, Pa., and it was near this little citv
that President Buchanan lived (when "at
bhome"”) and died. 1 qnote her own words:

“When I wasa girl and a young lady at
bhome I used to knew Mr. Buchanan quite
well. Father was one of his intimate
friends and used to spend a good deal of
time, nearly all of his Suaday afternoons,
at his country place, Wheatiand, about
a mile from Lancaster, They had a bond
of sympathy between them, both were
Democrats. Why, he was at my sister's
wedding, and I remember the expression
on his face and the twinkle in his eye as he

unoted the old saying to my oldest sistor:
*‘When a younger sister is married first, the
older has to sit on the fence and await her
tarn. You must dance in your stocking
feet to-night,’

“He was a tall, fine-looking man with
silvery white bair, generally dressed in
black broadeloth, black satin vest and
wore the old-fashioned high linen collara.
One great peculiarity of his was carrying
his head on one side, There was o man in
Lancaster named for him, James Buchanan
Frey, and in order to look like him he car-
ried his head on the side the same way.

*He teld my father about the love afiair.
I've heard it dozens of times. He was en-
gaged to Miss Coleman, of Lancaster, and
there, too, lived Miss Rose Hubley, also
very much in love with him and mortally
jealous of Miss Coleman. The course of
true love was sunning smootbly for the
lovers until this Miss Hubley came be-
tween them, Mr. Buchanan had been outof
town on business, returned Iate one after-
noon to the city, and on his way home *
passed by where Miss Hubley lived. She
ocalled him into the house, and he was there
some few minutes, then went directly home
to get bis sapper. As froququtly happens,
some gossiping neighbors either saw it or
Miss Hubly herself took pains to inform
Miss Coleman that Mr. Duchanan had
called at the other lady's home
first, mlthough engaged teo her. BShe
reaented it, and when he went to
call upon her that evening declined to see
him.

SARONY'S OPINION OF MODELS,

Interesting Chat with the Ceiedrated Gotham

Artist About Women Who Pose.
New York Telogram,

Napoleon Sarony and J. G. Brown favored
me to-day with a very entertaining talk on
that much abused clgss, the female models
of New York. “They are grossly misrepre-
sented, as a rule,” said Sarony, “and in my
long experience 1 have found that the
majority are virtuous, hard-working girla,
Models with good figures earn from 50 cents
to §1 an bour and average §3aday. Models
are paid lees in Europe unless they have
classical figures, and artists like Boungerean
or Cabanel pay them bif prices because
they monopolize them. In orivate life,
however, there are figures as fine as olass-
ical statunes, but, unfortunately, they will
not pﬂle. ) . ol

“A woman may have a fine head anad
shoulders and still be bow-legged. It is by
no means easy to stand in omne position for
twenty minutes at a time, but the model's
task is not so difficult when posing for one
artist as for a class in the Art Students’
League or the Kit Kat Club. The best age
for models is in the twenties, or from six-
teen to seventeen if very vouthful figares
are desired. If vom want Amazons, how-
ever, thirty or forty is the best age. I look
at a model as I would look at a statue, and
where artists look at models in a different
way they have mistaken their calling.”

J, G. Brown waa busy when 1 called at
hls’\tudlo. finishing oue of his stndies of
atreet types. He laid aside his brush, how-
ever, and conversed freely about his expe-
rience with all kinds of models.

“One of the most interesting things,”
said Mr. Brown, "'is 1 after years, to have
models come to see you after they have be-
come happy, married women. One of my
former modaels siopped mein the street only
yesterday, and I bad not seen herin twently
years. She was a very beautiful model,
and I painted several successful pictures
from her. 1 took considerable interest in
her, because she had lost her mother and
brother, and had to support herself. In
those days the picture buvers wonld come
to our rooms, and we soon got acquainted
with them. 1 tred to interest these people
in the girl, but they did not believe there
was any virtnein a woman who wouald stand
for an artist semi-nnde. 1 told one wealthy |
man, however, that she was just as virtu-
ous as his danghter, although she had fift
times the temptations his daughter had.
The npshot was that the family interested
themselves in the girl, and helped ber finan-
cially and socially, and she made an execel-
lent mateh,

“The boys I use as models I pick np from
tho street. Sometimes, however, | have to
do a good deal of hunting around, aud then
; go to my old boys who have sat for me be-

ors,

“*Vanity is the most powerful incentive
that leads & woman to become a model. A
pretty woman is conscious of her charms,
and many beauntifol ladies volunteer to sit
for nothing. Artists treat women different-
ly from laymen in their studios, We look
at & woman with a painter’s eye.”
