TRADING AT CHICAGO.

Rain in the Winter Wheat Belt Said to Have
Done Little Damage.

CHICAGO, June 10.—~Wheat opened with
an appearance of strength, first sales of
July being made at 442940, against 98100
at the close yesteraay. The strength was
only apparent, however, and was due tothe
bidding of a few nervounas speculators who
overeastimated the impertance of the wet
weather in the winter wheat belt, where
the harvest is in progress. All of the cop-
ditions were against them. Cavle market
reports showed lower prices for both spot
and futares at Liverpcol and for cargoes for
prompt shipment at London. A series of

private cables from the prominent wheat
market centers of Europe said that French
importers had already bought more grain
than the mtuation warranted, which
seemed to account for the sharp drep
in prices yesterday. It is said thauw 260.000
bushels were lying in halls on the English
coast for which there were no bidders.
Furthermore the weather map showed but
littla ramm in Kansas, inchcsun% that the
harvest would scon be resumed. The break
in stocks, instituted upon the continued
bold exports, sssisted in the decline. The
local feeling was bearish and the selling
pressure quickly overwhelmea the little
potarie of buyers. Within five minutes of
the opening July sold at 93%4c. At this
voint came reports of serious damage to the
erop in Kansas by floods and heavy rains,
% good inquiry for cash wheat here chietly
for direct export, and large export clear-
snces from the seaboard. A French eable
also said that the Chamber of Deputies
had to the measure of the
reduction of the duty on cereals, fixing
the date at July 10. As this was a compro-
mise between the Chamber’s wish for an
immediate reduction and the action of the
Senate, fixing the time at Aug 1, it was
thought it wouid pass the Senate.

DUN & CO.'S WEEKLY REVIEW,

Trade Decidedly Unsettled, Caused by Re-
cant Faliurea and Nervoas Money Market

NEWYORK, June 19.—R. (3. Dan & Co.’s
weekly review of trade says: While crop
reports continne remarkably favorable,
the volume of bumsiness at present trans-
acted is not as large as it has been in other
years at this time. This is in part because
exceptioually hot weather at many points
has induced something like midsummer
duliness, but the more important canse, un-
doubtedly, is that trade in many branches
has been waiting for certainty of improve-

ment and definite orders before nndertak-
ing new risks. There 1s also some hesita-
tion owing to recent failures, particularly
in Philadelphia, Credits have been more
cautionsly given in the woolen and the
boot and shoe trades, audy this has lessened
the volume of transactions. Hence itis
encouraging to find that there is actual im-
provement in the demand for consumption
in saveral of the more important srades and
that manufacturers already begin to feel
the effects.

At Boston more disposition to bny is
noticed in the leather trade, and stead
orders for boots aud shoes, though small,
give encoaragement. At Philadeiphia the
wool trade is waiting, holders asking more
than buyers wish to give, but the leather
trade 18 healthy, with better prospects. In
building much aepression results from re-
cent failures. Pittsburg notes better de-
mand for manufactured iron, and Cleve-
land more demand for pig. At Cincinnati
trade is picking up, and at Detroit in-
creased in some lines, woel moving at 2 or
3 cents lower prices than a year sgo. Chi-
oago notes wool receipts double last year’s,
with an increase of one-half in wheat and
dressed beef, and moderate increase in
hides, but decrease in flour, corn and lard.
Sales of dry goods and shoes continne to
exceed last year's, Bt. Louis notes some
chnn? by frequent rains, and while lom-
ber, building, bardware, paint and o1l
trades are espsecially active, the general
ngmrm is rather less than & year ago,
though of fair volume. It is important
that all Northwestern and Southwestern
reports mention rain and brighter crop
prospects.

Crop prospects strengthen confidence at
Kavsas City, and bosiness is improved at
Louisville, decidedly at Montgomery and
slightly at New Orleans, Trade is small at
Memphis, quiet at Little Rock, dull at Nash-
ville, better than nsual for the season at
Atlanta, and much better than last year at
Jacksonville. Reports from all quarters
indieate little compiaiut as to collections.
Regarding money, they show almost every-
where an ample lnpplly for legitimnate and
safe business, but it is frequently mentiened
that there 1s no supply for speculation, and
at 5t. Louis the market is stiffer at 7 and 8
per cent.; at Kansas City firm at 8 to 10 per
cent.; at Detroit strong at 7; rather strin-
gent at Clevelund, tight at Little Roek and
Atlanta, close at Nushville, and 1n good
demand at firm ratesat New Orleans '?mm
all other points reports indicate compara-
tive ease,

It is another hopeful indication that the
demand for aarufactured iron and steel
fmproves. For surictural iron there is a
rush of orders, though bar iron 1s only
fairly active, but plates are in good de-
mand. The stagunation produced in rails
by tone combination to hold up prices is
shown b{ the oflicial report that sales to
Junel, thisyenr were but 725, 876 tons, against
L086.000 tons at the same date last year,
and deliveries but 337.000 tons against 58, -
000 tons last year. The wool marker at
New York shows improvement in larger de-
maod by manofaggurers. In woolen goods
there is a larg ume of business, and
